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NCAA Tournament
South Carolina will compete in Athens, Ga., in 
fi rst-round NCAA Tournament action Friday, May 9, 
when it takes on Virginia Commonwealth at 7 p.m. 
The host Bulldogs face Yale earlier in the day at 4 
p.m. The winners are set to meet at 4 p.m. the next 
day for a right to compete in the 16-team NCAA 
Championship in Tulsa, Okla., over May 15-20.

Three In A Row For Schofi eld
Junior Gira Schofi eld will compete in the NCAA 
Singles Championship for the third year in a row 
this season, making her one of just four players 
in school history to make NCAAs three times dur-
ing their careers. The fi rst to do so was Michelle 
Duda in 1991, 1992 and 1993, followed by Heather 
Greene in 1994, 1995 and 1996. Current assistant 
coach Katarina Petrovic, whose last name during 
her playing days was Markovski, went in 1999, 
2000 and 2002. Schofi eld will also play doubles 
with Ana Marija Zubori, making Schofi eld the fi rst 
player since Jennifer Radman in 2002 to play in 
both individual tournaments. The NCAA Singles 
and Doubles Championships will be played over 
May 21-26 in Tulsa, Okla.

Gamecocks In Athens
2008 marks the second time in four years South 
Carolina has been sent to Athens, Ga., for the fi rst 
round of the NCAA Tournament. The last time in 
2005, the Gamecocks beat Nebraska 4-0 before 
losing to the host Bulldogs by the same score the 
next day.

Gamecocks In The
NCAA Tournament

South Carolina is makng its 14th consecutive ap-
pearance in NCAA play in 2008 and its 18th overall. 

Carolina is 15-17 in the tournament. The Game-
cocks appeared in the fi rst two tournaments in 
1982 and 1983 and reached the quarterfi nals in ’82, 
which remains the best showing in school history. 
The Gamecocks have reached the Sweet 16 fi ve 
times, with their last appearance coming in 1999. 
In addition to making the NCAA fi eld 14 times in a 
row, South Carolina has won 12 of its past 14 fi rst-
round matches.

It’s All About Consistency
South Carolina extended its streak of consecutive 
NCAA appearances to 14 in 2008, which stands as 
the 11th-longest active streak in the country. Below 
is a look at the current streaks.

USC-VCU In September
Despite a limited history between the two schools, 
South Carolina and VCU sort of played a dual 
match against each other this past September. The 
UVa Invitational in Charlottesville, Va., pitted one 
team against another in a dual match format but it 
was still technically an unfl ighted tournament. The 
Gamecocks’ Gira Schofi eld scored a 6-1, 6-3 win 
over Tatsiana Uvarova, who plays No. 1 singles for 
the Rams and Suzanna Mansour won in three sets 
over Olena Leonchuk, VCU’s No. 4 player. Vikto-
ria Konstantinova beat USC’s Ana Marija Zubori 
in three sets and Laura Burns won in straight sets 
against the Gamecocks’ Natasa Vuckovic. Konstan-
tinova will play the second singles position Friday 
and Burns will be at fi ve.

Series Histories
The Gamecocks and Rams of VCU have little his-
tory. VCU leads the all-time series 2-0 after defeat-
ing South Carolina during the regular season in 
2002 and then again in the second round of the 
NCAA Tournament that same year. Both matches 
were played in Columbia, S.C., and it was the last 
time the Gamecocks hosted a regional. South Car-
olina has never played Yale, and the history with 
Georgia is extensive since both teams compete in 
the Southeastern Conference’s Eastern Division. 
The Bulldogs lead the series 34-14 and have won 
eight in a row over Carolina and 16 of the last 17 
meetings. Earlier this season, Georgia defeated the 
Gamecocks 7-0 in Athens, Ga.

South Carolina will use its usual singles lineup, but 
the Gamecocks made some changes in doubles at 
the top two positions. Gira Schofi eld and Suzanna 
Mansour will play one and Ana Marija Zubori and 
Megan McGavock will team up at two doubles.

Vuckovic Among Elite
Gamecock Company

Junior Natasa Vuckovic is among elite company 
at South Carolina having won at least 20 singles 
matches three consecutive seasons. Only six other 
Gamecocks have accomplished the feat, the most 
recent being Jennifer Radman, Tamara Sutton and 
Lynn-Yin Tan. All three players won at least 20 per 
season four straight years from 1999 to 2002. Rita 
Winebarger also posted four consecutive seasons 
of 20 or more wins from 1985 to 1988, as did Caro-
lina Culik from 1987 to 1990. Tobi Rakic fell two 
wins shy of making it four straight her senior year 
after reaching 20 wins in 1995, 1996 and 1997. 
Winebarger actually won over 30 matches in three 
of her four years, a large reason why she owns the 
school’s all-time record for singles wins at 127.

In The Rankings
Gira Schofi eld and Ana Marija Zubori have been 
ranked in singles and doubles the entire season. 
Schofi eld achieved a career-high ranking of No. 23 
in singles in March and is currently rated No. 45. 
Zubori set her career mark in February by reaching 
No. 56 and is ranked No. 74 in the latest poll. The 
two have been ranked the entire spring in doubles 
as well, ascending as high as No. 9 in January and 
February. Carolina’s top duo is ranked No. 34 on 
the April 28 rankings list.

