South Carolina will host its first of two ranked opponents in consecutive games as the Game-
cocks welcome No. 17 Kentucky to Colonial Life Arena on Saturday night in the teams’ only 
matchup this season. The Wildcats won last season’s only meeting 77-55 in Lexington, Ky., 
on Feb. 5, 2013. Saturday’s contest will broadcast on ESPN.

Carolina quick hits
n South Carolina is in its 106th season of basketball.
n The Gamecocks are led by Frank Martin in his second year.  Matt Figger is the associate 
head coach, and Perry Clark and Lamont Evans are assistant coaches.  Andy Assaley is in his second year as the director 
of operations for the Gamecocks.
n The Gamecocks are in their 23rd season of competition in the Southeastern Conference in 2014.  Carolina owns a 135-
233 (.367) all-time record in SEC play.  
n Frank Martin owns a 56-58 (.491) all-time record in conference play.
n A 26-point effort from senior guard Brenton Williams was not enough on the road as South Carolina shot 26.7 percent 
(8-30) in the first half before falling 83-67 to Auburn on Wednesday night. Sophomore forward Michael Carrera recorded a 
season-high 13 rebounds in the game.
n After being tied at the half with Georgia at 34-34 last Saturday afternoon, South Carolina went more than nine minutes 
without a field goal to start the second half and fell 73-56. Freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell led the Gamecocks with 18 
points, while Williams added 16. 
n Despite overcoming an 11-point halftime deficit late in the second half, South Carolina was unable to claim a lead in the 
final 20 minutes as they fell 71-64 at Arkansas. The Gamecocks countered the frenetic play with the hot-shooting of Williams 
who hit a career-high 11 field goals as he scored 29 points, going 6-of-13 from 3.
n For the first time since January of 2011, South Carolina won back-to-back conference games as the team topped Ala-
bama 67-66. With the Crimson Tide battling back behind 25 second-half points from Trevor Releford to grab the lead, 
Thornwell led the charge for the Gamecocks, scoring or assisting on 15 of Carolina's final 17 points, including hitting two free 
throws to ice the game with five seconds left. The freshman led the Gamecocks with 22 points.
n For his efforts on the week, Thornwell was named Wayman Tisdale National Freshman of the Week and SEC Freshman 
of the Week after averaging 20.5 points, five rebounds and five assists in two games. It was his second Freshman of the 
Week honor from the conference this season, and first national honor.
n Despite being located in an area which sees little to no snowfall annually, South Carolina is 3-0 this season when there is 
snow on the ground in Columbia. (Jan. 29, Texas A&M; Feb. 13, Vanderbilt; Feb. 15, Alabama)

a south carolina win would ...
• Be Carolina’s first win over a ranked opponent since an 83-75 overtime victory over No. 22/24 Vanderbilt on Jan. 8, 
2011 at Colonial Life Arena.
• Be the Gamecocks first win over Kentucky since defeating the No. 1 Wildcats 68-62 on Jan. 26, 2010 in Columbia.

n In its second game of the season which took place with 
campus closed due to winter weather, the Gamecocks moved 
to 2-0 in such games, topping Vanderbilt last Thursday night, 
65-59, after the contest was postponed for 20 hours after the 
original scheduled time. Thornwell led South Carolina with 19 
points, six rebounds and six assists.  
n Against the Commodores, the Gamecocks grabbed a sea-
son-high 26 offensive rebounds en route to a 23-9 advantage 
in second-chance points. Five Carolina players recorded at 
least three offensive boards. 
n Carolina’s game vs. Vanderbilt was the 2,500th game in 
program history.
n A 23-point halftime deficit was too much to overcome 
as South Carolina was defeated 72-53 by Tennessee at 
Thompson-Boling Arena. Thornwell scored the Gamecocks 
first seven points and finished the day with a team-high 15 
points and four steals.
n After allowing Auburn to go on a 16-2 run early in the 
second half, the Gamecocks stormed back with an 18-2 run 
to level the game with under eight minutes to play, but the 
Gamecocks were unable to slow the Tigers down the stretch 
as they fell 79-74 at Colonial Life Arena. Williams led all scor-
ers with 29 points on a season high 10 field goals, going 6-of-
10 from beyond the arc. Despite only scoring eight points, 
Thornwell posted season highs in assists (9) and steals (4). 
Sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas added a season 
high 14 points and freshman guard Duane Notice chipped 
in 12 points.  
n South Carolina held a 15-point lead with just under 11 min-
utes to play at Ole Miss (Feb. 1), but a late run from the Reb-
els turned the game in the home team’s favor as South Caro-
lina fell 75-71 on Saturday. Senior guard Brenton Williams led 
all scorers with 23 points as he hit 5-of-8 from 3-point range. 
Thornwell added 20 points and a career high six assists.  
n The Gamecocks earned their first conference win of the 
season on Jan. 29 in an 80-52 win over Texas A&M, after 
holding a 20-point halftime lead. Freshman guards Duane 
Notice and Sindarius Thornwell paced the Gamecocks with 
19 points, four rebounds and three assists apiece.
n Carolina's defense held the Aggies to 35.6 percent shoot-
ing from the field, and did not a allow a double-digit scorer for 
the first time this season. 
n It was announced on Jan. 16 that junior guard Tyrone 
Johnson suffered a right foot fracture in the Jan. 15 game at 
Texas A&M, which required surgery.  Johnson is out indefi-
nitely.  The Plainfield, N.J., native has played in 16 contests 
this season for Carolina, averaging 11.2 points and a team 
best 3.4 assists per game. He tallied 11 double-figure scor-
ing games and 11 games with at least three assists prior to 
his injury.
n In this season’s first meeting vs. Ole Miss, the Gamecocks 
held a 10-point lead at halftime, but the Rebels came back to 
out-score the Gamecocks 48-37 in the second half and claim 
a 75-74 win last Saturday at Colonial Life Arena.  Freshman 
guard Sindarius Thornwell posted the first double-double of 
his career with teams highs of 24 points and 11 rebounds in 

the game.  Senior guard Brenton Williams did not hit a basket 
in the contest, but was a perfect 9-of-9 from the free throw 
line, including making three from the line with just six seconds 
to play to pull the Gamecocks within one of the Rebels at 
the time.
n Senior guard Brenton Williams posted the second 30-point 
game of his career last Saturday at Missouri, hitting a career 
high seven 3s, while adding a perfect 9-of-9 mark from the 
free throw line.  Williams scored 22 of those points and hit 
five 3s in the second half.
n Despite 32 points from Williams and sophomore forward 
Michael Carrera’s first double-double of the year with 16 
points and 11 rebounds, South Carolina fell to 0-6 in league 
play with an 82-74 loss at Missouri on Jan. 25.  The Game-
cocks dished 12 assists, and committed just 11 turnovers, 
but poor shooting in the contest - 23-of-59 (39.0%) from the 
field - saw the home team post the win.
n South Carolina suffered a 97-76 loss in SEC play on the 
road at Georgia on Jan. 22, despite a career high 26 points 
from freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell and 18 points Wil-
liams.  South Carolina’s bigs were in foul trouble the duration 
of the contest, with both Mindaugas Kacinas and Desmond 
Ringer on the bench with three fouls by the eight-minute 
mark of the opening half.

