It is the program’s 24th season in the
SEC and the seventh under head coach Dawn Staley. South Carolina has played in the last three
NCAA Tournaments, including two trips to the Sweet 16 (2012, 2014).

* Prior to tonight’s national anthem and starting lineups, South Carolina Athletics Director Ray Tanner
will present, on behalf of USA Basketball, plaques recognizing the contributions of head coach Dawn
Staley, junior Tiffany Mitchell and freshman A’ja Wilson to the organization this summer.

¢ The impact of Aleighsa Welch on the court and beyond the box score can not be over-estimated. The
Gamecocks have been to the NCAA Tournament and improved on their win total both overall and
in SEC play every year of her career. She is currently one of nine Gamecocks all-time to amass 1,000
points and 800 rebounds in her career, during which she is shooting 58.6 percent from the field,
which is second-best in program history.

* Junior Tiffany Mitchell leads the SEC with 16.0 points per league game this season, shooting a
league-best 48.8 percent in conference action. The reigning SEC Player of the Year has asserted herself
more in the offense in conference play, leading the team with 80 field goal attempts and 2.6 assists
per game. Overall, she is the only player in the nation to rank among NCAA Division I’s top 50 in
all three shooting percentages.

* Sophomore Alaina Coates became the fastest Gamecock to reach 100 career blocks by swatting two
at Florida (Jan. 19), and the 6-foot-4 center celebrated by posting her eighth double-double of the
season in her 53rd career game (vs. Texas A&M, Jan. 26). It was her most dominant performance
against a nationally ranked team this season.

* Freshman A’ja Wilson is making an early case for SEC Freshman of the Year, ranking eighth in the
league in both scoring and rebounding. She is the only freshman among the top 20 in both categories.
Overall on the season, she has scored in double figures in all but three games and has four double-
doubles to her credit. Her .513 field goal percentage is fifth in the SEC and seventh among freshmen
nationally.

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the quote. The Gamecocks have not lost a game
this season, but the end has not always come by
the same means.

Dawn Staley’s team has won with both a high-
flying offense — posting records of 4-0 when
scoring 90+ points, 4-0 when scoring 80-89
points — and a more methodical one, 6-0 when
scoring 70-79 points, 6-0 with scoring fewer than
70.

The Gamecocks have won both inside — 9-0
when shooting less than 33.3 percent from 3-point
range, 8-0 when at least half of points come in the
paint — and outside — 10-0 when shooting 33.3
percent or better from 3-point range, 11-0 when
less than half of points come in the paint.

South Carolina has seen its top scorer come
from both the starting lineup (9-0) and the
bench (9-0) — with one game in which a starter
and reserve tied for the team high (vs. Auburn —
Welch, Wilson).

Diehard Defenders

While the offense has fluctuated in source and
volume, the one standard for the Gamecocks
— both this season and throughout head coach
Dawn Staley’s career — has been their defense.
South Carolina is second in the nation in scoring
defense, allowing 50.1 points per game with no
opponent scoring more than 63 points. In fact,
South Carolina has held an opponent under 50
points 10 times in 19 games this season.

Controlled Caroms

The Gamecocks have also built their success on
the glass — an area, like defense, that head coach
Dawn Staley preaches as a measure of effort as
much as talent. South Carolina ranks eighth in

the nation in rebounding margin, out-boarding
its opponents by 11.7 per game. The Gamecocks
have out-paced their opponent by double-digit
rebounds 10 times this season, including three
SEC outings. The rebounding margin has been at
least 20 three times — Clemson (+22), Savannah
State (+35) and at Hampton (+27).

Bench Marks

While every competitor wants to be a starter,
the Gamecocks have shown that the bench can be
just as productive a position. The South Carolina
bench has tied or out-scored its starting teammates
10 times this season, including five SEC contests,
and has out-scored the entire opposing team five
times — Clemson (Nov. 20), San Diego State (Nov.
23), NC Central (Dec. 1) and Florida (Jan. 19).
In all, the bench has accounted for 48.1 percent of
the Gamecocks’ points this season, including 49.6
percent of the offense in SEC games.

Of the 73 double-figure games turned in this
season, 36 of them have come from the bench
— Aja Wilson (16), Alaina Coates (10), Bianca
Cuevas (5), Tina Roy (2), Jatarie White (2) and
Asia Dozier (1).

Diversified Assets

South Carolina is often lauded for the depth of
its talent, and the Gamecocks’ improved offensive
numbers certainly bear out those accolades —
ninth in the nation at 78.8 points per game and
third in the nation in field goal percentage (.488).

The embarrassment of riches has not upset
South Carolina’s chemistry but instead has
strengthened it as each Gamecock plays for the
good of the team instead of herself — a message
head coach Dawn Staley often equates with USA

Two stats that best exemplify the all-for-one
mentality of the team are in the assist numbers —
eighth in the nation at 18.1 per game — and that
no Gamecocks is averaging more than 10 shots
per game. In fact, on one of the nation’s most
efficient offensive teams, just two Gamecocks
have made the minimum field goals required
for individual ranking in field goal percentage —
Tiffany Mitchell (3rd in SEC, 35th in nation) and
Aja Wilson (5th in SEC, 53rd in nation). Here’s

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season, and teams have packed into a zone early
and often against the Gamecocks.

This season, South Carolina’s guards have been
effective at capitalizing on what opposing teams
are willing to cede in that defensive alignment —
the 3-point shot. The Gamecocks lead the SEC
and rank 46th in the nation in 3-point field goal
percentage, hitting 35.4 percent from outside the
arc. The percentage is not far above last season’s
(.347), but after closing 2013-14 averaging 3.9
made 3s per game, South Carolina is fourth in the
SEC with a 5.2 average this season The most 3s
made per game of the Staley era is 9.2 in 2009-10.

