The Gamecocks went on to defeat
three of the East Region’s top four seeds in No. 2 Duke,
No. 3 Baylor and No. 4 Florida, en route to a school record
26 wins and a berth in the Final Four in Phoenix.

> Over the course of the last three seasons
(2015-16-present), the Gamecocks are 24-16 (.600)
combined in games played away from home (away/
neutral).

> South Carolina compiled 51 wins over the course of
the 2015-16 and 2016-17 seasons.

> Entering the 2017-18 campaign, Frank Martin has
led his team to at least 20 wins in seven of 10 seasons.
> South Carolina played six of its first seven games
away from home to begin the 2017-18 campaign,
posting a 4-2 record during the stretch.

FRANK MARTIN

> South Carolina head coach Frank Martin is in his
sixth season leading the Gamecocks and 11th season
overall as a head coach in 2017-18. Martin, the 2017
Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year (Collegelnsid-
er.com), led South Carolina to its first Final Four and
a school record 26 wins a season ago. In his 10 seasons
as a head coach, Martin has led his teams to at least 21
wins seven times, including a combined 51 wins for
the Gamecocks over the course of the 2005-16 and
2016-17 seasons. Martin is a native of Miami, Fla.,
and a graduate of FIU.

> Prior to his time on the sidelines in the college ranks,
Martin spent 15 years in high school coaching in Mi-
ami, Fla., including the last seven as a head coach. He
was part of five state championships as an assistant at
Miami Senior High School (1985-93), before earn-
ing two titles as the program’s head coach (1995-98).
Highlighting Martin’s stint as the head coach of the
program were consecutive 30-win seasons and consec-
utive Florida 6A State Championships in 1996 and
1997, with his 1997 squad earning a 36-1 overall re-
cord and ranking No. 4 in the USA Today Top 25 Poll.
He also served as the head coach at North Miami Se-
nior High School (1993-95) and one season at Booker
T. Washington High School (1999-2000).

23 - The Gamecocks forced 23 UTEP turnovers,
marking the most turnovers in a game by a Caro-
lina opponent since Alabama had 24 turnovers in
the 40T contest last season at Colonial Life Arena
(Feb. 7, 2017).

35 - Junior forward Chris Silva played a career high
35 minutes in the Dec. 9 win vs. Coastal Carolina.
42 - South Carolina tallied a season high 42 points
in the paint in the win at FIU on Nov. 27, paced by
Chris Silva’s career high 26 points. The Gamecocks
currently average 28.6 points in the paint per game.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - No. 22/20 South Carolina (9-2) fell at home Wednesday
night to Clemson (9-2), 62-60. PJ Dozier tallied a new career-high 26 points on
10-0f-22 shooting. He also had eight rebounds and led the team with five assists.

Colonial Life Arena was electric from the start, as sophomore Chris Silva threw
down a thunderous dunk on the game’s first possession. From there, it went
back-and-forth and Carolina took a 7-6 lead at the first media timeout with
15:37 left. Three different Gamecocks scored the team’s first seven points.

Donte Grantham gave the Tigers a 12-10 lead with 12:29 left in the half after
hitting a 3 from the right wing. His made long ball ended an over four-minute
field goal draught for Clemson.

‘The Tigers pushed the lead to 17-14 with 7:32 left after another bucket by
Grantham. A Dozier layup versus contact in the lane brought Carolina within
two at 21-19 with 5:48 left. The hoop was Dozier’s 11th point, as he was the
game’s first player in double-figures.

Sophomore guard Hassani Gravett pushed the ball ahead and brought the
Gamecock faithful to their feet after scoring in transition to tie the game at
25-25 with 2:04 left in the opening half. Clemson ended a 2:43 scoring draught
with a pair of Elijah Thomas free throws moments later to regain the lead 27-25.

‘The Tigers held a 29-25 edge as the horn sounded ar the end of the first half.
Dozier led all scorers at the break with 13 points on 5-0f-8 shooting. He was
2-for-2 from 3. Grantham and Thomas led Clemson with eight each. Carolina
shot 11-for-29 (37.9 percent) in half one, while the Tigers were 11-for-26 (42.3
percent).

The Gamecocks opened the second half on a 6-0 run to regain the lead 31-29.
‘They pushed the run to 8-3 after a dunk by Dozier that made it 33-32 with
18:07 left, but Clemson retook the lead 37-35 at the first media timeout of the
second half with 15:48 remaining.

‘The score would remain 37-35 for the next 3:48 as both teams ramped up their
defensive pressure. Maik Kotsar’s layup with 13:20 left ended the draught for
both teams. Carolina held a 39-37 advantage at the next media timeout with
11:27 left. A pair of free throws snapped a 6:05 scoring draught for the Tigers
and brought them within one at 40-39 with 11:03 on the clock.

Silva converted an and-1 to put the Gamecocks up 46-43 with 8:40 to go.
Clemson’s leading-scorer Jaron Blossomgame brought them within one again at
47-46 with 6:26 remaining.

The Gamecocks led 54-52 at the final media timeout with 3:32 remaining.
Dozier made a tough, second-effort bucket to put Carolina up three, but Blos-
somgame made a tip in on the ensuing possession to bring the Tigers back
within one. Head coach Frank Martin then took a timeout with 1:14 left, his
team up 58-57.

