“She’s so mobile, and she’s long enough to get to places. Even 
if you’re in great defensive position, she can still get to places. It 
makes it easy for her to get shots. We had to double her a lot, and 
that’s a sign of respect from most coaches if they have to double 
you. You look at all the things she’s done for her team. I would say 
she’s grown a lot.” - UConn Head Coach Geno Auriemma

“I see a tremendous player who has developed into somebody who 
is really special. She’s reading the defense a lot quicker. She’s very 
complete. I don’t think there’s another player in the country like 
her from a collegiate or pro standpoint. Her ability to dribble the 
basketball, consistently make outside shots, rebound the basketball 
on both sides of the court.”

	 South Carolina head coach Dawn Staley is in her 10th 
season at the helm after guiding the Gamecocks into 
the postseason seven times in her first nine seasons in 
Columbia, including the 2017 National Championship 
and five other Sweet 16 berths. 
	 With a .716 (415-165) winning percentage over her 
18 seasons as a head coach, Staley is 24th among active 
NCAA Div. I head coaches with at least 10 years of 
experience and is the best among SEC head coaches. 
	 Staley is the third-longest tenured coach currently in 
the SEC, and her 10.8 league wins per season is best 
among the group. During the Gamecocks’ quadrennial 
of dominance (SEC regular-season champions 2014-
17), the program won 14.8 conference games per season.
	 With her 100th SEC regular-season victory coming 
against Auburn on Jan. 11, 2018, Staley became the 
eighth head coach all-time to record at least 100 such 
wins with one school. 

Rankings Review
	 South Carolina is ranked seventh in this week’s 
Associated Press Poll, making it the 108th consecutive 
entry for the Gamecocks in the poll – the fifth-longest 
active streak in the nation.
	 The Gamecocks have spent 84 straight weeks in the 
nation’s top 10 and are one of just three teams to have 
stayed among the nation’s top 10 every week since the 
start of the 2014-15 season. In the 73 polls since the 
start of the 2014-15 season, South Carolina has spent 59 
in the top five, trailing UConn’s 72 and Notre Dame’s 
61 such weeks.

	 South Carolina’s 2017-18 schedule includes 12 games 
against teams ranked in this week's Associated Press and/
or USA Today Coaches Poll. Just two of those games – 
vs. #24/- LSU (Feb. 22) and at #11/11 Tennessee  (Feb. 
25) – remain for the Gamecocks, who went 5-5 in the 
first 10 outings.

Missing Persons Report
	 Beginning the season with a roster that returned just 
two starters and two other significant contributors to 
last season's national championship, South Carolina has 
played through a series of injuries to some of its primary 
players. Excluding senior guard Bianca Cuevas-Moore, 
who is out of the season, at least one Gamecock was out 
of the lineup with injury in 12 of the South Carolina's 
first 24 games. Leading scorer A'ja Wilson accounted 
for two of those 12 games with her ankle injury. Before 
she was deemed out for the season on Feb. 11, primary 

outside shooter Lindsey Spann missed a combined nine 
games with separate knee injuries. Mikiah Herbert 
Harrigan missed three January games with a bone 
bruise.
	 In fact, the Gamecocks had their full complement of 
players available in just five of their 10 games against 
nationally ranked opponents.

	 The SEC is once again among the best women's 
basketball conferences in the nation, leading the nation 
with seven teams among the top 30 in RPI, including 
South Carolina at 17. All seven are also ranked in the AP 
Poll this week.
	 Mississippi State has the top RPI in the league in 
third with Tennessee coming in 10th. Missouri (12), 
Texas A&M (21), LSU (26) and Georgia (28) are also in 
the RPI top 30. 

Buckets, Boards and Blocks
	 Few players in the country are as versatile as South 
Carolina senior forward A’ja Wilson. Averaging 22.7 
points, 11.5 rebounds and 3.4 blocks, she ranks 
eighth, 12th and fifth in the nation in those categories, 
respectively, making her the only player in the nation's 
top 30 in all three of those categories. 
	 Only seven players in the nation are among the top 
50 in both scoring and rebounding with only Megan 
Gustafson, Iowa (24.9 ppg, 1st/12.6 rpg, 5th) out-
ranking Wilson in both categories.
	 Reading defenses more quickly than before, Wilson 
has also responded to her head coach’s challenge to 
expand her skill set, improving her ball-handling to allow 
her to rebound and immediately start the fast break and 
even run the offense from the point guard position at 
times and developing consistency on her outside shot, 
of which she has hit 5-of-11 from 3-point range. The 
growth in her game helps both the Gamecocks, as 
opponents will have a more difficult time locating her 
for double-teaming, and Wilson’s preparedness for the 
next step in her basketball career.

