South Carolina looks to snap a six-game losing streak against visiting Ole Miss on Wednesday at Colonial Life Arena.  
The contest, set for a 7 p.m. ET start on CSS with Matt Stewart (play-by-play) and Kyle Macy (analyst) on the call, will 
also be picked up locally on Time Warner Cable digital channel 506. The meeting marks the 30th all-time between the 
two schools.  Fans can also listen on the Gamecock IMG Sports Network via GamecocksOnline.com and on 107.5 The 
Game in Columbia with Andy Demetra (play-by-play) and Casey Manning (analyst).  

Carolina quick hits
n South Carolina is in its 105th season of basketball.
n The Gamecocks are led by first-year head coach Frank Martin.  His associate head coach is Brad Underwood and his 
assistant coaches are Matt Figger and Lamont Evans.  Andy Assaley is the director of basketball operations.
n The Gamecocks are in their 22nd season of competition in the Southeastern Conference in 2013.  Carolina owns a 
131-217 (.376) all-time record in SEC play.  
n The Gamecocks look to break a six-game losing streak on Wednesday.  Carolina’s last win came in a 75-54 decision 
vs. Arkansas on Jan. 26.  
n South Carolina shot 50 percent (13-26) from the floor in the second half of Saturday’s contest at Alabama, but the 
Gamecocks were unable to overcome an early 23-point Alabama advantage, and suffered a 68-58 loss on the road 
in Tuscaloosa.  Junior guard Brenton Williams led the Gamecocks with 14 points off the bench, while senior forward 
Lakeem Jackson pulled down a team high nine rebounds.  It marked the seventh time this season that Williams has led, 
or shared the team lead, in scoring and the ninth time for Jackson in the rebounding column.
n Despite not scoring at Alabama, freshman forward Michael Carrera leads the Gamecocks over the course of the last 
five games with 12.0 points and 7.2 rebounds per game.
n Wednesday’s meeting marks the first time that Frank Martin will meet Ole Miss’s Andy Kennedy on opposite benches 
as head coach of the Gamecocks.  The two former Cincinnati assistants have met once previously, when Kennedy’s Ole 
Miss Rebels defeated Martin’s K-State Wildcats, 86-74 in late November 2009 at the Puerto Rico Tipoff.
n South Carolina shot a season high 57.7 percent (30-52) from the field, including a near season best of hitting 7-of-12 
(58.3%) from beyond the arc, in a convicing 75-54 victory over Arkansas at Colonial Life Arena on Jan. 26.  The win 
marked Carolina’s first in league play at home this season.  The 21-point margin of victory marked the largest in confer-
ence play since an 18-point win over Kentucky on Feb. 25, 2009. It was the first margin of at least 20 points in SEC play 
since an 83-61 win over Mississippi State on Feb. 11, 2006. Both of those wins occurred at Colonial Life Arena.
n After trailing 15-3, South Carolina ended the first half vs. Arkansas on a 40-11 run over the final 14:49 of the first half.
n Carolina’s 75 points vs. Arkansas were the most in a regulation SEC game since posting a 79-73 win vs. Ole Miss 
on Feb. 22, 2011.

• Snap South Carolina’s six-game losing streak, and be the Gamecocks’ first since since the Jan. 26 victory vs. Arkan-
sas.
• Improve Martin’s record to 1-1 vs. the Rebels 

n South Carolina held an eight-point halftime lead on the 
road at No. 22 Missouri on Jan. 22, but the Gamecocks 
were unable to hold the lead down the stretch and the Ti-
gers responded with 44 points in the second half to claim 
a 71-65 win.  Mizzou struggled mightly from the field in the 
opening half, hitting just 6-of-30 attempts, but 28 points 
from the free throw line in the contest kept the Tigers 
within striking distance throughout.  
n South Carolina earned the first SEC win for head coach 
Frank Martin at LSU on Jan. 16 in an 82-73 overtime deci-
sion.  Carolina was once again stellar in overtime, hitting 
9-of-10 attempts in the extra session from the free throw 
line. Carrera posted 23 points in 24 minutes off the bench 
to pace the Gamecocks in the contest.  
n Carrera (23 points, 10 rebounds) and senior forward 
Lakeem Jackson (11 points, 11 rebounds) both collected 
double-doubles in the contest at LSU, marking the first 
time that two Gamecocks have had a double-double in the 
same game since the 2008 campaign.
n Carrera’s 23 points scored vs. LSU were the most by 
a Gamecock this season, and the most by a Gamecock 
freshman since then-freshman Bruce Ellington also post-
ed 23 at Florida on Jan. 15, 2011.
n In three overtime wins this season, Carolina has hit an 
impressive 31-of-34 (91.1%) attempts from the free throw 
line during OT.
n Senior guard LaShay Page, a post-graduate student 
from Dillon, S.C., will not compete with the South Carolina 
men’s basketball team for the remainder of the 2012-13 
season due to an academic eligibility issue.

