Sophomore who enters the fall as a starter at 
defensive tackle... considered the squad’s best 
defensive lineman... is an excellent run stop-
per and pass rusher... possesses excellent 
quickness and strength... coming off a strong 
campaign in which he garnered the most post-
season acclaim of any of the Gamecock fresh-
men in 2007, including second team Freshman 
All-America honors by the Sporting News... 
has made 10 career starts.

2007: Named to the Sporting News second-team Freshman All-America squad and 
CollegeFootballNews.com third-team Freshman All-America team... also named 
Freshman All-SEC by both the SEC coaches and by the Sporting News... made 10 
starts, most among the squad’s freshmen... registered 39 tackles, most among the 
defensive tackles... 27 of the 39 tackles were solo stops...  tied for third on the squad 
with 3.0 sacks... made his fi rst career start against Georgia... had a sack against South

2007: Played at Fork Union Military Academy in Chatham, Va... given a four-star 
rating and considered the 23rd-best prep school prospect in the country by Rivals.
com... played with fellow Gamecocks Akeem Auguste and Eric Baker.

HIGH SCHOOL: As a high school senior in 2006, earned fi rst-team all-state honors 
in Florida after logging 126 tackles and four interceptions... helped Trinity Catholic 
High School to a 13-1 season... as a junior, he logged 114 tackles and two intercep-
tions, helping his team win the Florida Class 2B title... a high school teammate of 
current Gamecock wide receiver Dion Lecorn, Allen was coached by former Florida 
quarterback Kerwin Bell... the consensus three-star prospect was considered the na-
