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THE CAROLINA VOLLEYBALL CENTER

The Gamecock volleyball program moved into its current facility
in January 1996. Completed at a cost of $4.6 million, the Carolina
Volleyball Center also served as a practice venue for both the men’s
and women’s basketball programs.

In addition to the 1,600-seat gymnasium, the facility includes of-
fices for both basketball staffs. In October of 2011, the volleyball
staff received new offices lining the Park Street side, while the team
gained a film room and lounge in the space that was once the Frank
McGuire Room. The volleyball team’s locker, athletic training and
weight rooms are located in the Carolina Coliseum, which is adja-
cent to the CVC and connected via an underground tunnel.

Since first competing at the CVC in 1996, the Gamecocks have a
174-97 (.642) record. South Carolina has posted an 89-82 mark
in SEC contests at the CVC, which comes out to a .520 winning
percentage.

On Sept. 26, 2014, 1,807 fans, the largest crowd to witness a match
at the facility, watched the Gamecocks come back to claim a 3-2
victory over Ole Miss in a televised match on the SEC Network.
South Carolina played in front of more fans in 2004 when 1,965
patrons were on hand for the Clemson match, but it was played in
Colonial Life Arena. The Gamecocks drew a CVC-record 11 crowds
of more than 1,000 during the 2014 season. South Carolina set the
new total attendance mark for the CVC with 18,581 fans attending
15 matches, breaking the previous record of 15,526 in 16 matches
in 2013. The average of 1,239 fans per match shattered the CVC

average attendance record of 970 from the 2013 season.
