The first South Carolina volleyball team was organized in 1967, however, no records are available from that year or the five years thereafter. Violer Meade is believed to have served as the
head coach from 1967 to 1973. South Carolina had no conference affiliation until 1983 when it became a member of the Metro Conference. Carolina competed in the South Carolina
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics for Women for an unknown period of time prior to joining the Metro. The Gamecocks joined the Southeastern Conference in 1991. The league split
into two divisions, East and West, in 1995 but went away from divisions in 2013 and has not held a postseason conference tournament since 2006. South Carolina’s lone conference title
in 1984 came by winning the Metro Conference Tournament.

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THE CAROLINA VOLLEYBALL GCENTER

The Gamecock volleyball program moved into its current facility
in January 1996. Completed at a cost of $4.6 million, the Carolina
Volleyball Center has also served as a practice venue for both the
men’s and women’s basketball programs.

In addition to the 1,600-seat gymnasium, the facility includes of-
fices for the volleyball and women’s basketball staffs. In October of
2011, the volleyball staff received new offices lining the Park Street
side, while the team gained a film room and lounge in the space that
was once the Frank McGuire Room. The volleyball team’s locker,
athletic training and weight rooms are located in the Carolina Coli-
seum, which is adjacent to the CVC and connected via an under-
ground tunnel.

Since first competing at the CVC in 1996, the Gamecocks have a
184-102 (.643) record. South Carolina has posted an 93-87 mark
in SEC contests at the CVC, which comes out to a .517 winning
percentage.

The Gamecocks drew the largest crowd in the gym’s history on
Sept. 4, 2016, when the team’s match against rival Clemson was
witnessed by a standing-room-only crowd of 2,041. In fact, during
the 2016 season alone, South Carolina welcomed in three of the top
five crowds in the CVC's history. Along with the an average of 1,094
fans in attendance, the Gamecocks won 10 home matches in 2016,
including the fifth upset of a top-25 team in the building’s history - a
3-1 win over No. 21 Missouri. Carolina’s 10 wins marks the seventh
season with double-digit home wins in CVC history.
