SOUTH CAROLINA (5) CONNECTICUT (1)
	 Lefthander Michael Roth pitched 8.1 solid innings, and second baseman Scott Wingo 
drove in two runs as South Carolina defeated Connecticut 5-1 in game one of the NCAA 
Columbia Super Regional on Saturday night at Carolina Stadium.
	 Roth (13-3) was his usual dominant self, allowing just one run - unearned - on six 
hits while striking out two and walking three in 8.1 innings of work. He has now gone 30.0 
consecutive innings, spanning the entirety of his last four starts, without surrendering an 
earned run. It was Roth’s seventh time this season to pitch eight or more innings. With his 
performance tonight, his season ERA dropped to an amazing 1.02. First-round draft pick Matt 
Barnes (11-5) took the loss for UConn, surrendering all five runs on eight hits while walking 
a pair and striking out six.
	 Wingo had his eighth two-RBI game of the season as he went 2-for-5, driving in runs 
in the third and fifth inning as the Gamecocks climbed out of an early hole. Evan Marzilli was 
also 2-for-5 in the game with a double, and Steven Neff had his fifth multi-hit game of the 
year with a 2-for-4 effort that included a double. On the year, 12 of Neff’s 18 hits have gone 
for extra bases.
	 For Connecticut, six players had one hit apiece. Second baseman LJ Mazzilli extended 
his hitting streak to 10 games.
	 The Huskies jumped out to a 1-0 lead in the first when George Springer got a 2-out 
single to center, then advanced to second as the ball was misplayed by the Gamecock out-
field. He would score one batter later when Mike Nemeth singled through the left side to put 
the Huskies on the board.
	 Early on, Barnes was able to overpower the Gamecock hitters as he struck out the side 
in the first and fanned four total batters in his first trip through the Carolina order. But the 
second run through the lineup proved to be a different story.
	 With two out in the third, Marzilli doubled off the wall in left to put a runner in scoring 
position for Wingo. The Gamecock second baseman came through with a base hit, bringing 
Marzilli home to tie the game at 1-1.
	 An inning later, the Gamecocks again rallied with two outs as Jake Williams drew a 
walk to start things off. After Peter Mooney singled to put runners at first and third, Barnes 
would uncork a wild pitch that allowed Williams to score from third and give the Gamecocks 
a 2-1 lead.
	 Carolina would add some insurance and gain some breathing room in the fifth. Neff led 
off with a double and moved onto third base after a misplay in left field. After Marzilli struck 
out, Wingo came through again with a single to center, scoring Neff to put the Gamecocks up 
3-1. It would be the first of four straight Carolina hits - a wild pitch moved Wingo from first 
to third, after which Walker singled to bring him home, increasing the Gamecock lead to 4-1. 
After Walker moved to second on a passed ball, Brady Thomas singled to bring home Walker 
and make the score 5-1. Another hit from Morales would chase Barnes from the game; the 
Gamecocks would get only two hits in the final 3.2 innings against the UConn bullpen.
	 Meanwhile, Roth was cruising. After allowing a leadoff single to John Andreoli in the 
third, the lefthander did not give up another hit until the seventh inning. In fact, from the third 
through the sixth, no UConn baserunner advanced past first base. Roth was able to get out 
of a jam in the seventh as Wingo started a 4-6-3 double play to erase the first hit, and then 
after UConn put runners at the corners with two out, he was able to get another grounder 
to Wingo to end the inning. He appeared to get stronger as the game went on - he recorded 
back-to-back strikeouts in the eighth, his first two punchouts of the game.
	 After Roth left to a thunderous ovation from the sellout crowd of 8,242, John Taylor 
only needed six pitches to end the ballgame and put the Gamecocks one win away from their 
10th trip to the College World Series.

SOUTH CAROLINA (8) CONNECTICUT (2)
	 Christian Walker hit a go-ahead solo home run in the eighth inning, and South Caro-
lina added five more insurance runs in the ninth as the Gamecocks advanced to the College 
World Series for the second straight year with an 8-2 victory over Connecticut on Sunday 
night at Carolina Stadium.
	 The Gamecocks (50-14) will look to defend their national championship as they make 
their 10th all-time appearance in the College World Series, which begins June 18 at the new 
TD Ameritrade Park in Omaha, Neb. It will be the fifth College World Series appearance under 
head coach Ray Tanner. Connecticut’s best season in school history comes to a close at 
45-20-1 as they wrapped up their 17th appearance in the NCAA Tournament as the first-ever 
team from New England to play in a super regional.
