He
will hit the 1,000-career point mark in his se-
nior season. He was recently named one of five
to the South Carolina Basketball Coaches As-
sociation (SCBA) Elite Boys Preseason Team.

> On May 7, 2022, Manning received an hon-
orary doctor of laws degree from the Board of
Trustees at commencement. It is the highest de-
gree you can receive from the university.

> He joins Dave Kellum (33rd season as Ole

Miss pxp) as the only members of the 30-year
club on radio broadcast in the SEC.

Jacobi Wright answered with a 3 and
Johnson hit another in a 15-2 spurt that culminated when John-
son converted a traditional three-point play that gave South
Carolina a 10-point lead with 2:15 remaining.

Dayvion McKnight scored 28 points with eight rebounds and
three steals for Western Kentucky (8-3). The 6-foot-1 junior was
10-0f-16 shooting — 0 for 5 from 3-point range — and is aver-
aging 28.3 points on 61.8% shooting over the last three games.

‘The Hilltoppers shot 36% (20 of 55), made just 3 of 22 (14%)
behind the arc and hit 15 of 25 from the foul line.

Jamarion Sharp scored six points before Luke Frampton hit a
3-pointer to cap Western Kentucky’s 11-2 opening run as the
Gamecocks made just one of their first 10 field-goal attempts.
Johnson hit two 3-pointers and Chico Carter Jr. added another
3 as South Carolina responded with a 12-2 spurt to take a 14-13
lead with 12 minutes left in the first half.

The game featured a pair of highly rated recruits. Jack-
son, originally the top-rated recruit in the Class of 2023
before reclassifying himself and committing to South
Carolina for the 2022-23 season, finished with a ca-
reer-high 24 points. Sophomore Emoni Bates, the No. 3
recruit from the Class of 2021 who played at Memphis
as a freshman, hit 8 of 15 from 3-point range and posted
a career-high 36 points to lead Eastern Michigan.

South Carolina host No. 8 Tennessee on Saturday.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Olivier Nkamhoua scored a season-high
21 points on 10-0f-10 shooting and No. 8 Tennessee dominated from
the start for an 85-42 victory over South Carolina on Saturday.

The Vols (13-2) started 3-0 in the Southeastern Conference for the first
time in four seasons and showed the depth and talent to think that
streak in the rugged league could continue.

Nkambhoua, a 6-foot-9 senior forward, led Tennessee with 10 rebounds
for his second double-double this season.

Nkamhoua, who went 5 for 5 for 10 points in an 83-57 win over Mis-
sissippi State on Tuesday, continued his run of perfection against the
Gamecocks.

LEXINGTON, Ky. — Meechie Johnson hit six 3-point-
ers and scored a career-high 26 points to lead South
Carolina over Kentucky 71-68, winning at Rupp Arena
for the first time in 14 years and giving coach Lamont
Paris his first SEC victory.

The win was just the third for the Gamecocks (8-8,
1-2) in 31 games at Kentucky (10-6, 1-3) and the first
at Rupp Arena since January 2009.

Kentucky had its SEC-leading 28-game home win
streak snatpped in what has been a ‘decidedly disap-
pointing start to the season with its worst start in SEC
play since 1986-87.

Gregory “GG” Jackson II added 16 1points for the
Gamecocks, who shot 48%, making 11 of 20 3-point
attempts, outscoring the Wildcafs 21-12 on sec-
ond-chance points and surviving 15 turnovers.

Oscar Tshiebwe scored 19 {Joints and grabbed 12 re-
bounds, his ninth double this season for Kentuck%/.
CJ Fredrick added 14 points and Antonio Reeves 13,
both off the bench. The Wildcats shot 51% but made
just 3 of 10 from the arc and 7 of 14 from the line.

Kentucky was missing forward({acob Toppin with a
right shoulder ing'ury and %uar Cason Wallace left
midway through the first half with a lower back issue.
?ohh are double-figure scorers. Toppin’s status is day-
o-day.

South Carolina led throuéhout and was up by 12 with
13 minutes remaining. Kentucky made ‘a_couple of
runs at the Gamecocks and got within a point with 51
seconds to g30 after a 10-0 surge with Reeves and Fred-
rick hitting 3-pointers. Johnson then lost an inbounds
pass out of bounds with 20.2 left, the fourth turnover
during the Wildcats’ run. But Kentucky missed a pair
of 3-point attempts to end the game.

Both teams were coming off lopsided losses to_top-10
teams, Kentucky falling'to Alabama 78-52 and South
Carolina losing to_Tennessee 85-42. But onlg the
Gamecocks responded at the start, taking a 21-6 lead
in the first seven minutes and a 42-32 halftime edge
after shooting 57% with Johnson scoring 16 points.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — Wade Taylor IV knocked down
8 of his 10 shots from the field, with his only misses
coming from behind the 3-point arc where he was 4 of
6, and Texas A&M led wire-to-wire in a 94-53 rout of
South Carolina on Saturday.

The Aggies exploded out of the gate, racing to a 32-9
lead with 7:30 left in the first half before the Gamecocks
could reach double digits and led, 50-18 by intermis-
sion. Texas A&M shot 34 of 62 from the field (54.8%)
including 9 of 20 from distance and converted 17 of 21
from the line en route to its sixth straight win.

Taylor finished with 20 points to lead Texas A&M. Ju-
lius Marble and Dexter Dennis added 14 and 13 points,
respectively. Henry Coleman III posted a double-dou-
ble with 12 points and 11 rebounds and Khalen Robin-
son chipped in 12 points off the bench. In all, a dozen
players figured in the scoring for the Aggies.

Zachary Davis had 13 points to lead South Carolina
