T-TOWN?

>The Gamecocks saw the team's six game win
streak come to an end with a 74-47 loss at
Coleman Coliseum on Tuesday night. Carolina,
who led for most of the opening 20 minutes,
trailed by one, 30-29, at halftime (first time
trailing at half all year). The Gamecocks would
shoot just 22.2% (6-0f-27) in the second half
and a season-low 30.9% (17-of-55) for the
game. Carolina tied a season-high with 17 turn-
overs and the Crimson Tide knocked down 15
triples, including nine in the second half. Ala-
bama opened a double-digit lead to start the
second half and it was the first time Carolina
trailed by double-digits all season.

BIG LOVE FOR BIG MEECH

> Meechie Johnson was named SEC Player of
the Week for the first time in his career on Jan.
8 after scoring 24 points (15 in second half) ina
68-62 SEC opening win over Miss. State (Jan. 6).
It was his first POTW recognition and the first
POTW honor for a Gamecock since Jair Bolden
won it back on Dec. 23, 2019 after scoring 22
and helping led the team to an upset win at No.
9 Virgnia. Johnson was also one of 30 players
named to the Lute Olson Award Mid-Season
Watch List on Jan. 10.

JOY TO THE WORLD

> After a tough loss in a tightly contested
in-state rivalry matchup to then No. 24/20
Clemson (Dec. 6), the Gamecocks rattled off
six-straight wins to improve to 13-1 for just
the sixth time in program history (first 13-1
start since 2015-16). The team's most recent
win over Miss. State marked the 10th-straight
home victory for Carolina dating back to a
Senior Day win over Georgia last season. It's
the team's longest home win streak since the
2015-16 Gamecocks started the year 13-0 at
home.

>South Carolina sunk a school record 18 3s in
the team's blowout, 89-67 victory over George
Washington (Dec. 1). Meechie Johnson had
24 points (5-of-7 3FGs) and B.J. Mack had 20
(4-of-8 3FGs) as seven different players hit
shots from behind the arc for the Gamecocks.
Carolina had a season-high 19 assists and just
three turnovers, the lowest turnover total in a
game since the team had one onina 73-65 win
over Tulane on Feb. 11, 1985. The Gamecocks
scored 89 points on 63 possesions, good for
1.4 points per possession.

JHREEGHIE JOHNSON

>Meechie Johnson hit four 3s and went 9-of-
15 from the floor en route to a career-high 29
points in leading the team to a 65-53 victory
over Notre Dame in the ACC/SEC Challenge
(Nov. 28). His previous career high was 26 in
last season's historic win at Rupp Arena over
Kentucky. With the victory, the Gamecocks
earned the team's 10th 6-0 start in program
history.

MURRAY BOYLES GLEARED

>Star freshman forward Collin Murray-Boyles
was cleared to resume full practice on Wednes-
day, Nov. 29 after being sidelined since the start
of the season (Nov. 1) with mononucleosis.
The local product from AC Flora is expected to
play a vital role for the Gamecocks this season
when he returns to the court.

In 2022-23, Murray-Boyles played his senior
year at Wasatch Academy (Mt. Pleasant, Utah),
which is a part of the newly formed National
Interscholastic Basketball Conference (NIBC),
a league that features that top high school
programs in the nation. He led the team aver-
aging 15.0 points, 8.8 rebounds, 2.1 assists, 1.8
blocks and 1.0 steals per game. His 15.0 points
per game were third in the NIBC and his 8.8 re-
bounds led the conference.

Murray-Boyles rose up the recruiting rankings
after his standout season in Utah and was

>Meechie Johnson had his first 20-point outing of
the season, helping lead the team to a 78-63 win
over DePaul in the semifinals of the Arizona Tip-Off
(Nov. 17). He had 18 of his 24 points in the first half
and was also 7-0f-10 from the floor in the game's
opening 20 minutes. Zachary Davis was the only
other player in double figures for Carolina with 10
points off the bench, his second career game in
double figures.

