>The Gamecocks rocked the college basket-
ball world yet again with a 63-59 victory at No.
5/5 Tennessee on Tuesday (Jan. 30). Carolina,
the SEC's top scoring defense, was stout as
the Gamecocks led for 30 minutes in front of
a crowd of 20,667 at Food City Center. Ta'Lon
Cooper led the way with 18 points, knocking
down four of his five shots from behind the arc.
Myles Stute returned after missing three games
and scored 13 points off the bench. It was Car-
olina's first win at Rocky Top since January of
2017 and snapped a five-game losing streak to
the Vols. It marked the team's second win over
an AP Top-10 team in three games, marking the
first time the Gamecocks have beat two top-10
opponents in a three-game stretch since 1968.
It was also the team's first road win over a top-
five opponent since defeating No. 3 Kentucky,
72-66, on March 2 1997 at Rupp Arena.

DON'T LET ME DOWN

>There was no let down after the team's big
win over No. 6/6 Kentucky on Saturday (Jan.
27) as South Carolina led for 35 minutes in a
72-64 victory over a scrappy Missouri team.
It marked the first SEC sweep of an opponent
under head coach Lamont Paris. It also marked
the ninth 5-2 or better start in SEC play since
the team joined the league in 1991-92. B.J.
Mack had 21 points (15 in the first half) and
Jacobi Wright (11) and Morris Ugusuk (10) each
scored in double figures off the bench. Carolina
is 4-0 when Mack scores 20 or more this sea-
son and 6-0 when Wright scores 10 or more off
the bench. The team had 10 3s and has made
double-digit 3s now in two-straight SEC games.

LET'S MAKE HISTORY, SHALL WE?

>South Carolina routed No. 6/6 Kentucky at
home, 79-62, in front of a sellout crowd at CLA
on Tuesday (Jan. 23) last week. The Gamecocks
opened an 8-point lead at halftime and never
looked back. The 17-point win was the larg-
est ever over a top-10 opponent in program
history. It was also the team's highest ranked

Lamont Paris in his seven seasons as a head
coach. Ta'Lon Cooper led all scorers, matching a
career high with 20 points (also had five assists
and no turnovers). Meechie Johnson (14) and
Jacobi Wright (14) also scored in double figures
for Carolina, who knocked down 11 3s in the
game. The team had 20 assists again for the
second straight SEC game. It marked the first
time the Gamecocks had 20 or more assists in
consectuive games since 2014.

SHARING THE SUGAR

>The Gamecocks were efficent and effective
on both ends of the floor in a 77-64 triumph at
Arkansas last Saturday (Jan. 20). Carolina nev-
er trailed in the game in what was the team's
second-largest margin of victory at Bud Walton
Arena in six all-time road wins over the Hogs.
B.J. Mack had 18 points and nine rebounds,
knocking down 3-of-4 from behind the arc.
Zachary Davis, who started for the first time
this season, had 12. Ta'Llon Cooper (11) and
Collin Murray-Boyles (11) each scored in dou-
ble figures as well. The Gamecocks had 20 as-
sists and 28 made baskets. The team shot 51.9
percent (28-of-54) and 50.0 percent (9-0f-18)
from distance. Arkansas entered the game 8-1
on its home floor, the only loss to a top-10 Au-
burn team.

FREE THROW CONTEST

> South Carolina fell at home, 74-69, in a hard-
fought game against Georgia (Jan. 16), snap-
ping a 10-game home win streak that dated
back to last season. The Gamecocks opened
up a 9-point lead early in the second half but
were unable to sustain after being plauged
with poor shooting from the floor and the foul
line. Both teams shot 32 free throws. South Car-
olina was a season-low 53.1 percent (17-0f-32)
at the charity stripe and the Bulldogs were 78.1
percent (25-0f-32) at the foul line, including
83.3 percent (20-of-24) in the seocn half. The
Gamecocks shot 47.6 percent (10-of-21) from
the foul line in half two. Meechie Johnson led
all scorers with 19, hitting four 3s.

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SERIES BREAKDOWN

> The Gamecocks saw their 12-game win streak
over the Bulldogs that spanned six seasons dat-
ing back to a 67-61 victory at Stegeman Coliseum
on Jan. 4, 2017, come to an end with a heart-
breaking overtime loss on Jan. 28 last season in
Athens.

