ROAD COCKS 
> After trailing early, South Carolina dominat-
ed the remaining 36:43 never surrending the 
lead again in a 72-59 victory at Ole Miss (Feb. 
24) on Saturday. Sophomore Zachary Davis 
stepped up in his 10th straight start with 14 
points and nine rebounds, both career highs. 
The Gamecocks controlled the game inside, 
holding a 44-34 edge on the glass, a 34-22 edge 
in points in the paint and 16-10 advantage in 
second chance points. B.J. Mack led the way 
with 17 knocking down a trio of 3s. Collin-Mur-
ray Boyles (12) and Jacobi Wright (10) joined 
Davis and Mack in double figures. The Game-
cocks picked up the team's 10th SEC win, which 
marks the eighth team in program history the 
team has had double-digit league wins since 
joining the conference in 1991-92. Carolina 
also improved to 5-2 on the road in SEC action. 
The five SEC wins away from home are T-2nd 
most all-time by the 2016-17 team. The 1996-
97 SEC Champion Gamecocks won seven road 
games, the most in program history. 

ADVERSITY HITS
> For the first time all season, the top-25 Game-
cocks lost back-to-back games last week falling 
at Auburn and at home to LSU by a point on 
Saturday. Carolina has a tough schedule down 
the stretch with five of its remaining games 
against teams ranked in the top-70 of the lat-
est NET Rankings (thru games played Feb. 21). 

MOVING ON UP 
>South Carolina jumped to No. 11 in both 
major top-25 polls on Monday, Feb. 12. The 
Gamecocks ranking of 11th in the AP Poll is the 
highest for the program since being ranked No. 
11 in Week 7 (Dec. 29) of the 1997-98 season. 
The team's nine-spot jump in the Coaches Poll 
was the most by teams ranked in last week's 
top-25. 

A STAR IS BORN 
> Freshman Collin Murray-Boyles brokeout for 
31 points in a 15-point home victory against 

Vanderbilt (Feb. 10). He went 14-of-17 from 
the floor, good for 82.4 percent shooting. Mur-
ray-Boyles became the first SEC player since 
Bobby Portis in 2014 to record a game with 
30 or more points and 13 or more made FGs 
while shooting above 80.0 percent. He became 
just the third Gamecock freshman to score 30 
or more since joining the SEC in 1991-92. The 
local product from Columbia also became just 
the third Gamecock in the last 25 seasons to 
score 30 or more while shooting 80.0 percent 
in an SEC contest. He was named SEC Freshman 
of the Week on Monday (Feb. 12) for the break-
out performance. 

BACK IN THE POLLS 
>South Carolina reentered the top-25 of the 
Associated Press and USA TODAY Coaches Poll 
on Monday, Feb. 5 for the first time since Feb-
ruary of 2017. The Gamecocks are ranked No. 
15 in the AP Poll and No. 20 in the Coaches Poll.
The No. 15 rating in the AP Poll is the highest 
ranking for Carolina since being ranked No. 14 
in the final AP Poll of the 1997-98 season. The 
last time the Gamecocks were ranked in the 
regular season top-25 was Week 15 (Feb. 13, 
2017) during the 2016-17 Final Four season. 
Carolina was 20-5 and ranked No. 21 in the AP 
Poll and No. 19 in the Coaches Poll.

PURE. TEAM. BASKETBALL. 
>The Gamecocks had a season-high 25 assists 
on 29 made field goals in a double-digit road 
win at Georgia on Feb. 3. Carolina trailed by 
10 in the first half and clawed back to make 
it a 2-point game at halftime.

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world yet again with a 63-59 victory at No. 5/5 Ten-
nessee on Jan. 30. Carolina, the SEC's top scoring 
defense, was stout as the Gamecocks led for 30 
minutes in front of a crowd of 20,667 at Food City 
Center. Ta'Lon Cooper led the way with 18 points, 
knocking down four of his five shots from behind 
the arc. Myles Stute returned after missing three 
games and scored 13 points off the bench. It was 
Carolina's first win at Rocky Top since January of 
2017 and snapped a five-game losing streak to the 
Vols. It marked the team's second win over an AP 
Top-10 team in three games, marking the first time 
the Gamecocks have beat two top-10 opponents 
in a three-game stretch since 1968. It was also the 
team's first road win over a top-five opponent 
since defeating No. 3 Kentucky, 72-66, on March 2 
1997 at Rupp Arena. 

