	 A  6-foot-1 center/forward, Sheila Foster 
rewrote the South Carolina women’s record 
book during her tremendous career, holding 
onto many of those records until the 21st 
century. One of the most dominant post 
players in college basketball the minute 
she stepped onto the court, Foster was the 
program’s all-time leading scorer until 2018 
and held school records for career rebounds 
and career double-doubles until 2023.
	 The Spartanburg, S.C., native helped South 
Carolina to the 1979 NWIT Championship 
as a freshman, the AIAW Final Four as a 
sophomore, and, as a senior, led the Gamecocks to a berth in the first ever 
NCAA Women’s Basketball Tournament.
	 Foster was the program’s first multi-year All-American and the first Gamecock 
woman of any sport to have her jersey retired (No. 53 in 1982). In 1993, she 
was the first female athlete to be inducted into the then 41-member South 
Carolina Association of Lettermen Hall of Fame. 

Martha Parker (1986-89)
Class of 1995
	 A 5-foot-9 forward/guard, Martha Parker 
took home countless awards and posted 
impressive statistics while leading the 
Gamecocks to three Metro Conference 
Championships and three NCAA Tournament 
berths. The three-time All-American and two-
time Metro Conference Player of the Year 
finished her career as the program’s third-
leading scorer and ranked second in both 
career assists and steals. Parker recorded just 
the second triple-double in program history 
and still holds the program record for career 
minutes played and minutes per game.

	 In addition to her on-court accomplishments, for which her No. 13 jersey 
was retired in 1989, Parker was a member of the GTE Academic All-America 
Team in her senior year and was honored with the Baden Post-Graduate 
Scholarship in 1989. The SEC honored Dr. Martha Parker-Hester as 1999-2000 
SEC Entrepreneur of the Year. 

Katrina Anderson (1978-79)
Class of 2003
	 A 6-foot-1 center, Katrina Anderson played 
only two years at South Carolina, but went 
down in history as the Gamecocks’ first 
women’s basketball All-American when she 
received the honor in 1978-79. She continues 
to hold school records for career rebounding 
average (11.3) and single-season points (754, 
1977-78), rebounds (434, 1977-78), double-
doubles (25, 1977-78) and steals (126 in 
1978-79). Her career scoring average of 20.5 
is second in program history.
	 As a senior, Anderson led the Gamecocks 
to the NWIT Championship and a No. 15 final 
national ranking, the first in program history.

Shannon Johnson (1993-96)
Class of 2004
	 A 5-foot-7 guard from Hartsville, S.C., 
Shannon Johnson is the only player in 
program history to average more than 20 
points in three consecutive seasons – in fact, 
she averaged over 23.0 points in each of her 
final three seasons in the Garnet and Black.
	 Johnson set the bar early in the Gamecocks’ 
SEC tenure, earning First-Team All-SEC honors 
three times. She went onto capture All-
America status as a senior in 1995-96 and was 
a finalist for the Naismith and Wade Trophies, 
which recognize the national player of the 
year, that season as well.
	 The first Gamecock to play in the WNBA, Johnson enjoyed a 10-year career 
in the league, during which she earned All-Star honors four times (1999, 2000, 
2002, 2003). She was part of the U.S.’s gold-medal winning team at the 2004 
Olympic Games (Athens), and, later that year, hers became the third Gamecock 
women’s basketball jersey to be retired.

Brantley Southers (1982-86)
Class of 2021
	 A 6-foot forward, Brantley Southers was 
the program’s first conference player of the 
year, grabbing the Metro Conference honor 
in 1986, and its first Freshman All-American 
and All-District selection. The three-time All-
American  was on a pair of NCAA Tournament 
teams, including the 1985-86 team that 
claimed both the Metro Conference Regular-
Season and Tournament titles.
	 Scoring 1,982 points in her career, Southers 
is still fourth in program history in that 
category and holds the program record for 
free throw percentage in a season (.856 (83-

97) in 1985-86) and in a career (.802 (264-329)). Her triple-double against UNC 
Asheville on Feb. 24, 1986, was the first in program history.

Nancy Wilson 
(Head Coach 1985-97)
Class of 2021
	 The winningest head coach in program 
history prior to the arrival of current head 
coach Dawn Staley, Nancy Wilson’s 13 
seasons at the helm spanned all but one 
season of the Metro Conference era and 
launched the Gamecocks in the SEC. During 
the stretch, she led her teams to five Metro 
Conference regular-season titles, three 
Metro Tournament crowns and five NCAA 
Tournament appearances, including a spot 
in the 1990 Sweet 16. 
	 Under  Wi lson’s  leadership,  seven 
Gamecocks earned All-America standing at least once in their careers with 
one going on to have an all-star career in the WNBA. The 1985 and 1991 Metro 
Conference Coach of the Year served as both a head and assistant coach for 
several USA Basketball teams throughout her time on the Gamecock sideline 
as well.
