> > >  SOUTH CAROLINA NOTES
•	 Attendance at Williams-Brice Stadium was 79,361, it was a sellout.
•	 South Carolina’s captains for the game were Alex Huntley, Hunter Rogers, Raheim Sanders, LaNorris 

Sellers and Debo Williams
•	 Missouri leads the all-time series, 9-6.
•	 South Carolina is now 641-616-44 all-time.
•	 Shane Beamer is now 27-21 as a head coach at South Carolina.
•	 Missouri won the coin toss and received the opening kickoff.
•	 Tree Babalade earned his first start of the season.
•	 South Carolina out-scored Missouri in the first quarter, the seventh time they’ve done so this season.
•	 The Gamecocks brought the Mayor’s Cup back to Carolina.
•	 The five SEC wins are the most since 2017.
•	 	 The four straight SEC wins are the most since 2012.
•	 Carolina won their third straight game over an A.P. Top-25 opponent for the first time in program 

history.
•	 	 They’re played three straight A.P. Top-25 teams eight times previously. 

> > >  SOUTH CAROLINA OFFENSE NOTES
•	 Nyck Harbor caught a touchdown pass from LaNorris Sellers on the opening drive, his second TD 

catch of the season.
•	 	 It’s the fifth time this season Carolina scored on its opening drive.
•	 	 Harbor finished with a career-high 69 yards on a pair of catches.
•	 	 His 43-yard catch in the second quarter is a season-long.
•	 	 Harbor led Carolina with 89 all-purpose yards on the night.
•	 Sellers finished the night completing 21-of-30 for 353 yards and five touchdowns. 
•	 	 The five touchdowns doubled his previous career-high. 
•	 	 The 353 passing yards were 109 more than his previous career-high.
•	 	 He’s the first Carolina player to throw for 300 yard since Spencer Rattler against Vanderbilt last year.
•	 	 He’s the first player since Rattler against North Carolina (9/2/23) to attempt 30 passes in a game.
•	 	 He’s the first player since Jake Bentley against Clemson (11/24/18) to throw five TD’s in a game.
•	  Joshua Simon caught a touchdown pass in the second quarter, his sixth of the season.
•	 	 He now has a touchdown catch in four straight games. 
•	 	 He finished with four catches and 76 yards.
•	 Jared Brown caught his first touchdown as a Gamecock in the second quarter.
•	 Dalevon Campbell caught a 47-yard pass in the fourth quarter, his longest reception of the season.
•	 	 He finished with two catches for a season-high 86 yards.
•	 Michael Smith caught his first career touchdown in the fourth quarter, a 5-yard catch.
•	 Mazeo Bennett Jr. tied a career-high with five catches on the night for 23 yards.
•	 Brady Hunt made his second catch of the season in the fourth quarter. 
•	 	 The 11-yard catch tied a season long. 
•	 Raheim Sanders caught the go-ahead touchdown with 22 seconds left for his second receiving 

touchdown of the season.
•	 	 He’s now caught touchdowns in back-to-back games for the first time in his career.
•	 The touchdown with 22 seconds left is the latest go-ahead (non-overtime) touchdown since Jan. 1, 

2013 against Michigan; 32-yard pass from Dylan Thompson to Bruce Ellington with 11 seconds left.
•	 	 It’s the latest go-ahead play since Parker White’s field goal against East Carolina (9/11/21) with no 

time left.
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> > >  SOUTH CAROLINA DEFENSE NOTES
•	 T.J. Sanders recorded a sack in the second quarter, he now has 4.0 on the season and 9.5 in his career.
•	 Judge Collier broke up both passes for the defense.
•	 Kyle Kennard earned a sack in the fourth quarter and now has 10.5 on the season.
•	 	 The 10.5 sacks are the second-most in a single-season by a Carolina player.
•	 Jalon Kilgore had an interception in the fourth quarter. 
•	 	 It’s his fourth of the season and sixth of his career.
•	 Nick Emmanwori led Carolina with 11 tackles, tying  a season-high.

> > >  SOUTH CAROLINA SPECIAL TEAMS NOTES
•	 Missouri’s missed field goal in the second quarter is the first miss by an opponent this season.
•	 Kai Kroger punted a season-low one time. 
•	 	 That’s the fewest since also punting one time against Tennessee on Nov. 19, 2022.
•	 Harbor was credited with 20 kick return yards when he took a lateral in the fourth quarter, his first 

kick return yards of his career.
