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STORYLINES
NEXT UP
• After earning bowl eligiblity for the first time since 2018, Vanderbilt returns to Nashville to host RV/RV South Carolina as the No. 24 
team in the AP Top 25 poll.
• The Commodores will look to break yet another streak Saturday as they go for their first win over South Carolina since 2008. Vandy 
is 4-29 all-time vs. the Gamecocks. Already this season the Dores beat Alabama first the first time since 1984 and Auburn for the first 
time since 2012.
• Vanderbilt is off to its best start since 1982 when the Dores also won six of their first nine games. Vandy will be looking to win its 
fourth SEC game for the first time since 2013.
• Saturday’s game will be Vandy’s second as a ranked team this season. The Commodores were No. 25 going into the showdown with 
Texas on Oct. 26. Prior to that game Vandy’s last time playing a regular season game while ranked in the AP Poll was in 2008.

LAST TIME OUT
• Vanderbilt defeated Auburn 17-7 to collect its first win at Jordan-Hare Stadium in the 10th visit all-time.
• Vanderbilt scored first and has now opened the scoring in seven of nine games this season, winning five of those contests.
• With their sixth win, the Commodores became bowl eligible for the first time since 2018.
• The Commodores have defeated both Alabama and Auburn this season for the first time since 1955.
• The Dores held the Tigers to seven points, fewest versus a Power 4 opponent since Kansas State in 2017 and fewest against an SEC 
opponent since Missouri in 2015.
• Jesse Mirco finished the game with eight punts for 423 yards. His average of 52.9 yards per punt was second-best by a Vandy punter 
(min. 5 att.) in a single game. Mirco was named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week.
• Diego Pavia became the 13th starting quarterback since 2004 to defeat both Alabama and Auburn in the same season.

DOMINANT DIEGO 
• Diego Pavia has been one of the most electric signal callers in college football this season. He ranks 26th among FBS quarterbacks in 
passing efficiency (151.9), third-best in the SEC.
• His 15 passing touchdowns is fourth in the SEC, 35th in FBS. Pavia is responsible for 118 points this fall, fourth-most in the SEC and 
36th in FBS.
• Pavia ranks eighth in the SEC with 563 rushing yards, most among quarterbacks.
• His performance in the win over top-ranked Alabama on Oct. 5 landed him SEC Offensive Player of the Week. He was also named the 
Davey O’Brien National Quarterback of the Week and the Maxwell Award Player of the Week.
• In the opening win vs. Virginia Tech, Pavia completed 75 percent of his passes with a passing efficiency of 216.0. 
• He was credited with eight missed tackles forced by PFF in Week 1, tied for the lead in FBS among non-running backs with Taylen 
Green (Arkansas) and Matthew Sluka (UNLV).
• Pavia’s 104 net rushing yards against the Hokies were the second most among non-running backs during Week 1, trailing only new 
New Mexico’s Devon Dampier who ran for 130 yards at Arizona.
• Diego Pavia piloted a deadly efficient offense in 2023 while leading New Mexico State to 10 wins. Pavia ranked among the top-35 
in FBS in passing touchdowns, points, passing yards per attempt and passing efficiency last season. In addition, Pavia ranked fifth 
among FBS quarterbacks in Pro Football Focus’ Elusive Rating.

BROCKET LAUNCHER
• Brock Taylor made his 16th field goal at Auburn, a 31-yarder, to move into a tie for second-most field goals in a season by a 
Commodore. His 16 field goals leads the SEC and is sixth in FBS. His 77 total points scored is fourth-most in the SEC and 22nd in FBS.
• Taylor is 9-for-9 in the last five games.
• He connected on a program-record 57-yard field goal at Missouri on Sept. 21. Taylor has five makes of 50 or more yards this season, 
making him the first player on record to accomplish the feat at Vanderbilt. 
• Taylor has been named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week twice this season.
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GAME NOTES
RELIABLE
• Eli Stowers leads the SEC, is third among Power 4 and sixth among all FBS tight ends with 516 receiving 
yards.
• Stowers caught six passes for 113 yards in Vanderbilt’s victory over No. 1/2 Alabama, leading the team in 
both receptions and receiving yards.
• Stowers became the first Vandy tight end since at least 1996 to have multiple games with 100-plus 
receiving yards in a season. He has three such games this season after totaling 110 receiving yards vs. 
Georgia State and 130 vs. Ball State in addition to the Alabama game.
• Stowers became just the sixth tight end since 1996 to register 100-plus receiving yards in a game vs.

SEDRICK THE ENTERTAINER 
• Sophomore running back Sedrick Alexander tallied a career-high 21 carries in the win over top-ranked 
Alabama on Oct. 5, matching his career-best with two rushing touchdowns, and was included on the Earl 
Campbell Tyler Rose Award Honorable Mention List for the week.
• Alexander found the end zone in each of the first three games this season. The sophomore also scored in 
three games last season. 
• Alexander is coming off a strong true freshman campaign last fall. The Texan played in all 12 games 
logging 504 all-purpose yards, 371 rushing yards and four rushing touchdowns.
• He led SEC freshmen in rushing yards and touchdowns and was named to the league’s All-Freshman team.
• Alexander has been named to the Earl Campbell Tyler Rose Award Watch List entering 2024.

NEW HIGHTS
• Sophomore cornerback Martel Hight leads the SEC and ranks third in FBS with an 18.9 punt return 
average.
• In the win over Alcorn State this season, Hight became the first Dore with 100-plus punt return yards 
since Jonathan Krause on Nov. 24, 2012 at Wake Forest (110 yards). Hight’s punt return for a touchdown 
was the first since Krause’s at Wake Forest in 2012.
• He is now the first Commodore to have 100-plus punt return yards in a season since the 2019 campaign, 
reaching the mark in just two games. 
• Hight emerged as a key cog in the Commodore defense last season, playing in 11 games with 38 tackles, 
two break-ups and an interception return for a touchdown.
• When Hight registered a 37-yard interception return for a touchdown against UNLV last season, he 
became the first Vanderbilt freshman in school history to return an interception for a touchdown and the 
first Dore of any age to do so since 2019.

JUNIOR AS A FRESHMAN
• Fellow sophomore Junior Sherrill has continued to build on his contributions from his freshman 
campaign last season. Sherill finished with 20 receptions for 293 yards and two touchdowns while playing 
in all 12 contests.
• The Nashvillian has made at least one catch in 20 straight games.
• He had a personal-best five catches for 62 yards and a receiving touchdown vs. No. 5/6 Texas on Oct. 26.
• Sherrill was rated the No. 8 freshman wide receiver in the nation by Pro Football Focus.

BEAR-LEA  SCRATCHING THE SURFACE
• Head coach Clark Lea has been named to the Paul “Bear” Bryant Coach of the Year watch list after 
Vanderbilt’s historical first half of the season. 
• Lea is one of 27 head coaches named to the list, including six other coaches from the Southeastern 
Conference.
• Many of the positive developments this season have come after Lea retooled the coaching staff following 
the 2023 season. In addition to taking over defensive coordinator duties, Lea hired a new offensive 
coordinator (Tim Beck), director of sports performance (Robert Stiner) and chief consultant (Jerry Kill).
• With 11 new hires on the football coaching staff and over 50 new student-athletes on the roster, Lea’s 
Commodores have made history midway through the 2024 season.
• With victories in six of its first nine games, Vanderbilt is off to its best start since 1982 and is bowl eligible 
for the first time since 2018. 

THE BECKONING
• Vanderbilt’s offense has been transformed under new offensive coordinator Tim Beck’s watch. 
• Vandy’s ESPN FPI offensive efficiency (70.8) ranks 21st in FBS. The Dores finished the 2023 campaign 
ranked 120th and were 76th in 2022.
• Among FBS programs this season, the Commodore offense ranks third in red zone offense, 23rd in 
third down conversions, 29th in passing yards per completion, 52nd in scoring offense, 13th in time of 
possession and 25th in team passing efficiency.

