e Snap a 7-game losing streak by Carolina to Auburm that dates back to Jan. 22, 2020.

¢ Mark the first home win over a top-five team since defeating No. 1 Kentucky, 68-62,
onJan. 26, 2010. The only top-five opportunity at home last season came against No.
4/4 Tennessee on Senior Day, March 6, 2024. The Vols won, 66-59.

¢ Be Lamont Paris' first ever victory over the Auburn Tigers. It would be Paris' second
over a top-five team in his three seasons at SC (won at #5/5 Tenn. last season).

MURRAY-BOYLES SEG POTW

> Star sophomore forward, a preseason All-
SEC selection, was tabbed Co-SEC Player of the
Week after leading the Gamecocks to a pair of
victories the week of Dec. 16. In two wins over
#25 Clemson (Dec. 17) and Radford (Dec. 22), he
averaged averaged 18.5 points, 8.0 rebounds,
3.5 assists, 3.0 blocks and 1.0 steals per game.
The SEC's field goal percentage leader went 14-
of-20 (70%) from the floor and a perfect 9-for-9
at the free throw line in the two wins.

DON'T LET THE COCKS GET HOT

> The streaking South Carolina Gamecocks
have won seven-straight games dating back
to a Nov. 27 victory in the third-place game
of Ft. Myers Tip-Off against Virginia Tech. It's
tied for the ninth-longest active win streak in
the nation and the Gamecocks are one of six
SEC teams with a seven-game or longer victory
streak. During the streak, Carolina has posted
five double-digit wins with an average mar-
gin of victory of 14.0 points per game. Three
of the five victories have come over ACC foes
(vs. VT, at Boston College and vs. #25 Clemson).
The Gamecocks have averaged 75.0 points per
game in the win streak and have shot over 50.0
percent from the floor as a team twice. Carolina
has won eight-straight on its home floor dating
back to a Nov. 8 win over SC State.

RIVALRY GAME GRIT

> It was an all-time Palmetto Series matchup as
the Gamecocks edged No. 25 Clemson, 91-88
in overtime Tuesday night at Colonial Life Are-
na. The raucous crowd was treated to high-level
basketball from start to finish as Lamont Paris
improved to 2-1 as head coach at South Caro-
lina in the team's three games against its bitter
rivals from The Upstate. Collin Murray-Boyles
shined with 22 points (15 in the 2nd half and
OT), nine rebounds, four assists, two blocks
and a steal. The Columbia native played his fi-
nal 14 minutes and 19 seconds with four fouls
before fouling out with 50 seconds to go in
OT. Myles Stute finally had his breakout game

with 19 points, five rebounds, two assists and a
block. He went 5-for-7 from 3. The Gamecocks
shot a sizzling 65.5% (19-0f-29) in the 2nd half
and overtime, including 72.7% (16-0f-22) in the
2nd half alone.

BOUNGE BACK AT THE BEACH

> South Carolina bounced back from a tough
loss to No. 22/22 Xavier (Nov. 25) in the semifi-
nals of the Ft. Myers Tip-Off with a hard-fought
win over ACC foe Virginia Tech in its final game
of the holiday MTE on Nov. 27. The Gamecocks
led for nearly the entire game as Collin Mur-
ray-Boyles had 16 points, eight rebounds, three
steals and two blocks. Zachary Davis and Mor-
ris Ugusuk each had 12 points off the bench as
Carolina got a season-high 32 points from its
reserves. The team made 11 3s with six differ-
ent players making a shot from behind the arc.

GETTING HOT FROM DISTANGE

>The Gamecocks finally struck gold from be-
hind the arc in a 84-72 win over Mercer on
Nov. 21. Carolina was hit a season-high 12 3s
and was 44.4% (12-of-27) from behind the arc.
Jamarii Thomas had 19 points and was 4-of-
5 from distance. Zachary Davis hit a pair of 3s
as he scored a career-high 18 points off the
bench. Collin Murray-Boyles also hit two 3s, his
first long balls in 33 games played in Garnet &
Black the last two seasons.

> South Carolina held a 38-20 points in the
paint edge in an 80-54 rout of Towson on its
home floor on Nov. 12.

> Rising sophmore Collin Murray-Boyles was
tabbed a Third Team Preseason AllI-SEC selection
by both the media and the league's head coaches.

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division | Tournaments
and 18 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant coach, was
named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach by Director of
Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

Paris, 49, is the first African-American head coach in the history of the
Gamecock men’s basketball program. The 2024 SEC Coach of the Year en-
ters his third season leading the program in 2024-25.

In year two (2023-24), Paris and his staff helped orchestrate the greatest
single-season turnaround in program history as South Carolina went 26-8
and returned to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2017. The
26 victories tied the 2016-17 Final Four team for the most single-season
wins in program history. Carolina’'s 15-win improvement was tied for the
second-best mark in the nation. The team’s 25 regular season wins were
a new program record. The Gamecocks went 13-5 in SEC play, good for
a T-2nd finish in the league. The 13 SEC wins tied the 1997 SEC title team
for the most SEC wins in program history (Carolina joined the league in
1991-92). Paris was named SEC Coach of the Year by the league’s coaches
and the AP (first coach in program history to be named SEC Coach of the
Year by the media). He was one of four finalists for the 2024 Naismith Na-
tional Coach of the Year. Paris was also a finalist for Jim Phelan National
Coach of the Year and the Ben Jobe Award.

