•	 South Carolina has now advanced to the second round in five of its 
eight NCAA appearances, but have never advanced to the Sweet 16.

•	 The win clinches the program’s 18th 20-win season in program his-
tory. The last 20-win season came back in 2008.

•	 Mikayla Shields’ 19 kills are tied with Berna Dwyer (vs. Nebraska, 
2000) for most in a five-set match in the program’s NCAA tournament 
history. The overall record is 20, set by Niece Curry in 2001.

•	 Shields finished with 15 digs as well, giving the junior her ninth 
double-double of the season.

•	 Courtney Koehler’s 60 assists are the third-most for a NCAA match in 
program history and are a career high. The Gamecocks haven’t had a 
setter reach 60 assists in any match since 2015.

•	 Aubrey Ezell’s five aces are a program record for a tournament match. 
•	 The last time South Carolina had five hitters finish with 10 or more 

kills in a match was Aug. 24, 2012 against ETSU. 

SECOND ROUND VS. MINNESOTA
A season to remember for South Carolina volleyball came to a close on 
Dec. 1, as the Gamecocks lost in straight sets to No. 2 Minnesota. The team 
ended the year with a 20-10 overall record, the Gophers improve to 27-3 
and move on to their ninth Sweet 16 in the last ten years.

•	 With the Gophers ranked No. 2 in the country, Saturday night featured 
the highest-ranked opponent the Gamecocks have faced since 2010, 
when they matched up with No. 1 Florida on Nov. 26.

FIRST ROUND VS. COLORADO STATE
SEATTLE, WA. – South Carolina volleyball picked up the biggest upset of 
the 2019 NCAA tournament Friday night, stunning No. 10 Colorado State 
(29-2) in five sets. The Gamecocks (20-11) ended the Rams’ 28-game 
win streak and will move on to face the winner of No. 9 Washington and 
Winthrop on Saturday at 10 p.m. ET. This is the highest-ranked opponent 
South Carolina has defeated since Sept. 17, 2006, when it took down No. 
6 Florida. Mikayla Robinson led the team with 16 kills and a .481 hitting 
percentage, and Mikayla Shields added 15 kills – the last of which sealed 
the team’s win.

•	 This is South Carolina’s sixth trip to the second round in nine tourna-
ment runs. The Gamecocks have never advanced to the Sweet 16.

•	 The Gamecock offense finished the night hitting .255, despite facing 
a Colorado State team that came into the tournament holding oppo-
nents to a .104 hitting percentage – the lowest in the nation. 

•	 Courtney Koehler’s 42 assists moved her up to fourth place in the 
program’s all-time history for a career. The senior’s new total of 3,636 
moves her past Julie Morrison (1984-87). She also cracked 1,000 as-
sists for the season, with her total of 1,004 moving her up to seventh 
for the most in a single season in the rally-scoring era. Koehler also 
added 11 digs for her sixth double-double of the season.

•	 Mikayla Robinson’s .481 hit percentage is the 2nd-highest efficiency 
rate for a Gamecock hitter in the program’s NCAA tournament history.

•	 Addie Bryant had a tremendous match, finishing with 17 digs and 
countless other hustle plays to save balls flying into the stands. Bryant 
now has 423 digs for the season, moving her up to sixth for most in a 
single season in the rally-scoring era.

South Carolina volleyball saw its season end in the second round of the 
NCAA tournament Saturday night, losing to host Washington, 25-23, 26-24, 
25-8.

•	 The Gamecocks faced one of the nation’s toughest schedules, battling 
nine teams in the NCAA tournament - including five games total 
against schools earning a top-16 seed - and nine matches against 
AVCA top-25-ranked teams during the regular season.

•	 The nine games against ranked teams are the most in program 
history, with at least one more to come with the current No. 17 team 
in the country Western Kentucky up in the first round.

The Gamecock volleyball program moved into its current facility 
in January 1996. Completed at a cost of $4.6 million, the Carolina 
Volleyball Center (CVC) has also served as a practice venue for 
both the men’s and women’s basketball programs.

The facility also includes offices for the volleyball and basketball 
staffs. In October of 2011, the volleyball staff received new of-
fices lining the Park Street side, while the team gained a film room 
and lounge in the space that was once the Frank McGuire Room. 
The volleyball team’s locker, athletic training and weight rooms 
are located in the Carolina Coliseum, which is adjacent to the CVC 
and connected via a tunnel renovated prior to the 2017 season. 

Since first competing at the CVC in 1996, the Gamecocks have a 257-
141 (.645) record. South Carolina has posted an 132-121 mark in SEC 
contests at the CVC. The largest crowd in the gym’s history came on 
Aug. 25, 2018, when the team’s match against rival Clemson was wit-
nessed by a standing-room-only crowd of 3,458. 

During the 2023 season, the team had more games with 2,000 or 
more fans (5) than in the previous 49 seasons of volleyball com-
bined (3). The Gamecocks finished 44th nationally for total atten-
dance (23,114) and 43rd in average attendance (1,651 per game). 
The 2023 team surpassed the previous program record of 18,797 
total fans and 1,446 average fans per game, both set during the 
2018 season. 

Dating back to 2014, the Gamecock volleyball program is averaging at least 
1,000 fans per game every season.
