Paris, who has been a part of
10 NCAA Division | Tournaments and 18, 20-win seasons as a
college head and assistant coach, was named the University
of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach by former Director of
Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

> Paris, the 2024 SEC Coach of the Year and one of four
finalists for the 2024 Naismith National Coach of the Year,
helped engineer the greatest single-season turnaround in
program history in 2023-24 as the team improved its win
total by 15 games. The Gamecocks 26 wins in 2023-24 tied
for the most single-season victories in program history with
the 2016-17 Final Four team.

BALANGED EFFORT IN OFFENSIVE OUTBURST

> Carolina snapped a 7-game losing streak with a
97-89 victory over Mississippi State at home on
Saturday. The 97 points scored were the most in
the Lamont Paris era the last four seasons and the
fourth-most in an SEC game for the Gamecocks
dating back to 1991-92. Meechie Johson and
Mike Sharavjamts each scored a game-high 21
points. Kobe Knox (17), Elijah Strong (16) and
Eli Ellis (13) also got into double-figures for the
home team. Carolina was 55.4% (31-0f-56) from
the floor, 50% (12-0f-24) from 3 and 85.2% (23-
of-27) at the free throw line with 20 assists to just
six turnovers in what was a balanced, efficient
offensive attack. Johnson had a career-high nine
assists while Sharavjamts added five helpers (no
turnovers). Johnson was the primary defender
on SEC leading scorer Josh Hubbard, holding him
to just 13 points on 4-0f-20 (20%) shooting.

GOING THRU A TOUGH STRETGH

> The Gamecocks dropped 10-of-11 in league
action with four single-digit losses in the stretch.
Carolina fell at No. 12/11 Florida, 76-62, on Feb.
17. The Gamecocks trailed by nine early in the
second half but were unable to get it back to
single-digits the rest of the game as the Gators
maintained their lead atop the SEC standings
improving to 12-1 on their home floor. Meechie
Johnson led all scorers with 22 points, his 9th,
20-point game of the season. The Gamecocks
rallied in the second half at Alabama last
Saturday behind 24 points from Johnson (had
only 2 in the 1st half). The deficit was trimmed

to 7, 63-56, after a Johnson 3 at the 8:20 mark.
The Gamecocks then had a wide open 3 to cut it
to 4 atthe 7:47 mark but missed and the Crimson
Tide came back down the floor to hit one of their
14 3s to push their advantage back to double-
digits. Carolina lost 84-75 at Texas on Feb. 3 in
a game it was unable to finish down the stretch.
The Longhorns ended the game on a 14-7 run
over the final 3 minutes in what was a 2-point
game after a Mike Sharavjamts and-1 with
3:23 to go. Johnson continued his sensational
play with a career-high 35 points against the
Longhorns to lead all scorers. The Gamecocks
fell 92-87 at home in overtime to LSU on Jan. 31.
Carolina trailed by 13 early in the game before
fighting back to pull within one at halftime. The
Gamecocks led by as many as five midwday thru
the second half. Johnson led five Gamecocks
in double-figures with 21 points, six assists and
five rebounds. The loss dropped Carolina to 1-5
(0-3in SEC play) in games decided by five points
or less this season. In the team's last seven SEC
games, the Gamecocks are allowing 86.6 points
per game while scoring just 67.9 points per game
offensively in the stretch.

3-POINT BARRAGE ON THE ROAD

>Carolina fell 92-69 at Texas A&M last Saturday
as the Aggies pushed the pace and sunk 17
shots from behind the arc. The Gamecocks led
14-7 after a 12-0 run at the 13:17 mark of the
opening half. A&M made 12 3s the opening
half to finish on a 39-9 run en routes to taking
a 46-25 halftime lead. Zach Clemence, who
had made just 13 3s total on the season, was
7-0f-8 from behind the arc. Carolina entered
the game with the No. 1 3-point defense (top-
ten nationally) in the SEC, allowing double-
digit made 3s by its opponents just once in 19
previous games.

The Gamecocks were also 15-0f-55 (27.3%) from
behind the arc in the two games. Carolina is 5-0
this season when shooting above 35.0% from
behind the arc.

