MEECHIE! ONIONS! 
> Meechie Johnson hit the first game-winning 
shot of his college career, pulling and connecting 
from 35-feet on the right wing to push Caorlina 
to a 64-61 road win at Ole Miss (March 7) in the 
regular season finale. He finished with 17 points, 
13 coming in the second half. Nordin Kapic had 
his second-straight game in double-figures with 
12 points off the bench (10 in the first half). 
Kobe Knox was also in double-figures with 12 
as he shot a career-high 10 free throws. It was 
the Gamecocks' fourth-straight win at Ole Miss 
dating back to 2022 and improved Lamont Paris 
to 3-0 all-time at Carolina in SJB Pavilion.  
COULDN'T CLOSE DOWN THE STRETCH 
> Mike Sharavjamts hit a 3 with 2:52 seconds 
left to pull the Gamecocks within two of 
Kentucky, 59-57, late in the game on Tuesday 
night. Carolina then went 3-of-12 from there to 
finish the game after a Wildcat timeout as the 
visitors pulled away for a 72-63 road victory. The 
Gamecocks trailed by seven at the break after a 
tough shooting half (25.0% from the field and 
from 3). The shooting improved in half two as 
Carolina was 14-of-29 (48.3%) from the floor the 
final 20 minutes. The team battled back to tie 
the game three times in the second half but was 
never able to grab the lead. Meechie Johnson led 
the Gamecocks again with 18 points, six assists, 
four rebounds and three steals. 
BALANCED EFFORT IN OFFENSIVE OUTBURST
> Carolina snapped a 7-game losing streak with a 
97-89 victory over Mississippi State at home on 
Saturday. The 97 points scored were the most in 
the Lamont Paris era the last four seasons and the 
fourth-most in an SEC game for the Gamecocks 
dating back to 1991-92. Meechie Johson and 
Mike Sharavjamts each scored a game-high 21 
points. Kobe Knox (17), Elijah Strong (16) and 
Eli Ellis (13) also got into double-figures for the 
home team. Carolina was 55.4% (31-of-56) from 
the floor, 50% (12-of-24) from 3 and 85.2% (23-
of-27) at the free throw line with 20 assists to just 
six turnovers in what was a balanced, efficient 
offensive attack. Johnson had a career-high nine 
assists while Sharavjamts added five helpers (no 
turnovers). Johnson was the primary defender 
on SEC leading scorer Josh Hubbard, holding him 
to just 13 points on 4-of-20 (20%) shooting. 

GOING THRU A TOUGH STRETCH 
> The Gamecocks dropped 10-of-11 in league 
action with four single-digit losses in the stretch. 
Carolina fell at No. 12/11 Florida, 76-62, on Feb. 
17. The Gamecocks trailed by nine early in the 
second half but were unable to get it back to 
single-digits the rest of the game as the Gators 
maintained their lead atop the SEC standings 
improving to 12-1 on their home floor. Meechie 
Johnson led all scorers with 22 points, his 9th, 
20-point game of the season. The Gamecocks 
rallied in the second half at Alabama last 
Saturday behind 24 points from Johnson (had 
only 2 in the 1st half). The deficit was trimmed 
to 7, 63-56, after a Johnson 3 at the 8:20 mark. 
The Gamecocks then had a wide open 3 to cut it 
to 4 at the 7:47 mark but missed and the Crimson 
Tide came back down the floor to hit one of their 
14 3s to push their advantage back to double-
digits.  Carolina lost 84-75 at Texas on Feb. 3 in 
a game it was unable to finish down the stretch. 
The Longhorns ended the game on a 14-7 run 
over the final 3 minutes in what was a 2-point 
game after a Mike Sharavjamts and-1 with 
3:23 to go.  Johnson continued his sensational 
play with a career-high 35 points against the 
Longhorns to lead all scorers. The Gamecocks 
fell 92-87 at home in overtime to LSU on Jan. 31. 
Carolina trailed by 13 early in the game before 
fighting back to pull within one at halftime. The 
Gamecocks led by as many as five midwday thru 
the second half. Johnson led five Gamecocks 
in double-figures with 21 points, six assists and 
five rebounds. The loss dropped Carolina to 1-5 
(0-3 in SEC play) in games decided by five points 
or less this season.  In the team's last seven SEC 
games, the Gamecocks are allowing 86.6 points 
per game while scoring just 67.9 points per game 
offensively in the stretch. 
3-POINT BARRAGE ON THE ROAD 
>Carolina fell 92-69 at Texas A&M last Saturday 
as the Aggies pushed the pace and sunk 17 
shots from behind the arc. The Gamecocks led 
14-7 after a 12-0 run at the 13:17 mark of the 
opening half. A&M made 12 3s the opening 
half to finish on a 39-9 run en routes to taking 
a 46-25 halftime lead. Zach Clemence, who 
had made just 13 3s total on the season, was 
7-of-8 from behind the arc. Carolina entered 
the game with the No. 1 3-point defense (top-
ten nationally) in the SEC, allowing double-
digit made 3s by its opponents just once in 19

