The logo should be unique and should not be a duplicate or a copy of any other such
logos. It must not be a logo that symbolizes another person or group. The logo
designer must declare the ownership for the logo.

5. The main color to be used in the logo design is the color that symbolizes the Maldives
National University, blue. In addition, the colors symbolizing the national flag, green
and white can be used. In addition as it is the Golden Jubilee of MNU Gold could be
used.

6. The logo resolution must be 600 dpi or higher and should not be less than 1cm x 1cm
in size when reduced.
