10. All exposed ceilings including exiting wood deck, conduits,
ducts, sprinkler lines, etc. to receive specified paint finish,
unless indicated otherwise on drawings.

GENERAL NOTES FOR DEMOLITION

1. This plan does not show all existing partition walls, fixtures,
storefront or ceiling. Contractor to site verify existing
conditions.

2. Contractor to remove any existing mechanical/electrical
elements not required by new work, including drywall ceiling,
suspension rods, fasteners, etc. and clean up all affected
areas.

3. Existing flooring to be removed, grind and smooth subfloor
to receive new tile flooring.

4. Provide broom swept clean interior free of all existing
partitions, finishes, tenant improvements. Contractor to make
ready for new construction.

5. General Contractor shall pay for all required demolition
permit fees and obtain all applicable demolition permits.

6. General Contractor to provide all necessary dust and traffic
barriers and temporary partitions as required to maintain a
safe and clean environment for the public and employees
throughout the project.

7. General Contractor shall remove all debris and equipment
daily during the demolition work.

8. Unless noted otherwise, contractor to remove all ceiling
finishes including all support systems, ceiling tiles, hanger
wires, light fixtures, track lights, signage, and soffits.
Contractor to provide allowance to patch any damage to
existing slab as a result of demolition.

9. General Contractor to remove all existing interior doors and
frames unless noted otherwise on plans.

10. General contractor to all existing partitions and demising
walls as shown or as needed for new construction.

11. General contractor to remove the storefront in its entirety,
including all doors and base up to lease line for mall location.

12. General Contractor to remove all existing HVAC,
plumbing and electrical components not required for new
systems.

13. General Contractor to patch and repair all damaged
surfaces to match adjacent surfaces. All existing drywall or
plaster that is to remain and is to receive new paint finish
shall have all defects smooth and cleaned prior to the new
finish. Repair all walls that are to remain to match existing.

14. General contractor to remove all existing floor finishes
down to the existing concrete slab and then prepare slab and
ground smooth for new floor covering.

15. Cutting through structural members is not approved.

16. General contractor to patch the existing concrete slab and
demising wall as required. GC is to maintain an existing fire
separation rating at demising walls and floor/ceiling
assemblies if applicable and as required by local codes.

17. These demolition drawings are intended to be
diagrammatic in nature only, and are not a substitute for field
survey by the General Contractor.

18. Refer to Power and Communication drawing for required
demolition to accommodate new power and fixtures.
