Several agencies have been using different names for islands,
and many islands are identified with the same name. Hence
there has been difficulty in uniquely classifying the islands. If
Island naming can be standardized, this will eliminate several

issues we face in island identification.

Maldives Land and Survey Authority has the mandate of

creating National Charts as well as producing and
maintaining the National Land Registry. As such Islands,
together with their unique feature codes are published with
this document. These codes and names should be used to

identify the islands of Maldives.

Island Definition

An Island is defined as a piece of land (formed naturally or
man-made) surrounded by water. If an island s
administratively subdivided, each separate piece of land will
be considered as a single island. If two islands are merged for
administrative purposes, it will be identified as a single

island.
