* Ang tunay na kaligtasan ay ang pagmahal sa ating Diyos ng buong
puso. at kaluluwa, nang walang pag-iimbot at may buong katapatan
(DEUTERONOMIO 6:5).

3. Ang tunay na kaligtasan ay gawain ng Diyos (Marcos 10:23-27)

* Ang tunay na kaligtasan ay gawain ng Diyos lamang na nagmumula sa
kanyang dakila at ganap na kalooban.

* Ang sagot ni Hesus sa v. 27 ay ang katotohanan na dapat nating ituro
sa ating mga anak: “Sa mga tao, ito'y hindi maaaring mangyari ngunit
hindi sa Diyos; sapagkat sa Diyos ang lahat ng mga bagay ay maaaring
mangyari.”

* Ito ang katotohan na dapat nating ituro sa ating mga anak, sa kanilang
paglaki sa ating mga tahanan—ang kaligtasan ay hindi natatamo sa
pamamagitan ng pagiging mabuti o mabait; hindi sa pamamagitan
