1. 	 ITUON NATIN ANG ATING PANINGIN SA KATAPATAN AT KASAPATAN NG 		
	 ATING AMA (Matthew 6:25-30).

Dahil nga nag-iisa lang ang ating sinasamba at sinusunod na Panginoon, at 
dahil nga sa ating buong pagtitiwala sa Kanya, hindi tayo dapat mabalisa 
tungkol sa ating mga pangangailangan sa buhay na ito.

Paulit-ulit Niyang iniutos sa mga talatang susunod na ang tamang pagtugon sa 
pagkabalisa ay HUWAG MABALISA!

2. 	ITUON NATIN ANG ATING PAG-ASA SA LANGIT AT HINDI SA MGA BAGAY 		
	 NG MUNDONG ITO (Matthew 6:31-33).

Nag-umpisa ang v. 25 sa isang utos na tayo ay tumigil na sa ating pag-aalala. 
Sa v. 31 inulit ng Panginoon ang Kanyang admonisyon na ni hindi tayo dapat 
mag-umpisa ng ating pag-aalala. At ito nga ay dahil sa Kanyang pagiging tapat 
at sapat sa lahat ng ating pangangailangan. Hawak at kontrolado Niya ang 
lahat ng bagay at katuwaan Niya ang tugunin ang ating mga pangangailangan 
at minimithi. Wala tayong dahilan mag-alala.

	 KINABUKASAN (Matthew 6:34).
