a.  Huwag na Maging Isip-Bata: “so that we may no longer be 				  
	   children” (Hebrews 5:12; 1 Corinthians 3:1-2).
b.  Huwag na Maging Mabuway: “tossed to and fro by the waves and 			 
  	  carried about by every wind of doctrine” (Hebrews 13:9; James 1:6; 			
  	  Jude 12).
c.  Huwag na Maging Mapaniwalain: “carried about…. by human cunning, 		
  	  by craftiness in deceitful schemes” (Hebrews 5:13-14; 1 Kings 3:9; 		         	
     Ephesians 6:11).

2.  KUNDI MAGING MGA TAGAPAMAHAYAG NG KATOTOHANAN NI      
      KRISTO NA PATULOY NA LUMALAGO SA KANYA (Ephesians 4:15)

a.  Nakasandig sa Katotohanan: “speaking the truth” (Ephesians 4:5,13, 25).
b.  Nagpapahayag nang May Pag-Ibig: “speaking the truth in love” 			 
	   (1 John 3:18).
c.  Nagiging Kawangis ni Kristo: “we are to grow up in every way into him 
	   who is the head, into Christ” (Ephesians 1:22; Colossians 1:18).

3.  HANGGANG ANG BUONG KATAWAN NIYA AY LUMAGO SA PAG-IBIG 
      (Ephesians 4:16)

a. Siya ang Pinanggagalingan ng Paglago: “from whom the whole body… 
	   makes the body grow so that it builds itself up in love” (Colossians 2:19).
b. Siya ang Nagbubuklod ng Kanyang Katawan: “joined and held 		
    together by every joint with which it is equipped” (Ephesians 2:21; 
    1 Corinthians 8:6).
c. Siya ang Nagpapagana ng Bawat Bahagi: “when each part is working 
    properly” (Ephesians 4:7; 1 Corinthians 12:7; 1 Peter 4:10-11).

according to the Scriptures,”
(1 Corinthians 15:3-4)

THE TRUTH ABOUT GOD
God is holy and righteous: 
“Holy, holy, holy is the Lord 
Almighty, the whole earth is 
full of his glory” (Isaiah 6:3).
He requires holiness of us 	
as well: “Be holy, for I am holy” 
(1 Peter 1:16).

THE TRUTH ABOUT CHRIST
Christ is the expression 
of God’s love for us: “God 
demonstrates his own love 
for us in this: while we were 
still sinners, Christ died for us 
(Romans 5:8). Christ paid the 
penalty of our sins and died 
for sinners: “For Christ died 
for sins once for all, righteous 
for the unrighteous, to bring 
you to God (1 Peter 3:18).
Through Christ, God offers 
man reconciliation: “God 
was reconciling the world to 
himself in Christ, not counting 
men’s sins against them 
(2 Corinthians 5:18).

WHAT SHOULD WE DO?
Believe and receive Jesus 
as Lord and Savior:
If you confess. With your 
mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,’ and 
believe in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, you 
will be saved” (Romans 10:9).

PRAYER: 
Lord Jesus, be merciful to me, 
a sinner. I believe that You 
are the Son of God who took 
the penalty for my sins on the 
Cross. I humbly ask You to be 
my Savior and submit to you 
as my LORD forever. Amen.

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Holy Week

Holy Week is a time of commemorating the Gospel, the Good 
News of God’s grace. It is a time we set aside in a very special 
way to worship God, to “Behold the Lamb of God who takes 
away the sin of the world”(John 1:29). 

We remember that God showed His love for us that while we were still sinners, 
Christ died for us (Romans 5:8). We remember Jesus’ crucifixion, His death and His 
resurrection. The apostle Paul described the gospel in 1 Corinthians 15:1-8:

1  Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to you, which 
you received, in which you stand, 2 and by which you are being saved, if you 
hold fast to the word I preached to you—unless you believed in vain.
3 For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that Christ 
died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, 4 that he was buried, that 
he was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures, 5 and that 
he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 6 Then he appeared to more than 
five hundred brothers at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some 
have fallen asleep. 7 Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. 
8 Last of all, as to one untimely born, he appeared also to me.

From this passage you can condense the Gospel in 10 words – Christ died for our 
sins and rose from the dead.
 
You and I are called to proclaim the Gospel. We are to be witnesses of Christ (Acts 
1:8). Our Mission as a church is “to make disciples of Jesus Christ in the Philippines 
and beyond (Matthew 28:18-20). Our motto is to “Know Christ and Make Him 
Known”. As we together remember the love of Christ for us, let us love others by 
proclaiming the Gospel. Invite your family and friends this Holy Week, especially 
those who have yet to hear the Good News.  

May this time of reflection and worship richly bless you and your loved ones.
