1.   KEEP REMEMBERING THE APOSTLES’ TEACHINGS (v. 17)
The Admonition: Keep recalling the Bible and keep applying it in your life
The Assurance: Be reminded that you are “Beloved” of God
The Agency: Trustworthy eyewitness of the Apostles of the Lord Jesus Christ 

Application
•	 Persevere in studying the Bible intentionally, personally and with others, 		

to help recall and apply it in your life.
•	 Participate actively in the local church that has a high view of God and 	

His Word.
•	 Pursue a lifestyle of witnessing for Christ at every opportunity.

2.  KEEP YOUR GUARD UP AGAINST FALSE TEACHERS (vv. 18-19)
The Rise: Scoffers coming in the last days (v. 18a)
The Root: Scoffers following their ungodly desires (v. 18b)
The Result: Scoffers causing divisions (v. 19a)
The Reason: Scoffers are fleshly, spiritually dead (v. 19b)

Application
•	 Be vigilant and discerning against scoffers and their false teachings.
•	 Examine ourselves, our doctrine, and our practice. Check for a scoffer’s 

attitude that may have crept in our hearts.
•	 When confronted by those who scoff at our faith, make a stand. 		

Don’t be silent.

FINAL THOUGHTS
As the world spirals downward to wickedness, worldliness, and ungodliness, 
we are not left without hope. We must keep in mind that God gave us His Word 
through the Scriptures so that in these last days, we may know how to boldly 
contend for the faith from a position of strength. We must be discerning and be on 
the alert against all forms of unbiblical teachings, mindset and philosophies that 
may creep into our churches and even into our hearts when we are not careful.	
Let us be people approved by God through His Word. Right doctrine results in 	
right living!

Christ paid the 
penalty of our sins and died 
for sinners: “For Christ died for 
sins once for all, righteous for 
the unrighteous, to bring you to 
God (1 Peter 3:18).
Through Christ, God offers 
man reconciliation: “God was 
reconciling the world to himself 
in Christ, not counting men’s 
sins against them 
(2 Corinthians 5:18).

Believe and receive Jesus 
as Lord and Savior:
If you confess. With your mouth, 
‘Jesus is Lord,’ and believe 
in your heart that God raised 
him from the dead, you will be 
saved” (Romans 10:9).

One Big Family 
In a crucial team meeting, our jaws dropped when we saw all the 
activities planned for DMG 2 for 2022. A few months ago, Teacher 
Angel Santos (KidsLIFE Ministry Head), Pastor Mikee Sosmeña 
(YouthLIVE Pastor), Phoebe Guerra (Campus Missionary), Didi 
Paraso (DMG 2 Ministry Coordinator), and I listed all our weekly 
programs, and then we all wondered, “How could we keep up 
with all these?” In unison, we agreed that we must find a way to 
make things simpler. 

To do that, integration is the way to go. The strategy is to integrate 
in principle, and then in practice. Be a team first, then work on 
projects together. 
 
When I was appointed to lead our ministries for the Kids, Youth, 
and Young Adults, I knew that we first had to come together as a 
team. We had to clarify who we are, what we do, who does what, 
how we behave, and what is most important for us now. We had to 
be a family first. 
 
After a year and a half of integrating the DMG 2 core team, we 
now want to take it deeper. We want to integrate the bigger 
ministry teams throughout all our ministry clusters. Last July, we 
had a Team Building for all the core teams of all DMG 2 ministries. 
It was a night of food, fellowship (and games), vision casting, 
and prayer. It was a blast! The teams effortlessly gelled like they 
already knew each other for a long time. We hope to have more 
fellowships like this and to have it more regularly. 
 
We also began integrating not only in principle but also in 
practice. We have combined all DMG 2 prayer gatherings to meet 
during the last week of each month. Soon, we will be able to 
integrate other similar programs, solidifying the team further by 
planning together, serving together, and giving leaders the space 
to intensify their efforts in nurturing the younger generation. 
 
Integrating and making things simpler is a challenging initiative 
which isn’t comfortable for all. But this is the way to go if we 
want to strengthen our efforts towards genuine fellowship and 
discipleship. We hope you can pray with and for us as we make 
every effort to be one team in our objective to make disciples of 
Jesus Christ among the younger generations of the Philippines 
and beyond.
