ONE ANOTHER SERIES

Romans 13:8-10

As part of our 45" Anniversary celebration, we are launching today the “One
Another” Series which runs for 24 Sundays. The series is meant to help us “Build Up”
one another so we can all “Reach Out” personally. But the series itself also helps us
see that the very reason we reach out is because of what we have become—people
who genuinely love others. So, as we grow in love for each other within this church
family, we also learn to grow in love for others to those outside, for the lost that
Christ wants to save.

Every Christian owes an unpayable debt of love to others (Romans 13:8)

® The debt of love that we owe others is not because they deserve it from
us, but because Christ did everything for us when we never deserved it
(Romans 5:8). Our debt is infinite, and we could never repay it. So, Jesus
wants us to pay it to the ones who should receive it: others (1 John 3:16; 1
John 4:11).

We pay our debt of love by loving others as we love ourselves

(Romans 13:9-10a)

® Loving others as we love ourselves means — the extent of our inherent
self-seeking must be the same extent of our self-sacrifice for others.

® Loving others as we love ourselves is seen as — doing no wrong to others
(Deuteronomy 5:16-21).

® Loving others as we love ourselves means — we obey God not because
we fear the consequences of disobedience but because we love God and
seek to please Him by loving others.

FINAL THOUGHTS

If God is our first love, it will manifest in how we love others. 1 John 4:20-21 shows
how our love for God and others is inseparable: “If anyone says, “I love God”, and
hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has
seen cannot love God whom he has not seen. And this commandment we have from
Him: whoever loves God must also love his brother.” May we grow in love for one
another and then spread that love outside our church.

The Gospel

The Truth About God

not counting men’s sins against them (2 Corinthians 5:18).

What Should We Do?

Believe and receive Jesus as Lord and Savior: If you confess
with your mouth, Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that God
raised him from the dead, you will be saved” (Romans 10:9).
