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Christmas in the Old Testament

The Promised
Conqueror of Evil
Genesis 3:15

In the background of humanity's fall from grace, we see

Romans 5:18 come true, “For if many died through one man's
trespass, much more have the grace of God and the free gift by
the grace of that one man Jesus Christ abounded for many.”

How did God make a way for redemption from our fall from grace?
Through the Incarnation of a Savior, the Messiah, born of a virgin,
who will redeem His people and defeat Satan, sin, and death in
the process:

1. THE PICTURE OF WAR: “/ will put enmity between you and
the woman, and between your offspring and her offspring.”
® This describes a war that commenced between two
lineages: the line of Satan and the line of God. Since the
Garden of Eden, this has been ongoing for centuries.
On which side will God find you?

® While only God knows the genuineness of a person's
salvation, you can make sure which side you belong to.
Jesus promised, “Whoever comes to Me I will never cast
out” (John 6:37, 40; Matthew 7:21). You will never be the
first in history whom Jesus turned away after sincerely
coming to Him.

2. THE PROPHECY OF A MIRACLE: “..and between your

offspring and her [seed]. He shall bruise your head...”

® The word “offspring” is zera, literally “seed.” In the
miracle of conception, the husband normally contributes
the seed. But here, Eve alone would be the source of
a future deliverer, the Messiah, who is referred to in
singular form.

® God is hinting at a virgin birth, spoken of more clearly
in Isaiah 7:14. God the Son's Incarnation, which we
celebrate as Christmas, was always in God's mind.

3. THE PROMISE OF VICTORY: “He shall bruise your head,

and you shall bruise His heel.”

® '"Bruise His heel” — crippling injury, but not fatal.
“Bruise your head” — a deadly and final blow referring to
Satan's defeat at the Cross and continuing defeat in
the spiritual warfare of faithful believers, because
“He who is in you is greater than he who is in the world”
(1John 4:4; Ephesians 6:13).

® In Romans 16:20, God crushes Satan so that he ends up
under our feet. It all ends when Satan is thrown into the
lake of fire forever (Revelation 20:10), but every battle
God wins for us right now is a foretaste of that victory!

Final Thoughts

When Satan, sin, and death seemed to prevail, God made a way
for us to be reconciled to Him through the promised Messiah,
the Seed of Eve, the Promised Conqueror of evil, born of a virgin,
Christ the Lord! m

® Ang Pagnanasa ng Laman — “So when the woman saw
that the tree was good for food”

® Ang Pagnanasa ng Mata — “and that it was a delight to
the eyes”

® Ang Pagmamataas ng Buhay — “and that the tree was to
be desired to make one wise”

® Ang Pagkahulog ng Sangkatauhan — “she took of its fruit
and ate, and she also gave some to her husband who was
with her, and he ate.” (Romans 5:12)

® Ang Pangako ng Diyos -- “ will put enmity between you and
