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GALATIANS SERIES 
No Other Gospel: Stand Firm in Your Freedom!

Paul was responding to a real-life situation of pressing 
urgency. Where we usually expect an apostolic blessing 
(cf. his other letters), we hear instead an apostolic curse. The 
passage then tells us why desertion from the Gospel is fatal.

THERE IS NO OTHER GOSPEL! (vv. 6–7)
	● There’s a way of deserting God that’s not obvious to 	

His deserters themselves.
	● There’s no alternative to the true Gospel 		

(1 Corinthians 15:1-4). The antidote against false teaching 
is both head and heart knowledge of the Gospel 	
(John 3:16, 18).

THERE’S A CURSE FOR THOSE WHO ACCEPT ANY 
OTHER GOSPEL. (vv. 8–9)

	● The curse on those who accept any other “gospel” 	
is to be eternally doomed (anathema—Romans 9:3; 		
1 Corinthians 16:22). By repeating himself, Paul gives one 
of the severest statements of any author in the Bible.

	● The curse on those who accept any other “gospel”—
whether they teach it or believe it—is regardless of 
spiritual stature. 

THERE’S A COST AND COMMENDATION FOR THOSE 
WHO BELIEVE THE GOSPEL. (v. 10)

	● The cost of believing the Gospel: we cannot live 		
anymore as people-pleasers.

	● The commendation of believing the Gospel: we live in 
the freedom of being slaves of Christ (1 Corinthians 7:22; 
Galatians 5:1). 

FINAL THOUGHTS
We must both know and believe the true Gospel. 
Any theology that adds works as the basis of our 
acceptance by God is not the Gospel of Christ. 

The world cannot imagine the glorious freedom that comes 
with a Master whose yoke is light (Matthew 11:28-30). 
Following this gracious Lord leads to life and joy.

Of this you have heard before in the 
word of the truth, the gospel, 6 which has come to you, as indeed 
in the whole world it is bearing fruit and increasing—as it also does 
among you, since the day you heard it and understood the grace 
of God in truth.” Colossians 1:3–6 (ESV)

to our young people. We must disciple the next generation, and it 
begins in our homes. It also must be supplemented by the church.
