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United in the Gospel, 
Distinct in Mission
Galatians 2:1–10

The early church faced a decisive moment: Would the gospel 
of grace preached by Paul to the Gentiles be embraced as fully 
legitimate by the apostles in Jerusalem? And would the growing 
diversity of the church—Jews and Gentiles together—threaten 
its unity? In Galatians 2:1–10, Paul recounts a private yet pivotal 
meeting where the truth of the gospel was both defended 
and affirmed. What emerges is a powerful picture of unity in 
message, yet diversity in calling—reminding us that while the 
gospel is one, the way God works through His servants may 
vary. Here, we see how grace not only saves us, but shapes 
how we serve.

I.     The Gospel Clarified, Not Negotiated (vv. 1–2)  
	● v.1 — Paul’s mission is divine, not delegated by men
	● v.2 — He ensures the apostles rightly understand his 

gospel to the Gentiles

II.    The Gospel Confirmed Through Conflict (vv. 3–5)
	● v.3 — Titus stands as proof of grace-based inclusion
	● v.4 — The threat to liberty comes from spies, not 

sincere brothers
	● v.5 — Paul refuses to yield, securing the gospel’s 

future for others

III.   The Gospel Stewardship Recognized (vv. 6–9)
	● v.6 — Paul receives no correction, only 

acknowledgment
	● vv.7–8 — God empowers different men for different 

peoples
	● v.9 — Ministry roles differ, but fellowship in the gospel 

unites them

IV.   The Gospel Expressed in Generosity (v.10)
	● v.10 — Remembering the poor shows the gospel’s 

practical outworking

“If the gospel has truly set us free, then let us live it boldly, 
share it faithfully, and love others generously—just as Paul 
did for the sake of those still waiting to hear.” ■

Galatians 2:1–10

Noong nakaraan nating pag-aaral sa Galatians (Galatians 1:11-24), nakita 
natin ang pagtanggol ni Pablo ng kanyang pagiging tunay na apostol ng 
Diyos. Nagbigay siya ng tatlong dahilan – 1) Dahil ang pinagmulan ng 
kanyang ebanghelyo ay hindi tao, kundi si Hesus mismo, 2) Dahil ang 
pambihirang pagbabago ng kanyang buhay ay isang kakaibang pagkilos 
ng Diyos, at, 3) Dahil ang paghahanda niya bilang apostol ay pinamahalaan 
ng Espiritu ng Diyos. Alinsunod pa rin sa kanyang layunin na itaguyod ang 
katotohanan ng ebanghelyong kanyang ipinapahayag, dumalaw muli si 
Pablo sa Jerusalem upang tanggapin ang pakiki-isa ng mga apostol na 
naroroon sa kanyang pagkakatawag bilang apostol sa mga hentil, na may 
awtoridad na ipahayag ang nag-iisang mabuting balita na ang kaligtasan 
ay sa grasya ng Panginoon lamang, at walang halong gawa.

b.	 Upang mapasinungalingan niya ang bulaang katuruan na ang 
kaligtasan ay may halong gawa, at maitaguyod ang tamang 
ebanghelyo sa mga Galatians (Galatians 2:3–5; 1:6-7; 2 Peter 2:1)

a.	 Na ang kanyang awtoridad bilang isang apostol ay kakaiba at 
mula sa Panginoon mismo, katulad din ng awtoridad ng mga 
apostol sa Jerusalem (Galatians 2:6-8; 2 Corinthians 11:5; 		
1 Corinthians 9:17; Acts 9:15; John 21:15–17)

a.	 Na nagkakaisa sila bilang magkakapatid sa pananampalataya at 
sa pagpapahayag ng nag-iisang ebanghelyo (Galatians 2:9–10; 
Acts 12:17; John 1:42; Acts 11:28–30)

Sa kanyang pagdalaw muli sa mga kapatiran sa Jerusalem, 
tinanggap niya ang pakikiisa nila, na nagsilbing kumpirmasyon ng 
kanyang kakaibang pagkakatawag sa pamamahayag ng ebanghelyo 
sa mga hentil. Sa ganitong paraan itinaguyod ng lahat ng mga 
apostol ng Panginoon ang ebanghelyo ni Kristo Hesus.
