Luke 8:16–18
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Take Care 
How You Hear
Luke 8:16–18

Communion Series on Luke: God the Son, Son of Man

Our passage segues from the Parable of the Hearts. Jesus 
stresses the importance of His Word, which wasn't given to be 
hidden. It is a light that guides, but one day will bring all secrets 
to light. Therefore, care should be given to respond to it, because 
eternal gain or loss is at stake. 
 
1.  [V. 16] CHRIST'S WORD IS LIGHT AVAILABLE 
     TO ALL.

	● Jesus uses the picture of a lamp to show that His Word is 
light and comes into the world to illuminate (John 8:12).

	● Like light in a dark place, Christ's Word can guide us 
through the darkness of this world. To see the light is to 
hear and obey Christ's Word. If the light is hidden, it is 
because of the hearts on which it falls, not because His 
Word is unavailable.

2.  [V. 17] CHRIST'S WORD WILL REVEAL AND 
     JUDGE ALL SECRETS.

	● Light also reveals the true nature of things. Christ's Word 
brings to light the secret things in people's hearts (Luke 12:2) 
and exposes what was hidden. 

	● Jesus is the revealer of God's truth, and that truth will one 
day be the standard that will judge people.

3.  [V. 18] CHRIST'S WORD MUST BE HEEDED AND 
     OBEYED.

	● Christ's Word comes with a promise and a warning: 
heeding it will lead to receiving more from God 	
(Proverbs 1:2-6; 9:9), but lack of response means losing 
even the little one has (Matthew 25:29-30). Neutrality is 
not possible!

	● Response to Jesus' teaching is absolutely crucial. He is 
the revealer of truth, and our response exposes where our 
heart is and where our future with God resides.

Final Thoughts
Our passage is not an add-on to the Parable of the Hearts; it's the 
application. Jesus calls us to examine our hearts to make sure 
that the Word is not just heard, but heeded. Not just admired, 
but obeyed. 

Christ's Word will be the standard by which people will be judged 
someday, and we are responsible for the light we receive or 
reject. Either you accept the light by continually heeding it and 
gaining more spiritual benefit, or you will be exposed by the 
light and lose everything. As Jesus said: "Take care then how 
you hear."  ■

paanong Diyos lang ang naghahanda ng lupang tatamnan ng binhi, 
tanging Siya lang din ang makapaghahanda ng pusong tatanggap 
ng ebanghelyo at magbubunga ng isang-daang ulit.

	● Si Hesus ang ilaw ng sanlibutan (John 8:12; 1 John 1:5) at ang 
mananampalataya sa Kanya ay lumalakad din sa liwanag 	
(1 John 1:6-7; Philippians 2:15).

	● Ang Kanyang salita ay nagbibigay ng liwanag sa kadiliman at 
dapat ipinapahayag sa salita at gawa (Matthew 5:14-16; 		
1 Peter 2:9-12). 

	● Bagaman ang katotohanan na ito ay ipinaliwanag Niya sa mga 
apostol lang (Luke 8:9), inutusan Niya na ito ay ipagsigawan nila 
sa buong mundo (Matthew 10:26-27).

	● Bagaman ang Diyos lang ang nakakapagbago ng ating mga 
puso, nananawagan pa rin ang Panginoon dito na magpasakop 
tayo sa pamumunga ng Espiritu Niya sa ating mga buhay 
(Ephesians 2:8-10; Galatians 5:22-23; 2 Peter 3:5-11).

	● Kung walang kahit na anong pagbabago sa direksyon ng ating 
buhay, ito ay tanda ng hindi pagtanggap sa ebanghelyong 
nakapagliligtas (Matthew 13:12-13; 7:21-27).

“Take care then how you hear.” Pagbabahagi ng liwanag ng 
ebanghelyo. Paglalantad ng tunay na kalagayan ng puso.

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FREE WEDDING CEREMONY VENUE 
FOR GCF MEMBERS
We praise God that on July 19, 2025, our Board of Elders approved 
the free use of GCF for wedding ceremonies, subject to the Terms 
and Conditions below. 

As a way of fostering community within our GCF family — and in 
recognition that a wedding is a special, God-ordained milestone in 
the lives of our members where GCF can be a blessing — we are 
making Auditoriums A and B, as well as the Chapel, available for 
the Wedding Ceremony free of charge. Unlike third-party facility 
use, the church will not require cost reimbursement (via donation) 
from the couple, subject to the following Terms and Conditions:

1.	 Both Bride and Groom are GCF members for at least one 	
(1) year before the wedding date.

2.	 The Officiating Minister must be a duly licensed GCF-Ortigas 
Pastor or Elder.

3.	 The Wedding Ceremony must be scheduled on a weekday 
(Monday to Friday).

4.	 The Venue is free for the Ceremony only, to a maximum of 
five (5) hours, inclusive of ingress and egress. Use of the 
same Venue (e.g., Audi B) or another GCF facility for the 
Reception or other events will incur additional costs.

5.	 No conflict with other reservations.
6.	 A reservation must be made at least six (6) months before 

the wedding date, accompanied by a fully refundable 
reservation fee.

7.	 Cancellations must be made no later than sixty (60) calendar 
days before the wedding date; otherwise, the reservation 
fee is forfeited.

Whenever I do a wedding for GCFers, it breaks my heart to hear 
how some couples struggle with the costs. I pray that this initiative 
by our Elders can help such GCFers, because a couple’s finances 
should really be invested in their marriage rather than the wedding. 
Looking forward to weekday weddings at GCF! ■
