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Jesus Defines 
His Family
Luke 8:19–21

Communion Series on Luke: God the Son, Son of Man

Who has the privilege of becoming Christ's family? This incident is 
a fitting final illustration of what Jesus taught in the Parable of the 
Hearts. He defines the Good Soil, the Fruitful Listener, here, and 
the eternal implications for such a person: becoming part of God's 
eternal family.

Our text has two parallel passages in Mark 3:20-35 and Matthew 
12:46-50. To understand this passage, we will take them together 
as a unit:
 
[V. 19] THE DISTRESS OF JESUS' FAMILY:

a.	 They could not reach Jesus to "rescue" Him (Mark 3:20-21). 
b.	 The deeper problem was that His own siblings did not 

believe in Him (John 7:5).

[V. 20] THE DESIRE OF JESUS' FAMILY.
	● When they told Jesus His family wanted to see Him, 

He knew why (John 2:24-25). He wasn't ignoring or 
disrespecting them. He probably would not let them be 
embarrassed when He refused to stop serving people 
despite their "rescue" attempt.

[V. 21] THE DEFINITION OF JESUS' FAMILY: THOSE 
WHO HEAR AND DO GOD'S WORD.

	● Those who "hear" the Word of God are defined in Luke 8:15: 
"They are those who, hearing the Word, hold it fast in an 
honest and good heart, and bear fruit with patience." They 
are "Christ's ones."

	● Those who "do the Word of God": we are saved by faith 
alone, but the faith that saves is never alone (James 1:21-22).

Final Thoughts
Everything in this incident reiterates what Jesus said in Luke 8:18: 
"Take care then how you hear, for to the one who has, more will 
be given, and from the one who has not, even what he thinks that 
he has will be taken away." To those gifted with Christ's salvation, 
they receive not only all the blessings God promised through 
Christ (Ephesians 1:3), but the most precious gift of all: Christ 
Himself. But those who refuse to hear lose not only Christ, but 
ultimately everything that counts forever. 

Are you in the family of Christ? If you are, please join us at the 
Lord's Table today. 

If you are uncertain, respond today to Christ's invitation to 
become part of His Kingdom (Matthew 11:28–29). ■

Then his mother and his brothers came to him, but they could not 
reach him because of the crowd. And he was told, “Your mother and 
your brothers are standing outside, desiring to see you.”

	● Nakalahad dito ang katotohanan tungkol kay Mary at ang mga 
kapatid sa laman ni Hesus.
	◦ Nagkaroon ng normal na pag-aasawa si Joseph at si Mary 

(Matthew 1:18).
	◦ Nagkaroon sila ng ibang anak (Matthew 13:55; Mark 6:3).
	◦ Naging tapat sila sa pagpapamilya na inutos ng Diyos 

(Genesis 1:28; 1 Timothy 5:14).
	● Tinangka nila na “iligtas” Siya sa inakala nila na maling ginagawa 
Niya at malaking kahihiyan (Mark 3:20-21).
	◦ Tunay ang pananampalataya ni Mary kay Hesus bilang 

Tagapagligtas (Luke 1:47).
	◦ Tunay din na walang ganitong pananalig ang Kanyang mga 

kapatid noon (John 7:5).
	● Alam ni Hesus ang kanilang pakay at puso, ngunit hindi Siya 
magkukulang sa Kanyang pagtingin kay Mary (John 19:26), at 
pagligtas sa Kanyang mga kapatid sa huli (Acts 1:14).

ANG PAMILYA NI JESUS SA LANGIT, v, 21
But he answered them, “My mother and my brothers are those who 
hear the word of God and do it.”

	● Sila ang mga “good soil” na nakikinig sa salita ng Diyos, at 
sumusunod dito, at namumunga sa kanilang buhay espirituwal 
(Luke 8:15; Galatians 5:22-23; John 15:5).

	● Sila ang mga naligtas sa pamamagitan ng pananampalataya 
lamang, ngunit ang pananampalatayang iyan ay nagbubunga ng 
tapat na pagsunod sa salita ng Diyos (James 1:21-22; John 15:14; 
1 John 2:3).

	● Sila ang nagtayo ng kanilang buhay sa tamang pundasyon at 
hindi mapapahamak kailanman (Matthew 7:24-25).

Ang pinakamahalagang tanong na kailangan nating sagutin sa buhay 
na ito ay ito: Tayo ba ay bahagi na ng pamilya ng ating Panginoon sa 
langit? Nanampalataya na ba tayo kay Hesus para sa ating kaligtasan? 
Ang atin bang mga buhay ay nagbunga na ng tapat na pakikinig at 
pagsunod sa Kanyang salita? ■
