ENGLISH SERMON OUTLINE

No Other Gospel: Stand Firm in Your Freedom!

Free From the Works
of the Flesh
Galatians 5:16—-21

Paul had repeatedly emphasized to the Galatian church that
being in Christ is enough to set people free from slavery

of the law. This Christian freedom must be exercised by

faith and expressed through love. But this must not yield to
licentiousness. Believers must be on guard. For at work in man
is his sinful nature, characterized by the “desires of the flesh,”
which contends against the Spirit. How then can a believer be
set free from these “works of the flesh”?

[5:16—18] THE COMMAND to walk and be led by the Spirit.
The Spirit is the power that works in and through us.
® Submit to the Spirit by living according to God’s Word
(Ephesians 3:20, John 6:63).
® Subdue fleshly desires that war against the Spirit
(Romans 7:18-20).
® Stand on the authority of the Spirit, not on the law
(Romans 8:2, 13).

[5:19-21] THE CORRUPTION brought about by the “works of
the flesh”. When man gives in to the desires of the flesh, the
law rouses man’s sinful nature, leading to the works of the
flesh as follows:
® Carnality — sexual immorality, impurity, sensuality,
drunkenness, and orgies
® |dolatry — idolatry, sorcery
® Hostility — enmity, strife, jealousy, fits of anger,
rivalries, dissensions, divisions, and envy
® And things like these

[5:21b] THE CATEGORICAL warning of being excluded from
the Kingdom of God
® To walk in the “desires of the flesh” leads to exclusion
from God’s Kingdom (Matthew 7:21-23).
® To walk by the Spirit is to seek first His Kingdom and
His righteousness (Matthew 6:33).

Final Thoughts

When Christ fulfilled the demands of the Law through His
death and resurrection, He has set free all believers from the
works of the Law. This freedom in Christ must be expressed
in love, not in licentiousness or in the abuse of said freedom.
Moreover, Christ sent the Holy Spirit to empower us and set
us free from the works of the flesh. Thus, we are free both
from the works of the law and from the works of the flesh.
Let us therefore walk by the Spirit with unceasing devotion to
God in prayer, constant meditation of Scripture, and faithful
obedience to His Word, until we are continually filled by the
Spirit, and our hearts overflow with love for God and

for others! m

® Magpasakop sa Espiritu sa pamamagitan ng pamumuhay ayon
sa Salita ng Diyos (Ephesians 3:20, John 6:63).
® Pagtagumpayan ang mga pagnanasa ng laman na laban sa
kagustuhan ng Espiritu (Romans 7:18-20).
® Tumayo sa awtoridad ng Espiritu, hindi sa batas
(Romans 8:2, 13).

[5:19-21] ANG KORAPSYON na nagagawa ng “mga gawa
ng laman”. Kapag sumuko ang tao sa mga kagustuhan ng
laman, ang batas ay sumasabay sa makasalanang kalikasan
ng tao, na humahantong sa mga gawa ng laman tulad ng
sumusunod:
® Karnalidad — pakikiapid, kahalayan, kalaswaan, paglalasing,

® |dolatry — pagsamba sa diyos-diyosan, pangkukulam

[5:21b] ANG KATIYAKAN nang hindi pagsama sa Kaharian
ng Diyos
® Ang pagsuko sa “mga pagnanasa ng laman” ay humahantong
sa pagbubukod mula sa Kaharian ng Diyos (Matthew 7:21-23).
® Ang pagsunod sa Espiritu ay pagbibigay-halaga sa Kanyang
Kaharian at Kanyang katuwiran (Matthew 6:33).

Nang matupad ni Kristo ang mga kundisyon ng batas sa pamamagitan
ng Kanyang kamatayan at muling pagkabuhay, pinalaya Niya ang
lahat ng mga mananampalataya mula sa mga gawa ng batas. Ang
kalayaan na ito kay Kristo ay dapat maipahayag ng may pag-ibig,
hindi maging lisensya sa pag-abuso sa habag at biyaya ng Diyos.
