Who is This Jesus?
Luke 9:7–9 

Communion Series on Luke: God the Son, Son of Man

“Who is this Jesus?” is a question that went “viral” during 
the time of His ministry here on earth, and remains the 
most important question for every human being even 
now. How one answers this question will determine one’s 
eternal destiny. The immediate context suggests to us that 
this question is its key theme. In the preceding verses, 
the apostles were “preaching the gospel and healing 
everywhere” (Luke 9:6), and the response of the people 
determined their eternal destiny (Luke 9:5). The later 
conversation between Jesus and His apostles also revolved 
around “who do the crowds say that I am?” Herod’s question 
in v. 9—“...who is this about whom I hear such things?”—is 
therefore the key theme, and something that we should ask 
ourselves today.

1.	 THE FAKE KING WAS “PERPLEXED” 		
BY THE TRUE KING (Luke 9:7a)

	● Herod and his lineage remind us of the utter 
sinfulness of all mankind (Matthew 2:16, 19-22; 		
Luke 3:19–20; 23:11; Acts 4:27; 12:1; Genesis 6:5; 
Jeremiah 17:9; Mark 7:21–23; Romans 3:10–12).

	● Herod and all of Galilee heard about what Jesus 	
and the Twelve were doing (Matthew 11:5; 14:1; 		
Mark 6:12–13). The gospel faithfully proclaimed 
will do its work in the hearts even of sinful men 	
(Romans 1:16; 1 Peter 1:23).

	● Herod, a fake king, was “perplexed” about Jesus who 
was the true King. All of us want to be like God; to be 
king of our own lives (Genesis 3:5-6; Isaiah 14:14). But 
all will be “perplexed” (at a loss) when we encounter 
the real King (Luke 5:8; 8:25). 

2.	 THE FALSE CONCLUSIONS OF THE PEOPLE 
ABOUT THE TRUE MESSIAH (Luke 9:7–8; 
9:19) 

	● A resurrected John the Baptist? Not true but Herod 
and others thought so (Matthew 14:2; Mark 6:14) 
despite the fact that John did not work miracles 
himself (John 10:41).

	● A reincarnation of Elijah (Mark 6:15)? No. John 
himself denied this (John 1:21). But the angel told 
Zechariah that he fulfills the prophecy of Malachi 
(Luke 1:17; Malachi 4:5–6). And Jesus confirmed this 	
(Matthew 11:14; 17:10–13).
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	● Jesus was the true Messiah (Luke 9:19-20; Matthew 
16:14–17; John 4:25–26). The world has all the wrong 
conclusions about Jesus but He is the only begotten 
of God (John 3:16), who takes away the sin of the 
world (John 1:29).

3.	 THE FEARFUL QUESTION OF A GUILT-
RIDDEN MAN ABOUT THE TRUE SAVIOR 
(Luke 9:9)

	● He was guilty of John the Baptist’s death which 	
was a result of his unbridled lust and foolish pride 	
(Mark 6:17–29). We are guilty of the same as children 
of disobedience (Ephesians 2:1–3).

	● He seemed like a “seeker” at first with John 		
(Mark 6:20b) and even “sought to see him (Christ)”. 
But he eventually killed John and expedited the 
killing of Christ (Luke 13:31; 23:8-11).

	● Jesus went to the cross and hung there until 		
the work of procuring our salvation was done 		
(Luke 23:34; John 19:30).

“Who is this Jesus?” Who is He to you? Will you listen to 
what the world says about Him? Or will you, like Peter, 
declare: “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God?” ■
