When we pray, we seek God Himself with hearts that rejoice 
always, knowing He is in control. By letting go of prideful 
self-sufficiency for total dependence on Him, we tap into 
His infinite strength and grow deeper in our relationship. 
Where, then, do we find the confidence to seek God in our 
times of need?

1.	 Ascended High Priest (Hebrews 4:14)
“Since then we have a great high priest who has passed 
through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold 
fast our confession.”

	● Mediator and Lamb of God (Hebrews 9:24-26)
Jesus Christ, our great High Priest and Mediator, 
is the Lamb of God who willingly gave His life—
sacrificing Himself to put away our sins and 
redeem us to Himself.

	● More Than Conquerors in Jesus Christ 	
(Romans 8:34-39)

NOTHING can separate us from the love of God 
in Christ Jesus our Lord.

2.	Compassionate High Priest (Hebrews 4:15)
“For we do not have a high priest who is unable to 	
sympathize with our weaknesses, but one who in every 
respect has been tempted as we are, yet without sin.”

	● Jesus Christ Suffered Temptation (Hebrews 2:17-18)
For Jesus Christ to represent us, He needs to 
become like us in every respect, so that we can 
relate to His humanity.

	● The Holy Spirit is Working in You (Philippians 2:12-13)
The Holy Spirit’s work enables us to seek God’s 
will and obey His plans, all for His good pleasure.
