Unlike humans whose allergy symptoms usually involve the respiratory 
tract, dog allergies and cat allergies more often take the form of skin 
irritation or inflammation – a condition called allergic dermatitis.

If your pet has allergies, her skill will become very itchy. She'll start 
scratching excessively, and might bite or chew at certain areas of her 
body. She may rub herself against vertical surfaces like furniture, or she 
may rub her face against the carpet. She's trying to relieve the miserable 
itchiness by any means possible.

As the itch-scratch cycle continues, her skin will become inflamed and 
tender to the touch. Other signs of allergic dermatitis include areas of 
hair loss, open sores on the skin, and scabbing.

Hot spots can develop as well in dogs (hot spots are rarely seen in cats). 
A hot spot is inflamed, infected skin that occurs when your dog's natu-
ral bacteria overwhelms an area of his skin. Typically the skin will be 
very red, and often there is bleeding and hair loss.
