Three of them, Carling
Arundel, Jenny Rowen and Elizabeth Young, are among the top four winners on the
team and Young has claimed the top spot in the lineup.

Julie Klauck surpassed that total the next year with 20 wins, and Jill Klauck
took it further in 2002-03 with 21 wins.  Hannah Hinton won 17 singles matches and a
team-best 23 doubles contests in her initial season.  This year boasts three freshmen
who are second on the team with six singles wins — Carling Arundel, Jenny Rowen and
Elizabeth Young.

in 1977 and 1978. A year later she began an eight-year playing career on the Women's
Tennis Association Tour. Among her accomplishments on the WTA, Jones captured the
U.S. National Indoor Championship in 1983 and was a member of the U.S. Open Final
Eight Club which honors players who reach the final eight of the U.S. Open during their
careers.   Jones was ranked as high as No. 25 in the world and played in the U.S. Open
seven times, made five appearances at Wimbledon and three each in the French and
Austrailian Opens.
