CINCINNATI (AP) - Trevon Scott scored 10 points and
grabbed a career-high 13 rebounds to carry Cincinnati to a
67-51win over UConn in the American Athletic Conference
opener for both teams on Wednesday night.

Chris Vogt had 19 points on 8-0f-10 shooting for the Bear-

cats, (8-5, 1-0), who beat UConn for the eighth-straight
time. Jarron Cumberland added 15 points and became
only the fourth player in school history to eclipse 1,500
points and 300 assists in his career.

Cincinnati shot 50 percent in the first half and held the
Huskies to 26 percent to open a 35-19 lead. UConn made
3 of 9 shots from 3-point range but just 4 of 18 inside the
arc for a season-low opening half.

Brendan Adams had 11 points for the Huskies (9-4, 0-1).

Vogt scored the first five points of the game and the
Bearcats never trailed.

WICHITA, Kan. (AP) — Jarron Cumberland converted a

Cincinnati led for most of the game but Wichita State took
its first lead since midway through the first half on Dexter
Dennis’ 3-pointer with 58 seconds remaining for a 76-75
lead. Cumberland answered with two free throws before
Grant Sherfield made Wichita State’s eighth 3-pointer for
a two-point lead.

After a timeout with 2.5 to go, Erik Stevenson inbounded
the ball and got it back but his 3-pointer was off the mark
at the buzzer.

Cumberland, the reigning American Athletic Conference
player of the year, finished with 24 points. Keith Williams
had 17 points for Cincinnati (15-7, 8-2), which earned its
fifth straight win. Chris Vogt added 12 points and three
blocks, and Trevon Scott had 11 rebounds.

Jaime Echenique had 17 points, 11 rebounds and three
blocks for the Shockers (17-5, 5-4). Dennis added 16 points
and Jamarius Burton had 13 points.

WINNING AGAIN IN WICHITA: Cincinnati's victory in the
final seconds at Wichita State on Thursday marked the
Bearcats' third consecutive win at Charles Koch Arena.
Cincinnati is only the third team to win as many as three
in a row at The Roundhouse since its renovation in 2003,
joining Southern Illinois (3x; 2007-09) and Northern lowa
(4x; 2005-08).

COMEBACK CATS: UC registered its largest comeback win
of the season against then-No. 21 Houston (2/1), rallying
from a 15-point deficit with 13:01 remaining. From that
point on the Bearcats finished the game on a 26-9 run
while limiting Houston to 2 of 17 shooting (12.5 percent)
from the floor. Keith Williams led UC with 10 points during
the comeback.

LEGACY BUILDERS: Cincinnati has won 104 games since
the start of the 2016-17 season, tied for the sixth most in
the nation entering play Saturday. Redshirt-senior Trevon
Scott has played in 103 of those victories while senior
Jarron Cumberland has played in 101 of the wins.

UC great Steve Logan owns the school record for playing
in the most school wins, seeing action in 111 victories from
1998-99 through 2001-02.
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LEGEND CHUCK MACHOCK

» The UC men’s basketball team is wearing a patch on its
jerseys to honor Bearcats legend Chuck Machock, who
passed away on Saturday, Jan. 4, at the age of 82.
The black circular patch donning Machock’s initials in white
will be worn on all three of UC's jerseys for the remainder of
the season.
Machock was a former UC player, student coach, assistant
coach and later radio analyst for UC games on 700 WLW.
Atrue link, connecting fans to some of the most special mo-
ments in Cincinnati men’s basketball history, Machock wore
the Bearcats’ jersey during the 1956 and 57 seasons before
becoming a student coach for the 1958 and 59 campaigns.
He was Oscar Robertson’s roommate on the road and was
part of a coaching staff that included George Smith and Ed
Jucker - both of whom helped lead UC to five consecutive
Final Four appearances (1959-63) and two national titles
(1961, 1962).
As an assistant coach under Bab Huggins from 1990-93,
Machock helped mentor the Bearcats to a 94-36 (.723)
overall record, an appearance in the 1992 NCAA Final Four
and Great Midwest Conference regular-season and tourna-
ment championships in 1992 and 1993.
Machock served as a radio analyst for 700 WLW AM for 25
seasons (1993-2017), helping detail more magical Bearcats
moments, including, mostly recently, the rebirth of the
program under former head coach Mick Cronin.
Machock's coaching career spanned 29 seasons at various
levels. He started at the high school level at St. Henry's High
School (1960) in Erlanger, Ky., before returning home to
Elyria Catholic High School (1961-66). He then moved up to
the collegiate level, earning an assistant coaching position
at Akron (1968-69); the head coach title at Steubenville Col-
lege (1969-72); assistant coaching positions at West Virginia
(1972-74), Ball State (1974-76) and Ohio State (1977-83);
and a head coaching job at UCF (1984-85) before returning
to Cincinnati.
Machock was inducted into the UC Athletics James P. Kelly
Hall of Fame as a contributor in October 2016.
A celebration of life event, saluting Machock’s contributions
took place Friday, Jan. 31, at Fifth Third Arena and included
speakers and tribute videos from, among others, Huggins,
Cronin, former Ohio State coach Eldon Miller and several
former Bearcats players.
In honor of Chuck Machock, the University of Cincinnati has
created the Chuck Machock Endowed Basketball Scholar-
ship.

