He currently serves as director of the 
C-Club, a program that provides former UC letterwinners the opportunity to maintain a lifetime 
connection with Bearcats Athletics.

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COACHING STAFF

Mick Cronin’s 11 years as head basketball coach at the University of Cincinnati have seen  
the rebirth of the Bearcats, rising from a program that featured only one returning scholarship 
player when he arrived in 2006-07 to one that posted 30 wins in 2016-17, made its seventh  
consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance last season and awaits the reopening of a renovated,  
state-of-the-art, Fifth Third Arena for the 2018-19 campaign.

MICK CRONIN
HEAD COACH - 12TH SEASON AT CINCINNATI

	 Cronin is one of six coaches in the nation to take his team to the NCAA Tourna-
ment each of the past seven seasons, along with Mark Few (Gonzaga), Tom Izzo 
(Michigan State), Mike Krzyzewski (Duke), Bill Self (Kansas) and Roy Williams 
(North Carolina).
	 The Cincinnati native and UC alumnus leads the nation in Division I wins (306) 
and total NCAA Tournament appearances (nine) among active coaches his age 
(46-years old) and ranks second  in Division I wins among active coaches under 
the age of 50.
	 Built on toughness, tenacious defense and continuous all-out effort, Cronin’s 
Bearcats rank as one of two programs (along with Virginia) to be listed among  
the nation’s top 25 in scoring defense each of the past five seasons. You can also 
find Cincinnati’s name listed among the top 25 teams in field-goal percentage 
defense and blocks per game every year since 2012-13.
	 Cronin guided Cincinnati to a share of the 2014 American Athletic Conference 
regular-season crown while earning the league’s coach of the year honor. At Mur-
ray State from 2004-2006, Cronin guided the Racers two Ohio Valley Conference 
tournament titles and one regular-season crown while receiving OVC Coach of the 
Year distinction in 2006. 
	 Along with his three seasons in Murray, Cronin has compiled a 306-159 career 
record in 14 years as a college head coach, including a 237-135 mark at Cincinnati. 
	 Cincinnati’s 2017-18 squad will feature the return of its top three scorers  –  
Jacob Evans, Kyle Washington and Gary Clark – along with six other lettermen and 
six newcomers.
	 Cronin’s rebuilding job began immediately when his first squad featured only 
one returning starter for the 2006-07 campaign. He tirelessly went to work setting 
the culture necessary to building long-term success while competing within argu-
ably the sport’s toughest league ever organized – the old BIG EAST Conference. 
	 Despite the surroundings, Cincinnati began the retooling process, becoming 
the only program from a major conference to improve its win total every season 
from 2007 to 2011, building from 11 wins in 2007 to 26 victories and a return to 
the NCAA Tournament in 2011.
	 Now a fixture at the Big Dance, Cincinnati can include itself among an elite list 
of eight programs appearing in seven consecutive NCAA Tournaments, along with 
Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, Michigan State, North Carolina, VCU and Wisconsin.

SEVEN CONSECUTIVE TRIPS TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT
	 2016-17: Cincinnati achieved the second-most wins in program history (30-6), 
advanced to the second round of the NCAA Tournament, and tied the school 
record for league victories (16-2) while finishing second in the American Athletic 
Conference. The Bearcats also posted an 18-0 home record, the fourth undefeated 
season at Fifth Third Arena and was ranked in the national polls for 15 weeks 
during the season, a Cronin-era record high. The UC head coach also achieved a 
milestone, registering his 300th career victory against Tulsa on Feb. 18. 
	 2015-16: Cincinnati won 11 of its final 15 games of the regular season, includ-
ing a 61-54 win over then-No. 24 SMU, to register its sixth consecutive NCAA 
Tournament appearance. Junior Troy Caupain received First Team American Athletic 
Conference accolades while sophomore Gary Clark was named the league’s de-
fensive player of the year and second-team all-conference honoree. The Bearcats 
finished 22-11 overall and tied for third in the league with a 12-6 mark. 
	 2014-15: A young, inexperienced group of newcomers and role players 
overcame the loss of its head coach due to health reasons and banded together 
to register a 23-11 mark and achieve the program’s first second-round NCAA 
Tournament appearance since 2012. UC finished third in the conference but 
swept league-winner SMU and registered a victory at second-place Tulsa (in 
the only meeting between the schools) to secure the school’s fifth consecutive 
NCAA Tournament invite. The Bearcats outlasted Purdue 66-65 in overtime in 
the first round of the NCAA Tournament before falling to previously unbeaten 
Kentucky, 64-51.