AgSouth Athlete Of The Year
Sophomore Ana Marija Zubori was voted this year’s 
AgSouth Athlete of the Year by Gamecock fans. 
During the 2007-08 season, an AgSouth Athlete of 
the Week was chosen and then in April, fans voted 
for a male and female athlete of the year based upon 
the weekly winners. George Bryan IV from men’s 
golf was the male recipient. The two sophomores 
received their awards prior to the South Carolina 
vs. Florida baseball game May 2.

Weekly Award For Rajic
Jelena Rajic was named SEC Co-Freshman of 
the Week on April 2. Rajic helped Carolina defeat 
LSU with a 6-0, 6-0 victory against Kylie Adamek 
at No. 6 singles, and she also teamed with Natasa 
Vuckovic for a 9-7 triumph over the Tiger duo of 
Adamek/Robinson at the third doubles position. 
In a 5-2 loss to Arkansas, Rajic picked up one of 
the Gamecocks’ two points in singles play, a 5-7, 
6-4, (10-1) win versus Audrey Bordeleau. The Lady 
Razorback entered the match with a 28-8 overall 

record and was 10-2 at No. 6 singles while own-
ing a 15-3 record in dual matches. Rajic shared the 
honors with Karen Nijssen of Ole Miss.

Team Serbia/Florida
It only takes a quick glance at the Gamecocks’ ros-
ter to see that South Carolina’s players either hail 
from Serbia or Florida. Even though sophomore 
Ana Marija Zubori is listed as being from France, 
she holds citizenship in Serbia as well. She was 
born in Serbia but was sent to live in France with 
her sister when fi ghting broke out in the former Yu-
goslavia in the 1990s.

SEC Success
Since fi rst competing in the SEC in 1992, the Game-
cocks have enjoyed consistent success in a league 
that is arguably the toughest in the nation. Over the 
past 17 seasons, the Gamecocks are one of fi ve 
SEC schools to win 100 league matches, and their 
.545 (102-85) winning percentage ranks fi fth in the 
conference. South Carolina has posted a winning 
league record in 10 of those 17 years. Below is a 
list of teams’ SEC regular-season records since the 
league expanded to 12 teams in 1991-92. The list 
is sorted from best to worst winning percentage.

NCAA Individual History
South Carolina has placed either a singles com-
petitor or doubles team in 21 of 27 NCAA Indi-
vidual Championships. Laura Berstein remains the 
only Gamecock to advance to the round of 16 in 
singles, doing so in 1983 in Albuquerque, N.M. In 
doubles, Helen Crook and Victoria Davies are the 
only USC duo to go as far as the semifi nals, which 
happened in 1994 in Athens, Ga. In 2006, Gira 
Schofi eld became just the second USC freshman 
to compete in the NCAA Singles Championship. If 
one were to count the individual and team tourna-
ments, South Carolina has participated in at least 
one NCAA event every year since 1990, a streak of 
19 appearances in a row.

Teaching An Old Dog
A New Trick

Even though she’s a senior for the Gamecocks, 

Megan McGavock showed mid-season it is never 
too late to try something new in tennis. After suf-
fering a six-match losing streak during the spring, 
head coach Arlo Elkins decided the biggest thing 
hurting McGavock was an inconsistent serve. 
Consequently, Elkins worked with McGavock and 
reinvented her serve by signifi cantly reducing her 
backswing to reduce her margin for error. She now 
starts with her racket already behind her head be-
fore her ball toss and the result has been almost 
no double faults in her matches. Her record is 6-2 
since making the switch.

Career Records Updates
Senior Megan McGavock is looking to end her ca-
reer as a Gamecock ranked among the top 10 in 
school history for singles, doubles and combined 
victories. Should she fi nish among the top 10 in all 
three, McGavock would be one of only fi ve Game-
cocks listed on all the categories. The other four are 
currently Michelle Duda, Rita Winebarger, Jennifer 
Radman and Lynn-Yin Tan. With 77 singles wins, 
McGavock needs two more to crack the top-10 list, 
while her 62 in doubles is already tied for 10th and 
her 139 combined victories is tied for ninth.

Not Many Have Done It
In the history of Gamecock women’s tennis, not 
many players have won more combined singles and 
doubles matches through their fi rst two years with 
the program than current sophomore Ana Marija 
Zubori. Her current total of 93 has been beaten by 
only fi ve other players, including Jodi Kenoyer (96, 
2002-03), Lynn-Yin Tan (100, 1999-00), Nathalie 
Rodriguez (101, 1990-91), Biljana Mirkovic (108, 
1987-88) and Paulette Roux (109, 1987-88). Mirk-
ovic actually used to coach Zubori when she was a 
junior making her way up the ranks.

All-SEC Accolades
For the second year in a row, the Gamecocks’ top 
three singles players of Gira Schofi eld, Ana Marija 
Zubori and Natasa Vuckovic received places on 
the All-SEC Team. All three players were second-
team honorees. Schofi eld made the second team 
as well in 2006 as a freshman and was a fi rst-team 
selection last year. Vuckovic has been on the sec-
ond team all three years at South Carolina, while 
Zubori made the squad for the second time in as 
many years. Schofi eld and Vuckovic are among an 
elite group in that they are two of only three players 
in school history to receive three All-SEC awards 
during their careers. Heather Greene was the other, 
doing so from 1994 to 1996.

Jocic Out For The Season
Freshman Miljana Jocic was enjoying a productive 
freshman year but had to undergo minor knee sur-
gery in April that ended her rookie campaign. She 
is expected to be at full strength next fall.