LEXINGTON, Ky. - South Carolina (12-10, 2-7 SEC) fell to Kentucky (16-6, 7-2 
SEC) 77-55 in conference action Tuesday night. Despite limited minutes due to 
foul trouble, freshman forward Michael Carrera led the Gamecocks with 18 points 
and six rebounds, both were team highs.
Sophomore guard Damien Leonard also snatched a team-high six boards to go 
with his six points. Junior guard Bruce Ellington scored nine points on the night. 
Junior guard Brenton Williams recorded his first career SEC start. South Carolina 
only recorded seven turnovers in the contest, matching a season low previously 
set against Vanderbilt on Jan. 19.
Kentucky had five players reach double figures. Freshman forward Nerlens Noel 
notched a double-double with 10 points and 10 rebounds to go with his five 
blocks. Senior guard Julius Mays scored 15. Two freshmen added 13 apiece, 
forward Willie Cauley-Stein and guard Archie Goodwin. Sophomore guard Ryan 
Harrow added 12 for the Wildcats. South Carolina was able to convert 17 Wildcat 
turnovers into 16 points.
Facing a 7-0 deficit after missing their first four shots, the Gamecocks steadily 
climbed back into the game, scoring on the next four possessions. Carrera hit a 
jumper for the first South Carolina basket and drained a 3 after a Kentucky turn-
over. Junior guard Brian Richardson hit a 3 of his own to pull the Gamecocks to 
within three at 13-10. Carrera scored over Noel just before the first media timeout 
to make the score 15-12.
With 10:19 to go in the first half, Leonard hit streaking junior guard Eric Smith for 
a backdoor layup to give South Carolina an 18-17 lead. The basket prompted a 
Kentucky timeout.
South Carolina Merchandise & Gamecocks Apparel from the Official University 
of South Carolina Fan Shop
The Gamecocks did not record their first turnover until the 9:32 mark, but turned it 
over on their next three possessions, helping Kentucky take a 26-18 lead.
After the Kentucky called the timeout in response to the 18-17 South Carolina 
lead, the Wildcats went on a 28-6 run over the last 9:38 of the half to take a 45-24 
lead into the locker room.
Ellington was relegated to the bench with foul trouble for most of the first half, 
logging only three minutes of action. Despite only playing seven minutes due 
to early fouls, Carrera was the Gamecocks’ leading scorer, registering seven 
at the break.
With 14:24 on the clock, Carrera pulled the Gamecocks to within 15 with two free 
throws at 55-40, but Kentucky reasserted themselves, scoring 8 unanswered 
points during a 13-1 run. The streak put the Wildcats up 68-41 with 9:16 to go 
in the game.
Seven quick points on free throws from Leonard and Ellington to go with a 3 from 
junior forward RJ Slawson helped the Gamecocks close the gap to 18 at 70-52. 
Kentucky called a timeout with 4:30 on the clock to keep the South Carolina 
momentum at bay.
The Gamecocks could draw no closer and the Wildcats recorded the 77-55 win.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - In South Carolina’s only exhibition game before opening 
up the season on Nov. 9, the Gamecocks used a pair of first half runs fueled 
by its defense to take hold a 17-point first-lead before ultimately defeating 
USC Aiken 84-72. Sophomore guard Michael Carrera led the Gamecocks 
with 14 points, while sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevicius added a 
double-double with 10 points and 11 rebounds.
  South Carolina jumped out to a quick 5-1 lead just over two minutes into the 
game after a jumper from freshman guard Duane Notice. The Pacers though 
tied it up a minute and a half later on a bucket from senior guard Jesse Seilern 
and pushed the lead to 9-7 after a 3-pointer from Seilern at the 15:03 mark.
  From that point on, the Gamecocks picked up their pressure on the defen-
sive end that resulted in a 10-1 run that was capped off by Carrera turning 
over Aiken’s DeVontae Wright in the backcourt and taking the ball the length 
of the court for a two-handed dunk.
  Wright came back and connected on a 3 on the right side to end a two 
and half minute drought that saw the Pacers forced into six missed attempts.
  Wright’s basket was the last for the Pacers for almost seven minutes. After a 
pair of free throws from the senior guard cut the game to two at the 9:30 mark, 
South Carolina went on a 16-1 run that started with a dunk from Chatkevicius. 
Over two minutes later, Notice found Carrera open on the left side as the 
sophomore marksman drained the triple to push the lead to nine.
  Five free throws and buckets from Notice and fellow freshman Demetrius 
Henry pushed the lead to 33-16. During the near four and a half minute 
stretch, the Gamecocks forced the Pacers into 12 missed field goal attempts.
  With under a minute remaining in the half. Thornwell turned over Aiken, 
flipped the ball to Notice who found Carrera on the end in transition for an 
easy dunk, but Seilern’s third 3 of the half for the Pacers with five seconds 
left made it a 17-point game.
  After holding USC Aiken to 21 percent shooting in the first half, the Pacers 
caught fire midway through the second half. With a 62-47 South Carolina 
lead at the second media timeout at 11:49, USC Aiken went 6-of-10 from the 
floor to go with four free throws in less than four minutes.  After Chatkevicius 
added a free throw for Carolina at 9:54, the Pacers went on a 13-0 run in 
under two minutes, highlighted by three-straight 3-pointers from senior guard 
Ronald Zimmerman. Senior forward Paul Larsen’s layup with eight minutes 
remaining cut the lead to three at 65-62.
  The defensive intensity picked back up for the Gamecocks as they went 
on a 16-2 run over the next 5-plus minutes, primarily at the free-throw line 
to put the game away.
  The run was keyed by senior guard Brenton Williams who hit a big 3 for 
the Gamecocks to push the lead back up to six with under seven minutes 
remaining.
  To go with Carrera’s 14 and Chatkevicius’ 10, Thornwell and Williams were 
also in double figures with 12 and 10 points, respectively. Aiken’s Seilern led 
all scores with 18.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - South Carolina (1-0) posted an 82-44 victory in its sea-
son opener on Saturday versus Longwood (0-1). The win marked the 13th 
straight in an opener for the Gamecocks and held head coach Frank Martin’s 
record at a perfect 7-0 in openers for his career. South Carolina junior guard 
Ty Johnson led all scorers with 18 points, hitting 6-of-9 attempts from the 
field.
  Prior to the start of Saturday’s opener, it was announced that Johnson had 
been granted a waiver from the NCAA allowing him to compete effective im-
mediately. Johnson went on to score the first points of the contest on a driving 
lay-up to the right side in his first regular season action since the 2011-12 
campaign at Villanova.
  Sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas set a career high in the game with 
14 rebounds, where the Gamecocks out-rebounded the Lancers 50-27. Kaci-
nas pulled down five of Carolina’s 12 offensive boards in the game.
  South Carolina held Longwood to just 22.8 percent (13-57) shooting, which 
marked a new Colonial Life Arena record. Longwood’s 44 points in the con-
test were the fewest for a Gamecock opponent since SE Louisiana scored 
43 on Dec. 21, 2011. It was the largest margin of victory for Carolina since 
defeating Alabama A&M 88-50 on Nov. 13, 2009.
  The Gamecocks held an early 6-0 lead behind the play of Johnson before 
a lay-in from Longwood’s Tristan Carey put the Lancers on the board with 
14:09 to play in the opening half.
  Back-to-back 3s from sophomore forward Michael Carrera pushed the 
Gamecock lead to 18-4 with 11:04 remaining in the first half before Longwood 
would score five unanswered points over the course of the next three minutes 
to put the score at 18-9 at the under-eight minute media timeout.
  The Lancers would add a jumper with 5:47 remaining, forcing a called time-
out for the Gamecocks.
  South Carolina would score seven unanswered out of the timeout, and 
would end the half on a 19-4 run, sparked by consecutive 3s from freshman 
guard Duane Notice, to hold a 37-15 upperhand at the break. Senior guard 
Brenton Williams led all scorers in the opening half with 11, while Kacinas 
pulled down eight rebounds, including four on the offensive glass.
  Strong defense from the Gamecocks forced the ninth and 10th turnovers of 
the contest for the Lancers, with Carolina capitalizing on both with jumpers 
from freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell and Johnson at the 17:12 mark, 
which forced a Longwood timeout.
  South Carolina continued to bolster its lead through the remainder of the 
second half. A one-handed dunk from Carrera pushed the lead to 61-24 at the 
10:17 mark. The Gamecocks continued to dominate the remainder of the half. 
Johnson reached his career high for points in the later minutes of the game, 
and Kacinas pulled down his career high for rebounds, adding eight points to 
almost reach the double-double.
  Williams and Thornwell both posted 14 points in the win, with all of Thorn-
well’s tallies coming in the second half. Carrera added 12 points, nine re-
bounds and two blocks and Notice led the way with four assists.
  Carey led Longwood with 12 points in the contest.