Junior Tiffany Mitchell has been the primary
long-range shooter, ranking third in the SEC
with 2.0 made 3s per game and sixth in the
country with an SEC-best .469 3-point field goal
percentage. But juniors Tina Roy and Asia Dozier
have lifted their long-range production in SEC
action as well. Roy is hitting a team-best 42.1
percent from the arc in league play and is 14th in
the conference with 1.1 made 3s per game.

SWAT Team

South Carolina leads the SEC and ranks 10th
in the nation with 6.3 blocked shots per game.
The effort is a continuation of last season, during
which the Gamecocks shattered the school record
for blocks in a season by 41, recording 240 over
34 games for a 7.1 average.

Four Gamecocks rank among the SEC’s top 11
blockers, led by freshman A’ja Wilson in third at
1.6 per game — a number that jumps to 2.0 per
SEC game to rank third in the league. Sophomore
Alaina Coates is just behind in fifth with 1.5 per
game this season. Seniors Aleighsa Welch and
Elem Ibiam are next in line with Welch swatting
1.3 per game for ninth and Ibiam rejecting 1.1 per
game for 11th place.

Far Reaching

South Carolina head coach Dawn Staley enjoys
an embarrassment of riches with four players listed
at 6’4” or taller. Even more impressive might be
the reach of the Gamecocks' top contributors,
most with wingspans that exceed their height.

More on Muffin

Senior forward Aleighsa Welch — nicknamed
Mufhin at birth by her mother — continues to
be at the foundation of the Gamecocks’ success.
The South Carolina high school standout who
first took a chance on head coach Dawn Staley’s
vision has done everything asked to power the
Gamecocks to the lofty heights achieved during
her career. Always willing to do the “dirty work”
that doesn’t show up in the box score, Welch’s
energy and constant communication are what
drive the Gamecocks and what has prompted her
teammates to vote her a team captain each of the
last three seasons.

Welch’s consistent effort has her ranked among
the program’s career top 10 in six different
categories, including three rebounding totals,
while also among the top-20 scorers. Among the
Gamecocks’ 30 1,000-point scorers, she is one of
just nine to amass at least 800 career rebounds as
well. Her current career .586 field goal percentage
is second in school history behind only Jocelyn
Penn’s school-record .593 (757-0f-1277).

The expansion of the Gamecocks frontline

When three-time Olympic gold medalist Dawn Staley took the reins of the University of South
Carolina women’s basketball program on May 10, 2008, the Gamecocks’ stature immediately rose not
just in the Southeastern Conference but on the national stage as well. Building on a foundation of hard
work, defensive effort and a “team first” mentality, South Carolina began to realize those expectations
in 2011-12. Three consecutive 25-win seasons were capped with the 2013-14 squad’s 29-win effort
that included the program’s first SEC regular-season championship and No. 1 seed in the NCAA
Tournament as well as the Gamecocks’ second NCAA Sweet 16 appearance in three seasons.

In her 14 seasons as a head coach, Staley has amassed a 312-151 record, including her 140-71 slate
in six seasons at South Carolina. She has led her teams to nine 20-win seasons, a total of 11 postseason
appearances (two WNIT), highlighted by the Gamecocks™ pair of Sweet 16 appearances and 14 weeks
in the Associated Press top 10, including four in the top five. The future continues to brighten as the
nation’s top recruits make Columbia, S.C., a highly coveted destination. Consistently signing the top
players in the state, Staley’s 2014 group illustrated the seeds her staff had been sowing since its arrival
as the No. 1 recruit in the class joined two other top-35 entries among the five-member class that was
ranked No. 2 in the nation.

While her coaching career is blossoming, Staley is still recognized for her body of work as a one of
the most decorated participants in United States women’s basketball history. The Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame solidified her legacy with her enshrinement into the Hall as part of the Class of
2013. The Phoenix Club of Philadelphia established the Dawn Staley Award recognizing the nation’s top
guard in women’s Division I basketball in 2013 as well. Staley was inducted into the Women’s Basketball
Hall of Fame as part of the Class of 2012 and was one of the final nominees for induction to the U.S.
Olympic Hall of Fame the same year. In the summer of 2011, the WNBA recognized her as one of the
league’s “Top 15,” honoring the most influential players in the league’s history.

At the helm of the Gamecocks over the last six seasons, Staley has been named National Coach of
the Year (2014, Basketball Times), Naismith National Coach of the Year Finalist (2014), SEC Coach of
the Year (2014, Coaches and AP) and BCA Female Coach of the Year (2012). She has coached an All-
American, 12 All-SEC selections, five SEC All-Freshman team selections, an SEC Player of the Year, an
SEC Sixth Player of the Year, an SEC Defensive Player of the Year and two SEC Freshmen of the Year.
South Carolina’s 29 wins in 2013-14 were one shy of the overall school record, breaking the best mark
since joining the SEC of 25 set in 2011-12 and tied in 2012-13. The Gamecocks have won more SEC
games than the season before in each of Staley’s last five seasons, and her 52 SEC victories are more than
any other Gamecock coach and account for 44.8 percent of the program’s total 116 league wins. She has
helped the Gamecocks to three of the program’s four top-four finishes in the SEC, including the first
regular-season championship in 2013-14.Her 97 overall wins in the last four seasons marks the most
successful four-year stretch in program history.