Two free throws by Marcquise Reed put Clemson up 59-58 with 52 seconds
left. Carolina got two 3-point looks, but senior Justin McKie and Gravett’s
shots just missed and the Gamecocks were forced to foul with 20.3 seconds
left. Avry Holmes hit both to put the Tigers up three before PJ Dozier then was
fouled with 9.8 seconds left and hit both to bring Carolina within one at 61-60.
Holmes was fouled again with 9.2 on the game clock. He made the first and
missed the second, but the Gamecocks were unable to convert on the opposite
end and the Tigers held on for the 62-60 victory.

SILVA NAMED TO SEC COACHES
PRESEASON ALL-SEC SECOND
TEAM

> Junior forward Chris Silva was named to the SEC
Coaches Preseason All-SEC Second Team, the confer-
ence office announced on Nov. 10 ahead of the official
start of the 2017-18 campaign. Silva is Carolina’s top
returning scorer (10.2), rebounder (6.1) and shot block-
er (1.4) and a veteran leader of this year’s squad. Silva
posted 21 double-figure scoring games last season with
five double-doubles, including in South Carolina’s Fi-
nal Four matchup versus Gonzaga when he scored 13
points and pulled down a career-high 13 rebounds. In
league play in 2017, Silva averaged 10.6 points and 5.0
rebounds per outing, while hitting 54.7 percent from
the field.

Frank Martin was named the head men’s basketball coach at
the University of South Carolina on March 27, 2012, becoming
the 32nd head coach in the history of the South Carolina pro-
gram, which enters its 110th season as a varsity sport in 2017-18.
Martin owns a 213-128 (.624) overall record as a head coach,
entering his 11th season overall, and a 96-74 (.564) record en-
tering his sixth season at South Carolina. Martin was named the
2017 Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year after leading the
Gamecocks to the best season in school history during the 2016-
17 campaign, as the squad advanced to the program’s first Final
Four and recorded a school record 26 wins.

Since his appointment as head coach in Columbia, Martin, 51,
and his wife Anya, have become fixtures in the community. He
has spoken at numerous events, including Gamecock Club chap-
ter events, numerous community council and rotary club events,
coaching clinics, the Fathers and Families Decades of Dads event
and the Heroes in Blue Knight of Honor Gala, among others.
Martin has also been honored with several community awards,
including being named a 2016 Fatherhood Champion at the Pal-
metto State Fatherhood Awards Breakfast and Fundraiser.

The Martin’s have hosted the “B-Ball of the South,” an event
in conjunction with the National Association of Basketball
Coaches (NABC), and the American Cancer Society, benefitting
“Coaches vs. Cancer,” during their time at Carolina. The first
“B-Ball of the South,” held in May 2013, raised $140,000 from
charitable donations and a live auction to benefit the “Coach-
es vs. Cancer” initiative. Year two saw continued success, as the
Kentucky Derby themed event raised $129,470 and year three
saw the event raise $145,735. For his outstanding efforts for the
“Coaches vs. Cancer” initiative, Martin was honored with the
2016 Champion Award from the organization at the 2016 Final
Four in Houston.

The 2016-17 campaign would go on to be the best season in
school history, as the Gamecocks set a school record with 26

wins, advanced to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since
2004, posted the first program win in the NCAA Tournament
since 1973, and advanced to the school’s first-ever Final Four,
falling by just four points, 77-73, to Gonzaga in the national
semifinals in Phoenix. South Carolina captured back-to-back
20-win seasons for the first time since a string of three-straight
20-win campaigns from 2003-2006, and the Gamecocks posted
double-digit league victories for just the fifth time since joining
the SEC in 1992.

South Carolina was ranked in the AP poll for nine weeks and in
the coaches poll for 10 weeks during the regular season, and the
Gamecocks were ranked No. 6 in the final USA Today Coaches
Poll following the Final Four run. Carolina rose to as high as
16th in the AP Poll, which was its highest rank since the Game-
cocks were ranked 14th in the final poll of the 1997-98 season.

After the magical season, it would be announced that school
records for total attendance and average attendance were set at
Colonial Life Arena during the 2016-17 season. Nationally, the
Gamecocks ranked 15th in total attendance, as 241,126 fans
saw Carolina in action at home during the season, an average of
13,396 fans per game, which ranked 21st nationally.

Prior to his appointment in Columbia, Martin spent the pre-
vious five season as the head coach at Kansas State University,
leading the Wildcats to the NCAA Tournament four times, in-
cluding a trip to the Elite Eight, during the 2009-10 campaign
when the squad won a school record 29 contests. Martin’s Wild-
cats won at least 21 games in each of his five seasons at the helm,
as the program compiled a record of 117-54 (.684) under his
direction.

A native of Miami, Fla., Martin earned his bachelor’s degree
in physical education from Florida International in 1993. He
and his wife, Anya, have three children, Brandon, Amalia and
Christian.

It helped that it was the second time the Gamecocks had seen West-
ern Michigan this week. They won 78-60 at home Monday, then
won in Conway after the tournament was relocated due to hurricane
damage in Puerto Rico.

“I was real happy with the defensive adjustments that our guys ex-
ecuted today,” Martin said. “We didn’t get back-cut, we sat on some
stuff they ran against us when they got layups, so the guys defensively
were sharp on that.”