Youth Movement
	 Despite the long-time dominance and presence 
of this season's senior class of A'ja Wilson and Bianca 
Cuevas-Moore, the Gamecocks are, in fact, an extremely 
young team. With Wilson and Cuevas-Moore, only 
Doniyah Cliney had been in the program more than one 
season, and she averaged just 15.7 minutes over the first 
two seasons of her career.
	 With Cuevas-Moore out for the season and several 
others missing various games due to injury, South 

Carolina has relied heavily on its three-member 
freshman class of LeLe Grissett, Bianca Jackson and 
LaDazhia Williams.
	 In SEC play alone, that trio has been on the court 
18.1 minutes per game. That is the most time a 
Gamecock freshman class has played since 2012-13 
freshmen Asia Dozier, Tiffany Mitchell and Khadijah 
Sessions played 19.4 minutes per SEC game.
	 In the Gamecocks' 27 seasons in the SEC, only eight 
freshman classes have logged more minutes than the 
current group. Three of those eight have come under 
Staley – 2009-10 (20.9 mpg), 2012-13 (19.4 mpg) and 
2008-09 (20.9 mpg).

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	 When three-time Olympic gold medalist Dawn Staley took the reins of the University of South Carolina women’s 
basketball program on May 10, 2008, the Gamecocks’ stature immediately rose not just in the Southeastern Conference 
but on the national stage as well. Nine seasons later, Staley delivered on those expectations with the program’s first 
NCAA National Championship in 2017. South Carolina has the fifth-longest active streak of appearances in the 
Associated Press Top 25, hitting the 100-week mark on Dec. 25, 2017; and the Gamecocks boast six straight 25-win 
seasons, which include four SEC regular-season championships, three SEC Tournament titles, two NCAA Final Four 
appearances and three other Sweet 16 seasons, the program’s first ever No. 1 national ranking and a school-record 34 
wins in 2014-15. Staley’s success has united every demographic in the state of South Carolina as the Gamecocks’ fan 
base tripled over a span of three seasons, and three times led the nation in home attendance.
	 While her coaching career is blossoming, Staley is still recognized for her body of work as a one of the most 
decorated participants in United States women’s basketball history. The Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame 
solidified her legacy with her enshrinement as part of the Class of 2013. The Phoenix Club of Philadelphia established 
the Dawn Staley Award recognizing the nation’s top guard in women’s Division I basketball in 2013 as well. Staley was 
inducted into the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame as part of the Class of 2012 and was one of the final nominees for 
induction to the U.S. Olympic Hall of Fame the same year. In the summer of 2011, the WNBA recognized her as one 
of the league’s “Top 15,” honoring the most influential players in the league’s history.
	 In her 18th season as a head coach, Staley has amassed a 415-165 (.716) record, including her 243-85 (.741) slate in 
her 10th season at South Carolina. She has led her teams to eight 25-win seasons, a total of 14 postseason appearances and 
86 weeks in the Associated Press top 10, including 12 in the No. 1 spot. Also a force in USA Basketball, she was named 
the U.S. Women’s National Team head coach for 2017-20 after leading three other U.S. teams to gold medals – 2015 
FIBA U19 World Cup, 2014 FIBA U18 Americas Cup, 2007 Pan Am Games – and serving as an assistant on the Senior 
National Team 2006-08 and again 2014-16, during which the U.S. claimed gold in the 2014 FIBA World Cup and the 
2008 and 2016 Olympic Games.
	 At the helm of the Gamecocks over the last 10 seasons, Staley has been named National Coach of the Year, a Naismith 
National Coach of the Year Finalist three times, SEC Coach of the Year three times and BCA Female Coach of the Year. 
She became the fastest coach to 200 wins in program history, needing just 277 games at South Carolina to do it.
	 Under Staley’s leadership, four Gamecocks have collected eight All-America selections, two have picked up four SEC 
Player of the Year honors, two have earned SEC Defensive Player of the Year recognition, one has been the SEC 6th Player 
of the Year and three were named SEC Freshman of the Year. She has coached 10 Gamecocks who earned All-SEC honors 
21 times, including 11 first-team selections, and five Gamecocks have been selected in the WNBA Draft, including Alaina 
Coates who, as the No. 2 pick in 2017, became the highest pick in program history, and three others who earned WNBA 
All-Rookie Team honors. 
	 On Staley’s watch, the Gamecocks are enjoying the most sustained success in program history. After posting back-
to-back 25-win seasons in 2011-12 and 2012-13 for the first time in more than 30 years, the 2014-15 team broke the 
school record with 34 wins. South Carolina won more SEC games than the season before in each of Staley’s first seven 
seasons, culminating in the 2015-16 team recording just the second 16-0 conference record in league history. Staley’s 97 
SEC wins are more than any other Gamecock coach, accounting for 60.2 percent of the program’s total 161 wins over 
its 26 seasons in the league. She has delivered the only SEC championships in program history, lifting that trophy four 
times in as many seasons, and she has helped the Gamecocks to six of the program’s seven top-four finishes in the SEC. 
Off the court, Staley’s Gamecocks have been active in the community and thriving in the classroom. Every student-
athlete who completed her eligibility under Staley at South Carolina has graduated or is on track to graduate, and the 
team GPA has been over 3.0 for seven of the last eight semesters.