scouting ole miss
The Rebels enter Wednesday’s contest having most 
recently earned an 84-74 overtime victory over Georgia 
last Saturday.  Ole Miss holds a 19-6 record this season, 
including an 8-4 mark in league games.  Junior guard 
Marshall Henderson paces the team and ranks first in the 
SEC and 18th in the nation with 19.7 points per game in 
overall games, including a mark of 21.3 per league outing.  
Henderson scored 25 points, including a perfect 14-of-14 
effort from the free throw line, in the win over Georgia 
last weekend.  Irmo, S.C., native, senior forward Murphy 
Holloway leads the squad with 9.3 rebounds per contest, 
which ranks second in the SEC and 33rd in the nation.  
Holloway has nine double-doubles this season and 34 for 
his career.  Senior forward Reginald Buckner ranks sec-
ond in the league with 2.7 blocks per game, while also pro-
viding 9.8 points and 8.0 rebounds per outing.  Ole Miss’s

ellington wraps highly successful football season at outback bowl on jan. 1
Sophomore wide receiver Bruce Ellington had a stellar season on the football field in 2012.  The Moncks Corner, 
S.C., native compiled 1,034 all purpose yards this season, including 600 receiving yards (team high) and 406 
yards on kick returns.  Ellington scored seven touchdowns, including the game-winning TD in the Jan. 1 Outback 
Bowl vs. Michigan.  He was also instrumental in Carolina’s win vs. Clemson in late November, when he logged 
a career high seven catches for two scores vs. the Tigers.

head coach frank martin
South Carolina head coach Frank Martin has enjoyed much success early in his head coaching career.  Martin 
spent the past five season as the head coach at Kansas State, leading the Wildcats to the NCAA Tournament 
four times, including a trip to the Elite Eight during the 2009-10 campaign when the squad won a school-record 
29 contests. Martin’s Wildcats won at least 21 games in each of his five seasons at the helm, compiling a record 
of 117-54 (.684) under his direction. During that time, Kansas State posted a 50-32 (.609) record in Big 12 Con-
ference games, finishing fifth or higher in each season, while finishing third or higher three times.
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2013 sec tournament
The 2013 SEC Men’s Basketball Tournament will be played March 13-17 at Bridgestone 
Arena in Nashville, Tenn.  The men’s basketball tournament has expanded to include all 14 
teams and will be seeded 1-14. The tournament will begin on Wednesday, March 13 with 
matchups between the No. 11 and No. 14 seeds and the No. 12 and No. 13 seeds. The win-
ners will advance to meet the sixth and fifth seeds, respectively, on Thursday. Also playing 
on Thursday with be the No. 8 and No. 9 seeds and the No. 7 and No. 10 seeds. The top four 
seeds in the tournament will receive byes until Friday’s quarterfinal round.

non-conference schedule
The 2012-13 non-conference slate features 10 home dates, including one exhibition, to be 
played at Colonial Life Arena, two trips to New York City and an international visit to Puerto 
Vallarta, Mexico, to highlight the lineup.  In the non-conference portion of its schedule, the 
Gamecocks will take part in three events, including the Hoops for Hope Classic with games 
in Columbia and Puerto Vallarta, Mexico, the annual SEC/BIG EAST Challenge, as well as 
the Brooklyn Hoops Holiday Invitational. The latter two will see the Gamecocks travel to 
New York City.

exceptional coaching staff
The South Carolina men’s basketball staff has nearly 100 years of coaching experience 
combined from the high school level, through the junior college ranks and at elite level pro-
grams in Division I basketball.  Head coach Frank Martin is in his 13th season of coaching 
in college basketball, associate head coach Brad Underwood in his 27th, assistant coach 
Matt Figger in his 20th and Lamont Evans in his fifth.    

chatkevicius missed first six games
South Carolina head men’s basketball coach Frank Martin announced on Nov. 11 that fresh-
man forward Laimonas Chatkevicius would miss the first six games of the 2012-13 season.  
The NCAA determined that Chatkevicius received impermissible benefits from his host fam-
ily prior to enrolling at the University of South Carolina, and as a result he will be withheld 
from the first six games.  He was able to return to game action vs. St. John’s.  

martin confirms signing of ringer, mckie and thornwell
Martin on Desmond Ringer (F/C – 6-9 – 260 – McDonough, Ga. – Eagle’s Landing)
“Desmond Ringer gives us size, strength, athleticism and skill on the front line.  He comes 
from a very successful high school program, and we’re excited to have him be part of our 
family.  He is a guy that understands how to play, and he has great size and real good 
hands.  Desmond is someone that we feel will become a big-time presence on the front line 
for many years to come.”

Martin on Justin McKie (G – 6-4 – 180 – Columbia, S.C. - Irmo)
“With his name alone, it should give people an understanding of the kind of bloodlines that 
he has.  Justin loves to win, and he is coached by Tim Whipple, one of the great coaches 
in the country, not just in high school basketball or in this state.  In my seven months here, 
Justin has improved as much as any player that I have watched.  We really like his tough-
ness, his ability to play defense in a system that is similar to ours and his length and size 
on the perimeter.  He is someone that, as we move forward, we think he is definitely a great 
part of building a championship program.”