	 For the second straight year, Walker provided the eventual winning blast for Carolina 
as he roped a 1-0 offering from UConn starter Greg Nappo over the wall in left field to give the 
Gamecocks their first lead of the game at 3-2, sending the Carolina Stadium sellout crowd 
of 8,242 into a frenzy. It was in the eighth inning of the 2010 Super Regional against Coastal 
Carolina in Myrtle Beach that Walker hit a 2-out, 2-strike, 3-run bomb that gave Carolina 
a 10-9 lead and propelled the Gamecocks to victory and kept alive the eventual national 
championship run.

	 The Gamecocks still needed an insurance run in the ninth. They batted around and got 
five - with just two hits.
	 Evan Marzilli led things off with a walk, then moved to third when Scott Wingo at-
tempted a sacrifice bunt. He beat the throw to first for a base hit, and the UConn infield 
misplayed the ball, allowing Marzilli to move to third. The Huskies then intentionally walked 
Walker to load the bases and went to the bullpen for their closer, Kevin Vance. Brady Thomas 
would take Vance’s first offering to deep left field, scoring Marzilli on the sacrifice fly to make 
it 4-2 Carolina as all three runners advanced. Another intentional walk, this one to Adrian 
Morales, brought Jake Williams to the plate, who entered the game 6-for-11 with the bases 
loaded. But the second pitch to Williams hit him in the leg, bringing home Wingo to make it 
5-2.
	 Peter Mooney, who had hit several balls hard on the night, finally got one to fall. He 
ripped a double to the gap in right-center, scoring Walker and Morales to give the Gamecocks 
a 7-2 lead. A groundout from Robert Beary one batter later brought home Williams from third 
to make it 8-2 and give Carolina closer Matt Price a lot of breathing room.
	 He needed very little, actually. A one-out single and a walk were all the Huskies man-
aged in the ninth as Price struck out the final two batters he faced, setting off the traditional 
“dogpile” celebration on the Carolina Stadium pitcher’s mound.
	 John Taylor (6-1) earned the win with 1.2 innings of relief, allowing no runs on two hits 
while walking and striking out one apiece; he was the pitcher of record when the Gamecocks 
took the lead. Colby Holmes got the start and pitched quite well, save for one bad stretch in 
the second inning where he gave up four straight hits. He went 4.1 innings, giving up two 
runs on five hits while striking out two and walking none. Price earned his 17th save of the 
year with two scoreless innings, striking out four. UConn starter Greg Nappo (10-3) took the 
loss as he gave up three runs on 10 hits in 7.1 innings.
	 Williams, Mooney and Beary all finished with two hits and two RBIs on the night to 
lead the Gamecock offensive effort. Morales also had two hits and scored a pair of runs. 
Wingo was the fifth Gamecock to register two hits on the night as Carolina totaled 12 as a 
team, equaling their best output of the postseason.
	 For Connecticut, the 7-8-9 hitters in their lineup were a combined 6-for-11 while the 
rest of the Huskies were 4-for-24 on the night. Doug Elliot, Tim Martin and Billy Ferriter each 
had two hits.
	 UConn looked like it would take the life out of the ballpark early as the Huskies jumped 
out to a 2-0 lead in the second inning. After the first two batters to the plate failed to reach 
base, UConn put together four straight hits. Nick Ahmed started with a single, then went to 
third as Elliot had a base hit of his own. Martin then singled to bring home Ahmed and give 
the Huskies a 1-0 lead, and then Ferriter ripped a base hit to center, scoring Elliot to make it 
2-0.
	 From that point on, however, the Gamecocks managed to keep Connecticut off the 
scoreboard. Holmes retired the next seven batters he faced and only allowed one more hit 
before giving way to Jose Mata with one in the fifth Mata only faced two batters, but induced 
a double play and a groundout in his relief stint.
	 The double-play ball was quite nice to the Gamecocks as the fifth, sixth and seventh 
innings all ended on the twin killing. None was bigger than the bottom of the sixth, though. 
After Tyler Webb gave up a single to the one batter he faced, Taylor allowed another hit to 
Ryan Fuller that put runners at the corners with one out. An intentional walk to Ahmed loaded 
the bases. But the Gamecocks got what they were looking for - a one-hopper straight back to 
Taylor, who got the force out at home and then saw Beary fire to first to end the inning.