BIG MACK ATTAGK

>B.J. Mack had 17 points and matched a career
high with 13 rebounds to lead the Gamecocks to
a 10-point win over VMI (Nov. 13) in an unbrack-
eted game, part of the Arizona Tip-Off. It was the
big man's 8th career double-double. Ta'Lon Cooper
had another seven assist, zero turnover night.

TOTAL TEAM EFFORT

>Five players scored in double figures for South
Carolina in a big, 79-77 win over Virginia Tech in
the Hall of Fame Series in Charlotte on Nov. 10.
B.J. Mack scored the game-winning bucket with
20 seconds to go. The hometown kid scored 15
of his 19 points in the second half, going 9-of-16.
Myles Stute led the way 21 points thanks to 5-of-6
shooting from behind the arc. Jacobi Wright (12),
Ta'Lon Cooper (12) and Meechie Johnson (11) also
scored in double figures for Carolina who shot
a sizzling 56.4 percent (31-of-55) from the floor.
The Gamecocks were also 10-0f-21 (47.6 percent)
from behind the 3-point arc. Cooper had seven as-
sists and zero turnovers in 31 minutes of action. It
was head coach Lamont Paris' 100th career win as
head coach.

The Gamecocks had a sea-
son-high 19 assists and just
three turnovers in the team's
recent blowout win over George
Washington (Dec. 1).

Ta'Lon Cooper has 65 assists and just 15
turnovers to start the season.

The Roebuck,
S.C., native posted back-to-back games
with seven assists and no turnovers in
wins over Virginia Tech (Nov. 10) and
VMI (Nov. 13).

>South Carolina started the season with an em-
phatic 82-53 victory over USC Upstate on Nov. 6. It
was the largest margin of victory in a season-open-
ing win since the team defeated Longwood, 82-44
(38 points), on Nov. 9, 2013. The Gamecocks shot
52.7 percent (29-of-55) from the field and 54.5 per-
cent (12-0f-22) from downtown.

B.J. Mack
led all Carolina players with 14 points, adding sev-
en rebounds and three steals.

PRESEASON TRIP TO THE COMMONWEALTH

> The team went on its first foreign tour since a
2016 trip to Costa Rica in August, spending five days
at Atlantis in the Bahamas (Aug. 3-8). Carolina was
one of a handful of teams in paradise (Texas A&M
and LSU also there from the SEC) and played a pair
of games in the same ballroom that host the Battle
4 Atlantis in November.

> In game one, the Gamecocks defeated Zalgiris-2
from Lithuania, 86-60. The team knocked down 16
3sand forced 22 turnovers (14 steals). Four players
scored in double figures led by Meechie Johnson
with 20. He and Myles Stute each made four 3s.
Ta'Lon Cooper and B.J. Mack each hit three 3s.

> In game two, dominated from start to finish in
a 106-67 victory over Club Obras from Argentina.
It was another outstanding shooting performance
for South Carolina in the Imperial Ballroom, as the
team knocked down 17s. Six different players hit
multiple shots from behind the arc. Freshmen
Collin-Murray Boyles and Arden Conyers scored in
double figures as Murray-Boyles had 16 points on
7-0f-7 shooting to led the team.



KenPom RUNDOWN

> By the end of the 2022-23 season, South Carolina
was statistically one of the youngest teams in the
nation. The Gamecocks finished the season with
an average of 1.50 years of Division | experience,
which ranked 269th nationally. This year, Carolina
ranks 18th in the country in the same category
with an average of 2.90 years of Division | experi-
ence on the roster. That number is second in the
SEC behind only Missouri (2.98 years).

> The Gamecocks are one of eight teams in the SEC
to rank in the top-75 in Adj. Efficiency on offense
and defense: Alabama, Auburn, Florida, Kentucky,
Miss. State, South Carolina, Tennessee and Texas
A&M.

> Thru 15 games, Carolina's 2-point FG percentage
defense (44.5%) is 27th nationally. Last season the
team ranked 320th (53.7 percent).