> Trailing for most of the second half at Missouri
(Jan. 13), Ta'Lon Cooper hit a game-tying 3 with 25
seconds left to send the game to OT tied at 62-62.
Jacobi Wright then hit the game-winning bucket
with 13 seconds left in OT over the out-stretched
arms of 7-5 Connor Vanover as the Gamecocks
prevailed 71-69 for the team's first win at Mizzou
Arena since 2017. B.J. Mack was 7-of-13 with 21
points to lead Carolina, his third 20-point game
of the season and first in SEC action. Over the fi-
nal 10:38 of regulation and OT, the South Carolina
defense held Missouri to just 17 points on 33.3
percent shooting (7-for-21). The Gamecocks were
also 16-0f-18 at the free throw line (88.9%).

WHO WAS THAT TEAM IN HALF TWO IN
T-TOWN?

>The Gamecocks saw the team's six game win
streak come to an end with a 74-47 loss at Cole-
man Coliseum on Tuesday night. Carolina, who led
for most of the opening 20 minutes, trailed by one,
30-29, at halftime (first time trailing at half all year).
The Gamecocks would shoot just 22.2% (6-0f-27)
in the second half and a season-low 30.9% (17-of-
55) for the game. Carolina tied a season-high with
17 turnovers and the Crimson Tide knocked down
15 triples, including nine in the second half. Ala-
bama opened a double-digit lead to start the sec-
ond half and it was the first time Carolina trailed by
double-digits all season.

BIG LOVE FOR BIG MEECH

> Meechie Johnson was named SEC Player of the
Week for the first time in his career on Jan. 8 after
scoring 24 points (15 in second half) in a 68-62 SEC
opening win over Miss. State (Jan. 6). It was his first
POTW recognition and the first POTW honor for a
Gamecock since Jair Bolden won it back on Dec.
23,2019 after scoring 22 and helping led the team
to an upset win at No. 9 Virgnia. Johnson was also
one of 30 players named to the Lute Olson Award
Mid-Season Watch List on Jan. 10.

JOY T0 THE WORLD

> After a tough loss in a tightly contested in-state
rivalry matchup to then No. 24/20 Clemson (Dec.
6), the Gamecocks rattled off six-straight wins to
improve to 13-1 for just the sixth time in program
history (first 13-1 start since 2015-16). The team's
most recent win over Miss. State marked the 10th-
straight home victory for Carolina dating back to
a Senior Day win over Georgia last season. It's the
team's longest home win streak since the 2015-16

The Gamecocks had 19 assists
and just three turnovers in

the team's blowout win over
George Washington (Dec. 1). It
marked the fewest turnovers
in a game for the Gamecocks
since the team had just one
ina 73-65 win over Tulane on

The Gamecocks recently had 20 assists in
back-to-back SEC games (20 at Arkansas
on Jan. 20 and 20 vs. #6 Kentucky on Jan.
23) for just the second time since joining
the league in 1991-92. Feb. 7. 1996 at
Auburn (22) and Feb. 10, 1996 at LSU (23)
was the last time it happened.

Meechie Johnson had 24 points
(5-0f-7 3FGs) and B.J. Mack had 20 (4-of-8 3FGs) as
seven different players hit shots from behind the
arc for the Gamecocks. Carolina had a season-high

3HREEGHIE JOHNSON

>Meechie Johnson hit four 3s and went 9-of-15
from the floor en route to a career-high 29 points
in leading the team to a 65-53 victory over Notre
Dame in the ACC/SEC Challenge (Nov. 28). His pre-
vious career high was 26 in last season's historic
win at Rupp Arena over Kentucky. With the victory,
the Gamecocks earned the team's 10th 6-0 startin
program history.

MURRAY BOYLES GLEARED

>Star freshman forward Collin Murray-Boyles was
cleared to resume full practice on Wednesday,
Nov. 29 after being sidelined since the start of the
season (Nov. 1) with mononucleosis. The local
product from AC Flora is expected to play a vital
role for the Gamecocks this season when he re-
turns to the court.

In 2022-23, Murray-Boyles played his senior year
at Wasatch Academy (Mt. Pleasant, Utah), which
is a part of the newly formed National Interscho-
lastic Basketball Conference (NIBC), a league that
features that top high school programs in the na-
tion. He led the team averaging 15.0 points, 8.8
rebounds, 2.1 assists, 1.8 blocks and 1.0 steals per
game. His 15.0 points per game were third in the
NIBC and his 8.8 rebounds led the conference.