DON'T LET ME DOWN
>There was no let down after the team's big win 
over No. 6/6 Kentucky on Saturday (Jan. 27) as 
South Carolina led for 35 minutes in a 72-64 vic-
tory over a scrappy Missouri team. It marked the 
first SEC sweep of an opponent under head coach 
Lamont Paris. It also marked the ninth 5-2 or better 
start in SEC play since the team joined the league 
in 1991-92. B.J. Mack had 21 points (15 in the first 
half) and Jacobi Wright (11) and Morris Ugusuk 
(10) each scored in double figures off the bench. 
Carolina is 4-0 when Mack scores 20 or more this 
season and 6-0 when Wright scores 10 or more off 
the bench. The team had 10 3s and has made dou-
ble-digit 3s now in two-straight SEC games. 

LET'S MAKE HISTORY, SHALL WE?
>South Carolina routed No. 6/6 Kentucky at home, 
79-62, in front of a sellout crowd at CLA on Tues-
day (Jan. 23) last week. The Gamecocks opened 
an 8-point lead at halftime and never looked 
back. The 17-point win was the largest ever over 
a top-10 opponent in program history. It was also 
the team's highest ranked win since defeating the 
top-ranked Wildcats on Jan. 26, 2010 and the first 
top-25 win for Lamont Paris in his seven seasons 
as a head coach. Ta'Lon Cooper led all scorers, 
matching a career high with 20 points (also had 
five assists and no turnovers). Meechie Johnson 
(14) and Jacobi Wright (14) also scored in double 
figures for Carolina, who knocked down 11 3s in 
the game. The team had 20 assists again for the 
second straight SEC game. It marked the first time 
the Gamecocks had 20 or more assists in consec-
tuive games since 2014. 

SHARING THE SUGAR 
>The Gamecocks were efficent and effective on 
both ends of the floor in a 77-64 triumph at Arkan-

sas last Saturday (Jan. 20). Carolina never trailed in 
the game in what was the team's second-largest 
margin of victory at Bud Walton Arena in six all-
time road wins over the Hogs. B.J. Mack had 18 
points and nine rebounds, knocking down 3-of-4 
from behind the arc. Zachary Davis, who started 
for the first time this season, had 12. Ta'Lon Coo-
per (11) and Collin Murray-Boyles (11) each scored 
in double figures as well. The Gamecocks had 20 
assists and 28 made baskets. The team shot 51.9 
percent (28-of-54) and 50.0 percent (9-of-18) from 
distance. Arkansas entered the game 8-1 on its 
home floor, the only loss to a top-10 Auburn team. 

FREE THROW CONTEST 
> South Carolina fell at home, 74-69, in a hard-
fought game against Georgia (Jan. 16), snapping a 
10-game home win streak that dated back to last 
season. The Gamecocks opened up a 9-point lead 
early in the second half but were unable to sustain 
after being plauged with poor shooting from the 
floor and the foul line. Both teams shot 32 free 
throws. South Carolina was a season-low 53.1 per-
cent (17-of-32) at the charity stripe and the Bull-
dogs were 78.1 percent (25-of-32) at the foul line, 
including 83.3 percent (20-of-24) in the seocn half. 
The Gamecocks shot 47.6 percent (10-of-21) from 
the foul line in half two. Meechie Johnson led all 
scorers with 19, hitting four 3s. 

TUESDAY TOOK AN L, BUT SATURDAY WE 
BOUNCED BACK
> Trailing for most of the second half at Missouri 
(Jan. 13), Ta'Lon Cooper hit a game-tying 3 with 25 
seconds left to send the game to OT tied at 62-62. 
Jacobi Wright then hit the game-winning bucket 
with 13 seconds left in OT over the out-stretched 
arms of 7-5 Connor Vanover as the Gamecocks 
prevailed 71-69 for the team's first win at Mizzou 
Arena since 2017. B.J. Mack was 7-of-13 with 21 
points to lead Carolina, his third 20-point game 
of the season and first in SEC action. Over the fi-
nal 10:38 of regulation and OT, the South Carolina 
defense  held Missouri to just 17 points on 33.3 
percent shooting (7-for-21). The Gamecocks were 
also 16-of-18 at the free throw line (88.9%). 