SCORING MARGIN THROUGH OCTOBER
• The Commodores outscored opponents 256-182 entering November, good for a margin of 74 points. 
• It is the largest scoring margin by a Vanderbilt team entering November since 1955 when the Dores held a 
plus-86 edge at the end of October. 
• The 256 points scored entering November are the second-most in that time frame, trailing only the 2013 
team which had 257 through October.
• Under head coach Art Guepe, the 1955 Dores were 4-2 entering November, outscoring opponents 126-40, 
including shutouts of Middle Tennessee and Chattanooga. 
• The ’55 Dores finished 8-3 and reached the first bowl game in school history. Vandy defeated No. 8 
Auburn, 25-13, in the Gator Bowl.

WEEKLY AWARDS
• Vanderbilt has collected seven conference weekly awards this fall, most in a season since 2008.
• Four Commodores earned weekly honors from the SEC after the team’s 40-35 win over top-ranked 
Alabama on Oct. 5.
• Diego Pavia (Offensive), Brock Taylor (Special Teams), Gunnar Hansen (Offensive Line) and Miles Capers 
(Defensive Line) each earned recognition after the win.
• It marked the first time in school history Vanderbilt has collected more than two weekly awards in the 
same week.
• The last Commodore to win defensive lineman of the week was Dayo Obeyingbo on Nov. 17, 2018, while 
Bruno Reagan (11.25.17) was the last Vandy offensive lineman to take home the weekly award. Taylor 
became the first special teams player of the week for Vandy since long snapper Wesley Schelling on Nov. 
28, 2022.
• Full list of awards is located on pages 9-10.

GAME 7 VS. BALL STATE
• The Commodores defeated Ball State 24-14 on Oct. 19 to improve to 5-2 on the season, 4-0 at home. It 
was the first time since the 1987-88 campaigns that the Commodores won four straight home games.
• The last time the Dores started a season 4-0 at home was in 1982 when Vandy won all six home contests.
• For the fourth time this season, Vandy’s defense held its opponent to less than 100 rushing yards. That 
is the most times Vanderbilt has accomplished the feat since holding five opponents below 100 rushing 
yards in 2015.
• Vandy’s offense totaled a season-high 420 yards.
• Eli Stowers had eight catches for 130 yards, his third 100-yard receiving game this fall for the tight end 
and the most by a Commodore in a season since Jordan Matthews posted 100-plus receiving yards on 
eight occasions in 2013.
• Brock Taylor finished a perfect 3-of-3 on field goal attempts.

BACK-TO-BACK
• Vanderbilt did not trail in either of its back-to-back victories over No. 1 Alabama and at Kentucky. It was 
the first time since at least 1960 that the Commodores led for the entirety of consecutive SEC contests.
• Vandy’s offense did not have a single three-and-out drive in either win, marking the only time since at 
least 2002 that Vanderbilt has gone two consecutive SEC contests without a three-and-out.
• According to ESPN Research, Diego Pavia became the first SEC quarterback to record an 80 percent 
completion rate, at least two touchdown passes and 50 yards rushing in back-to-back wins.
• Vanderbilt has won back-to-back games at Kentucky for the first time since 1992 and 1994.  

ROLL DORES ROLL 
• Vandy’s historic 40-35 win over top-ranked Alabama on Oct. 5 was the program’s first victory over a No. 
1-ranked team and the first top-five win in program history.
• The Commodores were 0-60 against AP top-five opponents entering the contest with No. 1/2-ranked 
Alabama and it was Vandy’s first win over the Crimson Tide since the 1984 season.
• Vanderbilt held Alabama to 35 points, the fewest points scored by the Crimson Tide this season entering 
the contest.
• The Commodores converted 12-of-18 third-down opportunities leading to 42:08 of possession.
• Vandy’s offense registered 26 first downs in the win, the most in a game this season.
• Vandy took the opening drive down the field for a touchdown, the first touchdown allowed by the 
Alabama defense in the first quarter this season.
• The Commodore defense picked up its second pick six of the season when Randon Fontenette grabbed 
a pass tipped by De’Rickey Wright and took it to the end zone. Alabama had not allowed a pick six since 
2022.
• Diego Pavia finished the game 16-for-20 with 252 passing yards and two touchdowns. His 80 percent 
completion rate was the highest mark by an opposing quarterback against the Crimson Tide since 2010, 
when Stephen Garcia finished with an 85 percent mark for South Carolina, per ESPN Research.
• Pavia found Junior Sherrill for a 36-yard touchdown on a 4th-and-1 play that increased Vandy’s lead back 
to two scores in the third quarter. 
• Pavia became the 10th quarterback since 2010 to defeat both Auburn and Alabama in his career, joining 
Jayden Daniels, Stetson Bennett, Zach Calzada, Joe Burrow, Deshaun Watson, Trevor Knight, Chad Kelly, 
Bo Wallace and Johnny Manziel. Pavia, Bennett, Watson and Matthew Stafford are the only quarterbacks 
since 2004 to defeat both without playing in the SEC West.

SIGNAL CALLERS WITH SPEED
• Diego Pavia’s 563 rushing yards this year are already the fourth-most in a season by a Vanderbilt 
quarterback (since 1965) and second-most since 1996.
• At his current pace of 62.6 rushing yards per game, the best mark by a Commodore QB since at least 
1996, he would finish the regular season with a quarterback school-record 751 rushing yards.
• Chris Nickson owns the current single-season mark for a QB with 694 rushing yards in 2006.
• Nate Johnson is currently 13 yards away from 100 rushing yards on the season. It would be the 14th time 
Vanderbilt had two 100-yard rushers at the quarterback position in the same season since 1965 and the 
first time in over a decade. It last happened in 2013 with Patton Robinette (214 yards) and Austyn Carta-
Samuels (115 yards).
• Vanderbilt has had a quarterback reach 100 rushing yards in all four seasons under Clark Lea after not 
having a signal-caller reach 100 rushing yards in the previous five seasons.

ONE OF ONE
• In the course of nine days, Vanderbilt University collected a trio of historic achievements. In addition to 
the football team’s victory over No. 1 Alabama, a Vanderbilt professor was named a MacArthur Fellow and 
a Vanderbilt graduate won the Nobel Prize for Chemistry.
• Keivan Stassun, Stevenson Professor of Physics and Astronomy at Vanderbilt, was named a MacArthur 
Fellow on Oct. 5, receiving what is commonly referred to as a MacArthur “Genius” Grant. Stassun is a 
founding co-director of the Fisk-Vanderbilt Master’s-to-Ph.D. Bridge Program, the director of the Frist 
Center for Autism and Innovation and holds a joint appointment with Computer Science in the School of 
Engineering.
• On Oct. 6, the Commodore football team secured the first win over a No. 1 team in program history, 
defeating Alabama 40-35.
• Four days later, Vanderbilt captured its seventh Nobel Prize when John Jumper, a 2007 Vanderbilt 
graduate, won the Nobel Prize for Chemistry for his work with artificial intelligence models predicting the 
folded structure of proteins.
• Jumper joins six previous Nobel Laureates with ties to Vanderbilt or Vanderbilt University Medical Center. 
Previous winners include Al Gore (Peace), Muhammad Yunus (Peace), Stanley Cohen (Physiology or 
Medicine), Stanford Moore (Chemistry), Earl W. Sutherland Jr. (Physiology or Medicine) and Max Delbrück 
(Physiology or Medicine).