The Gamecocks won seven SEC games on the road in 2023-24, tying the
1996-97 team for the most SEC victories away from home in a single
season. Carolina finished the year with a 12-5 record in true road and
neutral site games. The Gamecocks were one of just 18 teams in the
country with multiple top-10 wins and one of five teams in the nation
with a top-five true road win. Carolina had a seven-game SEC win streak,
which included beating No. 6/6 Kentucky 79-62 at home on Jan. 23 and
No. 5/5 Tennessee, 63-59, in Knoxville on Jan. 30. Per Elias Sports Bureau,
it was the first time the Gamecocks had defeated a pair of top-10 teams
in a three-game stretch since 1968. Carolina’s win over the Vols was the
team’s first AP Top-Five road victory since defeating No. 3 Kentucky, 72-
66, on March 2, 1997. The Gamecocks returned to the top-25 for the first
time since 2017 back in Week 14 on Feb. 5 and remained there the last
seven weeks of the season. The team finished the year ranked No. 23 in
the final USA Today Coaches Poll and No. 25 in the final AP Top-25, mark-
ing the first time Carolina was ranked in the final AP poll since 1998. The
Gamecocks were ranked as high as No. 11 in both major polls.

Carolina allowed just 66.4 points per game during the regular season in
2023-24, which led the SEC. The Gamecocks held 25 opponents below
70 points, which T-7th best mark in the nation. Carolina was one of just
four teams in the SEC to rank in the top-50 of adjusted efficiency on of-
fense and defense via KenPom.
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In his first season (2022-23), South Carolina had an
overhauled roster with eight new players, including just
14.9 percent of the team’s scoring and 18.4 percent of
the minutes played returning from the season prior.
The Gamecocks defeated Clemson at home, 60-58, for
the first time since Dec. 19, 2014. Chico Carter Jr. hit the
game-winning bucket with 0.9 seconds remaining. Par-
is became the first Gamecock head coach since Dave
Odom in 2001 to defeat the in-state Tigers in his first sea-
son. The conference slate was highlighted by road wins
at Kentucky, at Ole Miss and at LSU. The Gamecocks wire-
to-wire victory at Rupp Arena on Jan. 10 was the team’s
first there since 2009 and just the program’s third all-time
win in Lexington since joining the SEC (1992). Ohio State
transfer Meechie Johnson made six 3s and scored a ca-
reer-high 26 points to lead the Gamecocks. Paris joined
Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin Horn (2009) as the only
Gamecock head coaches all-time to win in the historic
building.

Paris came to Carolina after five seasons as the head
coach at University of Tennessee at Chattanooga, coach-
ing the Mocs to an 87-72 overall record (.547), including a
65-29 mark his last three seasons.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior to
becomming head coach at Chattanooga, teams associat-
ed with Paris were 497-217 (.696) with five conference
titles and 12 NCAA Tournament appearances (Division |
and Il), reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wisconsin
from 2010-17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard. The
Badgers went to the NCAA Tournament every year with
four Sweet 16 appearances and back-to-back trips to the
Final Four in 2014 and 2015. Wisconsin played for the
National Championship in 2015 after going 36-4 and win-
ning both the Big Ten regular season and tournament ti-
tles. The Badgers took down No. 1 overall seed Kentucky
in the National Semifinal, ending the Wildcats' previously
undefeated season.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Jaylen Smith scored 14 of
his 16 points in the second half and North Florida
rallied for a 74-71 victory over South Carolinain a
season opener on Monday night.

North Florida trailed 36-31 at halftime and by
five at 64-59 with 4:07 left to play after a layup by
South Carolina’s Jacobi Wright. But Smith made
two free throws, Kamrin Oriol and Jasai Miles hit
3-pointers, and Smith followed with a layup to cap
a 10-2 run and put the Ospreys up 69-66 with 42
seconds to go.

Nate Lliteras hit both ends of a 1-and-1 and Smith
added a three-point play with 9 seconds remain-
ing to help North Florida hold on for the victory.

Liam Murphy hit four 3-pointers and scored 14 off
the bench, adding six rebounds for the Ospreys.
Lliters finished with 13 points and five boards.
Miles totaled 11 points and nine rebounds. Oriol
scored nine on 3-for-7 shooting from beyond the
arc.

Preseason All-Southeastern Conference selection
Collin Murray-Boyles had 17 points and seven
rebounds for the Gamecocks. Zachary Davis, Ja-
marii Thomas and Wright, a reserve, all scored 12.
Freshman Cam Scott, a homegrown product and
two-time Gatorade Player of the Year in the state,
debuted with six points and four rebounds in 21
minutes.

The only other time North Florida opened its sea-
son against South Carolina was in 2014. The Os-
preys lost 81-56 but went on to win the Atlantic
Sun Conference championship.

South Carolina head coach Lamont Paris, the
reigning SEC Coach of the Year, falls to 2-1 in sea-
son openers with the Gamecocks.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Jacobi Wright hit four
3-pointers and scored 20, Collin Murray-Boyles
finished with 19 points and a career-high 16 re-
bounds, and South Carolina cruised to an 86-64
victory over South Carolina State on Friday night.

Wright made seven of his 10 shots from the floor,
including 4 of 7 from beyond the arc, for South
Carolina (1-1). Murray-Boyles hit 7 of 8 shots and
4 of 5 from the free-throw line, adding four assists.
It was the sophomore’s first double-double after
collecting two — in back-to-back games — last
season.

Jamarii Thomas scored 14 on 5-for-8 shooting for
the Gamecocks. Zachary Davis pitched in with 10
points, six rebounds and four assists.

Michael Teal had 11 points to lead South Carolina
State (1-1).