TOUGH ONE AT HOME AGAINST THE DAWGS

> South Carolina fell at home to No. 18/20 Georgia
on Saturday (Jan. 10), 75-70, in a back-and-forth
league affair that featured 12 lead changes and
nine ties. The Gamecocks, who dealt with foul
trouble down the stretch, finished the game just
1-0f-10 from the floor with a number of good looks
in the final 5 minutes of action. Mike Sharavjamts
scored a season-high 18 points to lead Carolina.
The Gamecocks were just 7-of-24 (29.2%) from
distance. The Gamecocks, who have been one of
the top free throw shooting teams in the nation
this season, were also just 15-0f-21 at the foul line,
71.4% (T-2nd lowest mark of season).

STRONG PERFORMANGE ON THE ROAD

> Elijah Strong scored 30 points in 25 minutes to
lead South Carolina to an emphatic 78-68 road win
at LSU on Tuesday. It was a career high for the junior
transfer from Charlotte. He went 10-of-15 from the
floor and was a perfect 4-for-4 from 3 and 6-0f-6 at
the foul line. The Gamecocks built a 50-25 halftime
lead after hitting their first nine shots at PMAC,
which included six 3s, four from Strong. Carolina
shot 57.1% (12-o0f-21) from behind the arc, a team-
high mark in the Lamont Paris era in Columbia. The
Gamecocks improved to 7-0 under Paris when
shooting above 50.0% from 3. Carolina held the
Tigers to just 38.7% (24-0f-62) shooting on their
home floor and held leading scorer Michael Nwoko
to just six points on 2-of-9 shooting.

IT JUST MEANS MORE

> League play began on Jan. 3 with the Gamecocks
playing host to No. 11/11 Vanderbilt, who entered
the game just one of six unbeaten teams left in
the nation after going 13-0 in non-con action. The
Commodores shot it well from the jump en route
to an 83-71 road victory at Colonial Life Arena.
They had five players in double-figures led by
standout point guard Tyler Tanner, who finished
with 19 points and a career-high 14 assists. Elijah

Of the 71 players returning with
SEC experience this season, gradu-
ate guard Myles Stute has the most
career SEC games played with 65.
He is one of just three returning
SEC players with more than 50
career SEC games played (Nick Prin-
gle-51; Shawn Jones Jr.- 50).

Meechie Johnson (19.9 ppg, 4.9
apg), Arkansas' Darius Acuff Jr.
(25.1 ppg, 6.3 apg), Vanderbilt's
Tyler Tanner (20.6 ppg, 5.5 apg)
& Tennessee's Ja'Kobi Gillespie
(18.3 ppg, 4.9 apg) are the only
players in SEC play to rank in the
top-10 in scoring and top-five in
assists per game.

Strong led Carolina with 17 points in his second-
straight start and first career SEC game. A tough day
from behind the arc plagued the Gamecocks again
as the team went 7-for-28 (25.0%) from distance.

GET RIGHT GAMES

> After a tough road loss at in-state rival Clemson
on Dec. 16, a game in which Carolina scored a
season-low 61 points on 4-0f-26 (15.4%) from 3,
the Gamecocks have bounced back scoring 95 and
96 in blowout victories over SC State (Dec. 22) and
UAlbany (Dec. 30) to end non-conference play. It's
the first time since the 1970-71 season Carolina
has scored 95 or more points in consecutive
games. In the two victories, 10 players total scored
in double-figures in balanced offensive efforts. The
Gamecocks were a combined 59.6% (62-0f-104)
from the floor, 39.2% (20-of-51) from 3 and 88.7%
(47-0f-53) at the free throw line. Myles Stute has
got back on track scoring 15 points against the
Bulldogs and 12 points against the Great Danes.
Stute, who enters league play with the most career
SEC minutes and games played, is 6-0f-11 (54.5%)
over the last two games for Carolina. Over the last
three seasons, the team is 10-1 when he makes
three or more 3s and 17-1 when he scores 10 or
more points, the only loss each time coming at No.
16/16 Indiana on Nov. 16 last season.