Meechie Johnson and Kobe Knox 
each put together solid perofrmances again for 
Carolina as Johnson led all scorers with 26 points 
and Knox matched his season-high again with 18 
points.  
NEEDED IT - GOT IT 
>Carolina snapped a 3-game SEC losing steak with 
a wire-to-wire 85-76 victory over OU on Tuesday. 
All five starters scored in double-figures for the first 
time this season with Meechie Johnson (20) and 
Kobe Knox (18) leading the way.  Johnson scored 18 
of his points in the second half and was 13-of-15 
at the foul line, finishing the game with 9-straight 
makes over the final 2:05. He played the final 6:53 
of regulation with four fouls. Knox's 18 points (12 
in the second half) were a season high. Elijah Strong 
finished with 17 points as he made a trio of 3s 
earlier and started the game on an 11-0 run himself 
the first 2:30. Carolina was efficent on offense going 
9-of-20 (45%) from 3 and averaging 1.197 points 
per possession. 
TABLES TURNED ON THE ROAD 
> The Gamecocks entered a two-game road trip 
last week at No. 17/17 Arkansas (Jan. 14) and 
at Auburn leading the SEC in fewest turnovers 
per game (9.7) and team free throw percentage 
(78.7%). Carolina dropped both contest with 31 
turnovers combined in the two games while 
going 24-of-34 (70.6%) at the free throw line. 
The Gamecocks were also 15-of-55 (27.3%) from 
behind the arc in the two games. Carolina is 5-0 
this season when shooting above 35.0% from 
behind the arc. 
TOUGH ONE AT HOME AGAINST THE DAWGS
> South Carolina fell at home to No. 18/20 Georgia 
on Saturday (Jan. 10), 75-70, in a back-and-forth 
league affair that featured 12 lead changes and 
nine ties. The Gamecocks, who dealt with foul 
trouble down the stretch, finished the game just 
1-of-10 from the floor with a number of good looks 
in the final 5 minutes of action. Mike Sharavjamts 
scored a season-high 18 points to lead Carolina. 
The Gamecocks were just 7-of-24 (29.2%) from 
distance. The Gamecocks, who have been one of 
the top free throw shooting teams in the nation 
this season, were also just 15-of-21 at the foul line, 
71.4% (T-2nd lowest mark of season).
STRONG PERFORMANCE ON THE ROAD
> Elijah Strong scored 30 points in 25 minutes to 
lead South Carolina to an emphatic 78-68 road win 
at LSU on Tuesday. It was a career high for the junior 
transfer from Charlotte. He went 10-of-15 from the 
floor and was a perfect 4-for-4 from 3 and 6-of-6 at 
the foul line. The Gamecocks built a 50-25 halftime 
lead after hitting their first nine shots at PMAC, 
which included six 3s, four from Strong. Carolina 
shot 57.1% (12-of-21) from behind the arc, a team-
high mark in the Lamont Paris era in Columbia. The 
Gamecocks improved to 7-0 under Paris when 
shooting above 50.0% from 3. Carolina held the 
Tigers to just 38.7% (24-of-62) shooting on their 
home floor and held leading scorer Michael 
Nwoko to just six points on 2-of-9 shooting.  
IT JUST MEANS MORE 
> League play began on Jan. 3 with the Gamecocks 
playing host to No. 11/11 Vanderbilt, who entered 