OFFENSE TRAVELS: Cincinnati has played well offensively
in its last two road games, outscoring both Wichita

State (80-79) and Temple (89-82). The Bearcats shot
68.2 percent (15 of 22) in the first half at Wichita State,
finishing at 54.5 percent (30 of 55) for the game. Both
were season highs allowed by the Shockers.

Cincinnati’s win at Temple (1/22) marked the first time
the Bearcats won a road game in regulation while allow-
ing 80 or more points since a 92-83 victory at Vanderbilt
on Dec. 10, 2005 (17 such occurrences). The Owls entered
the week ranked 22nd nationally in field goal percentage
defense. However, the Bearcats managed to shoot 52.0
percent (26 of 50) from the floor.

DEFENSIVE EFFORT VS SMU: UC limited the AAC's top
scoring offense (74.1 points entering Jan. 28) to a sea-
son-low 43 points and held the Mustangs to a season-low
.259 field goal percentage (14 of 54). The 43 points are
the fewest scored by a UC foe this season.

COUSIN COMBO: The cousin duo of Jarron and Jaevin
Cumberland have combined to tally more than 30 points
on five occasions this season for the Bearcats:

SOROLLA TO BEGIN PRO CAREER IN SPAIN: UC graduate
transfer center Jaume “Jay” Sorolla has returned to Spain
to start a professional basketball career, UC head coach
John Brannen announced on Tuesday, Feb. 4. He averaged
3.3. points, 2.4 rebounds and 11.0 minutes in 11 games
this season for the Bearcats.

TOUGH NON-LEAGUE SCHEDULE: (BSSports.com listed
UC’s non-league schedule tied with Kansas and North
Carolina for the third toughest in the nation before the
start of the season.

UC's non-league schedule included contests against four
teams that have seen time in the AP Top 25 poll this
season, including at then-No. 18 Ohio State, at Xavier,
home against then-No. 21 Tennessee and vs. lowa at the
Chicago Legends event.

Other contests on the 2019-20 non-league slate included
dates with Drake (11/11), the 2019 Missouri Valley
co-champions; Vermont (12/3), the 2019 American East
Conference champions and Colgate (12/14), the 2019
Patriot League co-champions.

2019-20 NET RANKINGS: The Feb. 7 edition of the NET
rankings listed Cincinnati’s overall (18) and nonconference
(30) strength of schedule among the nation’s best and
tops among all AAC teams.

Currently, 23 of Cincinnati's 30 regular-season games in
2019-20 will come against opponents ranked in the Top
150 of the NET Rankings.

UC entered Friday listed 45th in the NET rankings.

» Trevon Scott has been named one of 30 candidates for
the 2020 Senior CLASS Award, given annually to a men’s
basketball player who excels both on and off the court.

» Scott becomes the third Bearcat in the past four seasons
to be named a candidate for the award, joining Troy
Caupain (2016-17) and Gary Clark (2017-18).

» To be eligible for the award, a student-athlete must be

classified as an NCAA Division | senior and have notable

achievements in four areas of excellence: community,
classroom, character and competition.

Scott is on schedule to earn a master's degree in sports

administration in April 2020 after receiving an under-

graduate degree in interdisciplinary studies in December

2018. An excellent student, Scott has been selected to the

Dean'’s List (3.4 grade-point average) and Bearcats Honor

Roll (3.0 GPA or better) three times and was inducted

into the UC Legend of Excellence for achieving the highest

cumulative GPA on the team for 2018-19.