COACHING STAFF CONTINUITY

	 Cincinnati’s coaching staff has remained unchanged for the past five seasons. 
The length of continuity ranks second longest in the nation behind only Michigan State, 
according to a 2016-17 article by John Akers at Basketball Times. The Spartans staff  
has remained intact for each of the last six seasons. 
	 Associate head coach Larry Davis joined Mick Cronin’s first staff heading into the 
2006-07 season. Assistant coach Darren Savino came aboard prior to the 2010-11 
campaign. Assistant coach Antwon Jackson joined the staff before the 2012-13 season. 
	 The teamwork among the staff probably shined brightest in 2014-15 when Cronin 
missed the final 25 games of the season due to a health issue. With Davis leading the 
way, a young and inexperienced Bearcats unit posted a 23-11 mark and advanced to the 
second round of the NCAA Tournament. 
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	 2013-14: Cincinnati won a share of the inaugural 
American Athletic Conference regular-season crown, 
the program’s first conference title since 2003-04, 
behind the efforts of AP All-American Sean Kilpatrick 
and league defensive player of the year Justin Jackson. 
Kilpatrick led The American with 20.6 points per game 
and Cronin was named The American’s Coach of the 
Year in leading UC to a 27-7 record – its most wins since 
2001-02. The Bearcats strung together 15 consecutive 
wins, including their first 11 league games. UC was listed 
among the top 15 teams in the AP poll during each of 
the last eight weeks of the regular season, climbing as 
high as seventh.
	 2012-13: Senior Cashmere Wright fought through 
nagging injuries and, along with fellow senior JaQuon 
Parker and junior Sean Kilpatrick, helped lead the 
Bearcats to a 22-12 overall record and third consecutive 
NCAA Tournament appearance. Wright finished his 
career as UC’s all-time steals leader (198) and Cronin 
claimed his 200th career coaching win. The Bearcats 
ranked sixth nationally with 6.1 blocks per game. 
	 2011-12: Cincinnati advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16, 
registered 26 wins for the second consecutive season 
and defeated a school-record eight nationally ranked 
teams, including No. 2 Syracuse in the semifinals of 
the BIG EAST Championship. The Bearcats posted a 
school-record 12 wins in the BIG EAST en route to tying 
for fourth place in the league standings and finishing 
as runners up in the league tournament. Yancy Gates 
capped off his career as one of only six players in 
program history to compile more than 1,400 points 
and 900 rebounds. The Bearcats outlasted Texas and 
Florida State before falling to Ohio State in the NCAA 
Tournament.
	 2010-11: Cincinnati won its first 15 games of the 
season and closed strong with five victories in its last 
six regular-season contests to secure its first NCAA 
Tournament appearance since 2005. Yancy Gates led 
the Bearcats with 11.9 points and 6.9 rebounds and 
Sean Kilpatrick was named to the BIG EAST All-Rookie 
team. UC defeated Missouri 78-63 before falling to 
eventual national champion UConn 69-58 in the second 
round of the NCAA Tournament. The Bearcats finished 
26-9 overall. 

PRIOR TO CINCINNATI
	 Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to Cincin-
nati after serving three years as head coach at Murray 
State (2004-06). As mentor of the Racers, Cronin 
compiled a 69-24 overall record while earning a pair of 
NCAA tournament berths.
	 In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed 
Murray State to a school-best 28-6 record, the Ohio 
Valley Conference Tournament championship and an 
NCAA Tournament appearance. His 28 wins were the 
sixth most in NCAA history for a first-year head coach 
at the time. He earned OVC Coach of the Year honors 
two seasons later, guiding Murray State to another 
OVC regular-season title, league tournament crown 
and NCAA Tournament appearance with a 24-6 mark in 
2005-06.

	 Prior to Murray State, Cronin built a sterling reputa-
tion for his ability to evaluate and recruit top talent. In 
his stint at UC as an assistant coach for Bob Huggins 
from 1997-2001, Cronin recruited several top players, 
including NBA Draft selections Steve Logan (Golden 
State); DerMarr Johnson (Atlanta); Pete Mickeal 
(Dallas); Kenny Satterfield (Dallas); and Jason Maxiell 
(Detroit). 
	 Following the 2000-01 season, Cronin became 
the associate head coach and recruiting coordinator 
at Louisville, under Rick Pitino. In his first year, Cronin 
helped attract a top-10 ranked recruiting class.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
	 Cronin’s passion for success on the court also carries 
over to the local community where he is committed 
to making a difference. He currently serves as a board 
member on both the American Cancer Society and the 
ACS’s Coaches vs. Cancer of Southwest Ohio chapter. 
	 He also assists with a major fundraising event - Soul 
of the City Soiree - for Our Daily Bread that has gener-
ated more than $100,000 each of the past four years 
to assist the soup kitchen and community center in 
Cincinnati. 
	 Cronin also annually speaks with the Young Execu-
tive Group of the Catholic Inner-City Schools Education 
(CISE) Fund. The group raises money from area corpo-
rations to help give children from low income urban 
settings the opportunity to attend Catholic schools.
	 During the 2013-14 season, Cronin also wrote a 
column in the Cincinnati Enquirer highlighting the 
dangers of texting while driving as part of the AT&T 
sponsored “It Can Wait” campaign. He spotlighted the 
campaign again during an on-campus awareness event 
in October 2014. 

PATH TO COACHING
	 Cronin has long held great pride in the Queen City, 
the University of Cincinnati and the sport of basketball. 
As a child growing up on the west side of town, he used 
to follow his father Harold “Hep” Cronin -- a highly 
successful local high school coach with more than 400 
career wins -- around the gyms of Cincinnati. A product 
of LaSalle High School, Cronin had his playing career 
end sooner than expected due to a knee injury in high 
school.
	 That didn’t stop his desire to find his place in 
basketball. While completing his undergraduate degree 
at UC, Cronin served as assistant varsity coach and 
head junior varsity coach at Woodward High School. He 
helped develop six players who went on to play Division 
I college basketball, including former Bearcat Damon 
Flint, who ranks among the top 25 scorers in program 
history.
	 Cronin made the jump from high school to college 
coaching during the 1996-97 season joining Huggins 
as video coordinator at UC. A year later, Cronin was 
elevated to an assistant coach for the Bearcats, setting 
the stage for his long tenure in college basketball.
	 Cronin resides in Cincinnati with his 11-year old 
daughter, Samantha.