WACO, Texas - South Carolina battled No. 23/25 Baylor to the wire before 
coming up just short in a 66-64 loss at the Ferrell Center. Freshman guard 
Sindarius Thornwell saw a pair of shots fall just short in the final seconds, 
and forward Michael Carrera was fouled attempting a put-back at the final 
horn, but officials determined the infraction occurred after time had expired.
  Thornwell was the catalyst for the Gamecocks throughout the afternoon, 
leading all scorers with a season-high 20 points and chipping in four re-
bounds as Baylor was unable to find an answer for him.
  Both teams opened up the game shooting high percentages with South 
Carolina starting the game hitting eight of its first nine from the field, while 
Baylor connected on seven of its first eight field goals.
  The teams went back and forth throughout the first 20 minutes, both shoot-
ing over 48 percent from the field. South Carolina held a slim lead for much 
of the half, posting its largest lead of four, four times during the period and 
only trailing twice and taking a 39-38 edge into the locker room at halftime.
  With 14:08 leftin the game, Baylor grabbed its first lead since the 12:42 mark 
in the first half when a missed free throw was kicked out to Brady Heslip for 
a 3-pointer to give the Bears a one-point advantage. After the Gamecocks 
quickly went back on top, Heslip responded with another triple. South Caro-
lina’s Demitrius Henry tied the game at 52-52 with 12:21 remaining.
  After Henry gave the Gamecocks a two-point advantage, Baylor got one 
back on a free throw before forward Cory Jefferson hit a jumper to give the 
Bears the lead just before the 10-minute mark. Ten seconds later a missed 
free throw by Jefferson was gathered by Baylor where it was kicked out to 
Heslip for his third 3-pointer in less than five minutes. The bucket gave the 
home team its largest lead of the game at 58-54.
  Baylor pushed the lead to 60-55, but South Carolina remained persistent 
and fought back to tie the game at 64-64 on a jumper from Thornwell with 
4:20 on the clock.
  Trailing 65-64, the Gamecocks forced a stop with just under a minute re-
maining, but Tyrone Johnson’s layup on the other end wouldn’t go down. 
Baylor guard Kenny Chery hit one of two free throws to give a the Bears 
a two-point lead before the Gamecocks called a timeout with 16 seconds 
remaining.
  On the other end, Thornwell got the ball in the corner and drove to the 
basket, but wasn’t able to get his attempt to fall. He quickly stole the ball from 
Royce O’Neal before getting a second attempt off, which fell short as well. 
Carrera corralled the rebound, his team-high seventh of the game, and went 
back up to beat the buzzer, but neither the shot nor the foul called on Baylor 
occurred before the final horn.
  For the game, Gamecock senior guard Brenton Williams had 12 points, while 
Johnson had eight points and eight assists to go along with four rebounds. 
Heslip led Baylor with 18 points, going 5-of-10 from behind the 3-point line.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Trailing at the half, South Carolina (2-2) put on the defensive clamps in 
the second half as they defeated FIU (6-3), 84-72, at Colonial Life Arena this afternoon as four 
Gamecocks scored in double figures for the second time this season.
  Junior Tyrone Johnson matched his season high with 18 points and recorded seven assists, 
while freshmen Jaylen Shaw and Demetrius Henry had career days with 16 and 14 points, 
respectively. Shaw went 4-7 from 3-point range. Senior guard Brenton Williams also chipped 
in 16 points as well.
  After forward Rakeem Buckles hit a 3-pointer in the opening minute from the right side to give 
FIU a 3-1 lead, the Gamecocks answered with six points over the next two minutes to take a 
four point lead and force the Panthers to call a timeout. FIU guard Jason Boswell cut the deficit 
to one though with a 3 out of the timeout.
  After a long jumper from Buckles gave FIU an 11-9 lead at the 13:56 mark, Shaw responded 
with back-to-back 3-pointers to give Carolina a 15-11 advantage.
  The Panthers though scored six points over a one-minute span to knot it up at 17-17, but 
Johnson hit a 3 for Carolina just before the under-12 media timeout to give the Gamecocks 
a 20-17 lead.
  After a 3 from Williams for the Gamecocks out of a 30-second timeout at the 10:11 mark, the 
Panthers went on an 8-0 run in less than two minutes to take a 27-23 lead.
  Carolina was able to equalize at 31-31 with 4:39 remaining in the half after Johnson split the 
defense and hit a floater with seconds left on the shot clock after pulling the ball back out with 
under 10 on the clock.
  The Gamecocks grabbed a 34-33 lead with 3:10 left after Williams found Shaw in the right 
corner for his third 3-pointer of the half. Johnson then found sophomore forward Michael Car-
rera in the same spot minutes later to give the Gamecocks a four-point advantage with under 
two minutes in the half.
  FIU was able to take a one-point lead with 27 seconds left, before Tymell Murphy went the 
length of the court in the final seconds and laid it in at the buzzer to give the Panthers a 42-39 
lead at the break. The Panther guard recorded 13 of his game-high 22 points in the first half.
  Both teams shot well throughout the half, going above their season averages in the opening 
half with South Carolina shooting 16-31 (51.6 percent) from the floor, while FIU shot 14-25 (56 
percent) from the field and hit 11-13 (84.6 percent) from the free throw line.
  With the two teams trading points throughout the early going in the second half that saw 
three lead changes, a pair of free throws by sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas tied the 
game up at 51-51 at the 15-minute mark. Following a missed jumper from Murphy, freshman 
guard Sindarius Thornwell found an open Shaw on the right side for his fourth 3 of the game, 
forcing FIU to call a timeout.
  Out of the timeout, Williams stole the ball from Mavin Dennis before finding Shaw for a lay-in 
at the other end to give the Gamecocks a 56-51 lead with 12:03 remaining. The bucket capped 
a 9-2 run for Carolina.
  After a lay-up by Dennis cut South Carolina’s lead to three, Williams hit his second 3-pointer 
of the game to extend the lead to six. The Panthers answered back though with a pair of 3s 
over the next two minutes from Dominique Williams and Murphy to cut the Gamecocks lead 
to 65-61 with 8:24 remaining.
  Thornwell ended a three-minute drought with a jumper at the 5:24 mark, which extended 
South Carolina’s lead to six after both teams turned up the defensive pressure. With just under 
four minutes remaining, Williams turned Murphy over in the backcourt and took it in for a one-
handed dunk to push the lead to 69-61.
  After Marco Porcher Jiminez cut South Carolina’s lead to four with under two minutes to 
play, Johnson scored five points over the next minute, going 5-6 from free throw line to push 
the lead to nine.
  The Gamecocks hit eight free throws over the final minute and Thornwell added a dunk with 
seconds remaining to give South Carolina the 84-72 win. The 84 points was the most scored 
this season by the Gamecocks.
  South Carolina held FIU to just 10-25 (27.3 percent) from the field in the second half after 
the Panthers shot over 55 percent during the first 20 minutes. The Gamecocks shot 30-59 
(50.8 percent) from the field for the game, and hit a season-high 8-19 (42.1 percent) from 
the beyond on arc.
  Along with Henry, Johnson, Shaw and Williams who were in double figures, Kacinas recorded 
nine points and nine rebounds.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Holding a three-point lead at the half, South Carolina was un-
able to keep up with USC Upstate’s shooting from the field in the second half (48.1 
percent) as the Gamecocks fell 74-68 today at Colonial Life Arena.
  Freshman Sindarius Thornwell led South Carolina with 19 points and seven re-
bounds, and junior Tyrone Johnson chipped in 11 points, but the Spartan offense 
was keyed by Ricardo Glenn who had a season-high 22 points and 14 rebounds to go 
along with three others who scored in double figures for USC Upstate.

HONOLULU, Hawaii -South Carolina trailed by as many as nine in the first half, but the Gamecocks 
(4-6) out-scored Akron 44-28 in the second half to defeat the Zips (6-4) 69-59 to take third place at 
the Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head Classic on Christmas Day in Honolulu. Five Gamecocks scored 
in double-figures, led by freshman guard Duane Notice with a season high 15 points.
  “I was proud of our guys,” South Carolina head coach Frank Martin said. “I thought we played 
real hard against Saint Mary’s and didn’t play very good against Boise, they had a lot to do with 
it, but proud of our young team that we didn’t dwell on that negative moment and really came out 
today and battled.
  “Today we tried to stick to our disciplines. And we fought and made the effort plays, we came up 
with the loose balls and we got on the offensive glass which created extra possessions and put us 
on the foul line.”
  The Gamecocks won the rebound battle 38-35 and scored 46 points in the paint. After poor shoot-
ing in the opening half, Carolina hit 46.7 percent in the second half to finish the contest with a 41.7 
percentage (25-60) from the floor. Akron hit just 37.9 percent (22-58) for the game.
  South Carolina committed a near season low 10 turnovers in the game, including just two give-
aways in the second half. The Zips committed 16 turnovers, which led to 20 Carolina points, includ-
ing 14 in the second half.
  South Carolina committed three turnovers early in the contest, which led to four points for the Zips 
and Akron found itself with a 6-0 lead with just under 17 minutes showing on the clock, which forced 
Gamecock head coach Frank Martin to call an early timeout.
  A 3 from senior guard Brenton Williams brought the Gamecocks within three at 10-7 at the 13-min-
ute mark. The teams traded baskets midway through the half before a lay-in from Notice on an assist 
from Williams tied the contest at 13 with 9:27 showing. 
  Akron’s Jake Kretzer hit a 3 for the Zips and Demetrius Treadwell added one from the free throw 
line, but the Gamecocks responded with another 3 from Williams and dunk from freshman guard 
Sindarius Thornwell to take their first lead of the game at 18-17 with 7:33 to play before the half.
  A lay-in from freshman forward Desmond Ringer with 2:26 remaining in the first half broke a 
five-minute scoreless streak for Carolina and put the score at 24-20 Zips. Akron would score five 
unanswered in a span of 30 seconds to lead by nine with 1:46 remaining.
  South Carolina would end the half on a 5-2 run with a 3-point play from Notice and jumper from 
sophomore forward Michael Carrera and the score stood at 31-25 Akron at the half.
  The Gamecocks hit 11-of-30 attempts for a 36.7 percentage in the first half from the floor, with 
the Zips slightly better at 40 percent (12-30). Akron converted eight Gamecock turnovers into eight 
points, and the Zips tallied nine second-chance points in the half, compared to four for the Game-
cocks on seven offensive rebounds.
  Two Akron turnovers led to four points at the foul line from Thornwell early in the second half to bring 
the Gamecocks within two at 35-33.
  South Carolina continued to play aggressively on both ends out of the under-16 minute media 
timeout. Carrera scored on a lay-in following a made free throw from Akron’s Quincy Diggs, and Wil-
liams hit two from the free throw line to give South Carolina a 37-36 upperhand with 15:14 remaining.
  Back and forth play followed with Treadwell and Diggs adding lay-ups for the Zips, but Carrera, 
Notice and Williams responded with jumpers for Carolina and the score stood at 43-42 Gamecocks 
at the under-12 minute media timeout.
  Junior guard Ty Johnson extended the lead with a pair from the line, and Notice put the score at 
49-43 Gamecocks with just under 11 minutes remaining.
  A pair of free throws from Williams gave Carolina a 53-45 upperhand with just over seven minutes 
to play, but Treadwell connected for two free throws and Diggs hit a 3 from the corner to pull the 
Zips within five at 55-50 with 5:31 showing. Following a Carolina timeout, Johnson hit his fourth-
consecutive free throw and Carolina’s lead was seven.
  Notice converted lay-ups on consecutive possessions for his 15th point of the contest, stealing a 
pass attempt from the Zips on the second basket to put the Carolina lead at 63-56 at the final media 
timeout of the contest.
  Akron had their chances late in the contest, unable to convert on several lay-ups due to high pres-
sure from Carolina’s defense at the basket.
  Johnson hit a lay-in with one second remaining on the shot clock with under a minute to play, and 
sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas added two with a dunk to put the score at 67-56 Game-
cocks.