He is the consummate winner; he defends, he rebounds and he is a great decision maker 
with the basketball.”

game 20 - south carolina 62, ole miss 66
oxford, miss. - jan. 28, 2012

OXFORD, Miss. -  The South Carolina men’s basketball team suffered a 66-62 loss at Ole Miss 
on Saturday in SEC action. Senior forward Malik Cooke led the Gamecocks with 17 points, while 
sophomore guard Brenton Williams added 15.
  South Carolina (9-11, 1-5 SEC) hit 40 percent (24-60) of its shot attempts in the contest, includ-
ing eight made 3s in the game. Ole Miss (14-7, 4-3 SEC) hit 49 percent (24-49) from the field, but 
struggled from the free throw line, hitting just 13-of-24 attempts (54.2%).
  South Carolina forced 18 Rebel turnovers, collecting 12 steals and posting 19 points off of take-
aways. To compare, Ole Miss scored 16 points off of 13 Gamecock turnovers in the contest. Ole Miss 
held a 38-28 upperhand in rebounds as well.
  Senior forward Terrance Henry led the Rebels with 15 points, including a 6-of-6 effort from the free 
throw line, while junior forward Murphy Holloway collected a double-double with 14 points and 11 
rebounds, while also collecting a team high three steals.
  After trading baskets to start the contest, Ole Miss took an 18-9 lead on a layup by Demarco Cox 
with 10:19 remaining in the first half. The Rebels extended their lead to as many as 11 before the 
Gamecocks used a 15-7 run over the last 7:25 to pull within three at halftime. A 3 by Williams began 
the run, which included two layups by freshman forward Anthony Gill and a 3 from sophomore guard 
Bruce Ellington.
  Both teams committed nine turnovers in the opening half, with the Gamecocks dishing eight assists, 
including three from freshman guard Damien Leonard, while Ole Miss collected eight steals with the 
Gamecocks earning five.
  South Carolina took its first lead since early in the contest less than a minute into the second half on 
a layup by Cooke. The teams would trade possessions through the under-16 minute media timeout 
before the Rebels would extend a lead to six at 43-37 on a made jumper by Nick Williams with 15:17 
remaining.
  The Gamecocks would battle back to take a one-point lead using an 8-1 run over the course of the 
next two minutes on a 3 by Cooke and a layup and 3 by Williams, but solid free throw shooting down 
the stretch gave the Rebels a lead they wouldn’t give up the remainder of the game.
  Neither team led by more than seven points in the second half. Two free throws by Williams put the 
Gamecocks behind by one point, 63-62, but a 3 by Henry with 17.5 seconds remaining sealed the 
game for the Rebels.
  Cooke collected a team high seven rebounds for Carolina, while he and Williams both collected 
three steals. Gill tallied 10 points, two assists and two steals, and Ellington dished a season high 
five assists.

  The Panthers responded with an 8-0 run through the under-eight minute 
media timeout, before a lay-up from Carrera at the 6:21 mark halted the scor-
ing drought for Carolina.
  The difference in the first half was eight made 3's from the Panthers, while 
the Gamecocks were 0-of-8 from beyond the arc. Carrera ended the half with 
a near double-double, scoring nine points and pulling down nine rebounds, 
but UWM held a 38-23 upperhand at the break.
  Carolina started the second half on a 9-2 run, propelled by a lay-up and two 
jumpers from Page, which forced an early timeout from Milwaukee.

STARKViLLe, Miss. - South Carolina (10-4, 0-1 SEC) dropped their conference opener 
on the road to Mississippi State (6-7, 1-0 SEC) 56-54. Junior guard Brian Richardson 
netted 20 points on seven made shots and five made 3s, all career highs.
  Richardson also led the Gamecocks in rebounding, coming down with a game-high 
eight. Junior guard Bruce Ellington also reached double figures for South Carolina, tal-
lying 11. Junior guard Eric Smith added five assists. The Gamecocks out-rebounded the 
Bulldogs 38-29.
  Freshman guard Craig Sword led the way for Mississippi State, scoring 18 and sopho-
more forward Roquez Johnson added 14 in the effort. Junior forward Colin Borchert 
grabbed a team-high six rebounds. The Bulldogs scored 28 points off of 24 Gamecock 
turnovers and out-scored South Carolina 14-2 in transition.
  The Gamecocks played solid defense early in the contest with both Ellington and Smith 
drawing a charge underneath the basket for Bulldog turnovers.
  Carolina failed to convert on its first three possessions, but connected on the next four 
to hold a 10-4 lead at the first media timeout. Richardson was hot early, hitting his first 
two attempts from beyond the arc, coupled with a floater from Smith and a jumper from 
Ellington for the Gamecocks advantage.
  Carolina scored 12 unanswered points before Mississippi State began to exploit the 
mounting Gamecock turnovers through the midway point of the half. The Bulldogs tied the 
contest at 12 on a 3-point play from Sword at the 12-minute mark.
  In the next seven minutes of play, Carolina scored just two points to trail the Bulldogs 
16-14 with 7:27 remaining in the half.
  The Bulldogs struggled from the floor down with the first half winding down, but were 
solid from the free throw line and Ellington connected on two 3s late in the half to tie the 
contest at 26 at the break. 
  Carolina committed 13 turnovers in the first half, with the Bulldogs posting 15 points off 
those giveaways, to go along with 12 points in the paint. Mississippi State failed to hit a 3 
in the first half, but connected on 10-of-14 from the free throw line.
  Ellington hit his third 3 of the contest just seconds into the second half, and senior 
forward Lakeem Jackson added a lay-in at the 18:50 mark, which forced a Mississippi 
State timeout with the Gamecocks ahead 31-26.
  Borchert connected on back-to-back layups for the Bulldogs and Sword followed with a 
3-point play at the 16:40 mark to put the score at 34-33 Carolina.
  The teams traded baskets through the next minutes of action before a 3 from Richardson 
pushed the Gamecocks lead to 42-37 with 12 minutes remaining.
  Richardson connected on one from the free throw line at the 10:29 mark, but MSU battled 
back to within one until Richardson hit his fifth 3 of the game and added a jumper with just 
under eight minutes to go, putting the Gamecocks lead at six.
  The score stood at 50-44 Gamecocks with just over five minutes on the clock, but 
Borchert hit two free throws for the Bulldogs, and the home team followed with lay-ups 
on three consecutive possessions to take a 52-50 upperhand with just over three minutes 
remaining.
  Mississippi State called a 30-second timeout with 1:46 to go and was called for an of-
fensive foul on the possession out of the break. Jackson connected for a lay-up on the 
opposite end to tie the contest at 52 with just over one minute remaining.
  Sword hit two free throws for the Bulldogs with 41.8 seconds on the clock to put MSU 
up two. The Gamecocks committed a turnover on the ensuing possession and Sword 
converted to put MSU up four at 56-52 with 20 seconds remaining.
  Freshman forward Michael Carrera pulled the Gamecocks back within two on a lay-up 
with 17 seconds on the clock and on the other end, the Bulldogs left two points on the free 
throw line to set the Gamecocks up with a final possession to win. The Gamecocks were 
unable to mark the scoreboard and MSU earned the 56-54 victory.