	 Carolina first got on the board in the fourth. Brady Thomas doubled with one out for the 
Gamecocks’ second hit of the game, and then with two outs, Jake Williams ripped a double 
down the right-field line to bring home Thomas and put the Gamecocks on the board at 2-1.
	 The Gamecocks would tie the game in the sixth as Morales singled to bring up Wil-
liams again. For his second straight at-bat, he came through with a base hit to put two on 
with one out. After Mooney flied out to right for the second out, Beary blooped a base hit 
into shallow center, allowing Morales to score and tie the game at 2-2; Williams was caught 
between second and third to end the inning.
	 After Walker’s blast in the eighth, the Gamecocks continued to threaten. A double by 
Morales and an intentional walk to Williams put two on with one out for Mooney. He hit a 
frozen rope toward the gap in left center, but UConn center fielder George Springer made 
a diving catch for the second out, forcing the runners to return. After Beary reached on a 
fielder’s choice and the runners advanced on an error, Steven Neff hit a deep fly to center, but 
again Springer made a highlight-reel, over-the-shoulder catch on the warning track to end 
the inning.
	 South Carolina finished its home season with a 36-4 record, its best at Carolina Sta-
dium and the second-best under Tanner. The Gamecocks have also now won 11 consecutive 
postseason games, dating back to last year’s College World Series, and the program has won 
19 straight postseason games at home, dating back to the 2002 Super Regional vs. Miami. 
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SOUTH CAROLINA (2) GEORGIA SOUTHERN (1)
	 A stellar pitcher’s duel went South Carolina’s way on Friday night as the Gamecocks out-
lasted Georgia Southern, 2-1, in the second game of the NCAA Columbia Regional at Carolina 
Stadium.
	 The Gamecocks improved to 46-14 on the year, winning their 15th consecutive postseason 
game at home and improving to a perfect 4-0 all-time at Carolina Stadium in NCAA Regionals. 
Georgia Southern falls to 36-25 and will face an elimination game Saturday afternoon against North 
Carolina State.
	 Michael Roth (12-3) got the win for the Gamecocks, pitching 7-plus innings while allowing 
just two hits and one unearned run while striking out four. Matt Price picked up his 16th save of the 
season with 1.2 perfect innings, striking out three of the five hitters he faced.
	 Georgia Southern righthander Andy Moye (7-2) pitched his second complete game of the 
year but came up just short, giving up just two runs - one earned - on four hits while striking out 
four and walking two.
	 South Carolina managed four hits in the game and Georgia Southern had just two; those 
numbers marked a season-low total for both teams. No player for either team had more than one hit 
in the game.
	 Brady Thomas, Adrian Morales, Jake Williams and Robert Beary had the Gamecocks’ four 
hits; Shawn Payne and Scooter Williams had the pair for the Eagles.
	 Georgia Southern would find its way onto the scoreboard first in the third inning. Brent Pugh 
reached on a fielder’s choise, then moved to second on a wild pitch. A single from Scooter Williams 
put runners at the corners with one out. Then, an attempt to hold the runner at first was bobbled by 
the Carolina first baseman, allowing Pugh to score on the play and give the Eagles a 1-0 lead.
	 The Gamecocks would tie the game in the fourth when Scott Wingo was hit by a pitch to lead 
off the inning then advanced to third as an errant pickoff throw sailed into right field. A sacrifice fly 
to center by Thomas brought Wingo home to tie the game at 1-1.
	 Carolina would leave a pair of runners in scoring position in the fifth, but finally managed to 
capitalize in the sixth. After Christian Walker drew a one-out walk, Thomas executed a hit-and-run 
to perfection to put runners at the corners. Morales then came through with a base hit to score 
Walker and give the Gamecocks the lead at 2-1.
	 Meanwhile, Georgia Southern continued to struggle against the Gamecock pitching. In fact, 
no Eagle baserunner advanced past first base after the third inning. Roth retired 11 hitters in a row 
before he hit the first batter of the eighth inning, giving way to John Taylor. Taylor would then record 
a strikeout before being lifted in favor of Price, who proceeded to strike out the next to batters to end 
the inning.