> The team's 15.9 percent turnover percentage is
77th compared to 294th last season (19.9%).

> The Gamecocks' 47.0 effective FG percentage on
defense is 67th in the country compared to 52.6%
last year, which ranked 290th, a 223-spot jump up
the rankings.

> Carolina is just outside the top-50 at No. 66 in
adjusted efficiency rating on offense (111.6) com-
pared to a No. 205 ranking last year (103.5).

> Overall, Carolina's KenPom ranking of 64th is a
164-spot jump from the team's final ranking of
221st last season. It's the biggest single-season
rankings jump in the SEC by a wide margin. Georgia
is second with a 82-spot jump from 154th to 72nd.

> Meechie Johnson's KenPom offensive rating of
15th (120.8 - 29.4% usage rate) amongst the play-
ers with high usage (28% of possessions) is elite.
He is one of 11 guards in the country ranked in the
top-20 currently.

> Big man Josh Gray was third in offensive rebound
percentage and 25th in defensive rebound per-
centage last season. He joined Erik Stevenson (21-
22), Chris Silva (17-18, 18-19), Brenton Williams
(13-14) and Devon Downey (09-10) as the only
Gamecocks since 2009 to finish the season ranked
within the top-five of one or more of the 18 Ken-
Pom indvidual player rankings.

ORDER ON THE GOURT

> The Honorable L. Casey Manning enters his 31st
season as an analyst for men's basketball games
on the Gamecock Radio Network. He joined
the broadcast team for the 1993-94 season and
worked alongside legendary South Carolina play-
by-play man Bob Fulton. Manning has worked
alongside current play-by-play man Derek Scott
since 2016-17. The Gamecocks advanced to the
school's first ever Final Four their first year working
together. Manning, a Dillon, S.C. native, played for
the Gamecocks from 1970-73 and made history
as the first African-American scholarship player
in program history. He graduated from the South
Carolina School of Law in 1977 and has served as
Circuit Court Judge for the Fifth Judicial Court since
1994. Manning retired on Dec. 31, 2022.

> On Dec. 8, 2022, at a retirement function at the
USC Alumni Center, Manning received the Order
of the Plametto from Gov. Henry McMaster, the

highest civilian honor granted in the state of South
Carolina.

> Two streets were also named after him, one in
downtwon Columbia near the courthouse he
worked in and the other in his hometown of Dil-
lon, S.C.

> On May 7, 2022, Manning received an honorary
doctor of laws degree from the Board of Trustees
at commencement. It is the highest degree you
can receive from the university.

> He joins Dave Kellum (34th season as Ole Miss
pxp) as the only members of the 30-year club on
radio broadcast in the SEC.

Junior guard Meechie Johnson was named SEC Player of the Week on Monday, Jan. 8, after leading the
team to a 68-62 comeback win over Mississippi State. The Cleveland, Ohio, native had 24 points (15

in the second half), six rebounds, two assists and one steal. He was an efficient 6-of-12 from the floor,
knocking down a trio of 3s, and 9-of-11 at the free throw line. He had a crucial steal and sunk four free
throws to seal the victory, all in the final 7 seconds of regulation. It was the team’s first SEC opening win
since 2021 and improved the Gamecocks to 13-1 for the sixth time in program history.

Johnson was named to the Lute Olson National Player of the Year Award Mid-Season Watch List on
Wednesday, Jan. 10. He was one of 30 players in the country and one of five players in the SEC on the
list: Johni Broome (Auburn), Dalton Knecht (Tennessee), Antonio Reeves (Kentucky) and Wade Taylor
IV (Texas A&M). Johnson is averaging 18.0 points, 4.2 rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.0 steals per game. He’s

shooting a career-best 43.5 percent (14th in SEC) from the floor. Johnson is the third leading scoring in
the SEC and one of nine players in the league currently averaging 16.0 or more points per game.