Murray-Boyles rose up the recruiting rankings af-
ter his standout season in Utah and was pegged
a consensus four-star prospect ranked inside the
top-100 players in the country. The Athletic has
him slotted as the No. 13 freshmen you absolutely
can't afford to miss and On3.com has him ranked
the No. 6 impact freshmen in the SEC.

WE ARE THE CHAMPIONS

>B.J. Mack scored 21 of his 27 points in the second
half of a 75-68 victory over Grand Canyon in the Ar-
izona Tip-Off Cactus Division Championship Game
(Nov. 19). The grad transfer was 4-of-7 from down-



town and 9-for-9 at the free throw line en route
to tournament MVP honors. He was joined on the
all-tournament team by Meechie Johnson. Jacobi
Wright came through in the clutch again off the
bench for the Gamecocks with 10 points, including
pivotal baskets with 46 seconds and 2:01 remain-
ing. After nine turnovers in the first half, Carolina
committed just one giveaway the final 20 minutes
at Desert Diamond Arena.

MEEGHIE WAS FEELIN' IT IN THE DESERT

>Meechie Johnson had his first 20-point outing of
the season, helping lead the team to a 78-63 win
over DePaul in the semifinals of the Arizona Tip-Off
(Nov. 17). He had 18 of his 24 points in the first half
and was also 7-o0f-10 from the floor in the game's
opening 20 minutes. Zachary Davis was the only
other player in double figures for Carolina with 10
points off the bench, his second career game in
double figures.

BIG MACK ATTACK

>B.J. Mack had 17 points and matched a career
high with 13 rebounds to lead the Gamecocks to
a 10-point win over VMI (Nov. 13) in an unbrack-
eted game, part of the Arizona Tip-Off. It was the
big man's 8th career double-double. Ta'Lon Cooper
had another seven assist, zero turnover night.

TOTAL TEAM EFFORT

>Five players scored in double figures for South
Carolina in a big, 79-77 win over Virginia Tech in
the Hall of Fame Series in Charlotte on Nov. 10.
B.J. Mack scored the game-winning bucket with
20 seconds to go. The hometown kid scored 15
of his 19 points in the second half, going 9-of-16.
Myles Stute led the way 21 points thanks to 5-of-6
shooting from behind the arc. Jacobi Wright (12),
Ta'Lon Cooper (12) and Meechie Johnson (11) also
scored in double figures for Carolina who shot
a sizzling 56.4 percent (31-of-55) from the floor.
The Gamecocks were also 10-o0f-21 (47.6 percent)
from behind the 3-point arc.

>South Carolina erased a 17-point halftime deficit
in a 60-57 charity exhibition win over Wofford on
Nov. 1.

He
is one of just nine players in NCAA Divison |
with 600 or more career assists.

7th - Cooper is 7th in the country with a
3.52-to-1 assist to turnover rate (thru games
played Jan. 31). He posted back-to-back
games with seven assists and zero turnovers
in wins over Virginia Tech (Nov. 10) and VMI

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division | Tourna-
ments and 17 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant
coach, was named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach
by Director of Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

Paris, 47, is the first African-American head coach in the history of the
Gamecock men'’s basketball program.

In his first season (2022-23), South Carolina had an overhauled ros-
ter with eight new players, including just 14.9 percent of the team’s
scoring and 18.4 percent of the minutes played returning from the
season prior. The Gamecocks defeated Clemson at home, 60-58, for
the first time since Dec. 19, 2014. Chico Carter Jr. hit the game-winning
bucket with 0.9 seconds remaining. Paris became the first Gamecock
head coach since Dave Odom in 2001 to defeat the in-state Tigers in
his first season. The conference slate was highlighted by road wins
at Kentucky, at Ole Miss and at LSU. The Gamecocks wire-to-wire vic-
tory at Rupp Arena on Jan. 10 was the team’s first there since 2009
and just the program’s third all-time win in Lexington since joining
the SEC (1992). Ohio State transfer Meechie Johnson made six 3s and
scored a career-high 26 points to lead the Gamecocks. Paris joined
Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin Horn (2009) as the only Gamecock
head coaches all-time to win in the historic building. Carolina nearly
knocked off SEC Champion and No. 2/2 Alabama at home but fell in
overtime, 78-76, thanks to a late bucket from SEC Player of the Year
Brandon Miller.