WHO WAS THAT TEAM IN HALF TWO IN 
T-TOWN? 
>The Gamecocks saw the team's six game win 
streak come to an end with a 74-47 loss at Cole-
man Coliseum on Tuesday night. Carolina, who led 
for most of the opening 20 minutes, trailed by one, 
30-29, at halftime (first time trailing at half all year). 
The Gamecocks would shoot just 22.2% (6-of-27) 
in the second half and a season-low 30.9% (17-of-
55) for the game. Carolina tied a season-high with 
17 turnovers and the Crimson Tide knocked down

The 
team's 11, single-digit turnover 
games this season are second 
most in program history since 
joining the SEC in 1991-92.

BIG LOVE FOR BIG MEECH 
> Meechie Johnson was named SEC Player of the 
Week for the first time in his career on Jan. 8 after 
scoring 24 points (15 in second half) in a 68-62 SEC 
opening win over Miss. State (Jan. 6). It was his first 
POTW recognition and the first POTW honor for a 
Gamecock since Jair Bolden won it back on Dec. 
23, 2019 after scoring 22 and helping led the team 
to an upset win at No. 9 Virgnia. Johnson was also 
one of 30 players named to the Lute Olson Award 
Mid-Season Watch List on Jan. 10. 

JOY TO THE WORLD 
> After a tough loss in a tightly contested in-state 
rivalry matchup to then No. 24/20 Clemson (Dec. 
6), the Gamecocks rattled off six-straight wins to 
improve to 13-1 for just the sixth time in program 
history (first 13-1 start since 2015-16). The team's 
most recent win over Miss. State marked the 10th-
straight home victory for Carolina dating back to 
a Senior Day win over Georgia last season. It's the 
team's longest home win streak since the 2015-16 
Gamecocks started the year 13-0 at home. 

RECORD BREAKING SZN 
>South Carolina sunk a school record 18 3s in the 
team's blowout, 89-67 victory over George Wash-
ington (Dec. 1). Meechie Johnson had 24 points 
(5-of-7 3FGs) and B.J. Mack had 20 (4-of-8 3FGs) as 
seven different players hit shots from behind the 
arc for the Gamecocks. Carolina had a season-high 
19 assists and just three turnovers, the lowest 
turnover total in a game since the team had one 
on in a 73-65 win over Tulane on Feb. 11, 1985. The 
Gamecocks scored 89 points on 63 possesions, 
good for 1.4 points per possession. 

3HREECHIE JOHNSON 
>Meechie Johnson hit four 3s and went 9-of-15 
from the floor en route to a career-high 29 points 
in leading the team to a 65-53 victory over Notre 
Dame in the ACC/SEC Challenge (Nov. 28). His pre-
vious career high was 26 in last season's historic 
win at Rupp Arena over Kentucky. With the victory, 
the Gamecocks earned the team's 10th 6-0 start in 
program history. 

MURRAY BOYLES CLEARED
>Star freshman forward Collin Murray-Boyles was 
cleared to resume full practice on Wednesday, 
Nov. 29 after being sidelined since the start of the 
season (Nov. 1) with mononucleosis. The local 
product from AC Flora is expected to play a vital 
role for the Gamecocks this season when he re-
turns to the court. 

In 2022-23, Murray-Boyles played his senior year 
at Wasatch Academy (Mt. Pleasant, Utah), which 
is a part of the newly formed National Interscho-
lastic Basketball Conference (NIBC), a league that 
features that top high school programs in the na-
tion. He led the team averaging 15.0 points, 8.8 
rebounds, 2.1 assists, 1.8 blocks and 1.0 steals per 
game. His 15.0 points per game were third in the 
NIBC and his 8.8 rebounds led the conference.

Murray-Boyles rose up the recruiting rankings af-
ter his standout season in Utah and was pegged 
a consensus four-star prospect ranked inside the 
top-100 players in the country. The Athletic has 
him slotted as the No. 13 freshmen you absolutely 
can’t afford to miss and On3.com has him ranked 
the No. 6 impact freshmen in the SEC.