SPECIAL PLAYS, SPECIAL PLAYERS
• Vanderbilt is first in the SEC and fifth in FBS with 18.9 yards per punt return.
• Vanderbilt’s special teams efficiency of 71.9 ranks seventh among FBS programs according to ESPN’s FPI.
• Jesse Mirco is averaging 47.1 yards per punt on the season, second-best in the SEC and third in FBS. 
Mirco’s 69-yard punt vs. Alcorn State is tied for the 17th longest punt in FBS this season.
• Mirco was named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week (Nov. 4) after averaging 52.9 yards on a career-
high eight punts at Auburn.
• Brock Taylor drilled a program-record 57-yard field goal at Missouri on Sept. 21. Taylor has five makes of 
50 or more yards this season, making him the first player on record to accomplish the feat at Vanderbilt. 
• Taylor has been named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week twice this season. His 16 field goals are 
tied for second-most by a Commodore in a season.
• In the win over Alcorn State, Martel Hight became the first Dore with 100-plus punt return yards since 
Jonathan Krause on Nov. 24, 2012 at Wake Forest (110 yards). Hight’s punt return for a touchdown was the 
first since Krause’s in that contest. 
• Hight is now the first Commodore to have 100-plus punt return yards in a season since the 2019 
campaign, reaching the mark in just two games.

WIN OVER THE WILDCATS
• Vanderbilt won its second consecutive SEC battle with a 20-13 thriller on the road at Kentucky. Vandy’s 
20 points was the second most scored against the Kentucky defense this season at the time. The Wildcats 
had previously held Georgia to 13 points and Ole Miss to 17.
• Vandy’s 4-2 start was the best start since the 2008 season when Vanderbilt went 5-1 through its first six 
games.
• Vanderbilt has won back-to-back games at Kentucky for the first time since 1992 and 1994. 
• De’Rickey Wright grabbed his sixth career interception in the win. Vandy has a pick in 11 of the last 14 
games dating to last season. 
• Diego Pavia finished 15-of-18 with two touchdowns, marking his fourth consecutive game with multiple 
touchdowns through the air.
• Brock Taylor went 2-for-2 on field goal attempts including posting a 50-yarder to improve to 4-of-5 this 
year from 50-plus yards. 
• Taylor was named the SEC Special Teams Player of the Week for the second consecutive week. He is 
the second Vanderbilt player since the SEC instituted weekly awards in 1985 to win the same award in 
consecutive weeks. Quarterback Eric Jones was named Offensive Player of the Week on Oct. 31 and Nov. 
7, 1987.

WEEK 2 SHUTOUT
• Vanderbilt blanked Alcorn State 55-0 on Sept. 7 to move to 2-0 on the season. It was Clark Lea’s third 
career shutout as a defensive coordinator and first since his 2020 Notre Dame defense held South Florida 
scoreless.
• The 55 points scored were the most since a 63-10 win at Hawai’i to open the 2022 season.
• The defensive unit held Alcorn State to just 71 total yards. The last time Vandy held its opponent to under 
100 yards was against Chattanooga in 2003, with the Mocs generating just 93 yards. 
• Vanderbilt held the Braves to just 40 rushing yards after holding Virginia Tech to 75 rushing yards, 
marking the first time since 2017 that Vandy limited its opponent under 100 rushing yards in back-to-back 
games (at Middle Tennessee and against Alabama A&M).
• Vandy’s offense closed the first half with a field goal, giving the Commodores a score on all five 
possessions in the first half.
• The win was the largest margin of victory since Vandy defeated Presbyterian 58-0 on Sept. 17, 2012.

WEEK 1 THRILLER
• Diego Pavia accounted for three touchdowns and posted 294 total yards of offense to lead Vanderbilt to a 
34-27 win over Virginia Tech in overtime to open the 2024 season.
• The Commodores have won three consecutive season openers as Vanderbilt collected its first victory 
over a team receiving votes since Nov. 12, 2022, when the Dores knocked off RV/24 Kentucky at Kroger 
Field.
• Vandy scored on its first three offensive possessions to take a 17-0 lead. It marked the first time since 
2017 that the Dores scored on their first three possessions to open a campaign.
• The win was Vandy’s first overtime contest under head coach Clark Lea.

TWO-AND-O 
• For the first time since World War II, Vanderbilt won its first two games in three consecutive seasons. The 
last such streak of 2-0 starts came from 1941-43.
• The 1941 team opened with five straight victories before finishing 8-2. In 1942, the Commodores won 
three straight to begin the year and finished 6-4. The 1943 team played just five games due to World War II 
and won all five games.
• From 1956-58, the Commodores were not defeated over their first two games each year. The 1956 team 
opened 3-0, in 1957 the Dores started with a tie followed by a win and another tie, then in 1958, Vandy 
again began 3-0.
• Clark Lea is the first Vanderbilt head coach to win the first two games three consecutive seasons since 
Ray Morrison did it four consecutive seasons from 1935-38.
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ADVANCED METRICS FROM THE WEEK 1 WIN
• According to Sports Info Solutions, Vanderbilt’s defense limited Virginia Tech’s running backs to -0.5 
yards before contact per carry.
• Diego Pavia forced eight broken or missed tackles and was 6-for-10 on throws 10-plus yards down field.
• Vandy generated a 33 percent pressure rate on Hokie quarterbacks.
• The Commodores’ passing game received a 91.3 grade from Pro Football Focus, good for fifth among the 
134 FBS teams in Week 1 and the best mark Vandy has recorded against FBS competition in PFF’s data 
(since 2013). The only higher mark was 94.5 against Alabama A&M on Sept. 9, 2017. 
• With 34:32 time of possession in the win, Vanderbilt was 16th among FBS teams. 

ACCOLADES FROM WEEK 1
• Vanderbilt was named the Cheez-It National Team of the Week by the Football Writers Association of 
America and Florida Citrus Sports for its season-opening win over Virginia Tech. It marked the fourth time 
the Dores took home Team of the Week honors and first since Nov. 9, 2013.
• Vandy tallied its first SEC Player of the Week award of the 2024 season as Diego Pavia was named 
Offensive Player of the Week the following Monday. Pavia was Vanderbilt’s first SEC Offensive Player of the 
Week since Mike Wright on Nov. 14, 2022.
• Pavia was also named to the Davey O’Brien Award Great 8 for the week, as well as one of the Manning 
Award Stars of the Week.
• The Tennessee Sports Writers Association went double Dores, as Pavia was named the offensive player of 
the week and Bryan Longwell took home defensive player of the week.

NEW LOOK: THE STAFF 
• Clark Lea, a 2004 Vanderbilt graduate, enters his fourth season at the helm of the Commodores with 
new faces joining the staff. Lea takes over defensive coordinator responsibilities, while Tim Beck is the 
team’s new offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach. Other new staff members include Jerry Kill 
(chief consultant to the head coach/senior offensive advisor), Jeff LePak (special teams coordinator and 
tight ends), Ghalli Muhammad-Lankford (run game coordinator and running backs), Melvin Rice (safeties), 
Jamaal Richardson (cornerbacks), Chris Klenakis (offensive line), Steve Gregory (senior consultant/
associate defensive coordinator) and Seth Payne (senior defensive analyst/pass rush specialist). Outside 
the lines, Lea welcomed new director of football sports performance Robert Stiner to oversee strength and 
conditioning efforts, as well as assistant football sports performance director Ian Bures.

NEW LOOK, PART II: THE ROSTER 
• Vanderbilt’s roster features 51 new student-athletes who were not part of the team in 2023. There are just 
12 players remaining who did not originally commit to fourth-year head coach Clark Lea and staff. 
• The 2024 recruiting class included four four-star commits and gave Lea’s three signing classes the highest 
three-year average recruiting ranking for Vandy in over a decade. 
• Incoming transfers include 2023 Conference USA Offensive Player of the Year Diego Pavia at quarterback, 
as well as 47 career starts on the offensive line (Steven Losoya, Chase Mitchell, Steven Hubbard) and 32 
career starts on the defensive line (Zaylin Wood, Khordae Sydnor).