> Virginia Tech handed the Gamecocks their first
home loss, 86-83, in overtime in the ACC/SEC
Challenge on Dec. 2. Ben Hammond made the go-
ahead layup with 13 seconds to go in OT to help the
Hokies prevail. Meechie Johnson fired a potential
game-winning 3 with 3 seconds remaining that
rimmed out. He finished with 18 points on 7-of-
12 shooting for Carolina. The Gamecocks battled
back from a 10-point, first half deficit taking the
lead, 68-65, with 3:39 to go on a Mike Sharavjamts
putback, and-1. Both teams had a number of
chances down the stretch but couldn't get shots to
fall as the game went to OT tied at 70. It was the
first loss of the Lamont Paris era at Carolina when
the team scores 80 or more points (entered the
game 16-0). The SEC won the ACC/SEC Challenge
for the second-straight year, 9-7.

STRONG BOUNCGE BACK DUB

> Elijah Strong scored 20 of his season-high 22
points in a 74-62 victory over Charleston Southern
(Nov. 28), snapping a two-game losing skid by the
Gamecocks. He finished 9-of-16 from the floor and
scored 20 of the team's final 29 points in just 16
minutes total of action off the bench. Kobe Knox
had 15 points on an efficent 6-of-8 from the floor.
He had a highlight reel dunk over a 6-11 player for
the Bucs that sparked a 16-4 run by South Carolina
that helped put the game away.

TOUGH TRIP TO THE GREENBRIER

> South Carolina came up just shy in both its games
at the Skechers Greenbrier Tip-Off falling 79-72 to
Butler (Nov. 21) and 79-77 to Northwestern (Nov.
23) on a late basket with 0.8 seconds left. The
3-point shot, a strength of this year's team, wasn't
falling in Colonial Hall ballroom as Carolina was just
28.3% (17-0f-60) in its two games. The Bulldogs
used a 48-29 advantage on the glass to holdoff

the Gamecocks in game one, limiting Carolina's
second chance opportunities. Meechie Johnson
led all scorers with 24 points. The Gamecocks
closed game two on a 13-1 run to tie the game
at 75-all with 1:44 to go. Arrinten Page made the
game-winning FG with just under 1 second to go
as the Wildcats prevailed, 79-77. Carolina battled
back from double-digit, second half deficits in both
games to give itself a chance in the final 5 minutes.

>Elijah Strong (15) and Eli Ellis (14) combined for 29
of the team's season-high 50 bench pointsinan 87-
58 rout of Radford on Nov. 18. All 12 players who en-
tered the game for Carolina scored a bucket with Eli
Sparkman hitting a late 3 to get on the scoresheet.
Mike Sharavjamts had his first career double-double
with 12 points and a career-high 10 rebounds. The
Gamecocks shot 57.6% (34-of-59) from the floor
and made 34 field goals, both team highs in the Par-
is era at South Carolina. The Gamecocks also had 23
assists (third-most in Paris era at SC) with Meechie
Johnson and Kobe Knox each recording a team-high
five helpers. Nine different players had an assist for
the Gamecocks.

Assemian made his
first career start leading the team with eight rebounds
(six on the offensive glass) and two blocks in only 14
minutes of run due to foul trouble. Polk was one of
four Gamecocks in double-figures leading the Carolina
reserves with 12 points. He was a perfect 4-for-4 from
3, becoming just the third SEC freshman over the last
five seasons to make four or more 3s in a game with

no misses. Ellis continued his steady play in the back-
court leading the team with five assists and no turn-
overs in 23 minutes of action. Mike Sharavjamts led
the way with 13 points with Myles Stute (11) and Jor-
dan Butler (11) each scoring in double-figures as well.
Butler had career highs in points (11) and rebounds (7)

> Trailing by 11 with just under 4 minutes to play,
Meechie Johnson scored 14 of South Carolina's fi-
nal 16 points the final 3:39 to tie the score at 70-all
and force OT against Southern Miss. Johnson hit
four 3s in the stretch, including one that tied the
game late just in front of the midcourt Block Clogo.
The Gamecocks won 83-79in OT as Johnson scored
a career-high 33 points, making a career-best seven
3s. It was his first career 30-point game and as he
became the ninth different Gamecock with sev-
en or more made 3s in a game. Eli Ellis had all 20
bench points with a team-high seven rebounds.
Mike Sharavjamts had 17 points, five rebounds,
three assists and two steals getting a crucial and-1
transition bucket to put Carolina ahead in OT.