the game just one of six unbeaten teams left in 
the nation after going 13-0 in non-con action. The 
Commodores shot it well from the jump en route 
to an 83-71 road victory at Colonial Life Arena. They 
had five players in double-figures led by standout 
point guard Tyler Tanner, who finished with 19 
points and a career-high 14 assists. Elijah Strong led 
Carolina with 17 points in his second-straight start 
and first career SEC game. A tough day from behind 
the arc plagued the Gamecocks again as the team 
went 7-for-28 (25.0%) from distance.
GET RIGHT GAMES 
> After a tough road loss at in-state rival Clemson 
on Dec. 16, a game in which Carolina scored a 
season-low 61 points on 4-of-26 (15.4%) from 3, 
the Gamecocks have bounced back scoring 95 and 
96 in blowout victories over SC State (Dec. 22) and 
UAlbany (Dec. 30) to end non-conference play. It's 
the first time since the 1970-71 season Carolina 
has scored 95 or more points in consecutive 
games. In the two victories, 10 players total scored 
in double-figures in balanced offensive efforts. The 
Gamecocks were a combined 59.6% (62-of-104) 
from the floor, 39.2% (20-of-51) from 3 and 88.7% 
(47-of-53) at the free throw line. Myles Stute has 
got back on track scoring 15 points against the 
Bulldogs and 12 points against the Great Danes. 
Stute, who enters league play with the most career 
SEC minutes and games played, is 6-of-11 (54.5%) 
over the last two games for Carolina. Over the last 
three seasons, the team is 10-1 when he makes 
three or more 3s and 17-1 when he scores 10 or 
more points, the only loss each time coming at No. 
16/16 Indiana on Nov. 16 last season.

Challenge on Dec. 2. Ben Hammond made the go-
ahead layup with 13 seconds to go in OT to help the 
Hokies prevail. Meechie Johnson fired a potential 
game-winning 3 with 3 seconds remaining that 
rimmed out. He finished with 18 points on 7-of-
12 shooting for Carolina. The Gamecocks battled 
back from a 10-point, first half deficit taking the 
lead, 68-65, with 3:39 to go on a Mike Sharavjamts 
putback, and-1. Both teams had a number of 
chances down the stretch but couldn't get shots to 
fall as the game went to OT tied at 70. It was the 
first loss of the Lamont Paris era at Carolina when 
the team scores 80 or more points (entered the 
game 16-0). The SEC won the ACC/SEC Challenge 
for the second-straight year, 9-7.
STRONG BOUNCE BACK DUB
> Elijah Strong scored 20 of his season-high 22 
points in a 74-62 victory over Charleston Southern 
(Nov. 28), snapping a two-game losing skid by the 
Gamecocks. He finished 9-of-16 from the floor and 
scored 20 of the team's final 29 points in just 16 
minutes total of action off the bench. Kobe Knox 
had 15 points on an efficent 6-of-8 from the floor. 
He had a highlight reel dunk over a 6-11 player for 
the Bucs that sparked a 16-4 run by South Carolina 
that helped put the game away. 
TOUGH TRIP TO THE GREENBRIER 
> South Carolina came up just shy in both its games 
at the Skechers Greenbrier Tip-Off falling 79-72 to 
Butler (Nov. 21) and 79-77 to Northwestern (Nov. 
23) on a late basket with 0.8 seconds left. The 
3-point shot, a strength of this year's team, wasn't 
falling in Colonial Hall ballroom as Carolina was just 
28.3% (17-of-60) in its two games. The Bulldogs 
used a 48-29 advantage on the glass to holdoff 
the Gamecocks in game one, limiting Carolina's 
second chance opportunities. Meechie Johnson 
led all scorers with 24 points. The Gamecocks 
closed game two on a 13-1 run to tie the game 
at 75-all with 1:44 to go. Arrinten Page made the 
game-winning FG with just under 1 second to go 
as the Wildcats prevailed, 79-77. Carolina battled 
back from double-digit, second half deficits in both 
games to give itself a chance in the final 5 minutes. 
THE BENCH GUYS CAN PLAY A LITTLE BIT 
TOO
>Elijah Strong (15) and Eli Ellis (14) combined for 29 
of the team's season-high 50 bench points in an 87-
58 rout of Radford on Nov. 18. All 12 players who en-
tered the game for Carolina scored a bucket with Eli 
Sparkman hitting a late 3 to get on the scoresheet. 
Mike Sharavjamts had his first career double-double 
with 12 points and a career-high 10 rebounds. The 
Gamecocks shot 57.6% (34-of-59) from the floor 
and made 34 field goals, both team highs in the Par-
is era at South Carolina. The Gamecocks also had 23 
assists (third-most in Paris era at SC) with Meechie 
Johnson and Kobe Knox each recording a team-high 
five helpers. Nine different players had an assist for 
the Gamecocks. After making double-digit 3s in two 
of the first three games, Carolina had a season-high 
48 points in the paint, going 27-of-34 (79.4%) from 
the floor on 2-point shots. 
FRESHMEN TRIO SHINES VS. PC 
> The freshmen trio of forward Hayden Assemian, 
guard Eli Ellis and guard Grant Polk shined in an 81-61 
win over Presbyterian on Nov. 12.  Assemian made his 
first career start leading the team with eight rebounds 
(six on the offensive glass) and two blocks in only 14 
minutes of run due to foul trouble. Polk was one of 
four Gamecocks in double-figures leading the Carolina 
reserves with 12 points. He was a perfect 4-for-4 from 
3, becoming just the third SEC freshman over the last 
five seasons to make four or more 3s in a game with 
no misses. Ellis continued his steady play in the back-
court leading the team with five assists and no turn-
overs in 23 minutes of action. Mike Sharavjamts led 
the way with 13 points with Myles Stute (11) and Jor-
dan Butler (11) each scoring in double-figures as well. 