» A two-year captain on the men’s basketball team,

Scott continuously pushes his teammates to strive for
excellence. UC men’s basketball head coach John Brannen
identified Scott as a strong leader and encouraged him to
attend the Athletes in Action Captains Academy, a sum-
mer leadership conference for student-athletes in 2019.

» “He encompasses everything you'd want from a coaching
standpoint,” Brannen said of Scott earlier this season.
“He’s got character and thinks about others before him-
self. He's got toughness and embodies our core values.
He's a great young man and I'm really excited about him
being a leader on the team.”

» A positive example and strong representative of his
team, university and the city of Cincinnati, Scott has
made an impact in the Queen City as well. He organized
and facilitated sports drills for 50 inner city children at
the Cincinnati Boys and Girls Club and played games and
inspired youth at Rockdale Elementary School last season.
He also has helped the UC men’s basketball team volun-
teer in the local community at places such as Our Daily
Bread and the Friar's Club, spending time with children,
being a positive role model and stressing the importance
of staying in school.

SUCCESS AT NORTHERN KENTUCKY

John Brannen served as Northern Kentucky University’s
head coach for four season (2015-2016 to 2018-19),
taking the Norse to unprecedented success as the
school's athletics department underwent reclassifica-
tion. The school gained Division | status prior to the

start of the 2016-17 season and the men'’s basketball
program preceded to compiled a 72-30 overall record the
following three seasons under Brannen, making three
consecutive postseason appearances (NCAA Tournament
[2017, 2019], NIT [2018]), winning back-to-back Horizon
League regular-season championships (2018, 2019) and
claiming a pair of conference tournament titles (2017,
2019). No other school in the nation enjoyed NKU's
amount of success in its first three years.

Brannen registered an 81-51ledger in four seasons at NKU.
The 2017 Horizon League Coach of the Year, Brannen

led the Norse to a 24-11 record in 2016-17, the Horizon
League Tournament title and an appearance in the

NCAA Tournament in the school's first season of active
status eligibility. NKU's win total was an improvement

of 15 victories from the previous season, marking the
third-best turnaround in the nation behind only UCLA
and Minnesota.

Brannen guided NKU to a 22-10 mark in 2017-18, the
Horizon League regular-season championship and the NIT.
During the 2018-19 season, NKU posted a Division |-era
record 26 wins with eight losses, claiming the league
regular-season championship and tournament title and
its second NCAA Tournament appearance in three years.
Brannen’s players earned 10 Horizon League postseason
accolades at NKU, highlighted by Drew McDonald receiv-
ing league player of the year honors a year ago.

NKU finished 2018-19 ranked 11th in the nation in

both total assists (592) and assists per game (16.9).

The Norse also ranked nationally in field goal shooting
percentage (27th at .478), scoring margin (28th at +9.6),
assist-to-turnover ratio (32nd at 1.34), three-point shoot-
ing defense (34th at .314), rebound margin (43rd at +4.5)
and scoring offense (44th at 78.5 points).

FIFTH THIRD ARENA

»

Cincinnati has sold out season tickets for the second con-
secutive season since Fifth Third Arena (capacity 12,012)
reopened after a 20-month, privately funded $87-million
renovation prior to the 2018-19 season.

UC averaged 11,256 fans per game last season, ranking
29th in the nation and the highest at Fifth Third Arena
since 2003-04 (12,237).

The Bearcats have registered a 411-82 record (.834 win
percentage) at the arena since its opening for the
1989-90 campaign. UC was 16-2 at home in 2018-19.
While Fifth Third Arena was undergoing renovation during
the 2017-18 season, UC played its home schedule at BB&T
Arena on the campus of Northern Kentucky University
where current UC head coach John Brannen was leading
the Norse.

BEARCAT POINTS OF PRIDE

Cincinnati is one of six schools in the nation to have
appeared in the last nine NCAA Tournaments, joining Duke,
Gonzaga, Kansas, Michigan State and North Carolina.

ohn Brannen was named the 27th head coach in University of

Cincinnati men’s basketball history on April 14, 2019.

Brannen had served as Northern Kentucky University’s head coach since
the 2015-2016 season, taking the Norse to unprecedented success as the
school’s athletics department underwent reclassification. Since earning
active Division | status eligibility prior to the start of the 2016-17 season,
the Norse men’s basketball program has compiled a 72-30 overall record,
making three consecutive postseason appearances (NCAA Tournament
[2017, 2019], NIT [2018]), winning back-to-back Horizon League regu-
lar-season championships (2018, 2019) and claiming a pair of conference
tournament titles (2017, 2019). No other school in the nation has enjoyed
NKU’s amount of success in its first three years with active status at the
Division | level.