LARRY DAVIS
ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH - 12TH SEASON AT CINCINNATI

Larry Davis, the dean of the University of Cincinnati men’s basketball 
staff, has compiled more than a quarter century’s worth of experi-

ence in the college coaching ranks, including serving as associate head 
coach for the Bearcats since 2006.
	 Davis temporarily served as head coach at Cincinnati for the final 25 
games of the 2014-15 season while head coach Mick Cronin was sidelined 
with a health issue. The Bearcats registered a 16-9 mark under his tute-
lage, a 23-11 mark at season’s end, a tie for third place in the American 
Athletic Conference and the school’s fifth consecutive appearance in the 
NCAA Tournament. 
	 For his efforts, Davis was named a finalist for national coach of the 
year by the Sporting News. He was the first interim coach at the  
NCAA Tournament since Missouri’s Rich Daly and Michigan’s Steve Fisher 
in 1989. He also became the first non-head coach to lead a team through 
multiple games of a regular season and into the NCAA Tournament since 
1961 (Jake McCandless at Princeton). 
	 As the associate head coach at Cincinnati, Davis is tasked with planning 
recruiting, practice and team preparation, while focusing a great deal of 
his time mentoring the guards.
	 A nine-year head coach at Furman University (1997-2006), Davis 
undertook a massive revitalization of the Paladins’ program, directing 
the school to a record of 124-139. A significant part of his rebuilding plan 
was to infuse new talent. He did so by recruiting the likes of two-time 
all-conference selection Guilherme Da Luz, the first player in Southern 
Conference history to top 1,000 points, 600 assists, 500 rebounds and 
200 steals in a career, and 2,000-point scorer Karim Souchu. Furman 
posted three winning seasons after 2002 and achieved its first winning 
record in conference play in over a decade, under Davis’ guidance.
	 Davis was an assistant coach at Minnesota for three seasons  
(1994-97), helping the Golden Gophers compile a 69-29 record and 
make three postseason appearances. He was credited with the recruiting 
of All-Americans and future NBA Draft picks Bobby Jackson and  
Quincy Lewis.
	 Previous coaching stops included a year at Ball State (1993-94),  
four seasons at Wake Forest (1989-93), and four years at Delaware  
(1985-89). At Wake Forest, Davis helped the school rise from last place 
in the Atlantic Coast Conference to make three straight NCAA Tourna-
ment appearances (1991-93), coaching the likes of long-time  
NBA veteran Rodney Rogers.
	 Davis launched his career as a graduate assistant at East Tennessee 
State following his graduation from Asbury College in 1978. After three 
seasons, he became a head coach in the high school ranks, serving a year 
at Cloverport (Kentucky) and two at Oak Hill Academy in Virginia, where 
he compiled a 51-9 record.
	 Davis is married to Jennifer Davis. He has a son, Jordan, who lives in 
Cincinnati. His daughter, Morgan Sires and her husband, Robby, live in 
Charleston, South Carolina.

ASSISTANT COACH - EIGHTH SEASON AT CINCINNATI

Darren Savino is in his eighth season as an assistant coach at the 
University of Cincinnati, joining the program prior to the start of 

2010-11 campaign. 
	 Savino has played a key role in helping guide the Bearcats to seven 
consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances since his arrival. (UC is one 
of only eight schools in the nation to play in the tournament each of the 
last seven years.)	
	 During the 2014-15 season, Savino temporarily took on added re-
sponsibilities as associate head coach for the final 25 games of the year 
while head coach Mick Cronin missed practices and games due to health 
reasons.
	 A talented recruiter with long ties to the New York metro area,  
Savino’s 22-year college coaching career has included stops at schools 
along the east coast, southwest and Ohio Valley.   
	 Savino joined the UC staff after a four-year stint at Rutgers where he 
was a key New York and New Jersey recruiter. He was named the Scarlet 
Knights interim head coach in April 2010 after the resignation of head 
coach Fred Hill.
	 Savino played a key role in recruiting McDonald’s All-American and 
fellow Jersey City, New Jersey native Mike Rosario to the Knights in 2008. 
Before transferring to Florida, Rosario had made a name for himself in 
the BIG EAST Conference at Rutgers, averaging 16.2 and 16.7 points as a 
freshman and sophomore, respectively.
	 While at Rutgers, Savino also is credited with developing big man 
Hamady Ndiaye, who was selected by the Washington Wizards in the 
second round of the 2010 NBA Draft.
	 Prior to his term at Rutgers, UC head coach Mick Cronin and Savino 
developed a close rapport at Murray State where Savino served as an 
assistant from 2004-06. As a member of the Racers’ staff, Savino was 
involved in every aspect of the program, helping Murray State to two Ohio 
Valley Conference championships and an NCAA Tournament appearance.
	 From 2002-04, Savino served as an assistant coach at Quinnipiac 
University overseeing the program’s recruiting efforts and player 
development. He joined Quinnipiac after three years (1999-2002) at the 
University of New Mexico where the Lobos made three consecutive NIT 
appearances.
	 Savino held a similar title at East Carolina University in 1998-99 and at 
St. John’s University from 1996-98. During the second of his two seasons 
at St. John’s, the Red Storm reached the NCAA Tournament for the first 
time in five years with a team featuring future NBA players Ron Artest, 
Felipe Lopez, Zendon Hamilton, and Lavor Postell.
	 Before St. John’s, Savino spent the 1995-96 season as an administra-
tive assistant at Seton Hall University. He began his coaching career as a 
junior varsity coach and assistant varsity coach at Marist High School in 
Bayonne, New Jersey.
	 Savino graduated in 1994 from Jersey City College with a degree in 
business administration, specializing in sports management. He was a 
member of the Jersey City basketball team that reached the NCAA Divi-
sion III Final Four in 1992.
	 A 1989 graduate of St. Anthony High School, Savino played under the 
legendary Bob Hurley, Sr., where he teamed with Duke star Bobby Hurley 
and high school All-American, Roderick Rhodes, on a team that won the 
USA Today national championship his senior season.