Akron was led by Quincy Diggs who recorded 13 points .
  After the Zips grabbed an early 4-0 lead, the Gamecocks quickly erased it from 
the 3-point line as Sindarius Thornwell and Williams hit back-to-back 3s to open 
up the game for Carolina.
  Williams extend the lead to five just under five minutes into the game, but Akron 
hit a 7-0 spurt over the next three minutes as Deji Ibitayo collected five of five 
points during the run that gave the Zips a 14-12 lead.
  After reclaiming the lead on a pair of free throws from Kacinas, the sophomore 
extended the lead to three with a lay-in after a strong drive through the lane from 
Duane Notice freed him up under the rim. A rebound on a his own missed free 
throw from Thornwell on the Gamecocks next possession allowed Carolina push 
the lead to 24-18. Notice collected one of his career-high six assists as he found 
Williams on the right side for an open 3.
  Akron managed to cut the deficit to two with 1:46 remaining, but the strong 
shooting from Williams continued as the senior hit his third 3-pointer of the half. 
Williams ended the half with 11 points, hitting a season-high three 3’s as the 
Gamecocks took a 30-24 lead into the half.
  South Carolina continued its first-half momentum into the second 20 minutes. 
After missing on its first two shots of the half, the Gamecocks raced out to a 17-1 
run with six different players scoring in the opening eight-plus minutes of the half. 
The Gamecocks held the Zips to 0-6 from field during the stretch as they pushed 
the lead to 47-25 with 12:24 remaining in the game.
  After Pat Forsythe hit a jumper to end the drought for the Zips, Williams con-
nected on his fourth and fifth 3s of the afternoon on back-to-back possessions to 
give the Gamecocks a 53-27 lead with 10:49 left.
  With just over eight minutes remaining, the Gamecocks went on an 11-0 run 
starting with Carrera passing his season-high mark with his 13th point of the day. 
The three-minute stretch also saw Kacinas score four of his 11 points as the 
Gamecocks took a 69-35 lead.
  During the run, Williams tied John Roche’s school record for consecutive made 
free throws at 41. Williams’ stretch dates back to Feb. 28, 2013 when he hit the 
second of two free throws against Missouri. Roche accumlated his streak during 
the 1970 season in a four game stretch (Wake Forest, Davidson, Duke, at N.C. 
State) from Feb. 9-18.
  The 33-point win for the Gamecocks was keyed by a season-high 20 assists to 
only seven turnovers. Four days ago, Carolina had 12-10 ratio against Zips in its 
10-point win at the Diamond Head Classic. 
  The Gamecocks had a strong performance defensively on the afternoon as 
they turned the Zips over 21 times and held them to 13-40 (32.5 percent) from 
the field. Carolina finished the day shooting 28-63 (44.4 percent), going 8-15 
(53.3 percent) from 3.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - After scoring 78 points two days ago, South Carolina (6-6) fol-
lowed Saturday’s performance with its best offensive showing of the season tonight, 
defeating Marshall (5-8) 92-65 at Colonial Life Arena.
  The Gamecocks were led by Tyrone Johnson and Brenton Williams who each 
scored 18 points on the night. Along with Duane Notice (13) and Demetrius Henry 
(12), the four combined for 61 of the team’s 92 points. Shawn Smith led the Herd 
with 19 points, while Ryan Taylor chipped in 18.
  Williams continued his hot shooting of late from beyond the arc by hitting his first 
two to give Carolina an early 6-4 lead. After a  pair of free throws from Taylor tied-up 
the game, the Gamecocks went on a an 8-3 run as Henry scored four points for 
Carolina in the paint on consecutive possessions.
  As the Herd cut the deficit to three, Henry was there again to extend the lead, 
hitting a pair of jumpers to push the Gamecocks lead 20-13 with eight minutes 
remaining.
  With Carolina holding a 24-18 lead, Marshall went on a 11-4 run over a two-plus 
minute span to take a 29-28 lead with 3:55 remaining in the half, its first since tak-
ing 4-3 lead early in the game. The Herd went 6-6 from the line during the stretch.  
  The Gamecocks regained the lead though on a jumpers from Michael Carrera and 
Johnson. After trading field goals, and the lead, Carolina finished the half on 6-0 run 
to end the half and take a 36-31 lead into the break after holding Marshall without 
a field goal over the final 2:44.
  Despite allowing the Herd to convert on only eight field goals in the opening 20 
minutes, the visitors went 14-20 (70 percent) from the free throw line as the Game-
cocks were whistled for 16 fouls.
  South Carolina opened the second half on a 9-3 run to take a  45-34 advantage. 
Sindarius Thornwell scored the three of the first five points of the half after sitting 
much of the first half with two fouls.
  The Herd was able to get the deficit back down to seven with less than 16 min-
utes to play after a Taylor scored on put back. The Gamecocks quickly countered 
though as Williams found Notice open in the left corner for a 3. The triple ignited a 
14-1 Carolina run over the next three minutes. The freshman ended the night two 
points off his career-high, but tied his high in assists with six and set a new high 
in rebounds with six.
  With 9:15 remaining, Williams drove to basket and scored a lay-up  after being 
fouled. The senior went to the line and converted on the three-point play and passed 
John Roche’s school record for consecutive free throws made in the process with 
his 42nd in a row. Williams’ streak dates back to Feb. 28, 2013 versus when he hit 
the second of two free throws versus Missouri.
  On Marshall’s following possession, Williams turned over Smith and took it the 
other way to give the Gamecocks a 71-48 lead after a quick 8-2 run with 8:39 re-
maining.
  Holding an 18-point lead with under seven minutes left, Johnson scored six-
straight points to extend to the Gamecocks lead to 80-57. The junior finished the 
night by totaling 18 points for the third time this season.
  Carolina closed out the game out-scoring the Herd 12-8, to finished off the 92-65 
win.
  For only the second time this season, South Carolina hit over 55 percent from the 
field, going 34-66 (56.8 percent), while the defense held Marshall to 37.8 percent 
(17-45). The shooting helped Carolina negate a 12-point advantage for the Herd on 
the free throw line as the visitors hit 30-46 (65.2 percent) from the stripe compared 
to the Gamecocks who were 18-25 (72 percent). Carolina held a decided advantage 
on the boards at 45-27.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - After a furious second-half rally from the visitors, South Caro-
lina (7-6) grinded out an 82-75 win tonight over South Carolina State (4-9) at 
Colonial Life Arena as the Gamecocks shot 50 percent from the field for the 
second straight game.
  Four Gamecocks ended the night in double figures as senior Brenton Williams 
led all scorers with 19 points on an efficient 6-7 from the field and 2-3 from 3-point 
range. Freshman Demetrius Henry recorded his first career double-double with 
10 points and a career-high 11 rebounds. Senior forward Matthew Hezekiah led 
the Bulldogs with 18 points and five rebounds, while fellow senior Theron Ste-
phens added 15 points.
  Carolina opened the game on a 5-0 run after a jumper from Williams and three 
points from Duane Notice. The Bulldogs were able to pull within two at 6-4 after 
a Devin Joint tipped in a missed jumper from Hezekiah, but Notice responded for 
the Gamecocks with his sixth point in the first four minutes.
  Palmer answered for SC State with a 3 of his own, but Williams connected from 
3 on the other end for the Gamecocks as they took a 12-7 lead. That 3-pointer 
started a 9-1 run for home team that Williams capped off 43rd and 44th consecu-
tive made free throws as he pushed South Carolina’s lead to 18-8 with just over 
12 minutes to play.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Despite a 9-0 run late in the contest, South Carolina (7-8, 0-2 SEC) could not over-
come a 14-point LSU (10-4, 1-1 SEC) lead in the second half, falling to the Tigers 71-68 in the SEC 
home opener at Colonial Life Arena. Freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell led all scorers with a season 
high 25 points in the game.
  The Gamecocks were plagued by turnovers for the second-straight game, committing 19 in the contest, 
including 11 in the first half. South Carolina also suffered a lengthy drought without a basket in the 
second half, going over eight minutes without a made basket, its only scoring coming from 11 points 
at the foul line.
  Neither team shot well, with the Gamecocks hitting 41.7 percent (20-48) from the field, and LSU just 
39.3 percent (22-56). Both teams left points at the foul line as well, as South Carolina went 24-of-34 from 
the line, and the Tigers 22-of-35.
  Rookie guard Duane Notice and freshman forward Demetrius Henry were both called for two early fouls 
before the 17-minute mark of the opening half.
  A jumper from Laimonas Chatkevicius with 12:40 showing on the clock on an assist from junior guard 
Tyrone Johnson gave Carolina its first lead of the game at 11-9.
  Neither team could find the basket through the midway part of the half, with the Gamecocks hitting just 
their first six attempts and LSU four of its first 16. Carolina held a 15-14 upperhand with 8:40 remaining.
  Thornwell scored his 11th point of the first half near the seven-minute mark and the contest went into 
the under-eight minute media timeout knotted at 17.
  Back-to-back jumpers from LSU’s Jordan Mickey tied the contest at 23 with under four minutes to play, 
but senior guard Brenton Williams scored his first points of the half on the next Gamecock possession.
  LSU opened up a seven-point lead after a pair of free throws from Andre Stringer with just over two 
minutes remaining in the half. Johnson scored two from the free throw line and hit a well-executed 3 out 
of a Gamecock timeout with under a minute to play, and Carolina trailed by just two at 32-30 at the half.
  South Carolina opened the contest hitting 6-of-16, but closed the half hitting five of its final 10 attempts. 
LSU hit 10-of-30 in the opening set, and was 10-of-15 from the foul line, compared to a 6-of-6 effort 
from Carolina at the line.
  LSU held a 40-36 advantage with 15:44 remaining in the game, at the under-16 minute media timeout, 
but sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas connected for two at the free throw line following the break 
and the Gamecocks trailed by just two.
  Kacinas and Thornwell both missed attempts at the foul line near the 13-minute mark, but a tip in from 
Thornwell kept the Tiger lead at two with 13:17 to play.
  The contest was fast-paced with both teams playing aggressive on both ends of the court. The teams 
traded baskets through the middle portion of the half, but the Tigers maintained a two-point lead at 
44-42 with 11:20 to play.
  Mickey and junior forward Johnny O’Bryant III hit consecutive jumpers following a missed free throw 
from Williams, forcing Gamecock head coach Frank Martin to call a timeout trailing 52-45 with 9:16 
to play.
  Stringer hit a 3 from the corner with 8:16 to play to push the LSU lead to eight at 55-47, and a 3 from 
Tim Quarterman saw the Tiger lead advance to 12 at 60-48 just two minutes later.
  South Carolina failed to score a basket from the 10:46 mark through the under-four minute media 
timeout of the half. The drought saw LSU hold a 64-52 advantage with 3:55 to play.
  South Carolina continued to battle. A steal from Johnson with 2:24 to play led to a dunk from Thornwell, 
Carolina’s first basket since the 10:46 mark. Thornwell was fouled on the make, but missed the free throw 
and was called for a foul battling for the rebound.
  LSU missed the front end of a 1-and-1 opportunity and Thornwell scored on the transition to pull the 
Gamecocks within five at 64-59 with 2:11 to play. The Gamecocks utilized their final timeout of the 
contest following the basket.