COLuMBiA, S.C. - Junior guard Bruce Ellington scored a season-high 18 
points for South Carolina, but it wasn’t enough for the Gamecocks as they fell 
74-71 in a back-and-forth SEC matchup with Auburn on Saturday afternoon 
at Colonial Life Arena.
  Ellington tied the game at 71-71 by sinking a jumper with 3:10 left in the 
game, but Auburn held the Gamecocks scoreless the rest of the way and 
made 3-of-4 free throws down the stretch to secure the win in a contest that 
saw 27 lead changes and 13 ties.
  With the loss, South Carolina falls to 10-5 overall and 0-2 in SEC play. The 
Tigers improve to 8-7 on the season and 2-0 in the conference.
  The Gamecocks had four players reach double figures led by Ellington, who 
also dished out five assists and recorded two steals. Sophomore Damien 
Leonard tossed in 17 points, including tying a career high with five 3-pointers. 
He also pulled down a career-high nine rebounds. Senior Lakeem Jackson 
and junior Eric Smith chipped in 10 points apiece for South Carolina. Fresh-
man Michael Carrera filled the stat sheet with six points, seven rebounds, five 
assists and two blocks.
  As a team, the Gamecocks scored at a 45.6 percent clip (26-of-57) and 
made 8-of-20 attempts from 3-point range. Carolina also won the battle of the 
boards with a 31-24 advantage, including 17 offensive rebounds that led to 
20 second-chance points.
  Senior guard Frankie Sullivan paced Auburn with 17 points. Senior Rob 
Chubb recorded a double-double with 16 points and 10 rebounds, and fresh-
man Brian Greene added 14 points for the Tigers, who shot 58.5 percent 
(24-of-41) from the floor and 44.4 percent (8-of-18) from deep.
  The teams traded baskets for most of the first half. South Carolina used a 
7-1 run midway through the half to build the biggest lead of the half at 20-14 
on a fastbreak layup by Ellington with 11:32 on the clock.
  However, the Tigers scrapped back to take a 21-20 lead on a 3-pointer by 
Noel Johnson with 9:45 left in the half. The lead then changed hands five 
times before the Gamecocks took a 39-37 lead on a jumper by Ellington with 
seven seconds remaining. Sullivan knocked down one of two free throws 
at the other end, as South Carolina took a 39-38 lead into the locker room.
  Auburn jumped out to a lead early in the second half, as Sullivan drained 
back-to-back 3-pointers to give the Tigers a 46-42 advantage with 16:03 left 
in the contest. South Carolina came back to take a 49-48 lead on a Jackson 
jumper at the 12:48 mark. The teams then went back and forth for the next 
four minutes before the Gamecocks built their biggest lead of the half at 61-57 
with a 3-pointer by Leonard.
  But once again the Tigers came back, and Greene knocked down a trey to 
give his team a 62-61 lead with 6:47 left in the game. The game then saw six 
more lead changes and three ties before Auburn took the lead for good on a 
pair of made free throws by Sullivan with 2:41 on the clock.
  With seven seconds left in the contest, Ellington missed a 3-point attempt 
from the corner, as the Tigers held on for the 74-71 victory.