	 Price then worked a 1-2-3 ninth, including a strikeout of the nation’s leading home-run hitter, 
Victor Roache, to end the ballgame and send the Carolina Stadium crowd of 8,091 home happy.

SOUTH CAROLINA (11) STETSON (5)
	 South Carolina exploded for 10 runs in the third and fourth innings and advanced to the 
NCAA Columbia Regional championship game with an 11-5 win over Stetson on Saturday night at 
Carolina Stadium.
	 Colby Holmes (7-3) got the win with 6.2 strong innings of work, giving up four runs on seven 
hits while walking just one and striking out three. It was the sixth time this season Holmes went six 
innings or longer; in all six such outings, he earned a victory.
	 Four Gamecocks registered multi-hit outings with Robert Beary leading the way. He went 
2-for-3 with a grand slam - Carolina’s second of the season - to tie a career high with four RBIs. 
Evan Marzilli, Scott Wingo and Christian Walker all had two hits in the game - Wingo was also 
hit by a pitch twice to increase his school-record career total to 59 - and Jake Williams and Peter 
Mooney both drove in a pair of runs.
	 For Stetson, it was Mitchel Brennan taking top honors with a 2-for-4 day that included a 
three-run home run, his second of the Columbia Regional. Jeff Simpson, Robert Crews and Sean 
Emory all had two hits as well.
	 The Hatters got on the board first when, with two outs in the second, first baseman Trey 
Blackman hit his first home run of the season to give Stetson a 1-0 lead.
	 The Gamecocks then exploded in the third and fourth innings. After Marzilli led off with a 
double and Wingo moved him to third with a base hit, Walker was hit by a pitch to load the bases 
with no one out. Marzilli would score to tie the game at 1-1 when Brady Thomas hit into a double 
play, putting a runner at third with two outs. However, three consecutive walks to Morales, Williams 
and Mooney brought home Wingo to give the Gamecocks a 2-1 lead. Beary then came through 
with his first career grand slam to blow the game wide open, giving the Gamecocks a 6-1 lead and 
delighting the Carolina Stadium crowd of 7,335.
	 An inning later, it was more of the same as Marzilli and Wingo led off with back-to-back 
singles, then Walker singled up the middle to bring home Marzilli and make it 7-1. After a walk to 
Thomas and a fielder’s choice by Morales erased Wingo at home, Williams ripped a 2-RBI double to 
left center to bring home Walker and Thomas and increase the lead to 9-1. A sacrifice fly by Mooney 
one batter later brought home Morales, moving the Gamecocks into double digits at 10-1.
	 Steven Neff then delivered his fifth home run of the season on the first pitch of the fifth inning, 
roping yet another one into the right-field bullpen, to increase Carolina’s lead to 11-1.
	 Stetson would not go quietly, however. With two outs in the seventh, Mitchel Brennan roped 
his second home run of the Columbia Regional to bring home three Hatter runs and cut the Carolina 
lead to 11-4.
	 The Hatters would threaten again in the eighth and come away empty, but they managed to 
scratch out one more run in the ninth. Blackman was hit by a pitch to lead off the inning, moved to

second on a walk to Emory, and then scored as Brennan singled to cut the Stetson deficit to 11-5. 
However, John Taylor would force a groundout and strike out the final two batters he faced to end 
the ballgame and send the Gamecocks to the regional championship game for the 12th straight year. 

SOUTH CAROLINA (8) STETSON (2)
	 Almost 19 hours after it began, South Carolina clinched its second consecutive regional 
title on Monday afternoon, defeating Stetson 8-2 at Carolina Stadium in a game that was delayed 
overnight because of severe storms in Columbia.
	 John Taylor (5-1) picked up the win in relief for the Gamecocks as he went 1.2 innings, giv-
ing up one run on two hits while walking a pair. Matt Price earned his 17th save with 2.2 scoreless 
innings that included two strikeouts. Forrest Koumas got the start and went 4.0 innings, giving up 
just one run on three hits, but could not return after the game was halted Sunday night. Stetson 
starter Austin Perez (2-3) was charged with the loss; he gave up four runs on eight hits while walk-
ing three and striking out one in 4.1 innings of work.