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division | Tourna-
ments and 17 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant
coach, was named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach
by Director of Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

Paris, 47, is the first African-American head coach in the history of the
Gamecock men'’s basketball program.

In his first season (2022-23), South Carolina had an overhauled ros-
ter with eight new players, including just 14.9 percent of the team’s
scoring and 18.4 percent of the minutes played returning from the
season prior. The Gamecocks defeated Clemson at home, 60-58, for
the first time since Dec. 19, 2014. Chico Carter Jr. hit the game-winning
bucket with 0.9 seconds remaining. Paris became the first Gamecock
head coach since Dave Odom in 2001 to defeat the in-state Tigers in
his first season. The conference slate was highlighted by road wins
at Kentucky, at Ole Miss and at LSU. The Gamecocks wire-to-wire vic-
tory at Rupp Arena on Jan. 10 was the team’s first there since 2009
and just the program’s third all-time win in Lexington since joining
the SEC (1992). Ohio State transfer Meechie Johnson made six 3s and
scored a career-high 26 points to lead the Gamecocks. Paris joined
Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin Horn (2009) as the only Gamecock
head coaches all-time to win in the historic building. Carolina nearly
knocked off SEC Champion and No. 2/2 Alabama at home but fell in
overtime, 78-76, thanks to a late bucket from SEC Player of the Year
Brandon Miller.

Several players had their most productive seasons to date under Paris
and his staff in year one in Columbia. Sophomore Jacobi Wright av-
eraged 7.3 points, 2.1 rebounds and 1.8 assists per game. He had a
career-best six games in double figures in SEC play. Josh Gray led the
team in rebounding, averaging 6.3 per game and 7.9 rebounds per
contest in league action. He had a career-best eight games with 10 or
more rebounds, seven of which came in SEC action. Gray also had the
best game of his career with 20 points and 14 rebounds vs. Arkansas.
Johnson averaged 12.7 points (second on team) and 3.6 assists per
contest (eighth in the SEC). He led the team with 70 makes from be-
hind the arc and was one of just eight players in the SEC to make 70
or more 3s.

The staff made early in-roads recruiting over the summer in 2022
with local product Gregory “GG” Jackson Il reclassifying and enroll-
ing early. The consensus top player in the 2023 class, Jackson was
the highest rated signee in program history (recruit rankings started
in early 2000s) and joined PJ Dozier (2015-17) as the only five-star
Gamecock freshmen. Jackson would go on to earn All-SEC Freshman
honors while leading the team in scoring at 15.4 points per game.
He had 11 20-point games, the most by a Carolina freshman since
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joining the SECin 1991-92. Jackson would go on to be
selected 45th overall by the Memphis Grizzles in the
2023 NBA Draft. He became the first NBA Draft pick for
the program since All-American Sindarius Thornwell in
2017.

Paris came to Carolina after five seasons as the head
coach at University of Tennessee at Chattanooga,
coaching the Mocs to an 87-72 overall record (.547),
including a 65-29 mark his last three seasons.

In his final year, he led the Mocs to their first Southern
Conference title and NCAA berth since 2016. Chatta-
nooga finished the season with a 27-8 mark. He was
one of 20 finalists for the Hugh Durham Award, given
by Collegelnsider.com to the top Division | mid-major
coach in college basketball. The Mocs’ NCAA NET rank-
ing improved in each of his seasons at Chattanooga,
finishing with a 63 ranking this season.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior
to becomming head coach at Chattanooga, teams as-
sociated with Paris were 497-217 (.696) with five con-
ference titles and 12 NCAA Tournament appearances
(Division I and 1), reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wiscon-
sin from 2010-17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard.
The Badgers went to the NCAA Tournament every year
with four Sweet 16 appearances and back-to-back
trips to the Final Four in 2014 and 2015. Wisconsin
played for the National Championship in 2015 after
going 36-4 and winning both the Big Ten regular sea-
son and tournament titles. The Badgers took down No.
1 overall seed Kentucky in the National Semifinal, end-
ing the Wildcats’ previously undefeated season.