Several players had their most productive seasons to date under Paris
and his staff in year one in Columbia. Sophomore Jacobi Wright av-
eraged 7.3 points, 2.1 rebounds and 1.8 assists per game. He had a
career-best six games in double figures in SEC play. Josh Gray led the
team in rebounding, averaging 6.3 per game and 7.9 rebounds per
contest in league action. He had a career-best eight games with 10 or
more rebounds, seven of which came in SEC action. Gray also had the
best game of his career with 20 points and 14 rebounds vs. Arkansas.
Johnson averaged 12.7 points (second on team) and 3.6 assists per
contest (eighth in the SEC). He led the team with 70 makes from be-
hind the arc and was one of just eight players in the SEC to make 70
or more 3s.

The staff made early in-roads recruiting over the summer in 2022
with local product Gregory “GG” Jackson Il reclassifying and enroll-
ing early. The consensus top player in the 2023 class, Jackson was
the highest rated signee in program history (recruit rankings started
in early 2000s) and joined PJ Dozier (2015-17) as the only five-star
Gamecock freshmen. Jackson would go on to earn All-SEC Freshman
honors while leading the team in scoring at 15.4 points per game.
He had 11 20-point games, the most by a Carolina freshman since
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joining the SECin 1991-92. Jackson would go on to be
selected 45th overall by the Memphis Grizzles in the
2023 NBA Draft. He became the first NBA Draft pick for
the program since All-American Sindarius Thornwell in
2017.

Paris came to Carolina after five seasons as the head
coach at University of Tennessee at Chattanooga,
coaching the Mocs to an 87-72 overall record (.547),
including a 65-29 mark his last three seasons.

In his final year, he led the Mocs to their first Southern
Conference title and NCAA berth since 2016. Chatta-
nooga finished the season with a 27-8 mark. He was
one of 20 finalists for the Hugh Durham Award, given
by Collegelnsider.com to the top Division | mid-major
coach in college basketball. The Mocs’ NCAA NET rank-
ing improved in each of his seasons at Chattanooga,
finishing with a 63 ranking this season.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior
to becomming head coach at Chattanooga, teams as-
sociated with Paris were 497-217 (.696) with five con-
ference titles and 12 NCAA Tournament appearances
(Division I and 1), reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wiscon-
sin from 2010-17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard.
The Badgers went to the NCAA Tournament every year
with four Sweet 16 appearances and back-to-back
trips to the Final Four in 2014 and 2015. Wisconsin
played for the National Championship in 2015 after
going 36-4 and winning both the Big Ten regular sea-
son and tournament titles. The Badgers took down No.
1 overall seed Kentucky in the National Semifinal, end-
ing the Wildcats’ previously undefeated season.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — (AP) Meechie Johnson
and Ta'lon Cooper each scored 15 points
and South Carolina beat South Carolina Up-
state 82-53 in a season opener on Monday
night.

B.J. Mack added 13 points and Myles Stute
had 10 for South Carolina.

Justin Bailey scored 13 points and Trae
Broadnax added 10 for SC Upstate.

Bailey's 3-pointer almost 3 1/2 minutes in
gave SC Upstate its only lead of the game at
5-3.South Carolina led 42-28 at halftime and
outscored the Spartans 40-25 after intermis-
sion.

South Carolina leads the overall series 8-1,
including 4-1 in Columbia. The 29-point win
nearly doubles the previous average of 15.4
points per game for margin of victory the
Gamecocks have over SC Upstate.

South Carolina's four transfers (Cooper,
Mack, Stute and Stephen Clark) entered hav-
ing played a combined 430 games at the
Division I level with 299 starts among them.
The entire team’s 480 combined Division |
starts ranks third in the Southeastern Con-
ference behind only Mississippi State (514)
and Texas A&M (502) entering this season.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. — (AP) B.J. Mack made the
go-ahead basket with 20 seconds left and
South Carolina prevented Virginia Tech from
getting off a shot on its next possession and
the Gamecocks beat the Hokies 79-77 on Fri-
day night.