WE ARE THE CHAMPIONS 
>B.J. Mack scored 21 of his 27 points in the second 
half of a 75-68 victory over Grand Canyon in the Ar-
izona Tip-Off Cactus Division Championship Game 
(Nov. 19). The grad transfer was 4-of-7 from down-
town and 9-for-9 at the free throw line en route 
to tournament MVP honors. He was joined on the 
all-tournament team by Meechie Johnson. Jacobi 
Wright came through in the clutch again off the 
bench for the Gamecocks with 10 points, including 
pivotal baskets with 46 seconds and 2:01 remain-
ing. After nine turnovers in the first half, Carolina 
committed just one giveaway the final 20 minutes 
at Desert Diamond Arena. 

MEECHIE WAS FEELIN' IT IN THE DESERT
>Meechie Johnson had his first 20-point outing of 
the season, helping lead the team to a 78-63 win 
over DePaul in the semifinals of the Arizona Tip-Off 
(Nov. 17). He had 18 of his 24 points in the first half 
and was also 7-of-10 from the floor in the game's 
opening 20 minutes. Zachary Davis was the only 
other player in double figures for Carolina with 10 
points off the bench, his second career game in 
double figures. 

BIG MACK ATTACK 
>B.J. Mack had 17 points and matched a career 
high with 13 rebounds to lead the Gamecocks to 
a 10-point win over VMI (Nov. 13) in an unbrack-
eted game, part of the Arizona Tip-Off. It was the 
big man's 8th career double-double. Ta'Lon Cooper 
had another seven assist, zero turnover night. 

TOTAL TEAM EFFORT 
>Five players scored in double figures for South 
Carolina in a big, 79-77 win over Virginia Tech in 
the Hall of Fame Series in Charlotte on Nov. 10. 
B.J. Mack scored the game-winning bucket with 
20 seconds to go. The hometown kid scored 15 
of his 19 points in the second half, going 9-of-16. 
Myles Stute led the way 21 points thanks to 5-of-6 
shooting from behind the arc. Jacobi Wright (12), 
Ta'Lon Cooper (12) and Meechie Johnson (11) also 
scored in double figures for Carolina who shot 
a sizzling 56.4 percent (31-of-55) from the floor. 
The Gamecocks were also 10-of-21 (47.6 percent) 
from behind the 3-point arc. Cooper had seven as-
sists and zero turnovers in 31 minutes of action. It 
was head coach Lamont Paris' 100th career win as 
head coach. 

MAKING IT RAIN 
>South Carolina started the season with an em-
phatic 82-53 victory over USC Upstate on Nov. 6. It 
was the largest margin of victory in a season-open-
ing win since the team defeated Longwood, 82-
44 (38 points), on Nov. 9, 2013. The Gamecocks 
shot 52.7 percent (29-of-55) from the field and 
54.5 percent (12-of-22) from downtown. The 
team made double-digit 3s on seven occasions 
last season, posting a 5-2 record in those games. 
Ta'Lon Cooper and Meechie Johnson led all scor-

Myles 
Stute had a double-double with 11 points and 11 
rebounds. Zachary Davis came off the bench and 
scored 13 points in 20 minutes.

3s and forced 22 turnovers (14 steals). Four players 
scored in double figures led by Meechie Johnson 
with 20. He and Myles Stute each made four 3s. 
Ta'Lon Cooper and B.J. Mack each hit three 3s. 

> In game two, dominated from start to finish in 
a 106-67 victory over Club Obras from Argentina. 
It was another outstanding shooting performance 
for South Carolina in the Imperial Ballroom, as the 
team knocked down 17s. Six different players hit 
multiple shots from behind the arc. Freshmen 
Collin-Murray Boyles and Arden Conyers scored in 
double figures as Murray-Boyles had 16 points on 
7-of-7 shooting to led the team. 

KenPom RUNDOWN
> By the end of the 2022-23 season, South Carolina 
was statistically one of the youngest teams in the 
nation. The Gamecocks finished the season with 
an average of 1.50 years of Division I experience, 
which ranked 269th nationally. This year, Carolina 
ranks 25th in the country in the same category 
with an average of 2.82 years of Division I experi-
ence on the roster. That number is third in the SEC 
behind only Missouri (2.90 years) and Ole Miss 
(2.83 years). 

> The Gamecocks are one of three teams in the SEC 
to rank in the top-70 in Adj. Efficiency on offense 
and defense: Auburn and Tennessee are the other 
three schools in the top-70 in both categories.