NEW LOOK, PART III: THE LEAGUE 
• The Southeastern Conference enters its 16-team era this fall with the additions of Oklahoma and Texas. 
With the new teams, the SEC has eliminated the east and west divisions which had been in place since 
1992. As a result, Vanderbilt will host Alabama for just the second time since 2007, visit LSU for the first 
time since 2009 and travel to Auburn for the first time since 2016. Tennessee (118 previous meetings), 
Kentucky (96 previous meetings) and Missouri (have met annually since Tigers joined the SEC in 2012) 
appear on the schedule. 
• On the flip side, Vanderbilt will not face Georgia for the first time sine 1967, Ole Miss for the first time 
since 1969 and Florida for the first time since 1991. All 14 returning members of the SEC face either Texas 
or Oklahoma this season, with the Dores slated to play Texas on Oct. 26 at FirstBank Stadium. Vandy leads 
the all-time series with the Longhorns, 8-3-1, but the sides have not met since 1928. In 2025, the SEC 
opponents will remain the same eight teams, flipping the home and road match-ups.

NEW LOOK, PART IV: THE STADIUM 
• Progress continues to march forward with the Vandy United project as FirstBank Stadium evolves in 
2024. This fall will see the debut of new premium seating in the north end zone, a building which will 
primarily be the operations home of Vanderbilt’s men’s and women’s basketball teams. Atop the building 
sits a new video board and sound system for the seating bowl. 
• In addition, most of the structural work is done in the south end zone for spaces which include new 
premium seating (opening 2025), new football game day locker room and a new dining facility for all 
Commodore student-athletes. The south end zone will also feature a secondary video board for the 
seating bowl.

NOT ALL NEW 
• While Vanderbilt features plenty of new faces, the Commodores return several key players from last 
season’s team including their leaders in rushing, tackles, interceptions, tackles for loss, forced fumbles 
and blocked kicks.
• Junior linebacker Langston Patterson led Vandy in tackles (74) and tackles for loss (8.0) last season. 
Senior safeties CJ Taylor and De’Rickey Wright were tied for the team lead in interceptions (two) and 
forced fumbles (two) last fall. Patterson and fellow linebacker Bryan Longwell each blocked a kick.
• Offensively, running back Sedrick Alexander led the Dores in rushing yards and rushing touchdowns. In 
addition, Gunnar Hansen returns on the offensive line having started the last 18 games with 1,400 career 
snaps played. 

LEA THE DC 
• Head coach Clark Lea returns to his roots this fall, serving as the team’s defensive coordinator. He 
ascended through the coaching ranks on the defensive side, culminating in a three-year run as defensive 
coordinator at Notre Dame. 
• During that stretch, Lea helped the Fighting Irish to two undefeated regular seasons and College Football 
Playoff berths. Lea’s tenure at Notre Dame included top-25 finishes in a plethora of categories, the 2020 
Butkus Award winner (Jeremiah Owusu-Koramoah) and the first time in Notre Dame history that four 
players recorded at least 75 tackles, all four Lea’s linebackers in 2017.
• Vandy’s 55-0 win over Alcorn State marked Lea’s third career shutout as a defensive coordinator and first 
since his 2020 Notre Dame defense held South Florida scoreless.

FOR STARTERS 
• With the win over Virginia Tech in the opener, Clark Lea became the first Vanderbilt head coach to win 
three consecutive season openers, all against FBS competitions, since Division I split in 1978. The Dores 
defeated Hawai’i to open 2022 and 2023.
• Only one other time since 1978 has Vandy won three straight season-openers. From 2007-09, Bobby 
Johnson’s squads defeated Richmond, Miami (Ohio) and Western Carolina to open the year.
• Since 1948, the only other time Vanderbilt won at least three-straight season openers came in the form 
of six consecutive wins over Chattanooga to open the 1970-75 seasons.
• Vanderbilt did not lose a season opener from 1919-47 (37 wins, two ties).

BUILDING WITH BECK 
• With the arrival of Tim Beck as New Mexico State’s offensive coordinator, the Aggies improved across the 
board highlighted by a jump from 122nd in rushing offense to 57th in year one under Beck and 15th in 
year two.
• Beck inherited an offense that in 2021 ranked 104th in scoring, 89th in total offense, 122nd in rushing 
offense and 84th in third-down conversions.
• By NMSU’s 10-win season in 2023, the Aggies improved 41 spots in scoring offense, 45 positions in total 
offense, 107 spots in rushing offense and 48 spots in third-down conversions.
• In addition, the Aggies finished 2023 eighth in FBS with 228 plays from scrimmage that went for at least 
10 yards. They were second in the category among Group of 5 teams.
• Most importantly under Beck and head coach Jerry Kill, the Aggies went from two wins the year before 
their arrival to seven victories and a bowl game win in 2022 before posting NMSU’s first 10-win season 
since 1960 in 2023. In addition, 2022-23 marked the first back-to-back seasons with winning records in Las 
Cruses since 1967-66.

COMMODORES IN CLASS 
• As a two-time Vanderbilt graduate, Lea has continued to help the Commodores excel in the classroom.
• Last fall, the team posted a 3.106 grade-point average. That mark was a program record for the fall term.
• During the semester, Vandy had 10 football student-athletes with a 4.0 semester, 29 on the Dean’s List, 67 
with at least a 3.0 GPA for the semester and landed 55 on the SEC Fall Academic Honor Roll.
• Vanderbilt also had a school-record five student-athletes on the College Sports Communicators 
Academic All-District Team, while punter Matthew Hayball became Vandy’s first CSC Academic All-
American since 2002.
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EXTRA SPECIAL TEAMS 
• Special teams have emerged as a strong point for the Commodores during Lea’s tenure. Vandy has 
improved 89 positions in ESPN’s Special Teams Efficiency from 2021 to 2023.
• Commodore special teams have produced three All-SEC selections over the last two years. Long snapper 
Wesley Schelling is a two-time All-SEC pick, while punter Matthew Hayball was All-SEC in 2023.
• With Schelling and Hayball both earning All-SEC accolades last season, it marked the first time since 2016 
the Dores had multiple All-SEC picks in the same season.
• Hayball was also Vanderbilt’s first All-American since 2016 and first Academic All-American since 2002.

AWARD WINNING RETURN 
• Graduate quarterback Diego Pavia enrolled at Vanderbilt after winning Conference USA Offensive Player 
of the Year honors last fall at New Mexico State.
• Of the 23 player of the year awards across FBS conferences (20 offensive/defensive, three overall player 
of the year), just nine remain in college football this season. 
• Pavia will be one of just four defending conference player of the year honorees from 2023 to play on a 
Power 4 roster this fall.

CAN’T BRING THEM DOWN 
• With the addition of quarterbacks Nate Johnson and Diego Pavia this season, Vanderbilt returns two of 
the top five signal-callers in Pro Football Focus’ Elusive Rating from 2023. The PFF “Elusive Rating” distills 
the success and impact of a runner with the ball independently of the blocking in front of him by looking 
at how hard he was to bring down. 
• Johnson was third among quarterbacks last season with a rating of 111.2, while Pavia was fifth checking-
in at 96.2.
• In the 2024 season-opening win over Virginia Tech, Pavia forced eight broken or missed tackles en route 
to 104 rushing yards.

PROTECTING THE ROCK 
• During his two seasons at New Mexico State, run game coordinator and running backs coach Ghaali 
Muhammad-Lankford helped the Aggies rank among the nation’s top 25 in fumbles lost. Last fall, NMSU 
lost five fumbles on the season, tied for 23rd nationally. 
• NMSU also lost five fumbles in 2022, tying for 20th nationally that season. Of those 10 fumbles lost over 
the last two seasons, just five were by Aggie running backs. 
• In 2023, Muhammad-Lankford’s running back room combined for 324 carries on the season and fumbled 
just once.