SHARING THE SUGAR ON OPENING NIGHT

> |t was an impressive offensive effort in a 91-72
season-opening victory over NC A&T on Nov. 4. Five
players scored in double-figures for the Gamecocks
led by Meechie Johnson's 14 points. Two more
players had nine points. Carolina assisted on 24 of
its 31 made field goals and all 12 players who com-
peted in the game recorded at least one assist. Nor-
din Kapic (13) and Kobe Knox (12) were productive
in their Gamecock debuts getting into double-fig-
ures. Eli Ellis (11) and Elijah Strong (11) also had
solid nights, scoring in double-figures off the bench.
Ellis led the team with five assists. Four different
players tied for the team lead with five rebounds
each in what was a balanced offensive effort from
start to finish at Colonial Life Arena. The win marked
the 50th career victory for head coach Lamont Paris
at South Carolina. With the victory, he is now one of
10 coaches in program history to record 50 career

wins at the school.

SOUTH GAROLINA DESERVES TO HAVE HIM
BAGK, AND THEY DO!

> Myles Stute was granted a medical hardship waiv-
er from the NCAA for another year of eligibility in
early May to finish his college career as a Game-
cock. He started the first 14 games of the season in
2024-25 for Carolina before being sidelined the rest
of the year due to lower leg deep vein thrombosis
(blood clot). In two seasons at South Carolina, Stute
has played in 41 games (31 starts) and averaged 7.3
points, 3.1 rebounds and 1.0 assists per game with
a 36.5% (65-0f-178) shooting clip from 3.

THE RETURN OF THE KING

> Head coach Lamont Paris announced a six-man
transfer portal class on May 1 led by a familiar face for
Gamecock fans as Meechie Johnson pledged his return
to Columbia to finish his career in Garnet & Black after
spending last season back at Ohio State where he be-
gan his college career in 2020-21. In two seasons and
63 games played for the Gamecocks from 2022-24,
Johnson scored 845 points averaging 13.4 points, 3.9
rebounds and 3.2 assists per game. He had the best
season of his career in 2023-24, earning Second Team
AlI-SEC honors after averaging 14.1 points, 4.1 rebounds
and 2.9 assists per contest. Johnson helped lead the
team to one of the best seasons in school history that
season as Carolina went 26-8 and T-2nd in the SEC with
a 13-5 mark in league action. He has 42 games in dou-
ble-figures at South Carolina with 14, 20-point outings
including a career-best 10, 20-point games in 2023-24.

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division | Tournaments
and 18 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant coach, was
named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach by Director of
Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

Paris, 50, is the first African-American head coach in the history of the
Gamecock men’s basketball program. The 2024 SEC Coach of the Year en-
ters his fourth season leading the program in 2025-26.

In his third season (2024-25), Paris helped guide sophomore forward Col-
lin Murray-Boyles to one of the best individual seasons by a Gamecock in
recent memory. The local product from Columbia averaged 16.8 points, 8.3
rebounds, 2.4 assists, 1.5 steals and 1.3 blocks per game en route to being
named Second Team AlI-SEC. He became the first Gamecock since Jimmy
Fosterin 1983-84 to average at least 16.0 points and 8.0 rebounds, per con-
test. CMB was selected ninth overall by the Toronto Raptors in the 2025
NBA Draft, becoming the first lottery pick (top-14 selection) in program
history in the modern draft era (lottery started in 1985).

In year two (2023-24), Paris and his staff helped orchestrate the greatest
single—season turnaround in program history as South Carolina went 26-8
and returned to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2017. The
26 victories tied the 2016-17 Final Four team for the most single-season
wins in program history. Carolina’s 15-win improvement was tied for the
second-best mark in the nation. The team’s 25 regular season wins were
a new program record. The Gamecocks went 13-5 in SEC play, good for a
T-2nd finish in the league. The 13 SEC wins tied the 1997 SEC title team for
the most SEC wins in program history (Carolina joined the league in 1991-
92). Paris was named SEC Coach of the Year by the league’s coaches and the
AP (first coach in program history to be named SEC Coach of the Year by the
media). He was one of four finalists for the 2024 Naismith National Coach
of the Year. Paris was also a finalist for Jim Phelan National Coach of the
Year and the Ben Jobe Award.