Butler had career highs in points (11) and rebounds (7) 
in 20 minutes off the bench against the Blue Hose. 
MEECHIE MAGIC 
> Trailing by 11 with just under 4 minutes to play, 
Meechie Johnson scored 14 of South Carolina's fi-
nal 16 points the final 3:39 to tie the score at 70-all 
and force OT against Southern Miss. Johnson hit 
four 3s in the stretch, including one that tied the 
game late just in front of the midcourt Block C logo. 
The Gamecocks won 83-79 in OT as Johnson scored 
a career-high 33 points, making a career-best seven 
3s. It was his first career 30-point game and as he 
became the ninth different Gamecock with sev-
en or more made 3s in a game. Eli Ellis had all 20 
bench points with a team-high seven rebounds. 
Mike Sharavjamts had  17 points, five rebounds, 
three assists and two steals getting a crucial and-1 
transition bucket to put Carolina ahead in OT.
 SHARING THE SUGAR ON OPENING NIGHT
> It was an impressive offensive effort in a 91-72 
season-opening victory over NC A&T on Nov. 4. Five 
players scored in double-figures for the Gamecocks 
led by Meechie Johnson's 14 points. Two more 
players had nine points. Carolina assisted on 24 of 
its 31 made field goals and all 12 players who com-
peted in the game recorded at least one assist. Nor-
din Kapic (13) and Kobe Knox (12) were productive 
in their Gamecock debuts getting into double-fig-
ures. Eli Ellis (11) and Elijah Strong (11)  also had 
solid nights, scoring in double-figures off the bench. 
Ellis led the team with five assists. Four different 
players tied for the team lead with five rebounds 
each in what was a balanced offensive effort from 
start to finish at Colonial Life Arena.  The win marked 
the 50th career victory for head coach Lamont Paris 
at South Carolina. With the victory, he is now one of 
10 coaches in program history to record 50 career 
wins at the  school. 
GAMECOCK YNG DREAMERZ
> Carolina's 2025-26 roster features a trio of fresh-
man who all played for YNG Dreamerz in the Over-
time Elite League. Eli Ellis, Hayden Assemian and Abu 
Yarmah all finished their prep years together help-
ing YNG Dreamerz win the OTE Championship  last 
March. Ellis was a two-time MVP in the league and 
finished his career as the OTE all-time leading scorer 
averaging 32.1 points, 6.7 assists, 5.7 rebounds and 
1.7 steals per game in his final season. Assemian av-
eraged 5.3 points, 8.7 rebounds, 1.8 blocks and 1.1 
assists per game. Yarmah averaged 13.5 points, 7.8 
rebounds, 1.2 assists and 1.1 steals per game. Ellis' 
dad, Jeremy, was the team's coach and was also their 
high school coach at Moravian Prep in Hudson, N.C. 
ALL RISE FOR THE JUDGE 
> The Honorable L. Casey Manning enters his 33rd sea-
son as an analyst for men’s basketball games on the 
Gamecock Radio Network. He joined the broadcast 
team for the 1993-94 season and worked alongside 
legendary South Carolina play-by-play man Bob Fulton. 
Manning has worked alongside current play-by-play 
man Derek Scott since 2016-17. The Gamecocks ad-
vanced to the school’s first ever Final Four their first year 
working together. Manning, a Dillon, S.C. native, played 
for the Gamecocks from 1970-73 and made history as 
the first African-American scholarship player in program 
history. He graduated from the South Carolina School of 
Law in 1977 and has served as Circuit Court Judge for the 
Fifth Judicial Court since 1994. Manning retired on Dec. 
31, 2022. 
> On Dec. 8, 2022, at a retirement function at the USC 
Alumni Center, Manning received the Order of the 
Plametto from Gov. Henry McMaster, the highest civilian 
honor granted in the state of South Carolina. 
> Two streets were also named after him, one in downt-
won Columbia near the courthouse he worked in and 
the other in his hometown of Dillon, S.C. 
> On May 7, 2022, Manning received an honorary doctor 
of laws degree from the Board of Trustees at commence-
ment. It is the highest degree you can receive from the 
university. 
> He's the only member of the 30-year club on radio 
broadcast in the SEC. 