Brannen, whose coaching career spans 20 seasons, owns a 97-59 career
record as head coach, including a 15-7 mark at Cincinnati. He registered an
81-51 ledger in four seasons at NKU and a 1-1 mark as Alabama’s interim
head coach at the end of the 2014-15 campaign.

The 2017 Horizon League Coach of the Year, Brannen led the Norse to
a 24-11record in 2016-17, the Horizon League Tournament title and an
appearance in the NCAA Tournament in the school’s first season of active
status eligibility. NKU's win total was an improvement of 15 victories from
the previous season, marking the third-best turnaround in the nation
behind only UCLA and Minnesota.

Brannen guided NKU to a 22-10 mark, the Horizon League regular-sea-
son championship and an NIT appearance in 2017-18. Last season, NKU
posted a Division |-era record 26 wins with eight losses, claiming the
league regular-season championship and tournament title and its second
NCAA Tournament appearance in three years.

Brannen's players earned 10 Horizon League postseason accolades at
NKU, highlighted by Drew McDonald receiving league player of the year
honors a year ago. NKU finished 2018-19 ranked 11th in the nation in both
total assists (592) and assists per game (16.9). The Norse also ranked
nationally in field goal shooting percentage (27th at .478), scoring margin
(28th at +9.6), assist-to-turnover ratio (32nd at 1.34), three-point shoot-
ing defense (34th at .314), rebound margin (43rd at +4.5) and scoring
offense (44th at 78.5 points).

Brannen came to NKU after spending six seasons (2010-2015) at Ala-
bama coaching under Anthony Grant, four as an assistant coach and two
as the associate head coach. The Crimson Tide made four postseason ap-
pearances during his stay. Alabama finished as the runners up at the 2011
NIT, posting a 25-12 overall mark and winning the Southeastern Conference
West Division title. The Crimson Tide made an NCAA Tournament appear-
ance the following season and later advanced to the NIT quarterfinals in
2013 and the second round of the NIT in 2015. Brannen served as interim
head coach for Alabama’s two games in the 2015 NIT. While in Tuscaloosa,
Brannen helped sign Alabama’s 2011 recruiting class that ranked fifth in the
nation according to Rivals.com.

CINCINNATI HEAD COACH JOHN BRANNEN

Prior to Alabama, Brannen served as an assistant coach at VCU for three
seasons (2007-09) under Anthony Grant, helping lead the Rams to three
20-win campaigns, two NCAA Tournament appearances (2007, 2009)
and a showing in the NIT (2008). The 2007 squad posted a 28-7 mark,
upsetting Duke in the first round of the NCAA Tournament. Brannen helped
recruit Larry Sanders, who later was drafted by Milwaukee as the 15th pick
in the 2010 NBA draft and also helped recruit four of VCU's five starters on
its 2011 Final Four team.

Brannen also was an assistant coach at St. Bonaventure (2004-06)
for three seasons, Eastern Kentucky (2001-2003) for three seasons and
Charleston for the 2000 campaign.

A native of nearby Alexandria, Ky., Brannen attended Newport Central
Catholic High School. He began his collegiate playing career at Morehead
State before transferring to Marshall for his final two seasons, playing for
head coaches Billy Donovan (1996) and Greg White (1997).

Brannen was a first team All-Southern Conference selection as a senior
at Marshall in 1996-97 when he led the league in scoring, averaging 20.9
points. He scored 1,008 points in two seasons with the Thundering Herd
and still ranks among the school’s top 25 players in career free throw
percentage (.777), career three-pointers made (14th at 135), career three-
point shooting percentage (14th at .386), single-season scoring (12th with
605 points in 1996-97) and single-season scoring average (23rd with 20.9
points during 1996-97).

A Rhodes Scholar finalist, Brannen received scholarships from both the
NCAA and Southern Conference. He earned a degree in business manage-
ment from Marshall in 1997. He was inducted into the Marshall University
Athletics Hall of Fame in September 2019.

Following his time at Marshall, Brannen played two seasons of profes-
sional basketball in Belgium’s First Division before beginning his coaching
career.

Brannen and his wife Lisa live in Northern Kentucky and are the proud
parents of twin daughters, Jaylee and Katelyn.