Antwon Jackson joined the University of Cincinnati staff as an assis-
tant coach in June 2012 after spending the previous four seasons at  

Massachusetts.
	 During summer 2016, Jackson was invited to the NCAA’s prestigious 
Achieving Coaching Excellence (ACE) program, where he was put 
through an intensive development program for preparation of career 
advancement. 
	 Jackson built a reputation as a talented recruiter at the college level 
during stints at both UMass and William and Mary over the previous 
seven seasons. During his last four seasons in Amherst, Jackson helped 
recruit and coach players who contributed to the Minutemen’s rise in the 
Atlantic-10 Conference standings. UMass improved upon its 12-18 overall 
mark and 10th-place league finish in 2008-09, building toward a 25-12 
mark and fifth-place league finish during the 2011-12 campaign. UMass 
advanced to the semifinal round of the 2012 Postseason NIT. The Minute-
men’s 25 wins on the season tied with the 2008 squad for most wins by 
the program since its Final Four run at the 1996 NCAA Tournament.
	 Prior to his stay at UMass, Jackson helped retool William and Mary 
under Tribe head coach Tony Shaver. During Jackson’s three seasons in 
Williamsburg, Virginia, William and Mary improved its overall record 
from 8-20 and 10th place in the Colonial Athletic Association in 2006 to 
a 17-16 mark and fifth-place finish in 2008. The Tribe marched through 
the 2008 CAA tournament but fell one game shy of an automatic berth 
in the NCAA Tournament. William and Mary recorded a 10-8 league 
record in 2008, marking only the second double-digit win total in its 
23-year history in the CAA.
	 Before climbing into the collegiate coaching ranks Jackson gained ex-
perience as an assistant coach with two high schools and numerous AAU 
squads in Virginia and Maryland. He served as an assistant coach at Paul 
VI High School in Fairfax, Virginia, during the 2004-05 season, helping 
lead the team to an 18-8 record and an appearance in the Virginia Inde-
pendent Schools championship game. Paul VI High School is a member of 
the Washington Catholic Athletic Conference, considered one of the top 
high school basketball leagues in the country. From 2001-04, Jackson 
was an assistant coach at Bishop McNamara in Forestville, Maryland.
	 On the AAU circuit Jackson performed as an assistant coach for the 
successful DC Assault and Maryland Select squads for two summers 
(2004-05). Typically one of the top AAU teams in the nation, DC Assault 
has produced many NCAA Division I and NBA players and coaches. 
Jackson was an assistant coach with DC Blue Devils AAU in 2003.
	 Jackson also has worked at some of the top summer basketball camps 
in the country, including the adidas Superstar Camp and several years at 
the Five Star Basketball Camp.
	 Along with his coaching positions, Jackson spent 11 years at KPMG, 
LLP in Washington, D.C., and McLean, Virginia, most recently holding the 
position of senior associate in the company’s real estate and mortgage 
division.
	 Jackson earned a degree in business management and accounting 
from Pikeville College in Pikeville, Kentucky, in 1993. He was a Kentucky 
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference honorable mention selection his junior 
and senior seasons while leading his team in assists.

TEAM INFORMATION

Anticipation continues to climb in Cincinnati as the 2017-18 campaign tips off 
with the Bearcats returning their top three scorers from last season’s squad 

that achieved 30 wins, went undefeated at home and made its seventh consecutive 
NCAA Tournament appearance. 

 
POST PLAYERS - The Bearcats attack starts inside with senior forwards Gary Clark and Kyle Washington, who return 
for their final campaign in the red and black. The duo established themselves as one of the top post tandems in the American 
Athletic Conference a year ago. Clark was the league’s defensive player of the year as a sophomore and ranked among the 
AAC’s Top 10 leaders in field goal percentage (fourth at .529), rebounds (fourth at 7.9) and blocks (tied for ninth at 1.2) as 
a junior. A stalwart on the glass, he enters the season ranked third in the nation with 819 career rebounds among active 
players. Washington earned Second Team All-AAC honors last season – his first in a Bearcats jersey after transferring from 
NC State. The lefty ranked among the league’s best in field goal shooting (fifth at .510), double-doubles (tied for sixth with 
seven) and blocks (tied for ninth at 1.2). Reserve big men redshirt sophomore Tre Scott and sophomore Nysier Brooks look 
to provide solid contributions in their second season on the court. An athletic and active presence inside, Scott averaged 3.1 
points and 2.5 rebounds in 10.2 minutes in 2016-17. Brooks added 2.4 points and 1.6 rebounds in 8.5 minutes as a reliable 
rim protector. Joining those four inside are freshmen Mamodou Diarra and Eliel Nsosome. The duo brings additional length, 
athleticism, versatility and high energy to the Bearcats. 

ON THE WING - Junior guard Jacob Evans ranks first among all Bearcats returners in points (13.5), three-pointers (69), 
assists (96), steals (46) and minutes played (31.6). The versatile sharp shooter and 2017 Jerry West Shooting Guard of the Year 
finalist, scored in double figures in 31 of 36 games in 2016-17 and finished among The American’s leaders in three-point field 
goal percentage (fifth at .418) and steals (ninth at 1.3). Sophomore guard Jarron Cumberland earned selection to the AAC’s All-
Rookie Team and garnered the Co-Sixth Man of the Year with SMU’s Ben Emelogu. Dangerous both in the open floor and beyond 
the arc, the burly guard made important contributions in key games last season, averaging 11.6 points and shooting 52.6 
percent (22 of 42) from the field during the postseason. Accompanying the pair along the wings are freshmen guards Trevor 
Moore and Keith Williams. Moore possesses a sharp shooting eye while Williams brings creativity and play-making abilities. 

AT THE POINT - Junior transfer Cane Broome and junior Justin Jenifer assume the reigns at the point guard position 
following the graduation of three-year starter Troy Caupain. Quick and crafty with the ball, Broome was the 2016 Northeast 
Conference Player of the Year and Associated Press Honorable Mention All-American at Sacred Heart where he averaged 23.1 
points (eighth-most in the nation) to go along with 4.9 rebounds and 2.9 assists. A gifted passer, Jenifer handed out 68 
assists with only 16 turnovers (4.3-to-1 assists-to-turnovers ratio) as a sophomore, averaging 2.8 points, 1.9 assists in 12.7 
minutes as a reserve.