COLLEGE STATION, Texas. - South Carolina (7-9, 0-3 SEC) suffered a 75-67 loss at 
Texas A&M (12-4, 3-0 SEC) on Wednesday evening in Southeastern Conference play. 
The Gamecocks led by as many as 11 in the opening half, but the Aggies out-scored 
Carolina 37-28 in the second half en route to the victory. Junior guard Tyrone Johnson 
suffered a right foot injury near the end of the first half and did not play the remainder 
of the game. An update on his injury will be released on Thursday after further evalu-
ation in Columbia.
  Foul trouble once again plagued Carolina, with several players’ minutes limited due to 
fouls, especially early in the second half. Senior guard Brenton Williams led the team 
with 14 points, his eighth-straight double-digit scoring game, while freshman guard 
Duane Notice added 12 points and five assists. Rookie forward Desmond Ringer set 
a season high with nine points, and matched a season best with seven rebounds, a 
team high.
  Junior forward Jamal Jones led three Aggies in double figures with 22 points, including 
a 9-of-12 showing from the free throw line. Texas A&M attempted 41 free throws in the 
contest, compared to just 22 at the line for Carolina.
  The Aggies scored the first basket of the ball game, but the Gamecocks responded with 
a 10-0 run to lead by eight at the first media timeout of the contest.
  Williams added two at the free throw line and sophomore forward Michael Carrera 
scored his first basket of the game at the 14:39 mark, but A&M climbed to within seven 
to put the score at 14-7 Carolina with just under 12 minutes to play in the half. 
  The Gamecocks continued to play aggressive on the offensive end at the midway point. 
Ringer pulled down an offensive rebound and found Carrera for a wide open 3 from the 
perimeter. Ringer added a lay-in on the next possession, and the Gamecocks’ lead 
stood at 23-16 with 8:52 showing in the half.
  The Aggies would put together a 6-2 run over the course of the next minute and a half 
and the Carolina lead was just three at 25-22 at the under-eight minute media timeout.
  Despite lay-ups from sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevicius on consecutive pos-
sessions, a tip-in from A&M’s Davonte Fitzgerald gave the Aggies a 32-31 upperhand 
with 4:20 remaining in the opening 20 minutes of play.
  The teams traded baskets the remainder of the half. A tip-in from Chatkevicius and a 
pair of free throws from A&M’s Shawn Smith saw the Gamecocks lead by one at the 
break, 39-38. With near a minute to play, Johnson was assisted off the court by the 
Gamecock athletic training staff, suffering a right foot injury after an awkward step on his 
foot. He did not return the remainder of the game.
  The story of the opening half was a 20-10 rebound advantage for the Gamecocks, while 
Carolina also held a 20-14 upperhand in points in the paint.
  The Gamecocks found themselves in foul trouble early in the second half with No-
tice, Carrera and sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas on the bench with three fouls 
apiece and freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell with four shortly into the half. A 3 from 
freshman guard Justin McKie pushed the Gamecocks lead to 50-43 with 15:37 to play.
  The Aggies pulled to within two at 53-51 on two free throws from freshman guard 
Shawn Smith but Carolina held its lead, and Ringer scored his season high ninth point 
of the contest with 8:02 remaining to push the Carolina lead to 57-54.
  South Carolina led the entire second half until two free throws from Jones gave Texas 
A&M a 58-57 advantage. Smith would hit a 3 from the corner at the shot clock buzzer 
just moments later, and the Gamecocks called a timeout with 5:51 to play.
  The Aggies led by five when Williams hit a long 3 after an offensive rebound and 
assist from Ringer to keep the score within two at 64-62 Aggies with just over four 
minutes to play.
  The teams matched free throws out of the final media timeout of the contest, but 
the Aggie lead stood at 73-65 with one minute to play after a layup from junior guard 
Jordan Green.
  Williams hit two from the line with 34 seconds remaining, but Texas A&M held on for 
the 75-67 victory.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Freshman forward Sindarius Thornwell’s first career double-double wasn’t 
enough as South Carolina (7-10, 0-4 SEC) fell 75-74 to Ole Miss (12-5, 3-1 SEC) this evening 
at Colonial Life Arena in front of its largest crowd of the season at 14,302. Thornwell led the 
Gamecocks with 24 points and a season high 11 rebounds, but he was unable to hit a tough 
off-balance shot from the top of the key with 1.8 seconds left.
  Thornwell led all scorers, going 7-of-16 from the field and 4-of-7 from beyond on the arc. 
Anthony Perez led the Rebels with 22 points, while Marshall Henderson and Jarvis Summers 
each had 19.
Ole Miss opened up the game on a 12-4 run triggered by 3’s from Henderson and Perez. Just 
over four minutes into the game, point guard Duane Notice was whistled for his second foul 
sending him to the bench. Two minutes later a dunk from Aaron Jones off of an inbound pass 
forced the Gamecocks to call its first timeout as they trailed by eight.
  South Carolina began chipping away through Jaylen Shaw as the freshman hit a 3-pointer 
with 13:26 on the clock before converting a pair from the foul line 30 seconds later.
  Trailing 16-9, Shaw drained his second 3 of the half at the 10:29 mark to bring the Gamecocks 
within three.
  Just under two minutes later, Michael Carrera turned over Summers and took it the length 
of the court for a layup to pull the Gamecocks within one. Fouled on the play, the sophomore 
converted the three-point play to tie the game at 18. With just over eight minutes remaining in 
the half, Carrera gave Carolina its first lead with a pair from the free throw line 30 seconds later.
  Carrera continued to be the catalyst for the home team during the early part of the run as he 
pushed the lead to four as Thornwell found him on the back door.    
  Thornwell then extended the Gamecocks lead to 27-21 with a 3 from the right side. The guard 
added two more of his game-high 24 points with just over two minutes remaining in the half 
to give Carolina an eight-point lead. After two more from Mindaugas Kacinas, the Gamecocks 
took their largest lead of the half at 12, 37-25, after Desmond Ringer hit a pair from the foul 
line with 1:27 left.
Perez added two in the final minute for the Rebels, but Carolina took a 37-27 lead into the half 
as the team turned 11 Ole Miss turnovers into 16 points.
  Despite two early free throws from Thornwell to open the second half, the Rebels went on a 
15-2 spurt as Henderson scored seven straight points during the run after only scoring three 
in the first half.
  After giving up the lead for the first time since the 8:06 mark in the first half, Thornwell 
responded with back-to-back 3-pointers to hold the Gamecocks lead at 47-45. Henderson 
though, quickly responded with a 3 of his own to grab the Rebels the lead back.
  Down three at 54-51, Thornwell leveled the game with his season-high fourth 3-pointer of 
the game with 11:26 on the clock, but South Carolina was unable to regain the lead until the 
6:04 mark. Thorwell was sent to the line after pulling down an offensive rebound a missed free 
throw.   The freshmen hit 1-of-2 from the line to give the Gamecocks a 62-61 lead.
  Notice extended the lead to three on the ensuing possession with a floater in the lane for 
his first points of the afternoon. The freshman point guard pushed the lead to five with four 
and half remaining, but the Rebels scored five straight points to tie the game up at 68-68 
with 2:56 to play.
With 2:04 left, Summers drove hard through lane and kicked the ball out to Perez in the left 
corner where the forward hit his second 3 of the game. Brenton Williams attempted to match 
Perez at the other end, but his shot was off the mark. Summers then converted two from the 
foul line to push the Rebels lead to 73-68.
  Ole Miss though was only able to hit 2-of-6 free throws in the final minutes as the Gamecocks 
closed the gap at the foul line. After Thornwell converted two attempts, Williams was fouled 
on a 3-point attempt with six seconds remaining. The senior calmly sank all three free throws 
to bring Carolina within one.     
  The Rebels were unable to get a clean inbound pass off and Williams grabbed the errant pass 
in the backcourt. Out of a timeout with 1.8 seconds left, Thornwell received the pass at the top 
of the key, but the pressure on the ball forced an off-balance shot that was wide of the mark. 
Laimonas Chatkevicius recorded 12 points, while Shaw and Williams each scored nine on the 
day for the Gamecocks, with Williams going 9-of-9 from the charity stripe. Carerra chipped in 
eight points and six rebounds.

ATHENS, Ga. - South Carolina (7-11, 0-5 SEC) suffered a 97-76 loss on the road in 
SEC play at Georgia (10-7, 4-1 SEC) on Wednesday night. Freshman guard Sindarius 
Thornwell scored a season high 26 points to lead four Gamecocks in double figures 
in the contest.
  Thornwell netted his fourth 20-point game of the season, and surpassed his previous 
season high of 25 points from earlier this month versus LSU. Thornwell hit 8-of-12 
attempts from the floor and was 9-of-12 from the free throw line. He also collected four 
rebounds and dished four of Carolina’s eight assists in the game.
  Senior guard Brenton Williams responded after a tough outing versus Ole Miss last 
Saturday, posting 18 points on 6-of-11 shooting from the field and four 3s. Freshman 
guards Duane Notice and Jaylen Shaw added 14 and 12 points, respectively, in the 
game.
Georgia was led by junior forward Nemanja Djurisic with 22 points, while Kenny Gaines 
added 14 and Brandon Morris 13. The Bulldogs posted 10 3s in the game, and hit 
33-of-50 from the foul line.
  A jumper from Thornwell gave the Gamecocks a 6-4 lead with 17:31 remaining in the 
first half, but nine-straight points from Djurisic followed by back-to-back Bulldog 3s saw 
the home team hold a 17-8 upperhand four minutes later.
  Notice broke the streak with a jumper in the lane, and Shaw hit a 3 with 12:22 on the 
clock to pull Carolina within six at 19-13.