BATOn ROuGe, La. - Behind double-doubles from freshman forward Michael Carrera and senior 
forward Lakeem Jackson, South Carolina (11-5, 1-2 SEC) defeated LSU (9-5, 0-3 SEC) 82-73 in 
conference play on Wednesday night. The win was the first SEC win of the Frank Martin era and is 
the first road win in league play since a 64-56 victory at LSU on Feb. 2, 2011.
  Carrera scored 21 of his career-high 23 points in the second half and overtime. The freshman also 
notched 10 rebounds. Jackson added 11 points and 11 rebounds in the winning effort for his third 
double-double of the season. The duo’s stat lines marks the first time two Gamecocks registered 
double-doubles in the same game since Dominique Archie and Mike Holmes did so against Winthrop 
on Nov. 16, 2008.
  Junior guard Brenton Williams tallied 16 points and junior forward RJ Slawson scored 11. As a team, 
the Gamecocks went 28-of-37 from the free throw line, with Carrera and Williams hitting 9-of-10. 
South Carolina had 53 points off of the bench to the Tigers’ 17.
  Sophomore guard Anthony Hickey scored 18 points and registered seven rebounds, both team 
highs. Senior guard Charles Carmouche added 13 points on the night. Junior forward Shavon 
Coleman also brought down seven boards in the contest. The Tigers recorded 22 turnovers to the 
Gamecocks’ 15. South Carolina turned LSU’s 22 turnovers into 27 points. 
  LSU jumped out to an early 9-4 lead, sparked by a 5-of-6 effort from the free throw line, which forced 
a quick timeout for the Gamecocks with 16:14 on the clock in the opening half. Carolina responded 
out of the break with a 7-2 run of its own, fueled by back-to-back layups from Jackson to tie the score 
at 11 with just over 14 minutes to play.
  The teams traded buckets near the 12-minute mark, before the Gamecocks capitalized on 3s from 
Williams and Slawson, and solid free throw shooting from the duo to hold a 34-22 advantage with 
just under five minutes to play in the half.
  The Tigers responded however, ending the half on an 11-1 run, including a 3 from Hickey and a 
4-of-4 effort from the line from Carmouche and junior guard Andre Stringer. The Gamecocks missed 
their last seven shots attempts over the last four minutes of the half and held just a two-point lead 
at the break, 35-33.
  Williams paced Carolina in the opening half with 12 points, while Jackson pulled down a team high 
seven rebounds. The Gamecocks also forced 13 LSU turnovers, three shy of the Tigers’ average per 
game, scoring 14 points off the takeaways.
  Both teams came out firing in the second half, with freshman forward Laimonas Chatkevicius and 
Jackson hitting two lay-ups each for Carolina, but the Tigers were flawless from 3-point range, hitting 
all four of their early attempts, including three from Hickey, to hold a 47-44 upperhand at the first 
media timeout of the half.
  Slawson connected for back-to-back layups, making the second a 3-point play after a Tiger foul 
near the 14-minute mark to tie the score at 49. The teams traded baskets through the next several 
minutes, as Carmouche hit the fifth 3 of the half for the Tigers and Carrera provided two layups for 
the Gamecocks.
  The score stood tied at 56 with 8:51 on the clock before Jackson and Carrera connected for layups 
to give Carolina a four-point lead with 7:46 to play.
  Another 3 from Carmouche with 4:51 remaining saw the Tigers regain the lead at 65-64. Jackson 
converted the second half of a two-free throw opportunities shortly after to match the Tigers’ 65, but 
Hickey connected on an acrobatic lay-up at the opposite end to see LSU hold a 67-65 upperhand at 
the final media timeout of the half.
  The Tigers extended their lead to 69-66, which forced a Gamecock timeout with 2:36 to play. Car-
rera hit a lay-up out of the timeout for a two-point LSU advantage, and the Tigers failed to convert 
on the ensuing possession.
  Williams was at the line for two attempts with 1:16 to play, hitting both to knot the score at 69.
  After a Gamecock timeout and possession with 43.3 seconds remaining, LSU earned a steal, but 
missed a 3-point attempt at the buzzer to send the contest to overtime.
  The Gamecocks held a four-point advantage at 73-69 with 3:50 on the clock in the extra session 
after two free throws from Smith and a jumper from Carrera.
  LSU’s Hickey posted a lay-up after a steal to pull the Tigers within two with 3:11 to play. The teams 
traded missed attempts through the middle part of OT before Carrera extended the Gamecocks lead 
to four with just under a minute to play.
  LSU missed a 3-point attempt at the opposite end and Carrera connected on two free throws with 
39.1 seconds remaining to push the Carolina lead to 76-71.
  The Tigers missed another attempt from beyond the arc late in OT and clutch free throw shooting 
from Carrera down the stretch saw the Gamecocks close the first SEC win for head coach Frank 
Martin, 82-73.