	 The game, which began at 7 p.m. Sunday, did not conclude until mid-afternoon Monday 
after a severe thunderstorm nearly ripped the tarp off the infield and knocked power out to Carolina 
Stadium. Crews from South Carolina Electric & Gas also had to cut a fallen tree out of power lines 
behind the left-field bleachers where many gameday staffers and media were parked. Power was 
restored around 1 a.m., and the Carolina Stadium maintenance and facilities staff worked through 
the night to clean up debris and damage. As a result, the stadium looked no worse for wear when 
gates opened at 11:30 a.m. Monday.
	 Scott Wingo and Christian Walker led the Gamecock offensive effort as both went 3-for-4 and 
combined to score three runs on the day. Robert Beary and Steven Neff each went 2-for-5; Beary had 
a triple and Neff swatted a double for his 11th extra-base hit of the year. 
	 For their efforts, Beary was named the Most Valuable Player of the Columbia Re-
gional, and Wingo, Walker, Evan Marzilli, Adrian Morales and Michael Roth were named 
to the All-Tournament Team.
	 For Stetson, seven players had one hit apiece. Mark Jones and Mitchel Brennan accounted 
for two of the seven; both were also named to the All-Tournament Team.
	 The key to the Carolina victory was the success of their leadoff hitters. In six of the nine in-
nings, the Gamecocks were able to get a leadoff runner on base. Five of those six times, that runner 
scored, accounting for five of the Gamecocks’ eight runs in the game.
	 It took Carolina all of two pitches to find its way on the scoreboard. On the second pitch of 
the game, Marzilli ripped the 0-1 offering into the right-field bullpen for a leadoff home run to give 
the Gamecocks a 1-0 lead.
	 However, Stetson would answer in its half of the first. A leadoff single by Jeff Simpson, fol-
lowed by a sacrifice bunt, another single and then a sacrifice fly from Nick Rickles scored Simpson 
to tie the game at 1-1. From that point on, however, Koumas allowed just one hit through the next 
three innings while striking out three.
	 Meanwhile, the Gamecocks were padding their lead. A leadoff triple from Beary in the third 
led to another run as he scored on a sacrifice fly from Marzilli to give the Gamecocks the lead back 
at 2-1. Wingo and Walker would then record back-to-back singles to give the Gamecocks runners 
at the corners with two out, but they were stranded there.
	 In the fourth, a leadoff walk to Morales led to another run as Williams sacrificed him to sec-
ond and a base hit from Beary brought him around to make the score 3-1. Steven Neff would then 
rip his 11th extra-base hit of the season to put runners at second and third, but again they would be 
stranded as a groundout ended the inning.
	 For the fourth time in five innings, the leadoff runner reached in the fifth when Wingo singled 
for the second time in the game. Another single by Walker put two on with no out, and a sacrifice 
bunt from Brady Thomas moved them to second and third. After an intentional walk to Morales 
loaded the bases with one out, Williams hit a deep fly to right that brought home Wingo to put the 
Gamecocks ahead 4-1. Another walk to Mooney loaded the bases just before the game was halted 
at 8:24 p.m.
	 Neither team could do much after the restart until the Hatters put together several great 
at-bats in the seventh. Back-to-back singles from Trey Blackman and Sean Emory, followed by 
a sacrifice bunt from Brennan, put runners at second and third with one out. A walk to Simpson 
loaded the bases for the Hatters, leading to Price getting the call to grind out the final eight outs. 
And grind he did - after a long at-bat, Robert Crews reached on an error and all runners advanced 
to bring Stetson to within a pair at 4-2, moving the tying run to second. But Price was able to fight 
through two more tough at-bats and induce a flyout to right - whereupon Jake Williams fired a strike 
to home plate to force the runner to hold at third base - and a sharp groundout to Wingo to end the 
inning.
	 After coming away empty in the eighth, the Gamecocks doubled their offensive output in 
the ninth. Another leadoff single for Wingo, followed by a hit-and-run from Walker, put runners at 
the corners with no out. Following a Brady Thomas strikeout, Stetson elected to intentionally walk 
Morales for the second time in the game (his third walk overall). Exactly like in the fifth inning, 
Williams hit a deep fly ball to bring home Wingo and give the Gamecocks a 5-2 lead. But unlike 
the fifth, Mooney followed up with a base hit to bring home Walker from second to make the score 
6-2. Then, with two runners still aboard, Beary roped a fly ball to deep center field that the Stetson 
outfielder could not haul in, leading to a two-base, two-run error to increase the Gamecocks’ lead 
to 8-2.