In the first game played between the pro-
grams since 1997, Myles Stute scored 21
points shooting 7 for 11 including 5 for 6
from 3-point range, Mack scored 19 and se-
cured six rebounds, Talon Cooper and reserve
Jacobi Wright each scored 12 and Meechie
Johnson scored 11 for the Gamecocks (2-0).

On his game winner, Mack methodically
backed down Mylyjael Poteat on the left side,
drove to the baseline and converted the re-
verse layup. Following a Hokies (1-1) timeout,
South Carolina disrupted a dribble-handoff
attempt a few feet beyond the 3-point line to
force a turnover to all but end it.

Mack missed the front end of a 1-and-1 with
two seconds left, and an errant heave at-
tempt by the Hokies sealed it.

Sean Pedulla scored 26 points, Hunter Catoor
13 and Lynn Kidd 12 for Virginia Tech.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — (AP) B.J. Mack scored 17
points and grabbed 13 rebounds to lead South
Carolina to a 74-64 victory over VMI on Mon-
day night.

Mack, a 6-foot-8 forward transfer from Wof-
ford, shot 5 of 11 from the floor and made 6
of 7 free throws. Meechie Johnson added 13
points and Myles Stute had 10 for South Car-
olina, which is 3-0 for the first time since the
2019-2020 season.

Mack scored five points and Stute added four
during a 16-7 run to open the second half that
stretched the Gamecocks' lead to 57-40 with
13:48 to play. It was their largest lead of the
game. Jacobi Wright, who finished with nine
points, ended the surge with a 3-pointer.

VMI had a 10-2 run to pull to 70-62 with 1:34
left but couldn't get closer.

GLENDALE, Ariz. (AP) — Meechie Johnson
scored 24 points Friday night and South Caroli-
na never trailed in its 73-68 win over DePaul at
the Arizona Tip-Off.

South Carolina (4-0) is off to its best start since
the 2016-17 team, which lost 77-73 to Gonzaga
in the Final Four, won its first eight games.

Johnson scored 12 points in a 20-6 run that
gave the Gamecocks a 24-10 lead when he
capped the spurt with a jumper and then a
three-point play midway through the first half.
South Carolina took a nine-point lead into inter-
mission and stretched its lead to 58-44 when
Benjamin Bosmans-Verdonk made a layup with
12:18 to play.

Elijah Fisher and KT. Raimey each hit a 3-point-
er as the Blue Demons scored 11 of 14 points
to trim their deficit to six with 5 minutes to
go and Da'Sean Nelson hit 1 of 2 free throws
to make it 67-62 with 2:35 remaining. Johnson
answered with two free throws 13 seconds and
the Gamecocks, who shot just 59% (20 of 34)
from the charity stripe, made 4 of 6 from the
foul line from there to seal it.

Chico Carter Jr. — a native of Columbia and a
graduate transfer from South Carolina—scored
24 points on 8-of-13 shooting for DePaul (1-3).

Zachary Davis added 10 points for the Game-
cocks.

GLENDALE, Ariz. (AP) — B.J. Mack hit four 3-point-
ers and scored 27 points — 21 in the second half
— to help South Carolina beat Grand Canyon 75-
68 Sunday to win the Cactus Division at the Arizo-
na Tip-Off.

Mack made 7 of 12 from the field and 9 of 9 from
the free-throw line. Myles Stute scored 12 points
and Jacobi Wright added 10 — including two bas-
kets in the final 2-plus minutes — on 4-of-5 shoot-
ing for South Carolina (5-0).

Gabe McGlothan made two free throws to open
the scoring in the second half and give Grand
Canyon a 31-30 lead but Mack answered with a
3-pointer that gave South Carolina the lead for
good with 19:29 to play and the Lopes trailed the
rest of the way.

Mack made a layup and then hit two free throws
to stretch the lead to 54-43 midway through the
second half but Collin Moore hit a 3-pointer to
spark a 14-5 that trimmed Grand Canyon’s defi-
cit to two points with 5:32 remaining.

It's the third straight loss at South Carolina for the Wild-
Cﬁts (14-4, 4-2) and fourth in their last seven meetings in
the series.

It sure didn't look like the Wildcats would struggle in this
one. Kentucky hit five straight shots on the way to a 21-
16 lead midway through the opening period.

But South Carolina and its SEC-leading defense kicked in
after that to close the period ona 17-4 run.

The Wildcats missed nine of their final 10 shots of the
period and were held to their lowest scoring half of the
season.