> Thru 27 games, Carolina's 2-point FG percentage 
defense (45.9%) is 31st nationally. Last season the 
team ranked 320th (53.7 percent). 

> The team's offensive rebound percentage of 33.7 
is 46th in the country (sixth in the SEC behind Flor-
ida, Texas A&M, Miss. State, Alabama, and Auburn). 

> The Gamecocks' 47.2 effective FG percentage 
on defense  is  42nd in the country compared to 
52.6% last year, which ranked 290th, a 248-spot 
jump up the rankings. 

> Carolina is No. 62 in adjusted efficiency rating on 
offense (114.1) compared to a No. 205 ranking last 
year (103.5). 

> Overall, Carolina's KenPom ranking of 48th is a 
173-spot jump from the team's final ranking of 
221st last season. It's the biggest single-season 
rankings jump in the SEC by a wide margin. Georgia 
is second with an 71-spot jump from 154th to 83rd.

> Ta'Lon Cooper's offensive rating of 128.4 (15.2% 
usage) is 48th in the country amongst all players. 

> B.J. Mack's offensive rating of 110.3 (28.3% us-
age) amongst players with high usage ratings (at 

least 28% of possessions used) is 30th nationally 
and fourth in the SEC behind Johni Broome (Au-
burn), Dalton Knecht (Tennessee) and Rob Dilling-
ham (Kentucky). 

 > Big man Josh Gray was third in offensive re-
bound percentage and 25th in defensive rebound 
percentage last season. He joined Erik Stevenson 
(21-22), Chris Silva (17-18, 18-19), Brenton Wil-
liams (13-14) and Devon Downey (09-10) as the 
only Gamecocks since 2009 to finish the season 
ranked within the top-five of one or more of the 
18 KenPom indvidual player rankings.

ORDER ON THE COURT
> The Honorable L. Casey Manning enters his 31st 
season as an analyst for men’s basketball games 
on the Gamecock Radio Network. He joined 
the broadcast team for the 1993-94 season and 
worked alongside legendary South Carolina play-
by-play man Bob Fulton. Manning has worked 
alongside current play-by-play man Derek Scott 
since 2016-17. The Gamecocks advanced to the 
school’s first ever Final Four their first year working 
together. Manning, a Dillon, S.C. native, played for 
the Gamecocks from 1970-73 and made history 
as the first African-American scholarship player 
in program history. He graduated from the South 
Carolina School of Law in 1977 and has served as 
Circuit Court Judge for the Fifth Judicial Court since 
1994. Manning retired on Dec. 31, 2022. 

> On Dec. 8, 2022, at a retirement function at the 
USC Alumni Center, Manning received the Order 
of the Plametto from Gov. Henry McMaster, the 
highest civilian honor granted in the state of South 
Carolina. 

> Two streets were also named after him, one in 
downtwon Columbia near the courthouse he 
worked in and the other in his hometown of Dil-
lon, S.C. 

> On May 7, 2022, Manning received an honorary 
doctor of laws degree from the Board of Trustees 
at commencement. It is the highest degree you 
can receive from the university. 

> He joins Dave Kellum (34th season as Ole Miss 
pxp) as the only members of the 30-year club on 
radio broadcast in the SEC.

430 - The Gamecocks four transfers (Clark, 
Cooper, Mack and Stute) entered this sea-
son having played a combined 430 games at 
the Division I level with 299 starts across the 
quartet of players.

1997 - The Gamecocks picked up the pro-
gram's first top-five road win since 1997 on 
Jan. 30 with a 63-59 victory over No. 5/5 Ten-
nessee. The previous top-five road win was 
a 72-66 win at No. 3 Kentucky on March 2, 
1997.

59 - The 59 points by Tennessee on its home 
floor was a season-low for the Vols. It was 
also the first home loss of the season for UT, 
snapping a 13-game home winning streak. 

4 - Carolina is one of just 4 teams in the coun-
try with a top-five true road win this season 
(Arizona, Clemson and James Madison).

16 - The Gamecocks are one of just 16 teams 
in the nation with multiple top-10 wins this 
season. Kentucky (2), Miss. State (2) and Tex-
as A&M (2) are also on the list from the SEC.