FREAKS LIST 
• With leadership from new director of football sports performance Robert Stiner, Vanderbilt placed two 
student-athletes on the 2024 College Football Freaks List, published by The Atheltic’s Bruce Feldman.
• Cornerback Kolbey Taylor made the list for the second time in his career Thanks to a 38’6” vertical jump 
and 10’8” broad jump. The Wyoming transfer played nine games last season for the Cowboys, recording 29 
tackles and seven break-ups.
• Tight end Eli Stowers joined Taylor on the list. Stowers  owns a 41’6” vertical and 10’8” broad jump. A 
high school state champion in the high jump, Stowers began his career as a four-star quarterback at Texas 
A&M before transferring to New Mexico State, where he then transitioned to tight end. Last fall for the 
Aggies he made 35 catches for 366 yards and two touchdowns, while adding 29 rushes for 113 yards and 
two scores on the ground and completing four passes for 99 yards and a touchdown.
• It marks the first time Vanderbilt has placed someone on Feldman’s annual Freaks list since 2017 when 
running back Ralph Webb made the cut.

INTERNATIONAL FLAIR 
• Vanderbilt’s roster features five international players hailing from four countries.
• Yilanan “Issa” Ouattara and Linus Zunk are both natives of Germany. Ouattara is from Cologne and 
played football with Cologne Crocodiles. Zunk is a Berliner who moved to the U.S. to play high school 
football at Rabun Gap-Nacochee School in Georgia.
• Darren Agu played with Zunk at Rabun Gap after moving from London. Agu was born in Ireland and 
raised in London before moving to the U.S. to play football. Agu first played American football for the 
London Blitz and also spent time with the NFL Academy in London.

• Vanderbilt has its second consecutive Australian punter in Jesse Mirco. He is a product of the same 
ProKick Australia program which developed Vandy All-American punter Matthew Hayball. Mirco calls 
Fremantle, Western Australia, home and spent his first three collegiate seasons at Ohio State.
• Jérémy St-Hilaire adds Canada to Vanderbilt’s roster. The freshman quarterback is from Montreal, but 
played high school football at the McCallie School in Chattanooga, Tennessee.
• In addition, graduate wide receiver Loic Fouonji calls Midland, Texas, home, but was born in Cameroon. 
His family moved to the United States when he was eight.

BAILEY JOINS SEC OPPORTUNITY FORUM 
• Third-season wide receivers coach Alex Bailey was one of two Vanderbilt coaches selected for the 
SEC Coaches Opportunity Forum over the summer. He was joined by lacrosse associate head coach Jill 
Kendall.
• Bailey and Kendall were in Atlanta for a two-day program focused on professional development, 
mentorship and networking opportunities for assistant coaches across the league.
• The forum aimed to empower coaches with the knowledge and skills necessary to ascend to head 
coaching positions in their respective sport. The program featured a comprehensive lineup of panels and 
sessions aimed at providing guidance on navigating the coaching landscape.

BACK TO THE FUTURE
• In 2025, the SEC will flip its eight conference opponents from home and road sites. This means Vanderbilt 
is slated to host Auburn, Kentucky, LSU and Missouri, while the Dores will travel to Alabama, South 
Carolina, Tennessee and Texas.
• For the nonconference slate, Vanderbilt will return the game with Virginia Tech, visiting Blacksburg, 
Virginia. The Dores will then play home games against Charleston Southern, Georgia State and Colorado 
State to round out the schedule.
• In 2026, Vanderbilt has three nonconference opponents lined-up: Austin Peay, Delaware and NC State. 

SEW ON THE GRAD PATCH
• Vanderbilt features 21 student-athletes this season who have already earned at least an undergraduate 
degree. Those players are denoted on the field with a “Graduate” banner on their SEC uniform patch.
• While the group does primarily include graduate transfers, four student-athletes have earned their 
undergraduate degree from Vanderbilt — Christian James, Gage Pitchford, Tyson Russell and Kevo Wesley. 
• James has already earned two Vanderbilt degrees, majoring in human and organizational development 
as an undergrad before earning a master’s in marketing.
• Pitchford earned his undergraduate degree in three years, majoring in engineering science. He was the 
recipient of the Stein Stone Memorial Award, given by the School of Engineering to a senior who earned a 
varsity letter and made the most satisfactory scholastic and extra-mural progress as an undergraduate.
• Russell graduated in December 2023, majoring in human and organizational development.
• Wesley earned his undergraduate degree in May 2024 as a political science major.

SO LONG, OLE FRIENDS 
• With the addition of Texas and Oklahoma to the Southeastern Conference this fall, the league has moved 
away from divisional play. As a result, the Vanderbilt schedule said goodbye to some long-time SEC foes.
• Vanderbilt and Ole Miss will not meet for the first time since 1969. The teams played annually and were 
then paired as permanent crossover opponents when the league went to divisions. Ole Miss is the second-
most common opponent in Vanderbilt history, trailing only Tennessee.
• The Commodores also see former SEC East mates Georgia and Florida off the schedule. Vandy and 
Georgia met annually from 1968-2023, with the exception of the 2020 Covid season. The Dores and Florida 
played every season since 1992.
• With the changes, Vanderbilt will travel to LSU for the first time since 2009 and Auburn for the first time 
since 2016. Alabama will be making its first trip to Nashville since 2017 and just the second visit to Music 
City since 2007.
• Vanderbilt drew Texas as its newcomer for 2024 and 2025. This fall’s meeting was the first since 1928 and 
Texas’ first trip to Vandy since 1925. The Dores lead the all-time series with the Longhorns, 8-4-1.
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• The Vandy United project takes another step forward this fall, with several areas of the FirstBank Stadium 
renovations completed.
• In the north end zone, new premium seating is now open. The new sections expand premium options 
beyond the suites and Bridge area beneath the press box, and sold out in advance of the season.
• Atop the north end zone building sits a new LED video board from CTS and Elite Displays. The 30x84-foot 
video board uses 8mm SMD technology with a resolution of 1152x3200 pixels for crystal-clear images.
• Alongside the video board  is a new speaker array from L-Acoustics. The system includes 24 K2 Line Array 
speakers, 16 KS28 sub speakers, 13 A15 speakers and 12 amplifiers delivering 168,000 watts of power for 
the primary audio system. L-Acoustics and Fulcrum Acoustic are providing supplementary fill speakers 
throughout the stadium to ensure coverage and intelligibility are consistent in the entire seating bowl.
• The north end zone building will also receive 230 feet of 10mm ribbon displays.
• Once completed, the north end zone building will house Vanderbilt’s men’s and women’s basketball 
teams. The operations center will include two practice gyms, locker rooms and lounges, a weight room 
and athletic training facility, while maintaining convenient access to historic Memorial Gymnasium. 
• Underneath FirstBank Stadium, a new visiting team locker room area has been completed.
• In 2025, the south end zone will bring additional premium seating to FirstBank Stadium including living 
room boxes, loge boxes, club seating, field-level seating, founders’ suites, club suites and open-air tailgate 
suites.
• The south end zone building will also house a new football game day locker room and student-athlete 
training table and dining facility for all varsity teams.

OVERTIME VICTORY TO OPEN 2024
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – Quarterback Diego Pavia scored three touchdowns and posted 294 
total yards of offense to lead the Vanderbilt Commodores to a 34-27 win over RV/RV Virginia 
Tech in overtime in its 2024 season opener at FirstBank Stadium.
 
The Commodores won their third-straight season opener, as Vanderbilt collected its first 
victory over a team receiving votes since Nov. 12, 2022, when the Dores knocked off RV/24 
Kentucky at Kroger Field.
 