The Gamecocks won seven SEC games on the road in 2023-24, tying the
1996-97 team for the most SEC victories away from home in a single sea-
son. Carolina finished the year with a 12-5 record in true road and neutral
site games. The Gamecocks were one of just 18 teams in the country with
multiple top-10 wins and one of five teams in the nation with a top-five
true road win. Carolina had a seven-game SEC win streak, which included
beating No. 6/6 Kentucky 79-62 at home on Jan. 23 and No. 5/5 Tennes-
see, 63-59, in Knoxville on Jan. 30. Per Elias Sports Bureau, it was the first
time the Gamecocks had defeated a pair of top-10 teams in a three-game
stretch since 1968. Carolina’s win over the Vols was the team'’s first AP Top-
Five road victory since defeating No. 3 Kentucky, 72-66, on March 2, 1997.
The Gamecocks returned to the top-25 for the first time since 2017 back in
Week 14 on Feb. 5 and remained there the last seven weeks of the season.
The team finished the year ranked No. 23 in the final USA Today Coaches
Poll and No. 25 in the final AP Top-25, marking the first time Carolina was
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ranked in the final AP poll since 1998. The Gamecocks were
ranked as high as No. 11 in both major polls.

In his first season (2022-23), South Carolina had an over-
hauled roster with eight new players, including just 14.9
percent of the team's scoring and 18.4 percent of the min-
utes played returning from the season prior. The Game-
cocks defeated Clemson at home, 60-58, for the first time
since Dec. 19, 2014. Chico Carter Jr. hit the game-winning
bucket with 0.9 seconds remaining. Paris became the first
Gamecock head coach since Dave Odom in 2001 to defeat
the in-state Tigers in his first season. The conference slate
was highlighted by road wins at Kentucky, at Ole Miss and
at LSU. The Gamecocks wire-to-wire victory at Rupp Arena
onJan. 10 was the team’s first there since 2009 and just the
program’s third all-time win in Lexington since joining the
SEC (1992). Ohio State transfer Meechie Johnson made six
3s and scored a career-high 26 points to lead the Game-
cocks. Paris joined Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin Horn
(2009) as the only Gamecock head coaches all-time to win
in the historic building.

Paris came to Carolina after five seasons as the head coach
at University of Tennessee at Chattanooga, coaching the
Mocs to an 87-72 overall record (.547), including a 65-29
mark his last three seasons.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior to
becomming head coach at Chattanooga, teams associated
with Paris were 497-217 (.696) with five conference titles
and 12 NCAA Tournament appearances (Division | and Il),
reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wisconsin from
2010-17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard. The Badgers
went to the NCAA Tournament every year with four Sweet
16 appearances and back-to-back trips to the Final Four in
2014 and 2015. Wisconsin played for the National Champi-
onship in 2015 after going 36-4 and winning both the Big
Ten regular season and tournament titles. The Badgers took
down No. 1 overall seed Kentucky in the National Semifinal,
ending the Wildcats’ previously undefeated season.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Meechie Johnson scored
14 points and South Carolina made 14 3-point-
ers to help cruise past North Carolina A&T 91-72
on Tuesday night in the season opener for both
teams.

Johnson made a pair of 3s to go with five re-
bounds, four assists and two steals.

Nordin Kapic added 13 points and hit three
3-pointers, leading nine Gamecocks who made
a least one bucket from long range. Kobe Knox
chipped in with 12 points.

The Gamecocks shot 31 of 63 overall (49%) and
14 of 32 (44%) from beyond the arc.

Lureon Walker led NC A&T with 22 points. Lewis
Walker added 16 points and Amadou Doumbia
grabbed 10 rebounds for the Aggies.

South Carolina has 12 new players on its roster
with returners Jordan Butler, Myles Stute and Cam
Scott.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Meechie Johnson
scored 14 of his 19 points in the second
half and South Carolina overcame a cold-
shooting start to beat The Citadel 71-55 on
Saturday night.

Mike Sharavjamts added 14 points and Kobe
Knox 12 for South Carolina (7-3).

The Gamecocks missed their first 19 3-point
shots before Myles Stute hit a 3 with 9:20
left in the game. Johnson and Grant Polk
made back-to-back 3-pointers that gave
South Carolina a 55-47 lead less than three
minutes later.