A CAREER-YEAR FOR BIG MEECH
Meechie Johnson has a career-best 12, 20-point 
games this season, 10 of which have come in SEC 
play. He averaged 19.7 points per game in SEC 
action, which was 7th in the league. Since 04-05, 
Devan Downey (13 in '10) & Sindarius Thornwell 
(11 in '17) are the only other Gamecocks with 
double-digit, 20-point games in SEC play.

The Gamecocks 
are one of 15 teams in NCAA Division I to have multiple 
players with 200+ career made 3s (Alabama, Cincy.

563 - Stute (158), Johnson (147), transfers Mike 
Sharavjamts (130) and Kobe Knox (128) have combined 
to play 563 games at the NCAA Division I level bringing 
a wealth of experience to the Gamecocks' backcourt. 
Stute (6th) and Johnson (T-20th) both rank inside the 
top-25 on the active games played list in Division I. 

1,000 - Stute scored his 1,000th career point with 
a 3-pointer early in the game vs. Radford (Nov. 18).

1,000 - Knox scored his 1,000th career point with a 
pair of free throws late in the game vs. LSU (Jan. 31).

1,000 - Mike Sharavjamts scored his 1,000th career 
point on Senior Night vs. #23/25 Tennessee (March 3).

21 - Knox matched his career-high with 21 points 
at Alabama (Feb. 14). He last scored 21 as a redshirt 
freshman at Grand Canyon vs. Sam Houston State 
in the WAC Tournament on March 10, 2023. 

48 - Johnson scored his 1,000th career point at 
South Carolina with his final bucket in a victory over 
The Citadel (Dec. 13) earlier this season. He became 
the 48th  Gamecock to join the 1,000-career point 

club (first since former All-SEC guard AJ Lawson 
from 2018-21).

25 - Johnson became the 25th different player for 
South Carolina since the 2004-05 season to record 
a 30-point game when he had a career-high 33 
points vs. Southern Miss on Nov. 9. Johnson, Bren-
ton Williams (2014) and Devan Downey (2009) are 
the only Gamecocks to have a 30-point game with 
seven or more made 3s. 

58 - Johnson is the 58th player (12th this season) in 
the SEC to hit seven or more 3s in a game over the 
last five seasons with his seven made 3s against 
Southern Miss. Stute is also on that list, making 
seven 3s twice while at Vanderbilt in games at 
Temple (11/15/22) and at Texas A&M (1/28/23).

85% - Johnson made a career-high 13 free throws 
on a career-high 15 attempts in a win over OU (Jan. 
20). He became the first Gamecock since Sindarius 
Thornwell (14-of-15 at UK on 1/21/17) to shoot 
85% or better at the line in an SEC game on at least 
15 attempts. 