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Without question, the University of Cincin-
nati stands among the nation’s elite 

in college basketball with 31 NCAA Tournament 
appearances, six Final Fours and back-to-back 
national championships (1961, 1962).  
	 The Associated Press ranked the Bearcats’ 
program 10th in the nation in 2017 for its all-time 
appearances in the weekly AP polls. 
	 And a 30-win season in 2016-17 helped the 
Bearcats climb to 16th nationally for most wins in 
program history with 1,757.   
	 Cincinnati added another conference title in 
2014 grabbing a share of the American Athletic 
Conference regular-season crown in the league’s 
inaugural campaign. UC has won 38 conference 
championships (28 regular-season titles and 10 
league tournament crowns).  
	 UC has advanced to postseason play 41 times, 
including 31 appearances at the NCAA Tournament 
where the Bearcats own a  45-30 (.600) record 
all-time.
	 Cincinnati’s excellence is not portrayed in 
numbers alone. UC is the alma mater of several 
college basketball greats - 30 Bearcats have earned 
All-America honors, two went on to become Olympic 
gold medalists, two are enshrined in the National 
Basketball Hall of Fame, and Oscar Robertson was 
the first UC basketball player inducted into the FlBA 
(International Basketball Hall of Fame). 
 

	 One of the first of UC’s long list of standouts 
was Jack Twyman, who earned All-America status in 
1954-55. He went on to NBA stardom and is in the 
Basketball Hall of Fame. 
	 Robertson is still widely recognized as one of 
the greatest to play the sport — college or profes-
sional. A unanimous three-time All-American, he 
was college basketball’s all-time leading scorer at 
the close of his career. His 33.8 scoring average 
today ranks third on the NCAA career charts, and 
he has the NBA’s sixth-most career assists. The 
Hall of Famer led the U.S. Olympic team to the 
1960 gold medal. 
	 Sparked by the exploits of Robertson, who 
became the first player to lead the nation in 
scoring in three consecutive seasons (1958-60), 
Cincinnati advanced to the Final Four in 1958-59 
and 1959-60, settling for third place both years. 
	 With a rookie head coach, and without Robert-
son, the Bearcats won their first national title in 
1960-61. Then to prove that the first champion-
ship was no fluke, UC repeated as champion in 
1961-62 - beating Ohio State in the title game 
both seasons.
	 Cincinnati made a then-unprecedented fifth-
straight trip to the Final Four in 1962-63, and 
narrowly missed capturing a third-straight national 
crown when Loyola (Ill.) overcame a 15-point defi-
cit and defeated the Bearcats by a basket, 60-58, 
in overtime.  

	 During those five seasons, UC recorded a 37-
game win streak and posted a 161-16 ledger. The 
five straight Final Four appearances is a feat topped 
only by UCLA.  
	 Connie Dierking (1958), Ralph Davis (1960), Bob 
Wiesenhahn (1961), Paul Hogue (1961, 1962), Tom 
Thacker (1963), Tony Yates (1963), Ron Bonham 
(1963, 1964) and George Wilson (1963) were 
accorded All-American recognition with Wilson 
playing on the U.S. 1964 Olympic gold medal team. 
	 The Bearcats success continued in the 1970s, 
during which UC compiled a 170-85 record (.667). 
Cincinnati inaugurated the Metro Conference by 
winning the league’s first two tournament champi-
onships and made four post-season appearances. 
Jim Ard (1970), Lloyd Batts (1973), Steve Collier 
(1976), Gary Yoder (1977), Bob Miller (1978) and 
Pat Cummings (1979) earned All-America recogni-
tion. 
	 Bob Huggins, who was named head coach 
in 1989, rekindled those national championship 
expectations in only his third season at the helm 
when he directed UC to the 1992 Final Four. The 
Bearcats advanced to the Elite Eight of the NCAA 
Tournament three times and reached the Sweet 16 
four times under his direction.
	 Cincinnati won its conference season and/or 
tournament title 12 times during the Huggins era. 
UC claimed eight league tournament titles and 10 
regular-season crowns during the span, including 
seven Top 10 finishes in the final polls. During 

this time, Cincinnati ranked among the nation’s 
winningest programs both in terms of winning 
percentage and victories.
	 Seventeen Bearcats garnered first-team 
all-conference honors during this era with three of 
those, Danny Fortson (1996, ’97), Kenyon Martin 
(2000) and Steve Logan (2001, ’02), picking up 
a total of four C-USA Most Outstanding Player 
Awards.
	 Fortson (1996, 1997), Nick Van Exel (1993), 
Ruben Patterson (1998), Bobby Brannen (1998), 
Melvin Levett (1999), Logan (2001, ’02), Martin 
(1999, 2000) and Pete Mickeal (2000) joined 
Cincinnati’s list of All-Americans. Fortson was a 
consensus first-team All-American in 1996-97 after 
receiving second-team recognition in 1995-96. 
Martin was college basketball’s top player of the 
1999-2000 season, making a clean sweep of the 
national Player of the Year awards. Logan was a 
consensus All-American in 2001-02 and a finalist 
for every national Player of the Year award. 
	 Mick Cronin became the 26th head coach in 
school history prior to the 2007 campaign and has 
reestablished the Bearcats as a national contender. 
UC is one of only eight programs in the nation to 
appear in the NCAA Tournament in each of the past 
seven seasons. With the help of All-American Sean 
Kilpatrick (2014), the Bearcats won 101 games from 
2010-11 through 2013-14.
	 Cincinnati posted a 30-6 mark in 2016-17, the 
second-most wins in a season for the program.