  Foul trouble plagued the Gamecocks, with sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas 
and freshman forward Desmond Ringer both with 3 and forced to sit on the bench 
much of the half. The Bulldog lead stood at 13 at the under-four minute media timeout 
with 3:51 to play before the break.
  South Carolina missed four from the free throw line down the stretch, and UGA 
led by as many as 15, but sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevicius pulled down 
three-consecutive defensive rebounds, and Notice and Williams added lay-ins and the 
Georgia lead was just nine at the break, 45-34.
  The Bulldogs scored six 3-pointers in the opening half and out-rebounded the Game-
cocks by seven at 21-14. Notice led Carolina with 13 points in the stanza, hitting 4-of-5 
from the field. The teams combined for 30 fouls in the set.
  Georgia’s Charles Mann was called for a flagrant foul just 30 seconds into the second 
half, sending Notice to the line for two attempts. He hit one from the line and Mann 
and Williams traded 3-pointers moments later to put the score at 48-38 UGA with 
18 to play.
Consecutive turnovers from the Gamecocks saw the Georgia lead push to 22 at 64-42 
with just over 14 minutes on the clock.
  Chatkevicius fouled out with 12 minutes to play, and freshman forward Demetrius 
Henry and sophomore forward Michael Carrera were both on the bench with 3 each.
Thornwell scored on consecutive possessions midway through the half, but the Bull-
dog lead hovered near 20 points through the next several minutes of play.
  Sophomore forward Brian Steele hit a 3 and earned a steal at the opposite end on the 
ensuing UGA possession near the four-minute mark. Freshman guard Jaylen Shaw 
gave the Gamecocks another 3 at the top of the key and the score stood at 87-70 
Georgia with 3:33 to play.
  Thornwell hit a season high with 26 points on two lay-ups with 90 seconds to play, but 
Georgia posted the 97-76 victory.
  South Carolina finished the contest hitting 45.8 percent (22-48) from the field, com-
pared to 55.1 percent (27-49) from Georgia. The Bulldogs attempted 50 free throws 
in the contest, a new Carolina opponent record in league play, surpassing UGA’s 46 
attempts during last season’s contest in Columbia.

COLUMBIA, Mo. – A career-high seven 3-pointers from Brenton Williams 
and a double-double from Michael Carrera wasn’t enough on the road as 
Missouri (15-4, 3-3 SEC) held off South Carolina (7-12, 0-6 SEC) for an 82-74 
win at Mizzou Arena.
Williams posted 32 points as he set career highs in made 3s (7) and 3’s at-
tempted (14). Carrera recorded his sixth career double-double with a season-
high 16 points and 11 rebounds. Missouri was led by its scoring duo of Jordan 
Clarkson (22) and Jabari Brown (24) who were above their season average 
with 46 combined points.
The Gamecocks struggled against Missouri’s defense in the early going as 
the Tigers ran out to an 11-0 run, bookended by 3s from Earnest Ross and 
Brown. Carolina scored its first points of the game just over four minutes in as 
Sindarius Thornwell hit a pair from the foul line.
Despite Williams hitting his first 3-pointer of the game at the 12:47 mark, the 
Tigers were able to push the lead back to 11 with under 10 minutes remain-
ing after a layup from Brown. Another 3 from Williams though started a 9-2 
run from Carolina that brought the team within four at 22-18 with just over six 
minutes remaining the half.
The Gamecocks went cold from that point on as Ross poured in a nine points 
during a 16-0 run for the Tigers that gave them a 38-18 advantage with a 
minute and half remaining until the break.
Carrera ended the four-plus minute scoring drought with a jumper, and Wil-
liams added two from the foul line just before half, but Missouri held a 38-22 
after the opening 20 minutes, shooting 13-26 (50 percent) from the field com-
pared to Carolina’s 7-27 (25.9 percent).
After Brown opened the second half with a 3 for Missouri, Williams answered 
and the Gamecocks were able to climb back to within 11 two minutes later 
after a four-point play from Carrera. The Tigers had another answer though in 
the form of back-to-back 3’s from Clarkson and Brown.
Trailing 50-31 with 15:34 on the clock, Carolina went on an 8-2 spurt with 3s 
from Thornwell and Brian Steele to get within 13.
Down 15 with 9:25 Thornwell, the team’s second-leading scorer at that 
point with nine, was called for his fourth foul and subsequently sent to the 
bench. Williams continued to try and keep the Gamecocks in the game as 
he knocked down three consecutive 3-pointers in four Carolina possessions. 
The third one was the senior’s seventh on the day, passing his previous ca-
reer high of six he tied earlier this season against Akron.
After a layup from Brown with 5:05 remaining gave the Tigers a 71-55 ad-
vantage, Carolina went on a 12-2 run to cut the deficit to six with just over a 
minute to go. The Tigers converted  9-12 from the line down the stretch as 
they held on for the 82-74 victory.
After only making seven field goals in the first half, South Carolina made 16 
in the second half as they shot 50 percent during the final 20 minutes, but its 
39 percent (23-59) for the game was not enough as Missouri shot 26-48 (54.2 
percent). The Tigers controlled the paint, outscoring the Gamecocks 34-16.
Thornwell recorded 14 points and collected four rebounds and four assists 
before fouling out late in the game for South Carolina. Ross added 14 points, 
five rebounds and three assists for the Tigers.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - South Carolina (8-12, 1-6 SEC) led by as many as 32 points 
and four Gamecocks scored in double-figures, as the Gamecocks posted their first 
SEC win of the season with a strong offensive effort in an 80-52 victory over visiting 
Texas A&M (12-8, 3-4 SEC) on Wednesday evening at Colonial Life Arena.
Freshman guard Duane Notice posted a season high 19 points and fellow rookie 
guard Sindarius Thornwell also posted 19. Senior guard Brenton Williams added 18 
and sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevicius matched his career high with 12 
points in the win. The Gamecocks hit 52.2 percent (24-46) in the contest.
Like they did two weeks ago in College Station, the Gamecocks raced out to quick 
lead, as Demetrius Henry opened the game with a 12-footer. Steals by Williams on 
back-to-back possessions led to a 3-pointer from Notice and Michael Carrera hitting 
1-of-2 from the line after being fouled on a fast break. Carrera followed that up with 
two of his nine points by tipping in a missed attempt from Notice.
With the Aggies trying to end the run, Williams squared up a 3 to give Carolina 15-5 
lead with 13:57 on the clock. Texas A&M was able to climb back and cut the deficit 
down to six after a pair of free throws with Shawn Smith, but the Gamecocks went 
a 15-0 spurt forcing the Aggies to call their first timeout. The run was fueled by 
Chetkevicius, who had six of the 11 points.
A pair of layups from Smith late in the half cut the Gamecocks’ lead to 17, but 
Williams capped off the half with a deep 3 to give Carolina a 41-21 lead heading 
into the break.
The Aggies opened up the second half with a 7-0 run forcing the Gamecocks to 
call a timeout. During the stretch, Thornwell was whistled for his second and third 
fouls within the opening minute. The team’s leading scorer was picked up though by 
freshman teammate as Notice ended the drought with a layup and before hitting the 
ensuing free throw after being fouled.
Despite Texas A&M cutting into the lead, Notice led the charge throughout the early 
part of half to help maintain the Gamecocks’ lead. The freshman accounted for 10 
of the team’s 12 points during the first eight minutes of the half as he went on to 
pass his previous career high.
After a jumper from Thornwell pushed the lead back up to 19 at 56-37 with 10:58 
remaining, Williams hit his fourth 3 of the game less than a minute later. It marked 
the third-straight game that senior has recorded at least four made 3-pointers.  
Carolina continued to build on its lead throughout the final nine minutes of the game, 
primarily from the foul line as they shot 11-of-12 from the charity stripe from that 
point on to finish the game with an 80-52 win.
The Gamecocks’ defense stifled the Aggies’ offense all night, allowing them to only 
shoot 35.6 percent (16-45) from the field. For the first time this season, the Garnet 
and Black did not allow any of the opposing team’s players to score in double figures 
as Smith and Jamal Jones each led their team with nine.
Carolina also made the most of their opportunities from the foul line, hitting 26-32 
(81.3 percent), as Thornwell (8-8), Notice (6-6) and Chatkevicius (2-2) were all per-
fect on the night.