COLuMBiA, S.C. - After cutting a 10-point deficit to two, South Carolina’s (11-6, 1-3 
SEC) comeback fell short as Vanderbilt (7-9, 1-3 SEC) defeated the Gamecocks 58-51 
in conference action at Colonial Life Arena. Senior Lakeem Jackson recorded his 500th 
career rebound in a Gamecock uniform. Jackson entered the day needing one board to 
hit the milestone and pulled down a game-high 10.
  Junior guard Brenton Williams scored a game-high 16 points in the contest to lead the 
way for South Carolina. He was the only Gamecock to score double figures. Freshman 
forward Michael Carrera tallied eight points and nine rebounds in the effort. The Game-
cocks were 14-of-59 from the floor, but got 19 points from free throws, hitting 19-of-25.
  South Carolina recorded just seven turnovers while registering nine steals. Vanderbilt 
recorded 18 turnovers on the day. The Commodores out-rebounded the Gamecocks 
41-33.
  Junior guard Kyle Fuller scored 12 to lead the Commodores on offense. Sophomore 
guard Dai-Jon Parker added 11 points and five rebounds. Kedren Johnson, a sopho-
more guard, pulled down a team-high eight rebounds. Johnson, the team’s leading 
scorer, was held to three points, all from the free throw line.
  South Carolina took an early 8-5 lead when junior guard Bruce Ellington drove to the 
basket and kicked the ball out to Williams for a 3. The Gamecocks would not score for 
nearly 10 minutes after the shot, starting the contest on 2-of-16 shooting. Free throws 
from Williams and junior guard Eric Smith were the only Gamecock points during the 
stretch.
  With Vanderbilt holding an 18-12 advantage, Ellington ended the drought with an acro-
batic reverse layup to make the score 18-14.
  Williams found the net with a 3-pointer with 4:15 remaining before the break to pull 
the Gamecocks to within one at 18-17. Vanderbilt responded with a pair of Parker free 
throws which Carrera answered with a jumper to once again pull the Gamecocks within 
one. Vanderbilt scored the last four points of the half on layups by Fuller and freshman 
forward Sheldon Jeter to take a 24-19 lead into the break.
  The Gamecocks ended the first half shooting 5-of-29 (17.2%) from the floor and were 
out-rebounded by the Commodores 21-15. South Carolina kept the game within reach 
with a 9-of-10 performance at the free throw line.
  During halftime festivities, the South Carolina football team was recognized for their 
second-straight 11-win season and their victory in the Outback Bowl over Michigan in 
Tampa, Fla, on Jan. 1, 2013.
  Out of the break, Jackson scored the first points of the half on a turnaround jumper in 
the lane to pull the Gamecocks to within three at 24-21. South Carolina struggled from 
the floor again, starting the half 2-of-9.
  South Carolina’s shooting woes allowed Vanderbilt to grow their lead to nine as the 
Commodores went on an 8-2 run to make the score 32-23 with 15:55 to go.
  Williams hit a 3 to cut into the Vanderbilt lead at 38-32. The Commodores responded 
by scoring four straight points to push the lead to 10.
  Trailing by 10 at 45-35 with 8:35 to go, Carrera hit two shots, cutting the lead to six.
  With 5:48 remaining, Jackson knocked down a pair of free throws to get within six 
at 48-42. On the next possession, Ellington stole the ball and hit Jackson in transition 
for the dunk.
  Ellington picked up his second steal in a row on the next Vanderbilt possession. This 
time the two-sport athlete elected to take it himself. Ellington missed the shot, but was 
fouled. He knocked down both free throws to pull the Gamecocks within two at 48-46 
with 1:01 remaining.
  Vanderbilt hit 7-of-12 free throws down the stretch to hang on for the 58-51 win.

COLuMBiA, Mo. - South Carolina (11-7, 1-4 SEC) held a 13-point lead early in the second half, but 
they could not hold off No. 22 Missouri (14-4, 3-2 SEC) as the Tigers defeated the Gamecocks 71-65 
in conference action on Tuesday evening. Junior guard Brenton Williams scored 16 points on four 
3-pointers to lead the offensive effort for South Carolina.
  Junior guard Bruce Ellington scored seven points and brought down a team-high nine rebounds. 
Junior forward RJ Slawson scored 12 points and notched six boards. Freshman Laimonas Chatkevi-
cius and senior Lakeem Jackson, both forwards, added nine and eight points, respectively.
  For the Tigers, redshirt junior guard Earnest Ross scored a game-high 21 points and had 10 
rebounds while senior forward Alex Oriakhi scored 18 and registered a game-high 11 rebounds. 
Redshirt sophomore guard Jabari Brown also reached double figures, tallying 17. Junior guard Phil 
Pressey dished out seven assists and scored six points in the matchup.
  Jackson was active early with a 3 and free throw, which saw the Gamecocks hold an 11-6 lead with 
14:51 remaining in the opening half. A layup and two made free throws from Oriakhi saw Missouri 
pull within one at 11-10, before Williams would hit back-to-back 3s just before the under 12-minute 
media timeout to see Carolina hold a 17-11 upperhand with 11:09 on the clock.
  Free throws would be the story of the first half for the Tigers, as Missouri hit just two field goals the 
final 14:08 before the break.
  The contest stood tied at 17 after a layup from Missouri’s Brown with 8:26 to play in the half, before 
made baskets from sophomore guard Damien Leonard and Ellington, and free throws from the 
Tigers saw the contest tied at 22 with 4:35 to play. 
  Carolina would end the half on a 13-5 run, sparked from another 3 from Williams, a layup from 
Slawson just before the shot clock buzzer and a tip-in from Chatkevicius just before the halftime 
break. Missouri scored just one basket the final 8:26 of the half, a 3 from Ross, and the Gamecocks 
held a 35-27 upperhand at half.
  After hitting just 14 total shots vs. Vanderbilt, the Gamecocks hit 13-of-32 (40.6%) in the first half, 
compared to just 6-of-30 (20.0%) made baskets for Missouri in the half. The Tigers kept the contest 
within reach with a 14-of-17 (82.4%) effort from the free throw line.
  The Gamecocks extended their lead to as many as 13 at 41-28, before consecutive made baskets 
from Oriakhi and Ross saw the score at 41-33 with 16:01 on the clock, which forced a Gamecock 
timeout.