	 After that, it was all but academic for Price, despite giving up a pair of singles in the ninth. He 
got a groundout, a strikeout and a flyout to end the ballgame and send Carolina back to the Super 
Regional.

	 Roth’s 13 victories matches four other Gamecocks for the seventh highest single season mark in victories 
including Blake Cooper, who notched 13 wins in an All-America season last year for Carolina. He sits four victories 
behind the school record.
	 Roth is 2-0 in the 2011 postseason.  He did not allow an earned run in 8.1 innings and yielded just six hits 
and one unearned run as South Carolina defeated Connecticut 5-1 in game one of the NCAA Super Regional for his 
13th win of the season.  The week before in the NCAA Regional, Roth hurled seven innings and allowed just one 
unearned run as South Carolina defeated Georgia Southern 2-1 as Roth earned All-Tournament Team accolades.  
He also earned All-Tournament Team honors at the SEC Tournament, hurling his the first complete game by a 
Gamecock this year in the 7-3 win over Auburn.  It marked Roth’s second career complete game as well.
	 Roth, a quarterfinalist for the Pitcher of the Year award and a semifinalist for the Howser Award, is 13-3 with 
a 1.02 ERA on the year with six of his wins coming in league play. His 1.17 ERA was the best mark in the SEC as 
well.
	 Roth was SEC Pitcher of the Week after earning a win vs. Vanderbilt. Roth did not allow a hit until the fifth 
inning and limited the Commodores to just one run on three hits in a 3-1 win on Friday night in the series opener 
vs. Vanderbilt. The three-hit total was the lowest in a game this season for the Commodores, who came into the 
weekend as the top hitting team in the conference. Roth’s eight strikeout total was one short of his career high.

A leadoff walk to Christian Walker led to a sacrifice bunt from Brady 
Thomas, moving Walker to second. A single from Adrian Morales put runners at the corners with one out, and then Peter Mooney hit a high chopper to first that was mishandled 
by the first baseman, scoring Walker to tie the game at 1-1.  Junior Jake Williams then made the most of a pinch-hit opportunity, blasting a three-run home run - the first of 
his Carolina career - over the “Green Monster” in left field scoring Morales and Mooney to give the Gamecocks their first lead of the game at 4-1.

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	 Collegiate Baseball and Baseball America’s National Coach of the Year, Ray 
Tanner is in his 15th year as head coach at the University of South Carolina. He 
continues to lead the Gamecock baseball program to unprecedented heights with his 
commitment to excellence. Over the last decade, Tanner has established one of the 
premier programs in all of college baseball with milestones and accomplishments 
piling up each season.
	 Atop the list is the 2010 national championship, as the Gamecocks became the 
first team ever to win six consecutive games in Omaha on the way to a national title, 
the first men’s national championship at the University of South Carolina. This past 
season’s trip was the fourth to the College World Series for Coach Tanner along with 
three consecutive trips from 2002-2004.
	 Under Tanner’s leadership, South Carolina owns the longest current streak of 
NCAA Regional appearances among the 12 SEC schools with 11 straight trips to the 
tournament dating back to the 2000 season. In that span, Carolina has eight NCAA 
Super Regional appearances (2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2006, 2007, 2010). 
South Carolina is one of only six schools in the nation to make at least eight NCAA 
Super Regionals in the last 11 years and one of only eight schools in the country to 
have reached the NCAA Regionals every season from 2000 to the present. The pro-
gram’s 11-year total record of 522-217 is the fourth highest win total among NCAA 
Division I schools. South Carolina has 11 consecutive seasons of 40 or more wins.
	 The Gamecocks have also collected championships in the Southeastern Confer-
ence with regular season titles in 2000 and 2002 along with a SEC Tournament crown 
in 2004. Tanner’s last 11 teams have featured 20 All-America performers including  
right-handed pitcher Blake Cooper this past season.
	 The 2010 Gamecocks finished with a 54-16 record, won a regional and super 
regional before heading to Omaha to win the school’s first baseball national champi-
onship.  The 2010 team featured All-America and All-SEC pitcher Blake Cooper along 
with Freshman All-America first baseman Christian Walker and Freshman All-Amer-
ica relief pitcher Matt Price.  Price also earned second-team All-SEC honors with 
outfielder Jackie Bradley Jr., who was named College World Series Most Outstanding 
Player.  Walker, Price and Evan Marzilli received SEC All-Freshman team honors as 
well.  The Gamecocks finished SEC season play with an impressive 21-9 record also.    