40 - Entering this week's games, South Car-
olina is the only team in the conference to 
have four players with 40 or more made 3s 
this season. Meechie Johnson (47), Ta'Lon 
Cooper (41), Myles Stute (40) and B.J. Mack

717 - Ta'Lon Cooper is 4th on the NCAA ac-
tive assists leaders list with 717 career help-
ers. He is one of just four players in NCAA Di-
vison I with 700 or more career assists.  

8th - Cooper is 8th in the country with a 
3.45-to-1 assist to turnover rate (thru games 
played Feb. 21). He has three games with 
seven assists and zero turnovers in wins 
over Virginia Tech (Nov. 10), VMI (Nov. 13) 
and Vanderbilt (Feb. 10). Cooper had a sea-

12 - Paris was an assistant for 17 seasons pri-
or to becoming a head coach in 2017-18. He 
was a part of 12 NCAA Tournament appear-
ances (Division I and II) as an assistant, includ-
ing a pair of Final Fours at Wisconsin in 2014 
and 2015. 

17 - In 22 seasons as a head or assistant coach 
in college, Paris has been a part of 17 teams 
that have won 20-or-more games in a sea-
son.  

Collin-Murray Boyles was named SEC Freshman of the Week on 
Feb. 12 after scoring a career-high 31 points in a recent win over 
Vanderbilt. Over his last six games, CMB is averaging 17.8 ppg and 
shooting the ball at a 68.7 percent clip (46-of-67 FGs). 

After losing 21 games last season, the Gamecocks have 22 wins 
now. South Carolina and Missouri (last season) are the only teams 
in the SEC the last 25 seasons to lose 21 or more games then win 
21 or more games the following season.

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division I Tourna-
ments and 17 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant 
coach, was named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach 
by Director of Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

Paris, 47, is the first African-American head coach in the history of the 
Gamecock men’s basketball program.

In his first season (2022-23), South Carolina had an overhauled ros-
ter with eight new players, including just 14.9 percent of the team’s 
scoring and 18.4 percent of the minutes played returning from the 
season prior. The Gamecocks defeated Clemson at home, 60-58, for 
the first time since Dec. 19, 2014. Chico Carter Jr. hit the game-winning 
bucket with 0.9 seconds remaining. Paris became the first Gamecock 
head coach since Dave Odom in 2001 to defeat the in-state Tigers in 
his first season. The conference slate was highlighted by road wins 
at Kentucky, at Ole Miss and at LSU. The Gamecocks wire-to-wire vic-
tory at Rupp Arena on Jan. 10 was the team’s first there since 2009 
and just the program’s third all-time win in Lexington since joining 
the SEC (1992). Ohio State transfer Meechie Johnson made six 3s and 
scored a career-high 26 points to lead the Gamecocks. Paris joined 
Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin Horn (2009) as the only Gamecock 
head coaches all-time to win in the historic building. Carolina nearly 
knocked off SEC Champion and No. 2/2 Alabama at home but fell in 
overtime, 78-76, thanks to a late bucket from SEC Player of the Year 
Brandon Miller.

Several players had their most productive seasons to date under Paris 
and his staff in year one in Columbia. Sophomore Jacobi Wright av-
eraged 7.3 points, 2.1 rebounds and 1.8 assists per game. He had a 
career-best six games in double figures in SEC play. Josh Gray led the 
team in rebounding, averaging 6.3 per game and 7.9 rebounds per 
contest in league action. He had a career-best eight games with 10 or 
more rebounds, seven of which came in SEC action. Gray also had the 
best game of his career with 20 points and 14 rebounds vs. Arkansas. 
Johnson averaged 12.7 points (second on team) and 3.6 assists per 
contest (eighth in the SEC). He led the team with 70 makes from be-
hind the arc and was one of just eight players in the SEC to make 70 
or more 3s.

The staff made early in-roads recruiting over the summer in 2022 
with local product Gregory “GG” Jackson II reclassifying and enroll-
ing early. The consensus top player in the 2023 class, Jackson was 
the highest rated signee in program history (recruit rankings started 
in early 2000s) and joined PJ Dozier (2015-17) as the only five-star 
Gamecock freshmen. Jackson would go on to earn All-SEC Freshman 
honors while leading the team in scoring at 15.4 points per game. 
He had 11 20-point games, the most by a Carolina freshman since

joining the SEC in 1991-92. Jackson would go on to be 
selected 45th overall by the Memphis Grizzles in the 
2023 NBA Draft. He became the first NBA Draft pick for 
the program since All-American Sindarius Thornwell in 
2017.