Pavia, the 2023 CUSA Player of the Year and transfer from New Mexico State, threw for 190 
yards and added 104 yards on the ground. Pavia went 12-of-16 and threw for two scores, 
while rushing for a third. He is the first Commodore to have over 100 passing yards and 100 
rushing yards in a game since Mike Wright against Missouri on Oct. 30, 2021.

Vandy scored on its first three offensive possessions to take a 17-0 lead, and held the 
Hokies scoreless for the first 29 minutes of the first half, only allowing a 40-yard field goal 
with 52 seconds remaining before halftime. It was the first time Vanderbilt did not allow 
a touchdown to an FBS opponent in the first half since Sept. 28, 2019, against Northern 
Illinois.
 
Senior Quincy Skinner Jr. hauled in four catches for a team-best 72 receiving yards and a 
touchdown. Junior Langston Patterson paced the Vandy defense with 10 tackles, leading 
the Commodores in tackles for the fifth-straight game. Junior Linus Zunk collected two 
sacks, while freshman Glenn Seabrooks III added an interception.

Virginia Tech scored the first points of the second half with a 24-yard touchdown from 
senior Bhayshul Tuten that cut the Commodore lead to 17-10 at the 12:42 mark of the third 
quarter. Vanderbilt responded with a 53-yard field goal from sophomore Brock Taylor to 
push its lead back out to 20-10 with 7:07 remaining in the third. Taylor’s 53-yarder tied him 
with Joseph Bulovas for the fifth-longest field goal in school history.
 
The Hokies pulled even with the Dores early in the fourth quarter, as Tuten hauled in an 
11-yard score from redshirt junior Kyron Drones to tie the game up at 20-all with 10:12 left 
to play. Virginia Tech got the ball back at the 7:38 mark after a Vanderbilt punt. The Hokies 
went 97 yards on six plays to take a 27-20 lead with 4:21 remaining in regulation.
 
With the Commodores trailing 27-20 late in the fourth quarter, sophomore Sedrick 
Alexander hauled in a pass from Pavia for an 8-yard touchdown reception that made it 
27-all with 1:51 remaining in regulation.
 
Vanderbilt received the ball first in overtime and marched 25 yards down the field in four 
plays to take a 34-27 lead, capped off by Pavia’s 4-yard touchdown run.
 
With Virginia Tech facing a 4th-and-11 from the Vanderbilt 12-yard line, the Dores forced a 
rushed pass up the middle that came up incomplete to secure the victory for Vandy.

SHUTOUT SATURDAY
NASHVILLE, Tenn. — It was all black and gold on Saturday night at FirstBank Stadium 
as Vanderbilt shut out Alcorn State 55-0, the first for the Commodores since beating East 
Tennessee State 38-0 in 2019.
 
The Commodore offense got started with a 35-yard field goal by Brock Taylor midway 
through the first quarter before quickly picking up on the following drives. A tight end-to-
tight end reverse pass from Eli Stowers to a wide-open Cole Spence set him up for his first 
reception and touchdown in black and gold.
 
Quarterback Diego Pavia continued his hot start with the program, putting Vandy up 17-0 
with a tip-toeing 5-yard touchdown run in the second quarter.
 
The Vanderbilt defense shut down any attempt by Alcorn State to get its offense going 
in the first half, limiting the Braves to just 28 total yards. CJ Taylor came down with the 
fourth interception of his career in the middle of the first quarter, setting up the eventual 
touchdown by Spence. That pick made it seven of the last eight games where Vanderbilt’s 
defense has had at least one interception.
 
A rushing touchdown by Sedrick Alexander—his second of the season—came with five 
minutes remaining in the half. Alexander now has consecutive games with a rushing 
touchdown for the first time in his career. Taylor nailed a 46-yard field goal as time ran 
down in the half to make the Vanderbilt lead 27-0 heading into the locker room.
 
In the third quarter, AJ Newberry found himself in the end zone for the first time in his 
career following a 20-yard rush up the middle.
 
The fourth quarter saw a trio of scores by the Dores. Junior quarterback Nate Johnson took 
a keeper 58 yards for his first touchdown at Vanderbilt. The Commodores then struck twice 
within six seconds of game time—first off a 57-yard punt return by Martel Hight, followed by 
a pick-six by Alan “Taco” Wright on the first play of the ensuing Alcorn State drive. Hight’s 
house call was the first punt return touchdown for Vanderbilt since Jonathan Krause took 
one back on Nov. 24, 2012, at Wake Forest.
 
Vanderbilt’s 55 points are the most scored in a game since last season’s win against 
Alabama A&M and the most in a shutout since a 58-0 victory against Presbyterian on Sept. 
17, 2012. The Commodore defense kept the Braves at bay with only 71 total yards in the 
game. The last time Vandy held its opponent under 100 yards was when the defense limited 
Chattanooga to just 93 yards in 2003.
 
Vanderbilt heads to Atlanta to take on Georgia State at 6 pm C.T. next Saturday. The 
Commodores look to go 3-0 for the first time in the Clark Lea era.

ATLANTA — Vanderbilt’s fourth-quarter comeback came undone on Saturday, as Georgia 
State scored a touchdown in the game’s closing seconds to hand the Commodores a 36-32 
loss at Center Parc Stadium.
 
It is Vandy’s first loss of the 2024 season, as the Dores now stand at 2-1 overall. The win 
improves Georgia State to 2-1.
 
Trailing by two scores late in the fourth quarter the Commodore offense went full steam. 
Vanderbilt posted back-to-back touchdowns in 1:15 to take its first lead at 32-29. Running 
back Sedrick Alexander rushed into the end zone from one-yard out with 1:14 left to play.
 
Georgia State answered by going 75 yards downfield in seven plays, finding the end zone in 
59 seconds. The Panthers reclaimed the lead when quarterback Christian Veilleux found a 
streaking Ted Hurst for a 25-yard touchdown with 15 seconds left to play.
 
The Commodores could not find pay dirt on their final possession, as the clock expired with 
Vanderbilt at its 47-yard line after completing a 17-yard pass.
 
The Dores amassed 380 yards of total offense. Graduate student Diego Pavia had his first 
300-yard game as a Commodore, as the quarterback collected 310 total yards of offense. 
Pavia tossed for a season-high 270 yards and added 40 yards on the ground. He threw for 
a pair of touchdowns against the Panthers, finding Junior Sherrill for an 8-yard score right 
before halftime, then connected with tight end Eli Stowers for an 18-yard touchdown early 
in the fourth quarter.
 
Stowers hauled in nine receptions for 110 yards, both marks are single-game highs by 
a Commodore this season. A total of seven Dores caught a pass on Saturday. Alexander 
rushed for a team-best 42 yards and a score on 11 carries, as he has recorded a touchdown 
in all three games this season. AJ Newberry collected a touchdown for the second-straight 
game, while he hauled in a two-point conversion on Vanderbilt’s final touchdown. The 
running back also added a 53-yard reception in the second quarter, which is the longest 
reception by a Vandy player this season, that set up the Commodores’ first touchdown.
 
Randon Fontenette led the Vandy defense with eight tackles. Aeneas DiCosmo and Bryan 
Longwell teamed up for a sack, while the Dores had five tackles for loss. Longwell recorded 
his first collegiate interception and had four tackles against the Panthers.

DORES FALL IN DOUBLE OVERTIME
COLUMBIA, Mo. — Blake Craig kicked a 37-yard field goal on the first possession of double 
overtime on Saturday to help lead No. 7/8 Missouri to a 30-27 victory over Vanderbilt at 
Faurot Field.
 
Craig’s score came after Brady Cook found Luther Burden III for a 25-yard touchdown 
to send the game to a second extra period. The Commodores (2-2, 0-1 SEC) had an 
opportunity to tie the contest but saw a 31-yard field-goal attempt go wide left.
 