Johnson converted a three-point play and
Hayden Assemian followed with a basket
that made it an 11-point game with 4:24
remaining.

Carter Kingsbury made 8 of 14 from the field
and led The Citadel (3-8) with 18 points.

South Carolina finished 3 of 23 from 3-point
range and shot 42% overall, but made 9 of
14 from the field over the final 10 minutes.

The Bulldogs, who are 0-8 against Division-I
opponents this season, shot 37% from
the field, made 2 of 19 (11%) from 3-point
range, and hit 11 of 20 (55%) from the free-
throw line.

CLEMSON, S.C. (AP) — Ace Buckner scored 19 points,
and Clemson jumped out early to cruise past South
Carolina 68-61 on Tuesday night.

Carter Welling added 16 points for Clemson, which is
9-3 overall and 7-0 at home.

The Tigers had their largest lead, 56-43, on Welling's
three-point play with 6:55 remaining. Nordin Kapic
scored five straight points inside the final three min-
utes to pull the Gamecocks to 65-59 with 48 seconds
left. Welling then hit a free throw, and Bucker added
two more from the line to help seal the game with 15
seconds to play.

Kobe Knox and Mike Sharavjamts each scored 13
points to lead South Carolina (7-4). Sharavjamts also
grabbed seven rebounds.

Clemson took the lead for good nearly eight minutes
into the first half and built a 34-27 halftime advan-
tage. Welling scored eight points as Clemson shot
50% (13 of 26) from the floor. Sharavjamts scored
nine points to pace South Carolina, which shot 39%
(11 of 28) overall and made just 2 of 15 from distance
in the first half.

The previous three games between the teams had
been decided by five points or less. The last time
South Carolina won at Clemson was a 67-54 victory
on Dec. 15,2019.

It was the 175th game in the series, which South Car-
olina leads 93-82.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Myles Stute and Mike
Sharavjamts both scored 15 points to propel
South Carolina to a 95-70 victory over South Caro-
lina State on Monday.

Stute made 4 of 7 shots with three 3-pointers,
adding seven rebounds for the Gamecocks (8-4),
who improve to 7-1 at home. Sharavjamts sank 5
of 6 shots and all five of his free throws as South
Carolina made 31 of 36 at the foul line.

Reserves Grant Polk and Elijah Strong both had 13
points and Kobe Knox scored 11 and handed out
five assists for South Carolina.

Jayden Johnson had 23 points on 10-for-15
shooting with two 3-pointers and six assists for
the Bulldogs (1-13), now 0-11 on the road after
notching their first victory last time out. Noah
Treadwell made five 3-pointers and scored 17,
while James Morrow added 13 points before
fouling out.

Stute sank a 3-pointer to give South Carolina a 30-
19 lead — its largest of the first half — with 7:20
remaining. Johnson hit a jumper to cut it to 36-31
four minutes later, but Polk hit two 3-pointers to
ignite a 10-2 run and the Gamecocks led 46-33 at
halftime.

The Bulldogs got no closer than 11 after the break.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Meechie Johnson scored 15
points as South Carolina pulled away after halftime
and cruised past UAIbany 96-67 on Tuesday night.

The Gamecocks shot 60% from the field and placed
five players in double figures while improving to 9-4.
South Carolina led 48-33 at the break and steadily
widened the gap in the second half, turning defensive
pressure into easy scoring opportunities.

UAlbany briefly showed momentum early after
halftime when Amir Lindsey and Zacharie Matulu
connected on 3-pointers to cut the deficit to 51-39.
South Carolina answered with a decisive stretch that
put the game out of reach, though. Kobe Knox hit a
3-pointer, and the Gamecocks followed with a 12-2
run that extended the lead to 63-41 with 13:42 re-
maining.

Hayden Assemian finished with 13 points off the
bench, while Mike Sharavjamts added 10 points and
seven assists.

South Carolina went 14 of 30 from beyond the arc
and made 16 of 17 free throws. The Gamecocks
forced 15 turnovers and consistently capitalized in
transition during the second half.