100% - Johnson was 10-for-10 (100%) at the 
line at Texas A&M (Jan. 24). He became the fifth 
Gamecock since 2004-05 (first since Gregory "GG" 
Jackson II went 11-for-11 at Miss. St. on 2/28/23) 
to make 10 or more free throws without a miss in 
an SEC game. 

2017 - Johnson had a career-high 35 points at Texas 
on Feb. 3. He was an efficient 12-of-21 (57.1%) from 
the floor. Johnson became the first Gamecock since 
Sindarius Thornwell in 2017 to have multiple 30-point 
games in the same season. It's the 27th time (22nd 
in SEC action) a Gamecock has had a 30-point game 
since 2004-25. 

12 - Johnson has a career-best 12, 20-point games 
this season (10 in SEC play which is T-3rd most in 
the league w/ 3 other players). He's scored 20+ 26 
times in college, all at South Carolina. He had a pre-
vious career-best 10, 20-point games in 2023-24 in 
the team's NCAA Tournament season.

30 - Elijah Strong became the 26th different player 
(21st in SEC action) for SC since 2004-05 to have a 
30-burger when he scored 30 points (18 in the first 
half) in just 25 minutes in a road win at LSU on Jan. 
6. Strong was 10-for-15 (66.7%) from the floor and a 
perfect 4-of-4 from 3 and 6-of-6 at the free throw line.

9 & 5 - Strong became just the 9th player in D1 this 
season to have a 30-point game in 25 minutes or less 
(5 of those 8 previous 30-burgers were against non-D1 
opponents). He also became just the 5th player since 
2004-05 to do it in an SEC game. Alabama's Brandon 
Miller was the last player to do it when he had 31 pts 
in 24 min vs. LSU on Jan. 14, 2023.   

12 - South Carolina shared the sugar opening night 
with 24 assists in a win over NC A&T. All 12 players 
who played in the game recorded a helper. Per Stat-
head (database dates back to 2004-05 season), the 
Gamecocks are the 37th team in Division I to have a 
game where 12 or more players had an assist. 

80 - South Carolina scored 80 or more points in its 
first four games of the season for the first time since 
1970-71, a team led by Hall of Fame head coach Frank 
McGuire. 

95+ - The Gamecocks scored 95+ points in consecutive 
games to end non-con  for the first time since the 
1970-71 season when Carolina beat Duke, 98-78, on 
12/12/70 and Maryland, 96-70, on 12/16/70.

97 - South Carolina scored 97 points in a win vs. 
Mississippi Sate on Feb. 21. It was the most points 
in the Paris era over the last four seasons and the 
fourth-most ever for the program in an SEC game

All-SEC guard Meechie Johnson returns 
to South Carolina for his final college 
season in 2025-26. The Cleveland, 
Ohio native spent two seasons with 
the program from 2022-24. He had the 
best season of his career in 2023-24 in 
helping the Gamecocks to a 26-8 record 
(13-5 in SEC play) and a return to the 
NCAA Tournament for the first time 
since 2017. Johnson was tabbed Second 
Team All-SEC after averaging 14.1 points 
(led team), 4.1 rebounds (4th on team)
and 2.9 assists (2nd on team), per game. 
He led the team with 10 games of 20 or 
more points in 2023-24.

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division I Tournaments 
and 18 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant coach, was 
named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head coach by Director of 
Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 2022.

Paris, 50, is the first African-American head coach in the history of the 
Gamecock men’s basketball program. The 2024 SEC Coach of the Year en-
ters his fourth season leading the program in 2025-26.

In his third season (2024-25), Paris helped guide sophomore forward Col-
lin Murray-Boyles to one of the best individual seasons by a Gamecock in 
recent memory. The local product from Columbia averaged 16.8 points, 8.3 
rebounds, 2.4 assists, 1.5 steals and 1.3 blocks per game en route to being 
named Second Team All-SEC. He became the first Gamecock since Jimmy 
Foster in 1983-84 to average at least 16.0 points and 8.0 rebounds, per con-
test. CMB was selected ninth overall by the Toronto Raptors in the 2025 
NBA Draft, becoming the first lottery pick (top-14 selection) in program 
history in the modern draft era (lottery started in 1985).