HISTORY
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	 For three straight years, Jack Twyman was cut from his high school basketball team.  His persistence not only landed him a spot on the varsity as a 
senior, but launched a career which would take him to college and professional stardom, and a place in the National Basketball Hall of Fame.
	 Twyman demonstrated that determination as a freshman at Cincinnati in 1951-52, earning a berth on the varsity in mid-season.  He led the Bearcats in 
scoring and rebounding his sophomore, junior, and senior years, averaging 24.6 points and 16.5 rebounds in his final season to earn all-America honors.  
	 Twyman concluded his career as UC’s all-time leading scorer and rebounder.  Six decades later, his point total ranks ninth and his rebounds second.  
	 Twyman was a first-round draft pick of the Rochester Royals in 1955 which two years later moved to Cincinnati.  He was selected an NBA all-star in six 
of his 11 seasons, and led the league in scoring with a 31.2-point average in 1959-60.  
	 Twyman is forever linked to Maurice Stokes, his Royals teammate who was stricken by a stroke in the last game of the 1958 season.  Twyman became 
Stokes’ legal guardian and helped raise money to defray medical expenses.  This relationship was the subject of the 1973 movie, “Maurie.”
	 Twyman was elected to the National Basketball Hall of Fame in 1982. He died in May 2012. 

	 Few players made the progress that Kenyon Martin experienced during his career at Cincinnati, in which he ascended from a raw-talented athlete to a 
devastating defender and polished scorer.  
	 Martin joined the Bearcats in early January of his freshman year but took only 12 games to take over the shot-blocking lead.  As a sophomore, he became 
the first Bearcat in 31 years to record a triple-double. He capped that year with second-team all-league honors and his first of three straight Conference USA 
Defensive Player of the Year awards.  Martin’s junior season featured honorable mention all-America recognition.  Midway through that season, he broke the 
UC career record for blocked shots, giving him a clean sweep of the school’s marks for rejections.  
	 At the conclusion of his junior year, Martin eschewed the NBA draft and set about perfecting his offensive skills in the quest of becoming a complete 
player.  He gave notice of what was in store when he directed the U.S. to the gold medal at the World University Games that summer, leading the star-
studded squad in scoring and rebounding.
	 With a potent offensive game to go with his defensive prowess, Martin returned for his senior campaign.  A unanimous C-USA Player of the Year selec-
tion, he was a consensus All-American and everyone’s choice for National Player of the Year honors.  He was the No. 1 choice in the 2000 NBA draft by the 
New Jersey Nets and played for the Denver Nuggets, L.A Clippers, N.Y. Knicks and Milwaukee Bucks before retiring in July 2015. 

	 Cincinnati fans concluded with confidence that there would never be another No. 12 when Oscar Robertson concluded his stellar career.  Consequently,  
his jersey was retired at the completion of his senior season, the first retired number in UC history.
	 During his three-year career (1957-58—1959-60), Robertson established himself not only as the finest player in Cincinnati history, but one of the finest in 
all of college basketball.  He concluded his career as college basketball’s all-time scoring leader, amassing 2,973 points in 88 games.  He bettered the previ-
ous mark by over 300 points.  Only one other player since has scored more points in a three-year career—LSU’s Pete Maravich—while Robertson’s 33.8-point 
career scoring average, a record at that time, remains third-best in NCAA history.
	 Though scoring was the most publicized portion of his game, it was far from the only aspect in which he excelled.  Robertson also owns UC’s season and 
career rebounding records and has the second-most assists, a record he would have also had if assists had been kept as a statistic during his sophomore year.
	 No brief sketch can begin to include all of Robertson’s honors and accomplishments.  He was a three-year consensus all-American and three-time pick for 
National Player of the Year honors.  
	 Robertson was well-honored for his performance during his 14-year career in the NBA, making the all-star team 12 times and amassing career records for 
assists.  He was honored as one of the top performers in the history of the league and has been elected to the National Basketball Hall of Fame.

PRESIDENT DR. NEVILLE G. PINTO

UNIVERSITY

N eville Pinto was appointed by the University of 
Cincinnati Board of Trustees to serve as the univer-

sity’s 30th President. He took office on Feb. 20, 2017.
	 Recently, President Pinto served as acting president 
and professor of chemical engineering at the University 
of Louisville. He has spent his entire career as a univer-
sity teacher, researcher and administrator. Prior to join-
ing the University of Louisville, Pinto served for 26 years 
on the faculty in chemical engineering at the University 
of Cincinnati, where he established the Adsorption and 
Ion Exchange Laboratory, which focused on research in 
biochemical and environmental engineering. His research 

included purification of genetically engineered drugs, the study of bio-membranes, 
and air and water purification. His laboratory attracted over $6 million in external 
research funding and trained 32 graduate students including 16 PhD students, many 
of whom have moved on to become leaders in industry and academia.
	 Earlier in his career at the University of Cincinnati, Pinto held a number of admin-
istrative posts, including Department Head for Chemical Engineering, Assistant Dean 
for Graduate Studies in the College of Engineering, and, most recently, Vice Provost 
and Dean of The Graduate School. As Dean, he had a leadership role in attracting 
major external awards totaling over $10 million to the University of Cincinnati to sup-
port graduate and STEM education.
	 Pinto joined the University of Louisville as Dean of the J.B. Speed School of 
Engineering in 2011. While dean, his accomplishments included overseeing a major 
expansion in the enrollment of the college and spearheading the development of the 
Belknap Engineering and Applied Sciences Research Park. He significantly strength-
ened the university’s relationship with GE, to develop a partnership that has led to 
significant educational and career opportunities for students and encouraged the 
company to bring its FirstBuild microfactory to campus. This effort earned the Silver 
Fleur-de-Lis award from Greater Louisville Inc. in 2015.
	 Between May 2015 and July 2016, Pinto served as Interim Executive Vice President 
and University Provost at U of L. During this period, he finalized the 21st Century 
 