OXFORD, Miss. - South Carolina (8-13, 1-7 SEC) held a double-digit lead through the majority of the 
second half, but Ole Miss (15-6, 6-2 SEC) was able to overcome the deficit late to defeat the Gamecocks 
75-71 on Saturday in Oxford.
South Carolina senior guard Brenton Williams paced the Gamecocks with a game-high 23 points, while 
freshman guards Sindarius Thornwell and Duane Notice added 20 and nine points, respectively. Thorn-
well added a season high six assists and Notice collected four. Sophomore guard Michael Carrera led 
the Gamecocks with 11 rebounds.
The Gamecocks shot 46.9 percent (23-49) in the game, but hit just 9-of-24 (37.5 percent) in the second 
half. South Carolina out-rebounded the Rebels 38-28.
Ole Miss held as much as an eight-point lead early, but Carolina chipped away at the Rebel advantage 
and Williams’ third 3 in the opening nine minutes of play gave the Gamecocks a 19-18 upperhand with 
11:39 remaining in the opening half.
Both teams struggled to find the basket through the middle portion of the half, and the score stood at 23-
21 Ole Miss at the under-eight minute media timeout. Out of the break, Williams reached double-figures, 
as the national leader in free throw percentage knocked down a pair from the line to tie the game with 
7:55 remaining before the break.
Marshall Henderson hit a floater from the corner for the Rebels with four minutes remaining on the clock, 
but Notice continued a stellar half of basketball, taking the possession coast-to-coast and notching the 
lay-in and Ole Miss foul for a chance at a 3-point play out of the media timeout. Notice missed the op-
portunity at the line, but Carrera was there for the tip-in and Carolina took a 33-31 advantage.
The Gamecock lead continued to grow, and a jumper from Carrera capped a 9-0 Carolina run and put 
the advantage at 38-31 with just shy of two minutes to play in the half.
South Carolina took a five-point lead into the break after the teams traded makes at the free throw line, 
before Henderson capitalized on a Gamecock turnover with under 10 seconds to play and broke a four-
minute rebel scoring drought to put the score at 40-35.
South Carolina scored 16 points in the paint in the first half, and out-rebounded the Rebels 17-12. The 
Gamecocks hit 56.0 percent (14-25) in the first half and the Rebels 14-of-28 (50.0 percent), with both 
South Carolina’s Williams and Ole Miss’ Henderson leading the way with 13 points in the opening stanza.
Both teams pushed offense in the opening two minutes of the second half, as the Gamecocks scored 
seven quick points out of the break behind two three-point plays from Thornwell, but the Rebels made 
a push of their own behind 3s from Anthony Perez and Henderson to put the score at 47-42 Carolina 
with 17:50 to play.
Williams hit his fourth 3 of the game with 16 to minutes on the clock, the fourth straight game that 
the senior has hit at least four 3s in the contest, and he added another 30 seconds later, which saw 
Carolina take its biggest lead of the afternoon to that point at 55-44 with 15:37 remaining, forcing an 
Ole Miss timeout.
South Carolina continued to build its lead, behind a jumper from sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevi-
cius and a pair of free throws from Thornwell. Ole Miss’ Jarvis Summers connected for a lay-in at the 9:50 
mark and the Gamecock lead was 11, 61-50.
Dwight Coleby’s lay-in pulled the Rebels within seven with 8:24 to play, but Thornwell hit a huge 3 for 
Carolina to put the lead back to 10 seconds later. Ole Miss continued to battle, however, and White hit 
a put-back lay-in to pull the home team within eight at 64-56 with 7:43 to play, and the Rebels called 
a timeout.
Notice took a charge underneath the Ole Miss basket near the seven-minute mark, followed up with a 
steal with six minutes to play, which resulted in a make from the free throw line, keeping the Gamecock 
lead at nine points, 66-57.
On the ensuing Ole Miss possession, Henderson was fouled on a 3-point attempt, and he hit all three 
from the line to pull the Rebels within six points.
South Carolina was forced to call a timeout with 4:57 to play after the lead was drawn to just four points 
at 66-62 after two Rebel free throws.
Ole Miss forced a Gamecock turnover in the midcourt out of the break, and the Rebels capped a 7-0 run 
with a lay-in from LaDarius White with 4:51 to play. Summers sank a 3 at the four-minute mark and Ole 
Miss took a one-point lead at 67-66.
Williams hit two from the line, and Summers hit a long jumper from just inside the 3-point arc to maintain 
a one-point Rebel lead at 69-68 with 2:19 to play.
Summers added two more points for Ole Miss with 1:32 remaining to push the lead to three, and Carrera 
hit one from the line with under a minute to play to put the score at 71-69 Rebels.
Ole Miss held the ball near midcourt long into the shot clock on the ensuing possession, and Summers 
couldn’t connect, but Aaron Jones hit a lay-in and was fouled. He converted at the line, and the Ole Miss 
lead was five at 74-69 with 24 seconds remaining.
Sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas had a tip-in with 18 seconds remaining on a 3-point attempt 
from Williams, but Summers hit one of two attempts from the line with seven seconds to play and Caro-
lina missed a 3 attempt at the buzzer, as Ole Miss posted the 75-71 victory.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - South Carolina battled back from a 16-point deficit midway 
through the second half, but the Gamecocks (8-14, 1-8 SEC) suffered a 79-74 
loss to Auburn (11-9, 3-6 SEC) in SEC play on Wednesday night at Colonial 
Life Arena. Senior guard Brenton Williams led Carolina with 29 points in the 
contest, hitting 10-of-14 from the field, including 6-of-10 from 3-point range. 
Chris Denson and KT Harrell led the Tigers with 25 points each in the game.
Williams’ six 3s continued a five-game stretch in which the senior has made 
at least four 3-pointers in a game. Despite only eight points, freshman guard 
Sindarius Thornwell totaled season high’s in assists with nine and steals 
with four. Sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas added 14 points and six 
rebounds, while freshman guard Duane Notice chipped in 12 points and six 
rebounds.
The first half started off as a back and forth affair, opening with both team’s 
trading 3-pointers in the opening possessions.
The Tigers hit the first run of the evening to open up a seven-point advantage. 
With 8:26 on the clock, Harrell converted two at the line to start a 9-2 run that 
ended with the guard finding Jordan Granger underneath the basket for a dunk 
to give the visitors a 29-22 advantage.
After four straight points from sophomore forward Michael Carrera and tip in 
by Kacinas, the Gamecocks closed the gap back to within two, but Auburn an-
swered with five in row to push the lead back to seven.
Williams scored the final six points of the half for the Gamecocks with his sec-
ond 3 of the game and an and-one after a strong drive to the basket as South 
Carolina ended the half down 38-35.
A Williams 3-pointer and a jumper from Notice kept the deficit at two early in 
the second half, but seven straight made field goals from Auburn, with three 
from Denson, and two Harrell and Tahj Samshid-Deen, turned the tide. The run 
extended nearly four minutes as the Tigers outscored the Gamecocks 16-2 until 
Williams converted a pair at the line before hitting a corner 3 on a fast break to 
bring the deficit to 13 with 12:08 remaining.
The Tigers’ run though was followed by a shift in moment as Williams and 
Thornwell took charge for South Carolina on an 18-2 to bring South Carolina 
within two.
Back-to-back steals from Thornwell led to a two-handed dunk from Williams, 
which he followed up with his fifth 3 of the game. The 10 consecutive points from 
Williams cut the deficit to eight with 10:28 on the clock.
Four more field goals, including a coast-to-coast layup from Thornwell after his 
career high fourth steal, saw the Gamecocks pull even at 62-62 with 7:25 left.
In less than a minute though, Denson scored five unanswered to give the Tigers 
a six-point lead at 69-63 with just over five and half minutes.
With just over a minute remaining, Thornwell made a hard drive in the lane and 
dished to Henry for an open dunk to cut it to 75-71. After Harrell sank two free 
throws, a 3-pointer by Williams on the other end brought the game to three with 
23 seconds on the clock. Shamsid-Deen converted both free throws on the en-
suing possession though to put the game out of reach as the Tigers won 79-74.
After both teams shot just over 44 percent in the first half, the Tigers shot 66.7 
percent (14-21) compared to the Carolina, which went 15-34 (44.1 percent) 
during the final 20 minutes.

– A 23-point halftime deficit was too much to overcome 
as South Carolina (8-15, 1-9 SEC) was defeated 72-53 by Tennessee (15-8, 
6-4 SEC) this afternoon at Thompson-Boling Arena.
Senior guard Jordan McRae led the Vols with a game-high 24 points, shoot-
ing 6-of-8 from 3, as Jarnell Stokes added 17 points and eight rebounds. 
Freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell paced the Gamecocks with 15 points 
and four assists.
Carolina was unable to slow the Volunteers down from the get go as Tennes-
see started the game on a 14-2 run, that saw Thornwell score Carolina’s first 
basket of the game just over five minutes into the contest.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Despite the game being postponed nearly 24 hours due to 
winter weather across the region, South Carolina (9-15, 2-9 SEC) came out and 
led for much of the game as the Gamecocks knocked off Vanderbilt (13-10, 5-6 
SEC) 65-59 this evening at Colonial Life Arena.
Freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell led Carolina, filling up the stat sheet with 
19 points, six rebounds and six assists. Senior guard Brenton Williams added 
14 points and freshman guard Duane Notice was also in double-figures with 10. 
Vanderbilt guard Kyle Fuller led all scorers with 20 points.
In a close contest throughout the first half, the Gamecocks held the lead for nearly 
the entire 20 minutes. Carolina saw its largest lead of the early going at five points, 
20-15, with 7:15 on the clock after Laimonas Chatkevicius tipped in a missed at-
tempt from Thornwell. The Commodores were able to trim the deficit to down one 
with under five minutes after a long jumper from leading-scorer Rod Odom.
Williams, though, responded for Carolina with his first 3-pointer of the game to 
make it 25-21.
Vanderbilt’s Fuller was able to go the length of the court in the final seconds of 
the half to lay it in as South Carolina took a one-point advantage into the break 
at 28-27.
The Gamecocks were only able to push the lead to three in the early in the second 
half before back-to-back buckets from Fuller and Damian Jones gave the Com-
modores their first lead of the game at 33-32 with 17:25 to go.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - For the second time in three days, South Carolina (10-15, 3-9 SEC) came 
away with a conference win, topping Alabama (10-15, 4-8 SEC), 67-66, with key plays down the 
stretch this evening at Colonial Life Arena. The back-to-back SEC wins were the first for  Carolina 
since January 2011, when the team defeated Florida by three on the road and Arkansas in double 
overtime at home.