COLuMBiA, S.C. -Behind 20 points and six rebounds off the bench from junior guard 
Brian Richardson, South Carolina (12-7, 12-5 SEC) defeated Arkansas (12-7, 3-3 
SEC) 75-54 at Colonia Life Arena for its first home conference win of the season. 
The 21-point margin of victory is the largest in conference play since an 18-point win 
over Kentucky on Feb. 25, 2009. It is the first margin of at least 20 points in SEC play 
since an 83-61 win over Mississippi State on Feb. 11, 2006. Both of the wins occurred 
at Colonial Life Arena.
  Richardson’s 20 points matched a career high he set against Mississippi State earlier 
this year. Junior guard Bruce Ellington scored 14 and senior forward Lakeem Jackson 
added 11 points in the victory. Freshmen forwards Laimonas Chatkevicius and Mi-
chael Carrerascored eight points each with Chatkevicius grabbing a team-high seven 
rebounds.
  Junior forward Marshawn Powell recorded 22 points at 13 rebounds for Arkansas. 
Both totals were game highs. He was the only Razorback to reach double figures. 
Junior guard Rickey Scott scored nine points with sophomore guard BJ Young and 
junior forward Coty Clarke adding seven apiece.
  South Carolina outrebounded Arkansas 42-26, the largest margin in SEC play this 
season. All but two Gamecocks that entered the game recorded at least three boards 
in the contest. After only recording six turnovers in the first half, South Carolina ended 
the game with 18 that lead to 26 points for Arkansas.
  Arkansas scored the first five points of the game before Carrera put the Gamecocks 
on the board with a free throw. Arkansas opened up a 15-3 lead 4:21 into the game, 
prompting a South Carolina timeout.
  After the timeout, the shots began to fall for the Gamecocks as they scored 13 un-
answered points. Richardson scored on consecutive possessions with a jumper and 
a 3-pointer. Slawson scored just before the second media timeout to pull the South 
Carolina within one at 14-15.
  The Gamecocks took their first lead of the game at 16-15 on a Carrera basket with 
10:06 on the clock.
  Young scored in transition for the Razorbacks to briefly reclaim the upperhand, but 
Slawson split a pair of shots from the free throw line to tie the game. Jackson hit just 
the fifth 3 of his career to break the tie and Richardson drained one on the next pos-
session to give South Carolina a six-point cushion.
  Ellington and Richardson scored the next 10 points for the Gamecocks, each with a 
two-point bucket and a 3 to stretch the lead to 14 at 33-19.
  Ellington added another 3-pointer and Smith hit 3 as the shot clock was expiring to 
give the Gamecocks their largest lead of the half at 19.
  Both of the teams scored in the final six seconds of the half, Ellington with a layup for 
the Gamecocks and Powell dunked the ball as the buzzer went off to end the period.
  In the final 15:39 of the first half, the Gamecocks outscored the Razorbacks 40-11 
for a 43-26 lead. South Carolina was bolstered by 7-of-10 three point shooting. The 
Gamecocks were 17-of-29 (58.6%) from the field for the half. Richardson scored 13 
first-half points, including three shots from behind the arc.
  Out of the break, South Carolina stretched their 15-point lead to 19 just 2:41 into 
the second half. Richardson hit Carrera on a break for a thunderous dunk to give 
the Gamecocks their first 20-point advantage at 52-32 with 14:19 to go in the game.
  Arkansas tried to crawl back into the game, getting as close as 12 on a Powell dunk 
with 10:37 on the clock, but they would get no closer as the Gamecocks scored the 
next nine points.
  With 5:07 to go, Chatkevicius added a basket to give the Gamecocks their largest 
lead of the game at 71-46. At the final media timeout of the game, the Gamecocks led 
71-50 and the home team cruised to the 75-54 win.

Junior guard Bruce Ellington added seven points and three assists. On 
the night, the Gamecocks were 14-of-45 (31.1%) from the floor for the 
game.

COLuMBiA, S.C. - South Carolina (12-9, 2-6 SEC) fell to the Georgia Bull-
dogs 67-56 (10-11, 4-4 SEC) at the Colonial Life Arena on Saturday in SEC 
play. Freshman forward Michael Carrera led Carolina in scoring for the sec-
ond straight game with 16 points and seven rebounds.

The Gamecocks and Bulldogs were evenly matched in the first half, switching 
leads 12 times. Carrera led Carolina in scoring with 15 of South Carolina’s 
30 points in the opening half, while he also grabbed three steals in the set, a 
career high for the freshman.

To cap the 
7-0 run, Carrera fed the ball inside to Bruce Ellington for a layup to make 
the score 23-20. The two teams traded leads until Mindaugas Kacinas put 
together a three-point play with 30 seconds left to give the Gamecocks a 
30-29 advantage at the half.

Georgia’s hot shooting started the second half, giving the Bulldogs a 46-
38 lead. Ellington drew the Gamecocks within two at 46-44 with a six-point 
stretch, starting it with a 3, his third of the game.

On the next possession, Ellington took the ball off of a big block by RJ Slaw-
son for a layup, drawing a foul on the shot. He made the free throw to close 
the streak.

COLuMBiA, S.C. - Freshman forward Michael Carrera led the Gamecocks in points 
and rebounds for the fourth straight game, but South Carolina (12-11, 2-8 SEC) fell to 
Tennessee (12-10, 4-6 SEC) 66-61 on Sunday afternoon at Colonial Life Arena. Carrera 
logged 18 points and 11 rebounds for his fourth double-double of the season.