Six players would go on to sign professional contracts after the season.
	 The upcoming 2011 season will be Tanner’s 24th year as a collegiate head 
coach. At South Carolina, Tanner has a .692 winning percentage - the second highest 
in Southeastern Conference history. This past season, Tanner also reached a career 
milestone, recording his 1,000th career victory as he became the fourth fastest active 
coach to reach that total.
	 Tanner has also gained valuable experience at an international level in his asso-
ciation with USA Baseball. He has served five stints with Red, White & Blue including 
his latest in 2003 as head coach for the USA National Baseball Team. At the helm of 
some of the top freshmen and sophomores in the country, Tanner’s club finished with 
a 27-2 record, the best record for a U.S. National Team (.931 winning percentage) 
and won a silver medal at the 2003 Pan American Games. He was named the U.S. 
National Coach of the Year for his work that season. Prior to his head coaching stint, 
Tanner served as an auxiliary coach for the 2000 Olympic Team under Tommy Las-
orda that won a gold medal at the XXVII Olympiad in Sydney, Australia. He was also 
an assistant with the 1995-1996 USA teams under former LSU coach Skip Bertman 
that culminated in a bronze medal win at the 1996 Olympics in Atlanta, Ga. Tanner 
also served alongside current Mississippi State coach Ron Polk on Bertman’s staff. 
Tanner’s first stint with USA Baseball came as an assistant coach to the national team 
in the summer of 1993.

	 Tanner was named the South Carolina head coach June 14, 1996 after nine 
successful seasons at North Carolina State.
	 The 1997 Gamecocks compiled a 33-24 record in Tanner’s initial season and 
qualified for the Southeastern Conference post-season tournament. The 1997 team 
produced a first-team All-America player in designated hitter Ryan Bordenick. Bor-
denick and pitcher Brett Jodie were named to the All-SEC team and shortstop Adam 
Everett was chosen to play with the U.S. National Team. Bordenick and catcher Rob 
Streicher were named All-South.
	 The 1998 team was ranked among the top 20 in the nation, compiled a 44-18 
record and earned a bid to the NCAA playoffs with Tanner earning SEC Coach of the 
Year. Pitcher Kip Bouknight, outfielder Mike Curry and shortstop Adam Everett were 
named first-team All-SEC. Bouknight, Everett, Curry and Bordenick picked up All-
America recognition and pitcher Peter Bauer was named Freshman All-America.
	 The 1999 team won South Carolina’s first Southeastern Conference Eastern 
Division championship and finished with a 35-23 record. It produced a first-team All-
SEC designated hitter Tim Angiolini with shortstop Brian Roberts making the second 
team. Roberts led the NCAA in stolen bases with a school record 67 and also earned 
All-America recognition. Four players from the 1999 squad signed professional con-
tracts.
	 Tanner’s 2000 South Carolina team won the Southeastern Conference champi-
onship, a regional championship, advanced to a super regional and finished with a 
56-10 record. The 2000 team was ranked first in the final Ratings Percentage Index 
(RPI) compiled by the NCAA and among the Top 10 in the three national final polls. 
Baseball America ranked the Gamecocks fourth, Baseball Weekly eighth and Col-
legiate Baseball ninth. In addition, Tanner was named National Coach of the Year 
as well as SEC Coach of the Year for a second time. Pitcher Kip Bouknight, 2000 
consensus All-America, won the Golden Spikes Award for the nation’s top amateur 
baseball player and finished the year with a 17-1 record. Bouknight and pitcher Scott 
Barber were first-team selections on the 2000 All-SEC squad and pitcher Peter Bauer, 
outfielder Nate Janowicz and shortstop Drew Meyer were All-SEC second-team.

	 His 2001 Gamecocks finished with a 49-20 record, won a regional and ad-
vanced to a super regional finishing in the top 15 in the national final polls. Carolina 
was 12th in the Baseball America poll, 13th in Baseball Weekly and 15th by Col-
legiate Baseball. The 2001 Gamecocks battled through the loser’s bracket to win a 
second straight regional championship but lost a 3-2 heartbreaker to Stanford in 
the third and deciding super regional game at Palo Alto, Calif. Tanner’s 2001 squad 
produced two All-America players in pitcher Lee Gronkiewicz, the nation’s leader in 
saves, and catcher Tim Whittaker, who was also a semi-finalist for the Johnny Bench 
Award. Outfielder Garris Gonce, Gronkiewicz and outfielder Marcus McBeth were All-
SEC.