Paris came to Carolina after five seasons as the head 
coach at University of Tennessee at Chattanooga, 
coaching the Mocs to an 87-72 overall record (.547), 
including a 65-29 mark his last three seasons.

In his final year, he led the Mocs to their first Southern 
Conference title and NCAA berth since 2016. Chatta-
nooga finished the season with a 27-8 mark. He was 
one of 20 finalists for the Hugh Durham Award, given 
by CollegeInsider.com to the top Division I mid-major 
coach in college basketball. The Mocs’ NCAA NET rank-
ing improved in each of his seasons at Chattanooga, 
finishing with a 63 ranking this season.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior 
to becomming head coach at Chattanooga, teams as-
sociated with Paris were 497-217 (.696) with five con-
ference titles and 12 NCAA Tournament appearances 
(Division I and II), reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wiscon-
sin from 2010-17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard. 
The Badgers went to the NCAA Tournament every year 
with four Sweet 16 appearances and back-to-back 
trips to the Final Four in 2014 and 2015. Wisconsin 
played for the National Championship in 2015 after 
going 36-4 and winning both the Big Ten regular sea-
son and tournament titles. The Badgers took down No. 
1 overall seed Kentucky in the National Semifinal, end-
ing the Wildcats’ previously undefeated season.

If it's 95 
degrees with 100 percent humidity 
in the heart of July in famously hot 
Columbia, the chances of seeing 
Paris in a 1/4 zip are in the 99th 
percentile. 

The Q-zip, as its affectionally 
become known by South Carolina 
fans far and wide, is a popular 
choice for fall and winter weather.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Ta’Lon Cooper scored 20 points 
and Jacobi Wright had 14 with four 3-pointers as South 
Carolina pulled away in the second half and beat No. 6 
Kentucky 79-62 on Tuesday night.

It’s the third straight loss at South Carolina for the Wild-
cats (14-4, 4-2) and fourth in their last seven meetings in 
the series.

It sure didn’t look like the Wildcats would struggle in this 
one. Kentucky hit five straight shots on the way to a 21-
16 lead midway through the opening period.

But South Carolina and its SEC-leading defense kicked in 
after that to close the period on a 17-4 run.

The Wildcats missed nine of their final 10 shots of the 
period and were held to their lowest scoring half of the 
season.

Antonio Reeves, Kentucky’s leading scorer at 19.6 points 
a game, shook off a 1-for-7 shooting first half with seven 
points early after halftime and the Wildcats were within 
40-38 with 15:04 to play.

But the Gamecocks took off again on a 22-6 run to open 
an 18-point lead with less than eight minutes left.

Kentucky could not get within single digits the rest of the 
way.

The sold-out crowd — Colonial Life Arena seats 18,000 — 
was encouraged to wear black. The fans, including foot-
ball coach Shane Beamer, yelled and screamed as time 
ticked down on the victory.

AUBURN, Ala. (AP) — Jaylin Williams scored 23 points 
and Johni Broome added 21 to lead No. 13 Auburn to 
a 101-61 blowout of 11th-ranked South Carolina on 
Wednesday night, the Tigers’ most lopsided win over 
a ranked team.

Tre Donaldson had 11 points and Chad Baker-Mazara 
added 10 for the Tigers, who blitzed the SEC’s lead-
ing defense. The Gamecocks came in allowing just 64 
points per game and hadn’t permitted more than 77.

Meechie Johnson had 22 points for the Gamecocks 
but was called for a technical foul after shoving Bak-
er-Mazara late.

Collin Murray-Boyles added 19 points and seven re-
bounds for South Carolina. The freshman was coming 
off a 31-point performance against Vanderbilt when he 
made 14 of 17 shots. B.J. Mack scored 14.

The Tigers got off to a blazing start, building a 50-28 
halftime lead capped by Baker-Mazara’s 3-pointer 
with two seconds left. Williams made three straight 3s 
during one sequence after Auburn took control with an 
18-3 run.

South Carolina did manage to cut it to 16 early in the 
second half but Broome scored Auburn’s next eight 
points, including a pair of 3s. The margin just kept 
growing wider from there.