Cook finished 23-of-37 passing for 226 yards and two scores, with Burden posting six 
receptions for a game-high 76 yards while catch both of those touchdown passes. Nate 
Noel ran for 199 yards on 24 carries as well as the Tigers (4-0, 1-0) finished with 442 yards 
of total offense.
 
Diego Pavia countered with 178 yards and a pair of touchdown throws for the Dores, hitting 
14-of-23 attempts, and he led Vandy after finishing with 84 yards on 17 rushes as well. Eli 
Stowers was his top target after catching seven balls for 57 yards, while Sedrick Alexander 
chipped in with 52 yards on 11 carries.
 
Bryan Longwell and Langston Patterson paced the Vanderbilt defense with 12 and 11 
tackles, respectively, with Longwell credited with 2½ stops behind the line of scrimmage. 
Randon Fontenette supplied eight tackles and Martel Hight finished with seven also.
 
Marvin Burks has 12 tackles to pace the Tigers and share game-high honors with Longwell 
as the Tigers limited the Commodores to 324 total yards.
 
Missouri scored on its first two possessions of the second half, with Craig hitting a field goal 
from 54 yards out and Marcus Carroll adding a three-yard touchdown run less than three 
minutes later to give the Tigers their first lead, 20-13. The Commodores would even the 
score late in the third quarter when AJ Newberry reached the end zone from four yards out 
to cap an eight-play, 80-yard march by Vandy that took over five minutes off the clock.
 
Pavia gave the Dores an early 7-0 with a 65-yard touchdown pass to Joseph McVay less than 
six minutes into the contest, but when Mizzou answered on its ensuing possession with 
a 20-yard scoring pass from Cook to Burden the score was tied at the end of the opening 
period. Brock Taylor put Vandy back in front in the first 90 seconds of the second quarter 
after connecting on a 27-yard field goal, and following a 23-yard Craig field goal with just 
over a minute remaining in the half Taylor responded with a school-record 57-yard field 
goal as time expired to give the Commodores a 13-10 lead at the break.

THIS MAGIC MOMENT
NASHVILLE, Tenn. — There are only a few times in one’s life when they know they are 
witnessing history, and Vanderbilt’s 40-35 win over No. 1/2-ranked Alabama on Saturday 
was just that for a sell-out crowd at FirstBank Stadium.
 
The victory over the No. 1/2 Crimson Tide marks the first time in program history that the 
Commodores defeated the top-ranked team in the nation. Additionally, it is the school’s 
first win over a top-five team.
 
Quarterback Diego Pavia collected 308 total yards in the win over the Tide, passing for 252 
yards and two touchdowns. Tight end Eli Stowers had a game-high 113 receiving yards on 
six receptions.
 
The Dores outgained Alabama in rushing yards, 166-84, led by Sedrick Alexander’s 64 yards. 
The sophomore added a pair of scores on the ground.

Vanderbilt controlled the clock for most of the night against Alabama, as Vandy held the 
ball for 42:08 compared to the Crimson Tide’s 17:52.
 
The Dores never trailed the Tide on Saturday. Vandy opened the game with a 75-yard drive, 
as Alexander punched it in from seven yards out. The Vanderbilt defense extended the lead 
to 13-0 after Randon Fortenette’s pick-six off a tipped pass by De’Rickey Wright.
 
Alabama got on the board at the 4:22 mark of the first quarter to make it a 13-7 contest. 
Vanderbilt answered as Alexander darted into the endzone to give the Dores a 20-7 lead.
 
Vanderbilt took a 23-14 lead late in the second quarter thanks to a 51-yard field goal by 
sophomore Brock Taylor.
 
Alabama bookended halftime with a pair of touchdowns of its own to make it a two-point 
game at 23-21 with 12:01 left in the third quarter.
 
Pavia led the Commodores down the field on the next possession, facing a 4th-and-1 at the 
Alabama 36-yard line. The Commodore quarterback lofted a pass down the field that found 
the hands of Junior Sherill in the endzone to make it a 30-21 contest late in the third.
 
Alabama punched back with a 58-yard dart to Ryan Williams to pull back within two points 
at 30-28. The Dores extended their lead to 33-28 midway through the fourth quarter after 
Taylor drilled a 33-yard field goal.
 
Pavia gave Vanderbilt a 40-28 lead with 5:26 left to play in the game after he found Kamrean 
Johnson for a six-yard score to cap off a 7-play, 53-yard drive that milked 4:29 off the clock.
 
The Crimson Tide responded again with a quick score to pull back within five points at 40-
35 with 2:21 left in the contest. Vanderbilt was ran out the clock on the next possession to 
secure the historic five-point victory over the No. 1-ranked team in the nation.

DORES ROLL ON
LEXINGTON, Ky. – There was no hangover for the Vanderbilt football team coming off the 
biggest win in school history, as the Commodores won a 20-13 slugfest at Kentucky on 
Saturday to post back-to-back SEC wins.

Quarterback Diego Pavia threw for two touchdowns and amassed 196 total yards in the 
victory. Pavia completed 15-of-18 for 143 yards, tossed for a pair of scores, and added 53 
yards on the ground.

Senior Richie Hoskins led the Dores with a career-high 44 receiving yards and one 
touchdown on three receptions. He found paydirt towards the end of the first half, as Pavia 
tossed an 18-yard dart down the sideline to Hoskins to give Vandy a 14-7 lead with 13 
seconds left before halftime.

The Commodores’ offense opened the game with a season-long 97-yard touchdown 
drive, as Vandy went down the field in eight plays to take a 7-0 lead over the Wildcats. 
Running back AJ Newberry hauled in a 20-yard touchdown pass to record his first receiving 
touchdown of the season.

Kentucky tied the game on the ensuing possession, then the two SEC rivals traded 
turnovers. The Dores threw their first interception of the season at the 10:33 mark of the 
second quarter. Vanderbilt’s defense got the ball back minutes later, as cornerback Trudell 
Berry forced a fumble that linebacker Nick Rinaldi recovered at the Vanderbilt 34-yard line 
with 2:24 remaining before the half.

Pavia moved the Dores 60 yards downfield in six plays on their final possession of the first 
half, finishing the drive with an 18-yard touchdown to Hoskins that gave Vandy a 14-7 lead 
going into the locker room.

Vanderbilt extended its lead to 17-7 with a 49-yard field goal from Brock Taylor on the 
opening possession of the second half.

On the next possession, the Wildcats botched a field goal attempt from the Vandy 5-yard 
line, which resulted in safety De’Rickey Wright intercepting a pass from the UK holder.

Coming off the Wright interception, Vanderbilt drove the ball to the Kentucky 32-yard line, 
where Taylor drilled a 50-yard field goal to push the Commodore advantage out to 20-7.

Kentucky cut into that lead with a 22-yard touchdown pass with 7:02 left in the game. The 
Commodores had to punt the ball back to UK on its next possession.

The Vandy defense took the field with 2:26 remaining, clinging to a 20-13 lead. The Wildcats 
got into Vanderbilt territory, but the Dores stood tall, as safety CJ Taylor sealed the game 
with an interception at the 1:06 mark of the fourth quarter.

Commodores Capture Third Straight Win
NASHVILLE, Tenn. — Vanderbilt football outlasted Ball State 24-14 on Saturday night in 
the first meeting between the two programs, giving the Commodores their best start since 
opening the 2008 season 5-0.