Lindsey led UAlbany (4-11) with 18 points but com-
mitted four turnovers. Okechukwu Okeke scored
12 points on 6-0f-6 shooting and grabbed seven
rebounds off the bench. Nas Muhammad added 10
points. The Great Danes shot 44% overall but strug-
gled to slow South Carolina, with the margin growing
to as many as 33 points late.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Tyler Tanner had 19 points
and a career-high 14 assists, AK Okereke scored 17
and No. 11 Vanderbilt improved to 14-0 with an
83-71 victory over South Carolina on Saturday.

The Commodores (1-0 Southeastern Conference)
are off to their best start since the 2007-08 team
opened 16-0. TheY did it against the Gamecocks
(9-5, 0-1) without leading scorer Duke Miles, who
missed his second straight contest with an undis-
closed injury.

Miles absence didn't slow down Vanderbilt one
bit. It used an early 13-0 run — which started on
Okereke's 3-pointer — to lead 15-4 over the first
six minutes. When South Carolina closed 34-30
with 4:13 before the half, Vanderbilt ended the
period with an 8-4 run sparked by another three
from Okereke to lead 42-34.

Vanderbilt ended any chance of a Gamecocks'
rally with a 12-3 run to start the second half and
were never pressured the rest of the way.

The Commodores face a test to keep their streak
going next time out when they return home to
play No. 14 Alabama. Should they get past the
Tide, they'll look to match their program-best
16-0 start at home next weekend against LSU.

If Vanderbilt shows this kind of depth, it will be dif-
ficult for any opponent to slow them down. The
Commodores finished with five players in double
figures and shot over 50% from the field. They
outrebounded the Gamecocks 37-25 and did not
have a shot blocked by South Carolina.

Tyler Nickel had 16 points with four of Vanderbilt's
10 3-pointers. Devin McGlockton added 15 points
for the Commodores.

Elijah Strong led South Carolina with 17 points.

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — Elijah Strong scored
a career-high 30 points, and South Carolina built
a big first-half lead that held off LSU for a 78-68
victory on Tuesday night.

South Carolina (10-5, 1-1 Southeastern Confer-
ence) rebounded from an 83-71 loss to Vander-
bilt, while LSU (12-3, 0-2) has lost consecutive
games.

The Gamecocks builta 25-point halftime advan-
tage and led by double digits with about nine
minutes left when LSU started a 12-3 run to pull
to 66-60 with 6:22 remaining.

Nick Pringle, who spent last season at South Carolina,
set a season high with 15 points and grabbed seven
rebounds.

Acuff, a freshman, posted his third double-double and
set a career best for assists. He's scored in double fig-
ures in every game for Arkansas (13-4, 3-1 Southeast-
ern Conference) this season.

Meechie Johnson paced the Gamecocks (10-7, 1-3)
with 29 points.

South Carolina led once at 7-6 before Arkansas went
ona 12-2 runin 4:59 to open a 22-12 lead. The Game-
cocks shotjust 1 of 9 from the field during that span.

Arkansas didn't commit its first turnover until the 3:33
mark of the first half. South Carolina, meanwhile, gave
away the ball 10 times to that point, resulting in 10 Ra-
zorbacks points. The 10th turnover led to a breakaway
dunk for Brazile that put Arkansas ahead by 16 with
four minutes left in the half.

Early in the second, a 19-1 spurt by Arkansas all but
ended South Carolina’s comeback hopes. The Razor-
backs made seven straight field goals during the run
and built the lead to 30 points. They ultimately hit 10
in a row before missing.

Arkansas’ 34-point win tied for the sixth-largest in an
SEC game in school history and the team’s 108 points
equaled its sixth-most in an SEC game.

AUBURN, Ala. (AP) — Filip Jovic scored a career-high
23 points and Auburn held off a last-minute rally by
South Carolina, defeating the Gamecocks 71-67 on
Saturday night.

Auburn led by six at halftime and held the lead
throughout the second half. Back-to-back dunks by
Sebastian Williams-Adams and Jovic gave the Tigers
their first double-digit lead of the game, 60-49 with
about 5 minutes remaining.

Two free throws by Mike Sharavjamts and a driving
layup by Kobe Knox had the Game-cocks within
62-57 with 1:20 remaining before Kevin Overton's

USC got within three points twice, the second time on
a layup by Sharavjamts with 17 seconds remaining.