In year two (2023-24), Paris and his staff helped orchestrate the greatest 
single-season turnaround in program history as South Carolina went 26-8 
and returned to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2017. The 
26 victories tied the 2016-17 Final Four team for the most single-season 
wins in program history. Carolina’s 15-win improvement was tied for the 
second-best mark in the nation. The team’s 25 regular season wins were 
a new program record. The Gamecocks went 13-5 in SEC play, good for a 
T-2nd finish in the league. The 13 SEC wins tied the 1997 SEC title team for 
the most SEC wins in program history (Carolina joined the league in 1991-
92). Paris was named SEC Coach of the Year by the league’s coaches and the 
AP (first coach in program history to be named SEC Coach of the Year by the 
media). He was one of four finalists for the 2024 Naismith National Coach 
of the Year. Paris was also a finalist for Jim Phelan National Coach of the 
Year and the Ben Jobe Award.

The Gamecocks won seven SEC games on the road in 2023-24, tying the 
1996-97 team for the most SEC victories away from home in a single sea-
son. Carolina finished the year with a 12-5 record in true road and neutral 
site games. The Gamecocks were one of just 18 teams in the country with 
multiple top-10 wins and one of five teams in the nation with a top-five 
true road win. Carolina had a seven-game SEC win streak, which included 
beating No. 6/6 Kentucky 79-62 at home on Jan. 23 and No. 5/5 Tennes-
see, 63-59, in Knoxville on Jan. 30. Per Elias Sports Bureau, it was the first 
time the Gamecocks had defeated a pair of top-10 teams in a three-game 
stretch since 1968. Carolina’s win over the Vols was the team’s first AP Top-
Five road victory since defeating No. 3 Kentucky, 72-66, on March 2, 1997. 
The Gamecocks returned to the top-25 for the first time since 2017 back in 
Week 14 on Feb. 5 and remained there the last seven weeks of the season. 
The team finished the year ranked No. 23 in the final USA Today Coaches 
Poll and No. 25 in the final AP Top-25, marking the first time Carolina was

ranked in the final AP poll since 1998. The Gamecocks were 
ranked as high as No. 11 in both major polls.

In his first season (2022-23), South Carolina had an over-
hauled roster with eight new players, including just 14.9 
percent of the team’s scoring and 18.4 percent of the min-
utes played returning from the season prior. The Game-
cocks defeated Clemson at home, 60-58, for the first time 
since Dec. 19, 2014. Chico Carter Jr. hit the game-winning 
bucket with 0.9 seconds remaining. Paris became the first 
Gamecock head coach since Dave Odom in 2001 to defeat 
the in-state Tigers in his first season. The conference slate 
was highlighted by road wins at Kentucky, at Ole Miss and 
at LSU. The Gamecocks wire-to-wire victory at Rupp Arena 
on Jan. 10 was the team’s first there since 2009 and just the 
program’s third all-time win in Lexington since joining the 
SEC (1992). Ohio State transfer Meechie Johnson made six 
3s and scored a career-high 26 points to lead the Game-
cocks. Paris joined Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin Horn 
(2009) as the only Gamecock head coaches all-time to win 
in the historic building. 

Paris came to Carolina after five seasons as the head coach 
at University of Tennessee at Chattanooga, coaching the 
Mocs to an 87-72 overall record (.547), including a 65-29 
mark his last three seasons.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior to 
becomming head coach at Chattanooga, teams associated 
with Paris were 497-217 (.696) with five conference titles 
and 12 NCAA Tournament appearances (Division I and II), 
reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wisconsin from 
2010-17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard. The Badgers 
went to the NCAA Tournament every year with four Sweet 
16 appearances and back-to-back trips to the Final Four in 
2014 and 2015. Wisconsin played for the National Champi-
onship in 2015 after going 36-4 and winning both the Big 
Ten regular season and tournament titles. The Badgers took 
down No. 1 overall seed Kentucky in the National Semifinal, 
ending the Wildcats’ previously undefeated season.

Arkansas didn’t commit its first turnover until the 3:33 
mark of the first half. South Carolina, meanwhile, gave 
away the ball 10 times to that point, resulting in 10 Ra-
zorbacks points. The 10th turnover led to a breakaway 
dunk for Brazile that put Arkansas ahead by 16 with 
four minutes left in the half.