University Plan and launched major initiatives to strengthen educational excellence, 
student success and access, research and community engagement. He was appointed 
Acting President in 2016.
	 Pinto was elected Fellow of the Graduate School of the University of Cincinnati 
based on outstanding scholarly attainment and was elected to the National Academy 
of Inventors in recognition of U.S. patents awarded. He has variously been active in 
the American Institute of Chemical Engineers, American Society for Engineering Edu-
cation, American Chemical Society and is a member of the Tau Beta Pi Engineering 
Honor Society. He is also the recipient of numerous outstanding teaching and service 
awards.
	 Pinto was born in Mumbai, India. He was educated at the Indian Institute of Tech-
nology, New Delhi, where he earned his bachelor’s degree in chemical engineering. He 
earned his MS and his PhD in chemical engineering at Penn State University.

Mike Bohn was named the director of athletics at 
the University of Cincinnati on Feb. 6, 2014

Bohn’s career spans thirty-plus years and includes 
record-setting achievements at multiple institutions.

His time in the Queen City has been impactful on and 
off the field. Bohn oversaw the opening of the $86-million 
Nippert Stadium Renovation & Expansion project, is 
spearheading an $87-million fundraising campaign to 
renovate Fifth Third Arena and has positioned UC as one 
of the top schools in the American Athletic Conference 
under his ‘Class of the League’ initiative.

Bohn has also implemented facility improvements at 
Gettler Stadium, Marge Schott Stadium and the Trabert-
Talbert Tennis Center.

Academically, student-athletes have achieved record-setting GPA’s, achieving a 3.0 
mark in 2014, 3.1 in 2014 and 3.2 in 2016. Bearcats student-athletes have hit the 3.0 
GPA mark or better as a whole in 17 consecutive grading periods. UC’s APR sits a four-
year average of 983 with a most recent scored of 987 from 2014-15.

Four athletics programs, men’s track & field, women’s cross country, tennis and 
volleyball, received Public Recognition Awards from the NCAA based upon their 
academic excellence from the most recent multiyear Academic Progress Rate (2015-
16). Each of the four teams carry APR scores that rank among the Top 10 percent of 
their respective sports.

The veteran athletics administrator has been active in the community and is one 
of the most sought-after speakers in Cincinnati, often sharing his message of team 
building and collaboration with everyone from Fortune 500 companies to numerous 
student organizations on campus. 

He is active with the Cincinnati YMCA, helping to establish a partnership between 
the department of athletics and organization to provide basketball and soccer 
equipment to young athletes. He served as the 2016 chair of the Salvation’s Army’s 
local campaign and also works with the local chapter of the USO on initiatives.

In 2015, Bohn was honored as an active member of Pi Kappa Alpha’s Alpha Xi 
Chapter for his efforts in bringing college athletics and greek life closer together. The 
chapter has since established the Mike Bohn Leadership Award, presented annually to 
an active member for excellence in leadership.

Bohn hired football head coach Luke Fickell in December 2016 and also tabbed 
Mandy Commons-DiSalle (swimming and diving), Maureen Housom (dance), Susan 
Seaton (track and field) and Eric Toth (tennis) to run their respective programs during 
his tenure. 

UC received a certificate of excellence from the Tucker Center for Research on Girls 
& Women in Sport at the University of Minnesota and is the only institution to receive 
an “A” grade from the Women in College Coaching Report Card in each year from 
2014-17.

He has helped establish a long-term partnership with Under Armour to serve 
as UC’s official apparel provider, was instrumental in bringing USL soccer club FC 
Cincinnati to its current home in Nippert Stadium, negotiated off-site playing 
agreements for the men’s basketball team at Northern Kentucky’s BB&T Arena and 
the women’s basketball and volleyball squads at St. Ursula Academy’s Gymnasium 
and Convocation Center during the 2017-18 season and has expanded a beneficial 
relationship with longtime UC partner Pepsi, who owns pouring rights in UC’s athletics 
venues.

As director of athletics at the University of Colorado from 2005 to 2013, Bohn 
successfully led their transition to the Pac-12 Conference. CU won four conference 
championship titles within two years, including the first for men’s basketball in over 
43 years. Meanwhile, Bohn enhanced academic support for scholar-athletes, resulting 
in departmental highs for APR and GPA.  

He oversaw several multi-million dollar capital projects and facility upgrades, 
as well as secured the largest corporate sponsorship in school history. In 2008, CU 
garnered national attention for launching the first zero-waste stadium initiative 
at the college or professional level. In 2013, CU was named the most economically 
efficient athletics department in the nation by the Laboratory for the Study of 
Intercollegiate Athletics at Texas A&M.

Prior to the University of Colorado, Bohn served as director of athletics at San 
Diego State University. Under his watch, SDSU football increased season ticket sales 
by 27% and game-day attendance by 59%, in addition to setting a SDSU single-game 
attendance record of 57,000 against Idaho State. The SDSU baseball team set a NCAA 
single-game attendance record of 40,000.

As director of athletics at the University of Idaho from 1999 to 2003, Bohn 
successfully led their transition to the Division I-A ranks from the Big Sky Conference. 
Under Bohn, UI began construction on the Vandal Athletics Center, the first athletic 
facilities improvement in two decades. Additionally, he spearheaded a 20% increase 
in the Vandal Scholarship Fund and a $350,000 surge in annual corporate support.

Bohn spent three years at Colorado State University as associate director of 
athletics. At CSU, he was responsible for all external revenue-producing operations, 
including: ticket sales; fundraising through the Greater Ram Club; licensing; corporate 
sales; signage; capital campaigns; broadcasting rights fees; and special events.