Eleven 
seconds later, Thornwell found sophomore forward Brian Steele on the backdoor for a layup to close 
the half with a 28-19 lead.
The Gamecocks held the Crimson Tide to 25 percent (5-20) from the field in the opening 20 minutes, 
as they in turn shot 44 percent (11-25). The 19 first-half points is the least allowed for the Gamecocks 
since the opener this season.
Despite Releford converting on an and-one to start the, Carolina responded by out-scoring the Ala-
bama 11-5 over the next three-plus minutes. Williams scored poured in five points in the spurt on 
back-to-back field goals. The stretch pushed the lead to 12 with 16:20 on the clock.
A 3-pointer for Alabama from Levi Randolph in the corner with the shot clock expiring brought the 
Gamecocks’ lead back under double-digits.
The Crimson Tide continued to close the gap, bringing it within three with an 8-1 run after getting 
3s from Randolph and Releford. Sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevicius ended the run with 
a jumper in the lane after being fouled, but he was unable to convert on the free throw attempt.
Over the following minutes, Alabama closed its deficit to one and kept it there after going from 6-of-6 
from the foul line during a minute stretch.  
A full court pass from Thornwell to sophomore forward Mindaugas Kacinas for an open layup in-
creased the lead to three, but a 3 from Releford at the top of key tied up the game. That 3-pointer 
started a stretch of three-straight 3s from the Crimson tied as they took a 60-56 lead with just under 
four minutes remaining.
A back-door lob from Thornwell to sophomore forward Michael Carrera then brought the deficit to 
two. On the ensuing possession Releford went left and drove to the basket, but Carrera slid in and 
took the charge as the senior guard picked up his fourth foul with three minutes to go.
Thornwell tied it up a minute later with a floater in the lane, but Releford scored on a layup on the 
following possession after drawing a foul, but the guard was unable to convert the attempt.
Alabama drove hard to basket with just over a minute remaining, but Carrera and Kacinas converged 
to come up with a key block. Thornwell took the ball the length of the court, beat his defender, and 
dropped in a runner to give the Gamecocks a 63-62 lead with one-minute showing on the clock.
On the other end, Alabama guard Rodney Cooper, who had gone 4-of-4 from the line on the day, 
was fouled. The junior missed the first, but hit the second to level the game. On Carolina’s ensuing 
possession, Carrera backed himself into the paint, put up a hook shot that appeared to be headed in, 
but bounced out at the last second. Kacinas, though, out-jumped the Alabama defenders surround-
ing him and tipped in the miss.
Down two and with the ball in front of its bench, the Tide found Releford at the top of the key on the 
inbound pass. The senior rose up and let the attempt go, but the ball got stuck between the rim and 
backboard. The possession arrow was in favor of the Gamecocks.
With 5.8 seconds on the clock, Thornwell was sent to the foul line. The freshman sank the first and 
rimmed in the second to extend the lead to four. Releford hit his fourth 3 of the game at the buzzer, 
but it wasn’t enough as Carolina came away with the victory, 67-66.
South Carolina went 23-of-47 (48.9 percent) from the field, while Alabama was 18-of-43 (41.9 per-
cent). The Gamecocks dominated the paint doubling the Crimson Tide’s total, 32-16, as well as 
holding a 15-6 edge in fast break points.
Despite only scoring four points, and fouling out late in the game, freshman guard Duane Notice 
led the team six assists. Carrera led the Gamecocks on the glass with seven rebounds to go with 
eight points. For Thornwell, the 22 points on the day was his fifth game in SEC play in which he has 
scored 20 points or more, tying South Carolina’s all-time leading scorer B.J. McKie’s mark during 
his freshman season.

FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. – Despite overcoming an 11-point halftime deficit late in 
the second half, South Carolina (10-16, 3-10 SEC) was unable to claim a lead in 
the final 20 minutes as they fell 71-64 to Arkansas (17-9, 6-7 SEC) at Bud Walton 
Arena on Wednesday night.
Carolina senior guard Brenton Williams led all scorers with 29 points on 6-of-13 
shooting beyond the arc. The Razorbacks got 20 points and eight rebounds from 
Michael Qualls, and 12 points and 12 rebounds from Coty Clarke.
After the first 10 minutes of the half was back-and-forth, Arkansas opened up a 
four-point lead behind a 3-pointer for Kikko Haydar that made it 20-16. Williams 
responded with a 3 of his own for the Gamecocks, but Qualls quickly followed that 
up on the other end with a 3 for the Razorbacks as the tempo began to speed up. 
Williams scored the fourth consecutive 3 in the game between the two teams to 
bring Carolina back within one. The senior then scored a layup on the break after a 
Razorback turnover, but Arkansas took control of the half from that point, going on 
a 20-2 run as the constant pressure began to wear on the Gamecocks.
Williams closed the half on his own 6-0 run for Carolina over the final 1:15, finish-
ing the half with 16 of the Gamecocks 29 points. The Razorbacks took a 40-29 
lead into the break as they shot 53.8 percent (14-26) from the field compared to 
South Carolina, which shot 33.3 percent (10-13).
The Gamecocks continued their run into the second half with nine more unan-
swered points to bring the deficit to two. The run concluded with a back-to-back 3s 
from freshman guard Sindarius Thornwell and sophomore forward Brian Steele. 
For Thornwell, Carolina’s leading scorer entering the game, it was his first points 
of the contest after going 0-for-4 in the first half.
Momentum quickly shifted though as a steal by Thornwell led to a run-out for the 
Williams, but as he went up for the dunk, Bobby Portis blocked him from behind. A 
fast break for the Razorbacks ensued and missed layup was followed up by a dunk 
from Qualls. A minute and a half later, with a four-point Arkansas lead at 44-40, 
Qualls connected on his third 3 of the game.
Williams, who had been the Gamecocks main scoring threat continued to find 
open space with the frenetic pace of the game and hit a pair of open 3s from 
the right side less than two minutes apart to make it a 48-46 game with 11:59 
on the clock.
Back down by six at 52-46 with 9:52 remaining in the game, Carolina went on a 9-3 
run, with five points coming from Williams, to tie the game at 55-55 after a layup 
from sophomore forward Laimonas Chatkevicius.    
The Razorbacks increased the pressure from there and turned it into a 7-0 run, 
ignited by a 3 from Qualls, to grab a 62-55 lead with 2:35 left.
Despite a poor shooting game, Thornwell began to force the issue and scored five- 
straight points to bring the Gamecocks within two with just over a minute and half 
remaining, but that was as close as they would get. The Razorbacks countered 
with a 3 from Mardracus Wade to make it 65-60. Arkansas would convert on 5-of-6 
free throws in the final 16 seconds to give them the 71-64 win.
Despite holding the Razorbacks to 25 percent shooting (8-32) in the second 
half and going 12-29 (41.4 percent) themselves in the final 20 minutes, it wasn’t 
enough for the Gamecocks. Arkansas held a 23-14 advantage in points off turn-
overs and a 21-7 edge in bench points.
Freshman guard Duane Notice finished the night with nine points for South Caro-
lina. Thornwell and sophomore forward Michael Carrera each added eight points 
and five rebounds. Thornwell also finished with a team-high five assists.

 COLUMBIA, S.C. - The South Carolina men’s basketball team dropped 
a 73-56 decision to Georgia in an SEC matchup on Saturday afternoon at 
Colonial Life Arena.
The Gamecocks (10-17, 3-11 SEC) and Bulldogs went to halftime interlocked 
at 34-34, but a cold-shooting second half by South Carolina allowed Georgia 
(15-11, 9-5) to pull away for the win. The Gamecocks were 5-of-31 from the 
floor in the final 20 minutes.
For the game, South Carolina shot 26.3 percent from the field (15-of-57), with 
seven of its made baskets coming from behind the arc. Freshman Sindarius 
Thornwell tallied 18 points, dished out five assists and grabbed four rebounds 
to lead the Gamecocks, while senior Brenton Williams reached double figures 
for the 17th time in his last 19 games with 16 points, including four 3-pointers. 
Sophomore forward Michael Carrera pulled down a game-high 12 rebounds 
and chipped in three points.
Georgia shot at a 44.2 percent clip for the game, including 50 percent from 
deep (8-of-16). The Bulldogs also held the edge in rebounds (40-38) and 
points in the paint (24-12). Sophomore guard Kenny Gaines fired in a game-
high 27 points on 9-of-14 shooting to lead the Bulldogs, while junior forward 
Marcus Thornton contributed a double-double with 12 points and 10 boards. 
Sophomore forward Brandon Morris also had 12 points on the afternoon.
Williams paced the Gamecocks early on, making all three of his 3-point at-
tempts in the first eight minutes. His three from the corner at the 12:23 mark 
gave South Carolina a 13-6 lead, capping a 10-0 Gamecock run.
Georgia scrapped its way back to take a 22-19 lead with a 16-6 run during the 
next four minutes. Gaines was instrumental in pushing the Bulldogs in front 
with nine points during the run, including a pair of 3-pointers.
The Bulldogs held a 34-31 lead with less than a minute left in the half, but 
Gamecock forward Brian Steele drained a three from the top of the key with 
25 seconds remaining to tie the game heading into the locker room.
Thornwell scored 11 points in the half to lead Carolina, while Williams added 
nine. Carerra pulled down eight rebounds, including six on the offensive end. 
Gaines carried Georgia with 15 points, and Morris chipped in nine.
The Gamecocks were unable to get their offense going in the second half 
as they missed their first 14 shots from the field, allowing Georgia to open 
on a 16-1 run to build a 50-35 lead. Thornwell sank a floater in the lane at 
the 10:52 mark to make it a 50-37 ballgame, but that was as close as South 
Carolina was able pull the rest of the way.