Junior guard Brian Richardson scored 17 and added five rebounds for the Gamecocks. 
Junior guards Eric Smith and Bruce Ellington scored nine and six, respectively, with 
Ellington dishing out five assists. South Carolina turned the ball over 13 times to Ten-
nessee’s 18. The Gamecocks converted the turnovers into 19 points.

Sophomore forward Jarnelle Stokes scored a game-high 20 points and tallied 10 re-
bounds to lead Tennessee. Junior guard Trae Golden scored 16 for the Volunteers with 
sophomore guard Josh Richardson adding seven with five rebounds and five assists. 
The Volunteers made more free throws than the Gamecocks attempted, going 27-of-37 
from the line while South Carolina was 18-of-25.

Neither team was able to take command of the first half, with six ties and six lead 
changes in the first 12 minutes of the game. No lead was over two points in the stretch.

At the 8:05 mark, senior forward Lakeem Jackson hit a free throw to give the Game-
cocks a 19-16 lead, the largest lead of the game at the time. Tennessee responded with 
a 12-2 run to stretch out a seven-point advantage at 28-21.

Out of a South Carolina timeout to stop the Volunteer surge, Smith scored five unan-
swered points of his own on a jumper and a 3 to pull back to within two at 28-26 with 
3:04 remaining before the break.

Tennessee held onto the lead for the last 6:59 of the half and carried a 32-29 advantage 
into the locker room.

Carrera scored seven of the first nine Gamecock points and ended the half with nine. 
Richardson, Ellington and Smith scored five a piece before the break.

Out of the locker room, South Carolina closed the gap and took a 35-34 lead when 
Ellington found Carrera for an emphatic dunk.

With the Gamecocks still holding onto the lead at 39-38, Tennessee converted back-
to-back three-point plays to grab a 44-29 advantage. Richardson responded for South 
Carolina by putting in a layup and drawing a foul. He could not get the free throw to 
go down, but Jackson wrangled the rebound and Richardson drove in the lane hitting 
another layup. The four-point possession drew the Gamecocks to within one at 44-43.

South Carolina regained the lead on two Smith free throws that made the score 45-44 
with 11:15 on the clock.

At the final media timeout of the half, the teams were locked in the 12th tie of the game 
at 55-55. Sophomore guard Damien Leonard sank two free throws out of the timeout to 
put the Gamecocks up two, but Tennessee took control, setting off on a 10-1 run to take 
a 65-58 lead, the largest of the game.

COLuMBiA, S.C. - South Carolina (12-12, 2-9 SEC) fell to LSU (14-8, 5-6 SEC) 64-46 
in conference action on Thursday night at Colonial Life Arena. The Gamecocks were 
balanced in the scoring column, with senior forward Lakeem Jackson recording a team-
high 10 points.

Behind Jackson, junior guard Bruce Ellington scored nine, freshman forward Mi-
chael Carrera added eight and junior guard Brian Richardson registered seven. Car-
rera grabbed a team-high eight boards, with Jackson tallying seven. The Gamecocks 
blocked eight shots, matching a season-high set versus Appalachian State on Dec. 19.

Sophomore forward Johnny O’Bryant III recorded a double-double, going for 30 points 
and 10 rebounds to lead the Tigers. O’Bryant was 13-of-19 from the field, helping LSU 
gain a 40-24 advantage in the paint. Junior guard Andrew Stringer scored 12 for the 
Tigers. Senior guard Charles Carmouche dished eight assists and added nine rebounds.

The Gamecocks committed just 12 turnovers to the Tigers’ 17, but LSU was able to con-
vert 18 points from the giveaways while South Carolina was only able to generate 12.

Both teams were cold out of the gate, going a combined 1-of-12 from the floor. LSU 
turned the ball over on four of their first seven possessions.

Nearly four minutes into the game, sophomore guard Damien Leonard hit a 3-pointer, 
the first points for either team. After the first media timeout, O’Bryant scored six points 
to get the Tigers on the board.

The Tigers knotted the game at 16-16 with 7:24 before the break on a jumper by junior 
forward Jalen Courtney. Junior guard Eric Smith got the lead right back on a jumper 
the next possession, giving the Gamecocks an 18-16 lead just before the under-eight 
timeout.

In the stretch between media breaks, LSU went on a 7-0 run to take a 23-18 lead.

With the shot clock off at the end of the first half, junior forward RJ Slawson blocked a 
shot which Ellington pushed ahead to Richardson. Richardson missed the layup, but 
Ellington was trailing and tipped it in just before the buzzer. The basket pulled the Game-
cocks to within two at the half, behind the Tigers 26-24.

Richardson led the Gamecocks at the half, with seven points. O’Bryant shouldered the 
bulk of the load for the Tigers, scoring 10 of their first 16 points, ending the half with 13.

LSU scored the first four points of the half, before junior guard Brenton Williams sank 
a 3 for the Gamecocks, pulling the home team to within three at 30-27. The Tigers 
responded with a 9-2 run to stretch out a 10-point lead five minutes into the half, making 
the score 39-29.

South Carolina called a timeout to stop the momentum and Slawson converted a three-
point play to draw the Gamecocks within seven at 39-32. The Tigers went on a 23-10 run 
over the next 9:18 to take their largest lead of the game at 62-42.

LSU was able to maintain their lead and leave Columbia with the 64-46 victory.