	 In 2002, Tanner and his Gamecocks made it to Omaha and stayed 12 days to fin-
ish as National Runner-up. It was the first trip for Tanner and culminated in a national 
championship showdown between South Carolina and Texas. The Gamecocks won 
their second SEC championship in three years and Tanner was named 2002 America 
Baseball Coaches Association South Region Coach of the Year and South Carolina 
was ranked as the number two team in the nation in all of the final polls. The final 
2002 record was 57-18, topping the school record of 56 wins set two years earlier. 
The 2002 team won four games in the SEC Tournament after winning the official con-
ference title with a 21-8 record in conference games. The Gamecocks then defeated 
Virginia Commonwealth and North Carolina twice to advance to the super regional 
for the third year in a row. The Gamecocks won two of three from defending national 
champion Miami (Fla.) to advance to the College World Series in Omaha. It took a five 
run ninth inning rally to defeat the Hurricanes in the deciding game. After being shut 
out 11-0 by Georgia Tech to open the 2002 World Series, Tanner’s team fought back. 
Carolina defeated home state favorite Nebraska 10-8, Georgia Tech, 9-5, and Palmetto 
State archrival Clemson twice, 12-5 and 10-2, before losing the title game to Texas 
12-6. It was South Carolina’s third second place finish in Omaha. The Gamecocks 
were also runners-up in 1975 under coach Bobby Richardson and in 1977 under 
coach June Raines.
	 Three of Tanner’s players; first baseman Yaron Peters, pitcher Blake Taylor and 
shortstop Drew Meyer earned All-American honors. Peters was the SEC Player of the 

Year, and Taylor led the nation in saves with 21. Meyer was a first round pick, the 10th 
overall choice in 2002 and the third consecutive Gamecock shortstop to be drafted in 
the first round.
	 South Carolina returned to the College World Series in 2003 and notched one 
win, an 11-10 slugfest over fellow SEC member LSU wrapped around a pair of losses 
to CWS runner-up Stanford. The final record in 2003 was 45-22 and in the final 
national polls the Gamecocks were ranked 6th by Collegiate Baseball, seventh by 
Baseball Weekly and 10th by Baseball America.
	 To get to Omaha a second straight time South Carolina won its fourth SEC 
Eastern Division championship, a fourth consecutive NCAA regional championship 
and a second consecutive super regional.
	 The 2003 Gamecocks swept the Atlanta regional tournament hosted by Georgia 
Tech with a win over East Carolina and two over Stetson and then swept two super 
regional games against North Carolina at Sarge Frye Field. Two of Tanner’s 2003 
players, pitcher David Marchbanks and third baseman Brian Buscher, earned All-
America recognition. Marchbanks was also SEC Pitcher of the Year and he, Buscher 
and Landon Powell were named All-SEC. Seven 2003 Gamecocks were drafted and 
three others signed as free agents.
	 South Carolina made its third straight trip to Omaha in 2004 when the Game-
cocks finished with a 53-17 record and in the process set or tied 20 school records. 
Four of Tanner’s players earned All-American honors in 2004, catcher Landon Powell 
and pitchers Chad Blackwell, Matt Campbell and Aaron Rawl. Powell and Blackwell 
also earned All-SEC honors along with Brendan Winn. Six Gamecocks were drafted 
and signed professional baseball contracts in the 2004 season including Powell and 
Campbell, who were selected in the first round of the MLB draft, the first time in 
history that two USC players were taken in the first round. Carolina finished the year 
ranked third in the country in all three national polls.
	 USC had another successful season in 2005 that saw the Gamecocks earn a 
spot in the NCAA Atlanta Regional.

State (1980) and Master’s of public affairs, public administration (1983).
	 Born Donald Ray Tanner, Jr., March 25, 1958 in Smithfield, N.C., Tanner grew 
up in Benson, N.C. He is married to the former Karen Donald, a native of Charleston, 
S.C. A University of South Carolina graduate, she was formerly head women’s athletic 
trainer at NC State. During the summer of 1997 she served as trainer for Charlotte in 
the Women’s National Basketball Association (WNBA). She is the former director of 
athletics and director of sports medicine at Columbia College.