Vanderbilt (5-2, 2-1 SEC) entered the matchup having scored first in each of the last three 
games. Ball State (2-5, 1-2 MAC) ended that streak on its opening drive, producing a 
9-yard rushing touchdown from wide receiver Kiael Kelly to put the Cardinals up 7-0. The 
Commodores got on the board with 1:42 remaining in the first quarter behind sophomore 
Brock Taylor’s 27-yard field goal. Moments later, a promising Vanderbilt drive fizzled out in 
the red zone, allowing Taylor to add another kick with 11:37 to go in the second. Taylor’s 
two first-half field goals marked the fourth straight game, and sixth total this season, that 
the Commodore kicker has converted multiple attempts in a contest.

Vanderbilt generated a much-needed spark ahead of the halftime break. Graduate 
quarterback Diego Pavia dumped a screen pass off to junior Eli Stowers, with the tight end 
breaking free en route to a 41-yard score. The play is tied for the longest catch of Stowers’ 
career; he had a 41-yard reception against Virginia Tech earlier this season. The Dores 
added to the lead with a successful two-point conversion, a pass from Pavia to junior Cole 
Spence. Vanderbilt held a 14-7 advantage at the half while producing its most first-half 
yardage this season, 285

The second half continued to be a low-scoring battle. Ball State evened the score 14-14 
with 6:03 remaining in the third quarter, as quarterback Kadin Semonza threw a 7-yarder to 
tight end Tanner Koziol for the score. Vanderbilt reclaimed the lead 17-14 on its next drive 
behind yet another kick from Taylor, nailing a 38-yarder for his third make of the contest, a 
single-game career high. The kick also moved him into a tie for the sixth-most field goals in 
a single season in program history with 14.

The Commodores scored their first and only touchdown of the second half on a Pavia rush 
from five yards out. The Vanderbilt quarterback, who entered Saturday leading the SEC in 
quarterback rushing yards, now has three rushing touchdowns on the season. Pavia’s run 
extended the lead to 24-14 with 7:48 left in the fourth quarter. Vanderbilt did not allow Ball 
State to score for the remainder of the game, holding the Cardinals to just 78 rushing yards 
throughout evening.

Stowers, Vanderbilt’s leading receiver this season, finished at the top of the receiving 
yardage once again with eight catches for 130 yards on Saturday. The tight end now has 
three games of 100 receiving yards or more this season, the most by a Commodore since 
Jordan Matthews in 2013.

The victory marks the Dores’ first three-game win streak in a single season since 2017, 
which is also the best home start since going 6-0 in 1982. Vanderbilt, who received votes in 
the most recent polls, hosts No. 1/1 Texas at FirstBank Stadium next Saturday. The matchup 
comes nearly 100 years after the Longhorns last visited Nashville, a 14-6 Commodore 
victory in 1925. Kickoff is set for an afternoon time of 2:30-3:30 p.m. CT.

COMEBACK THWARTED
NASHVILLE, Tenn. — The No. 25-ranked Vanderbilt football team was denied its second 
top-five win of the season, as No. 5-ranked Texas knocked off the Commodores, 27-24, 
Saturday at FirstBank Stadium.
 
The Commodores attempted to erase a 10-point deficit late in the fourth quarter, as 
the Longhorns were clinging to a 27-17 lead after making a 23-yard field goal with 1:57 
remaining in the game.
 
No. 25 Vanderbilt would not go down without a fight. The Dores went 75 yards down the 
field in eight plays, capped off by an 8-yard touchdown pass from quarterback Diego Pavia 
to tight end Eli Stowers, to make it a 27-24 contest with 46 ticks left on the clock. Vanderbilt 
lined up for the onside kick, but the No. 5 Longhorns corralled the ball and the three-point 
victory.
 
The loss brought Vanderbilt’s three-game winning streak to an end. The Dores are now 5-3 
overall and 2-2 in SEC play, while Texas improved to 7-1 on the year and 3-1 in SEC games.
Pavia posted 210 total yards and collected three touchdowns against the Longhorns, 
throwing two scores and adding another on the ground. It is the fifth-straight game that 
Pavia has scored two or more touchdowns, while it is the second time he has totaled three 
scores in a game at Vanderbilt.
 
Stowers and wide receiver Junior Sherrill hauled in a touchdown in the loss, as each player 
now has a team-leading three touchdown receptions on the year. Sherrill added a season-
high 62 yards on five catches to his stat line, while Stowers collected 33 yards through the 
air on three catches.
 
Kicker Brock Taylor converted a 54-yard field goal to end the first half and cut Vandy’s 
deficit to 21-10 going into the locker room. It was his fifth field goal of 50 or more yards this 
season, which sets the school record for most 50-yard field goals in a season.
 
Linebacker Bryan Longwell paced the Dores with 11 tackles, just one short of his career-
best performance. The Commodore defense had a pair of interceptions for the second 
game this season, with razor Miles Capers and cornerback Martel Hight picking off one pass 
each. Star Randon Fontenette had three of Vanderbilt’s six pass breakups, one of which led 
to Capers’ third-quarter interception that set up a Commodore touchdown.
 
Trailing 24-17 midway through the fourth quarter, Vanderbilt forced Texas into a punt 
that gave the Commodores the ball at their 17-yard line with 8:09 remaining in the game. 
Vandy was stalled at its 35-yard line, as an interception on 4th-and-2 gave the ball to the 
Longhorns at the Vanderbilt 29 with 5:05 left on the clock. Texas drilled a 23-yard field goal 
on its ensuing possession to push its lead to 27-17 just after the two-minute timeout.

VANDERBILT VICTORIOUS AT AUBURN
AUBURN, Ala. – Vanderbilt’s football team, which is receiving votes in both rankings, 
became bowl eligible for the first time since 2018 Saturday afternoon as it defeated Auburn 
17-7 at Jordan-Hare Stadium. It was the Dores’ first-ever win on The Plains.

The Commodores (6-3, 3-2 SEC) picked up their third conference win of the season, their 
most SEC wins since recording three in 2018. The Tigers are now 3-6 this season and 1-5 in 
conference play.

Quarterback Diego Pavia threw for 143 yards and two scores Saturday, his seventh game 
this season with multiple passing touchdowns. Sedrick Alexander recorded a team-high 49 
all-purpose yards to aid Vandy’s offensive efforts.

The Commodore offensive line did not allow a sack by the Tigers’ defense. It is the 
second game this season in which Vanderbilt did not allow a sack, the first coming in the 
Commodores’ win over Alabama.

CJ Taylor and Langston Patterson contributed seven tackles each to lead the Dores’ 
defense. For the second consecutive game, Randon Fontenette finished with a career-high-
tying 2.5 tackles for loss. Aeneas DiCiosmo, Miles Capers and Kordae Sydnor each recorded 
a sack in the win.

Vanderbilt got on the board first when Pavia found AJ Newberry for a 28-yard passing 
touchdown, Newberry’s second receiving touchdown of the season.

Auburn evened the score in the second quarter on a 30-yard touchdown catch by tight end 
Rivaldo Fairweather from quarterback Payton Thorne.

Kicker Brock Taylor nailed a 31-yard field goal to give the Commodores the lead with 1:05 
left in the third quarter. With 16 this season, Taylor is tied for second on the Dores’ all-time 
list for field goals made.

The Tigers had forced the Commodores to a field goal attempt at their own eight-yard 
line but committed a personal foul, giving Vandy the automatic first down. The Dores 
capitalized on the penalty and extended their lead to 10 points. Tight end Eli Stowers 
caught Pavia’s four-yard pass to score and close out a drive that lasted 14 plays, 78 yards 
and 8:53. It is Vanderbilt’s second-longest (TOP) scoring drive this season.

With less than two minutes to play, Thorne found Fairweather on a 16-yard pass for what 
would have been an Auburn first down were it not for CJ Taylor forcing his first fumble of 
the season, which was recovered by De’Rickey Wright to give the Dores back the ball.

Vanderbilt was able to run out the clock on the Tigers and earn its third SEC win this season 
and first chance for postseason play in six seasons.