Prior to CSU, Bohn served as Director of Marketing for the College Football 
Association. The CFA, the precursor to the current Bowl Championship Series, 
consisted of six major football conferences encompassing 67 universities. Bohn 
assisted with the CFA’s administration of a $67 million television package involving 
ABC, ESPN and ESPN2.

He began his athletic administrative career at the Air Force Academy, where he 
played a major role in increasing football season ticket sales from 6,000 to 20,000 
and in implementing a fundraising campaign that generated $16 million for stadium 
improvements.

Bohn received a bachelor’s degree from the University of Kansas, where he was 
recruited as a quarterback and also played baseball, and a master’s degree in sports 
administration from Ohio University.

He is married to the former Kim Zeren, and they have a son, Brandon, and a 
daughter, Michaelyn Tynan, along with a son-in-law, John Tynan and grandsons, Chase 
and Luke Tynan.

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Under the leadership of Commissioner Mike Aresco, the American Athletic Conference 
has written an impressive list of accomplishments, both in the competitive arena and 
the classroom. The American has taken its place at the forefront of intercollegiate 

athletics, with a collection of national team and individual championships and football and 
men’s and women’s basketball postseason victories that place The American among the elite 
Division I FBS conferences.
	 The league has produced four NCAA championship teams – UConn men’s basketball in 2014 
and UConn women’s basketball in 2014, 2015 and 2016 – in addition to two New Year’s Six 
bowl champions, five NCAA individual championships, and one Rhodes Scholar. Additionally, 
American Athletic Conference teams have advanced to the College World Series, reached the 
semifinal and final rounds of the NIT, qualified for the match play round of the NCAA Men’s Golf 
Championship and registered top-10 finishes at the NCAA Cross Country and Outdoor Track and 
Field championships.
	 The American Athletic Conference was one of six finalists for the 2016 Sports Business 
Journal Sports League of the Year award, along with Major League Baseball, Major League 
Soccer, NASCAR, the National Basketball Association and the PGA Tour.
In football, Temple and Navy were ranked in the final College Football Playoff poll of the 2016 
season, marking the second straight season that The American finished with at least two 
ranked teams. Seven teams from The American played in bowl games, while three teams (USF, 
Temple, Tulsa) finished with at least 10 wins.
	 The American has had a combined 15 teams play in bowl games in the last two seasons, 
highlighted by Houston’s win against Florida State in the 2015-16 Chickfil-A Peach Bowl. 
Houston’s finish at No. 8 nationally in 2015 gave The American a top-10 team in the final 
national polls for the second time in three seasons after UCF finished No. 10 in the 2013 
rankings after the Knights’ Fiesta Bowl win against Baylor.
	 Additionally, Memphis, Navy, USF and Temple have all finished in the top 25 of either the 
CFP, Associated Press or USA Today polls as members of The American.
Beyond the gridiron, The American sent four teams to the 2016 NCAA Men’s Basketball 
Championship, and the league had the best men’s basketball postseason record of any 
conference in 2014. Since the conference’s formation in 2013-14, teams from The American 
have registered top-10 national rankings in football, men’s basketball, women’s basketball, 
baseball, men’s soccer, men’s golf, and men’s track and field. Student-athletes from The 
American won three NCAA individual titles in track and field in 2016-17 as Cincinnati’s Annette 
Echikunwoke won the indoor weight throw, Tulsa’s Marc Scott won the outdoor 10,000-meter 
title, and Houston won the crown in the outdoor 4x100-meter relay.
	 American Athletic Conference alumni have made their mark in professional sports as well. 
UCF quarterback Blake Bortles was selected by the Jacksonville Jaguars with the No. 3 pick in 
the 2014 NFL Draft. More recently, a number of American Athletic Conference athletes have 
been selected in the first round of the professional entry drafts in football, basketball, baseball 
and soccer. The American has had two first round picks in football in each of three of the last 
four seasons, while the conference produced four first-round picks in the 2016 WNBA Draft.
The American Athletic Conference holds media rights partnerships with ESPN and CBS Sports 
which provide the conference with outstanding national exposure on the two industry 
leaders in sports television. The football portion of the contract calls for nearly 90 percent 
of conference-controlled games on national broadcast or national cable platforms. The first 
two American Athletic Conference Football Championships were televised by ABC as part of 
Championship Saturday.
	 In men’s basketball, the television deal calls for all conference-controlled games to be 
televised, with more than 63 percent slotted for national broadcast or national cable – a 
minimum of 107 games. The entire postseason tournament is televised, including the 
championship game, which is on ABC or ESPN. Sixty percent of the American’s women’s 
basketball games are carried on national cable, regional sports networks or ESPN3, while 
the conference has a multi-year agreement with CBS Sports Network for coverage of select 
baseball games.
	 American Athletic Conference teams have access to the pinnacle of college football’s 
postseason structure. An American representative would be chosen for the College Football 
Playoff semifinals if it is among the top four teams in the CFP selection committee’s final  

 
ranking. Otherwise, the league would place its champion in a New Year’s Bowl if it is ranked 
higher than the champions of Conference USA, the Mid-American Conference, the Mountain 
West Conference and the Sun Belt Conference.
	 Additionally, The American holds primary or secondary partnerships with 12 bowls for the 
current six-year cycle, ensuring multiple annual matchups against the nation’s top conferences 
and providing desirable postseason destinations to member institutions.
	 The American Athletic Conference serves its membership from a state-of-the-art office 
located in Providence, Rhode Island. The location of the conference headquarters – just steps 
from the city’s Amtrak station and 10 minutes from T.F. Green International Airport – gives 
the conference easy access to its member schools. The conference headquarters also serves as 
the home of the American Digital Network, which provides live coverage of all 21 conference 
championships.
