»» Norfolk State enters Tuesday’s contest with three players 

averaging double figures in scoring in Jeff Short (17.2 
points), D’Shon Taylor (14.0) and Charles Oliver (12.9). 

»» Short was selected the MEAC’s Preseason Player of 
the Year in a preseason poll of the league’s coaches. 
He finished second in the league in scoring last year, 
averaging 19.1 points in 34 games, 29th in the nation. He 
was selected to the league’s first team a year ago.

»» Taylor was tabbed All-MEAC Second Team in the 
preseason. He averaged 13.0 points a year ago. 

»» The Spartans were picked to finish third in MEAC behind 
North Carolina Central and Hampton in a preseason poll 
of the league’s coaches. 

»» Last season, Norfolk State finished 20-14 overall, 12-4 
in the MEAC - the third-best conference finish in school 
history.

»» Entering the weekend, Norfolk State had the third-most 
wins (90) among the 14 Division I schools in Virginia 
behind only VCU (113) and Virginia (113) since the start of 
the 2011-12 season.

»» Cincinnati is 18-0 all-time against current teams from 

the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference with victories over 
Bethune Cookman (1-0), Coppin State (3-0), Florida

»» CINCINNATI - No. 12 Xavier ran out to an 18-point lead 
and beat No. 23 Cincinnati for the third straight time, 
65-55.

»» Myles Davis scored a season-high 17 points as the 
Musketeers (10-0) matched the best start in school 
history and defeated Cincinnati for the seventh time in 
nine years. 

»» Octavius Ellis had 13 points for Cincinnati while Shaq 
Thomas (11), Farad Cobb (11) and Troy Caupain (10) also 
scored in double figures. 

»» UC, which never led, held Trevon Bluiett, XU’s leading 
scorer at 15.9 points per game, to three points on 1-of-8 
shooting, but it didn’t matter because the Bearcats 
committed 16 turnovers that led to 19 XU points. Five 
of those turnovers occurred during a 3-minute stretch 
midway through the second half when they had trimmed 
XU’s lead to seven and then to five. 

»» The contests also marked the first time that both teams 
were ranked in the matchup since 1993-94.

ranked in both polls for fourth week
»» Cincinnati is ranked in both national polls for the fourth 

consecutive week with its current listing at No. 23 in the 
Associated Press poll and No. 20 in the USA Today poll.

»» The Bearcats climbed as high as No. 17 in both polls 
two weeks ago before their loss to Butler. It marked the 
highest ranking in the AP poll since the of the 2013-14 
campaign (ranked No. 13). 

»» UC returned to the national polls on Nov. 23 with a  
No. 24 ranking in the both the AP and USA Today listings. 

»» Cincinnati has been ranked in the AP poll at some point 
in five of the last six seasons, climbing as high as No. 7 
during the 2013-14 campaign. The Bearcats were ranked 
for 13 weeks in both the AP and USA polls during the 
2012-13 season – a Mick Cronin coaching-era high. 

»» UC has been ranked in the AP Top 25 for 392 weeks 
all-time. 

december nonconference schedule
»» Cincinnati is in the midst of a challenging December 

schedule. During this month, the Bearcats play four 
nonconference games against teams that participated 
in the NCAA tournament a year ago and three that are 
currently ranked in the latest AP poll. 

»» UC dropped a 78-76 buzzer-beating decision to Butler on 
Dec. 2 at Fifth Third Arena and lost a 10-point decision at 
then-No. 12 Xavier on Dec. 12. 

»» The Bulldogs (No. 18) and Musketeers (No. 12) were 
ranked in the Dec. 7 AP poll. 

»» Other notable games this month include a road trip to 
unranked VCU (Dec. 19) and a home game against Iowa 
State (Dec. 22). The Cyclones were ranked fourth in the 
Dec. 7 AP poll. 

»» Fifth Third Arena has played host to a top-5 
nonconference opponent only once in its history (dating 
back to the 1989-90 season). Chris Paul and the third-
ranked Wake Forest Demon Deacons earned a 74-70 win 
over No. 20 Cincinnati on Jan. 22, 2005. 

WHo Cares Who gets the points?
»» Cincinnati looks to continue its balanced-attack approach 

on the offensive end again this season. 
»» Eight players are averaging at least 6.9 points with three 

- Octavius Ellis (11.2), Farad Cobb (10.9) and Troy Caupain 
(10.2) - averaging double figures. 

»» The Bearcats have put at least three players in double 
figures in every game this season. UC has had at least 
four players in double figures in five games and placed a 
Cronin-era record eight players in double figures against 
Robert Morris (11/15). 

»» All 10 scholarship players who have seen action have 
scored in double figures at least once this season.

»» Six different players have led UC in scoring this season. 
»» Seven different Bearcats led the team in scoring last 

season: Troy Caupain (10 times), Octavius Ellis (eight), 
Farad Cobb (seven), Kevin Johnson (four), Shaq Thomas 
(three), Gary Clark (twice) and Jermaine Sanders (twice).

»» Bearcat reserves have outscored their opponent bench 
players by an average of 29.6-17.9 through 10 games this 
season.

»» Troy Caupain has started the new season on solid footing 

running the point position for the Bearcats. 
»» The junior, who turned 20-years old at the end of 

November, leads The American and ranks 22nd nationally 
(through Dec. 12) with a 3.7-to-1 assist-to-turnover ratio 
and ranks among the league leaders in assists (fourth at 
4.4) and steals (11th at 1.2). 

»» He has 28 assists and only seven turnovers over the last 
seven games (220 minutes played). 

»» He has played four games this season without committing 
a turnover. 

»» Caupain has scored in double figures in five of the last six 
games. During the stretch he leads the team, averaging 
12.7 points and 4.0 assists.  

»» He was named to the Barclays Center Classic All-
Tournament Team and tabbed The American’s Player 
of the Week (11/30) after averaging a team-high 16.0 
points with eight threes, four steals and seven assists 
with only two turnovers in 96 minutes of play in wins 
over Southeastern Louisiana (11/24), Nebraska (11/27) 
and George Washington (11/28).

dynamic duo inside
»» Octavius Ellis and Gary Clark can be considered one of the 

top frontcourt duos in the American Athletic Conference. 
Ellis, a preseason first team all-conference selection is 
averaging 11.2 points and 7.5 rebounds. Clark, a member 
of the league’s all-rookie team last season, is averaging 
8.8 points and 8.1 rebounds. The duo also has combined 
for 30 blocks and 23 steals this season while shooting a 
combined 74 of 118 (62.7 percent) from the field. 

»» Through Dec. 12, Ellis and Clark ranked as the only duo in 
The American to be listed among the top 10 league leaders 
in field goal percentage (Ellis-fifth at .631/Clark-sixth at 
.623), rebounds (Clark-seventh at 8.1/Ellis-ninth at 7.5) 
and blocks (Ellis-sixth at 1.6 Clark-eighth at 1.4). 
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»» Ellis has been named to The American’s Weekly Honor 
Roll twice already this season. He was named the MVP of 
Barclays Center Classic after averaging 10.5 points and 8.0 
rebounds in two games in Brooklyn. 

 
other PLAYER NUGGETS

»» Farad Cobb has scored in double figures in seven of 10 
games for Cincinnati. Only Octavius Ellis has scored 10 
or more points in as many games this season for the 
Bearcats. Cobb leads the Bearcats with 24 three-pointers, 
having made at least three triples six times. He ranks 
fourth in The American with 2.4 threes per game and tied 
for seventh in three-point shooting percentage (.429) 
through Dec. 12. 

»» The athletically gifted Shaq Thomas is averaging a career-
best 8.6 points and 4.7 rebounds this season. He scored 
a career-high 15 points to go with nine rebounds and 
four assists against Morgan State (12/6). His 33 minutes 
played against Xavier tied a career high. The fifth-year 
senior is on pace to finish among the top 10 players in 
school history for career games played. He enters the 
Norfolk State game having seen action in 111 UC games.

»» Senior Coreontae DeBerry is providing solid frontcourt 
play off the bench, averaging 6.9 points and 4.9 rebounds 
in 16.1 minutes per contest. He ranks third on the team in 
field-goal shooting percentage (.535), rebounds (4.9) and 
blocks (1.2).

»» Four-star freshmen Jacob Evans and Justin Jenifer have 

contributed solid play early in their careers. 
»» Evans (7.5 ppg, 4.0 rpg) scored a career-high 16 points on 

6-of-13 shooting with four threes, four rebounds and four 
assists against Butler (12/2). 

»» He has scored in double figures in four of UC’s first 10 
games and has 17 assists with seven turnovers on the 
season while averaging 19.2 minutes.

»» Jenifer (4.3 ppg, 2.2 apg) hasn’t seen as much action, 
playing behind Caupain at the point. However, he has 
shown flashes of his potential, poured in 11 points with 
nine assists in 16 minutes against Robert Morris (11/15).

»» Averaging 11.4 minutes a game, Jenifer is shooting 43.8 
percent from the field (14 of 32) with 22 assists and nine 
steals. 

 
same stingy defense

»» The Bearcats still feature a smothering defense, allowing 
only 59.1 points this season - ranked 10th in the nation 
through Dec. 12. 

»» Cincinnati held No. 12 Xavier more than 18 points below 
its scoring average this season in the Bearcats’ 65-55 
road loss on Dec. 12. The Musketeers had scored 90 or 
more points in three consecutive games enter the contest.

»» George Washington is currently averaging 77.7 points but 
managed 56 in UC’s 61-56 win in the championship game 
of the Barclays Center Classic (Nov. 28).  

»» UC also ranks among the national leaders in steals per 
game (14th at 9.3), blocks per game (16th at 6.1) and 
field-goal percentage defense (25th at .373). 

»» Eight players have at least eight steals on the season. 

defense without fouling
»» Cincinnati ranks fifth in the nation (entering Sunday) for 

fewest fouls per game at 14.9. The Bearcats finished last 
season ranked 12th in the nation with 14.9 whistles called 
against them per contest. 

»» No. 12 Xavier entered Saturday’s contest averaging 30.2 
free throw attempts per game but attempted a season-
low 12 against the Bearcats, who were called for 14 fouls 
during the contest.  

rare occurrences in butler loss
»» Cincinnati’s defensive flaws present on Dec. 2 against 

Butler were outside the norm of what’s become the 
trademark of Bearcat teams during recent years of the 
Mick Cronin coaching era.

»» The Bulldogs shot 53.6 percent (15 of 28) in the second 
half after managing only 12 baskets in 36 attempts (33.3 
percent) during the first 20 minutes. 

»» Since the Bearcats have become a regular participant in 
the NCAA Tournament (each of the last five seasons), 
UC has surrendered 78 or more points at home only two 
previous times: a 97-84 win over Memphis on Senior Day 
(3/6/14) and an 82-78 win over Villanova (1/14/12).

»» UC saw an impressive defensive streak end as well. The 
Bearcats had won 49 consecutive games when scoring 60 
or more points before dropping the Butler game.

»» UC’s last loss when scoring 60 was March 22, 2013, when 
Creighton won a 67-63 contest in the first round of the 
NCAA Tournament.

»» The last time UC lost a game in which it scored 70 points 
was a 95-78 setback at Marquette on Feb. 11, 2012.

»» It also marked only the sixth time in the Cronin era (49 
games) that UC lost when shooting 50 percent or better 
from the field. The Bearcats shot 25 of 50 (50.0 percent) 
against the Bulldogs. 

tip ins
»» Cincinnati’s field-goal percentage (.466 [276 of 592]) is 

its highest since 2001-02 (.467 [967 of 2071]).
»» The Bearcats have made 34 more free throws (160) than 

their opponents have attempted (126) this season.   
»» Cincinnati started 7-0 for the fourth time in the past six 

years. The Bearcats also started strong in 2010-11 (15-0),  
2012-13 (12-0) and 2013-14 (7-0).

»» Cincinnati has been ranked in the AP poll at some point 
in five of the last six seasons, climbing as high as No. 7 
during the 2013-14 campaign. The Bearcats were ranked 
for 13 weeks in both the AP and USA polls during the 
2012-13 season – a Mick Cronin coaching-era high. 

»» Octavius Ellis was named the MVP of the Barclays Center 
Classic (Nov. 28) while Troy Caupain was selected to the 
all-tournament team. Ellis averaged 10.5 points and 8.0 
rebounds in Brooklyn. Caupain averaged 16.5 points and 
hit six threes in two games in Brooklyn.

»» Cincinnati is 45-4 under Cronin when holding the 
opponent to 50 or fewer points. 

»» The Bearcats attempted a school-record 59 free throws 
against Arkansas-Pine Bluff (11/22) and 41 free throws - 
one shy of matching the school mark.

»» UC’s 19 steals against Arkansas-Pine Bluff tied for fourth 

most in school history. 
»» UC’s 62-point win over Robert Morris (106-44) on  

Nov. 15 tied for the seventh largest margin of victory in 
school history (2,693 games). UC’s most lopsided win 
came against St. Joseph’s [Ind.], a 71-point victory  
(120-49) on Dec. 16, 1975. 

cronin milestone
»» The Arkansas-Pine Bluff game (11/22) marked the 400th 

game for Mick Cronin as a collegiate head coach. Now in 
his 13th season overall, Cronin owns a 262-144 mark with 
a winning percentage of .645. 

»» In his 10 season at his alma mater, Cronin has a 193-120 
ledger with a .617 win percentage. He posted a 69-24 
mark in three seasons at Murray State (2004-06).

»» At 44-years old, Cronin ranks as the winningest coach in 
the nation among active coaches his age or younger with 
262 career victories during his tenure at Murray State and 
Cincinnati. 

»» The Bearcats’ leader also lists among the top-10 
winningest active coaches in the nation under the age 
of 50.

november to remember
»» Cincinnati became the nation’s first team to start the 

season 7-0 after playing a school-record seven regular-
season games in November.

»» The Bearcats played three games in six days to start 
the season and finished the month playing four games 
in seven days that concluded with a win over George 
Washington (11/28) in the finals of the Barclays Center 
Classic in Brooklyn, N.Y.  

»» The Bearcats are 51-8 in November during the Cronin era, 
including wins in 24 of their last 25 in the month.

 
FIFTH THIRD ADVANTAGE

»» Cincinnati is 38-5 at Fifth Third Arena since the start of 
the 2013-14 season. The Bearcats were 15-3 at home last 
season and 18-1 in 2013-14.  

»» The Bearcats are 16-2 at Fifth Third Arena in American 
Athletic Conference games, including an 8-1 mark last 
season after falling to Tulane 50-49 at the buzzer on  
Feb. 14. The other loss came in 2013-14 to Louisville,  
58-57, on Feb. 22, 2014.  

»» UC is 359-77 (.823) all time in Fifth Third Arena, home of 
the Bearcats since the 1989-90 campaign. UC is 123-43 
(.741) at the facility during the Mick Cronin coaching era. 

»» The Bearcats finished the 2013-14 home slate 18-1 at 
home, tying for the second-most single-season wins in 
the arena since UC was 18-2 in 1993-94. The arena record 
was set in 1997-98 (19-1). 

»» UC won its first 17 home games in 2013-14 - the best start 
in Fifth Third Arena history - before dropping a  
58-57 decision to then-No. 11 Louisville on Feb. 22, 2014. 

 
COBB puts up back-to-back 
20-point games

»» Farad Cobb put together back-to-back 20-point efforts 
in Bearcats wins at Bowling Green (Nov. 18) and against 
Arkansas-Pine Bluff (Nov. 22) to earn conference weekly 
honor roll accolades. He set a UC personal-best with 
six three-pointers as part of a 7-of-14 shooting effort 
in UC’s 83-50 win at Bowling Green. He followed that 
performance with 7-of-11 shooting, four threes, four steals 
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and three assists in UC’s 99-50 home victory against 
Arkansas-Pine Bluff (11/22). 

»» For the week, Cobb averaged a team-high 20.0 points on 
14-of-25 (.560) shooting from the field, including 10-of-17 
(.588) shooting from three-point range.

»» Cobb becomes the first player to score 20 or more points 
in consecutive games since Sean Kilpatrick tallied more 
than 20 points in three consecutive games during his 
senior season of 2013-14. The All-American had his trio 
of 20-point games from March 6-March 13, netting 34 
against Memphis on Senior Day, 24 at Rutgers in the 
regular season finale and 21 in the opening game of the 
conference tournament against UCF.

»» Guard Jarron Cumberland and center Nysier Brooks 
(nah-SEER) signed national letters of intent to attend 
the University of Cincinnati and play basketball for the 
Bearcats beginning with the 2016-17 season. 

»» Cumberland, a 6-foot-5, 215-pound guard from 
Wilmington, Ohio, averaged 24.5 points, 7.5 rebounds 
and 3.3 assists as a junior at Wilmington High School last 
season. He helped lead the Hurricane to a 24-2 record 
while earning First Team Associated Press Division I All-
Ohio accolades a year ago. 

»» Cumberland has been evaluated as a four-star prospect 
and ranks among the top 100 players in the nation 
according to Rivals, ESPN, Scout and 247 Sports. He 
averaged 17.8 points, 5.4 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 1.8 
steals during AAU action with King James (Ohio) this 
summer, later earning Third Team All-Peach Jam honors 
during Nike EYBL action. 

»» “Jarron is a great young man from a wonderful family and 
is one of the best guards in the country,” Cronin said. “He 
has size and skill, but what I love most about him is his 
toughness. He is a real competitor. We are very excited to 
sign the best player in Ohio, in my opinion. Jarron already 
bleeds Red and Black and our fans will love him.”

»» Brooks, a 6-foot-10, 235-pound center from Philadelphia, 
Pennsylvania, posted double-double numbers at Life 
Center Academy (Burlington, New Jersey) last season, 
averaging 14 points and 12 rebounds to go along with four 
blocks. A three-star prospect according to all recruiting 

sites, Brooks is attending Advanced Prep International 
(API) in Dallas, Texas, during the 2015-16 academic year. 

»» “Nysier is a special young man,” Cronin said. “He has 
a maturity level that I’ve rarely seen in a high school 
player. He plays to win first and is all about what’s best 
for the team. He has great size and toughness and is a 
very important recruit for us considering that Coreontae 
(DeBerry) and Octavius (Ellis) graduate this year. Nysier is 
the perfect fit for our program and we are very excited he 
will be a Bearcat.”

	 No decisions have been made on playing sites for the 2016-17 season. Fifth Third Arena is scheduled to reopen in 
October 2017.

TEAM accomplishments

»» Cincinnati became one of only 11 teams in the nation to 
have made five consecutive appearances in the NCAA 
tournament, joining Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, Louisville, 
Michigan State, North Carolina, Ohio State, San Diego 
State, VCU and Wisconsin.

»» The Bearcats registered 20 or more wins for the fifth 
consecutive season. 

»» The Bearcats ranked nationally in scoring defense (sixth 
at 55.8 points per game), fewest fouls committed (12th 
at 14.9), blocks per game (12th at 5.4) and field-goal 
percentage defense (15th at .388). 

»» Cincinnati’s scoring defense (55.8 points) was its lowest 
allowed since the 1961-62 season (55.1). 

»» Cincinnati has allowed its opponents a season average of 
fewer than 60 points a game in four of the past five years. 

»» The Bearcats shot a Cronin era-best 45.3 percent from the 
field (716 of 1581) for the 2014-15 season.

»» UC associate head coach Larry Davis directed the Bearcats 
to a 16-9 mark in the absence of head coach Mick Cronin, 
who sat out the final 25 games of the season following 
a diagnosis of a non-life threatening vascular condition 
known as arterial dissection.

»» Davis is the first non-head coach to lead a team through 
multiple games of a regular season and into the NCAA 
tournament since 1961. That season Princeton head coach 
Franklin Cappon suffered a heart attack 11 games into the 
year before assistant coach Jake McCandless stepped in 
and led the Tigers to the NCAA tournament.

»» Cincinnati tied Temple for third place in the American 
Athletic Conference standings with a 13-5 league record. 
The Bearcats received the third seed in the conference 
tournament due to tie-breaker rules (after beating league 
champion SMU twice in the regular season).

»» Cincinnati’s 63-53 road win at Houston on Feb. 21 marked 
the 1,700th victory in program history. The Bearcats 
finished the year ranked 20th in the nation for most all-
time wins with 1,705.

»» Despite only averaging 62.1 points, the 2014-15 Bearcats 
ranked as the most accurate shooting team of the Mick 
Cronin coaching era with a .446 field goal shooting 
percentage.

»» Junior forward Octavius Ellis ranked as the only player in 

The American listed in the top four in blocks (third at 2.0), 
field-goal percentage (third at .557) and rebounds (fourth 
at 7.2 per game). His 1.97 blocks ranked 53rd nationally. He 
had a career-high six blocks at UConn (Jan. 10).

»» Freshman forward Gary Clark finished second among 
all freshmen rebounders in The American, averaging 
7.2 rebounds during the year. He ranked third overall 
in rebounding in the league. Clark’s 7.24 rebounds per 
game were the most by a UC freshman since Danny 
Fortson pulled down 7.59 rebounds during the 1994-95 
campaign. Clark’s 246 rebounds were  the second most 
by a freshman in UC history (Fortson had 258). He pulled 
down a career-high and UC freshman record 16 rebounds 
to go with eight points, four blocks and four steals 
against East Carolina (Jan. 6).

»» Jermaine Sanders became only the third UC player 
during the Mick Cronin coaching era to play in four NCAA 
tournaments (along with former teammates Justin 
Jackson and Sean Kilpatrick). The forward also finished his 
career as one of only 10 players in school history to play 
in at least 130 games. He saw action in 105 consecutive 
games to end his career.

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Adversity tends to bring out one’s true colors – even with a college basketball pro-
gram. And when Mick Cronin was forced to sit out most of the 2014-15 campaign 
for precautionary reasons due to a vascular condition known as arterial dissection, 
fans quickly learned the wherewithal of Cincinnati basketball. 
	 A young team without any returning starters from the previous season 
overcame the loss of its head coach, won 23 games and managed to reach the 
NCAA tournament for a fifth consecutive year. But more importantly, the group’s 
determination, toughness and togetherness illustrated the winning culture that 
has grown under Cronin’s leadership.  
	 Ever since Cronin was named head coach in March 2006, the Cincinnati native 
and UC alumnus has displayed a steadfast determination to return the Bearcats to 
national prominence. Facing a rebuilding job that started with a roster featuring 
only one returning letterman, Cronin’s commitment never wavered. Even while 
competing within arguably the sport’s toughest league ever organized – the old 
BIG EAST Conference. 
	 Despite the surroundings, Cincinnati began the retooling process, becoming the 
only program from a major conference to improve its win total every season from 
2007 to 2011, building from 11 wins in 2007 to 26 victories and a return to the 
NCAA tournament in 2011.
	 Now a fixture at the Big Dance, Cincinnati can include itself on an elite list of 11 
programs appearing in each of the last five NCAA tournaments, along with Duke, 
Gonzaga, Kansas, Louisville, Michigan State, North Carolina, Ohio State, San Diego 
State, VCU and Wisconsin.

FIVE CONSECUTIVE TRIPS TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT
	 2014-15:  A young, inexperienced group of newcomers and role players 
overcame the loss of its head coach due to health reasons and banded together to 
register a 23-11 mark and advance to the program’s first third-round NCAA tourna-
ment appearance since 2012. UC finished third in the conference but swept league-
winner SMU and registered a victory at second-place Tulsa (in the only meeting 
between the schools) to secure the school’s fifth consecutive NCAA tournament 
invite. The Bearcats outlasted Purdue 66-65 in overtime in the second round of 
the NCAA tournament before falling to previously unbeaten Kentucky, 64-51. 
	 2013-14: Cincinnati won a share of the inaugural American Athletic Conference 
regular-season crown, the program’s first conference title since 2003-04, behind 
the efforts of AP All-American Sean Kilpatrick and league defensive player of the 
year Justin Jackson. Kilpatrick led The American with 20.6 points per game and 
Cronin was named The American’s Coach of the Year in leading UC to a 27-7 record 
– its most wins since 2001-02. The Bearcats strung together 15 consecutive wins, 
including their first 11 league games. UC was listed among the top 15 teams in the 
AP poll during each of the last eight weeks of the regular season, climbing as high 
as seventh.  
	 2012-13: Senior Cashmere Wright fought through nagging injuries and, along 
with fellow senior JaQuon Parker and junior Sean Kilpatrick, helped lead the 
Bearcats to a 22-12 overall record and third consecutive NCAA tournament appear-
ance. Wright finished his career as UC’s all-time steals leader (198) and Cronin 
claimed his 200th career coaching win. The Bearcats ranked sixth nationally with 
6.1 blocks per game. 
	 2011-12: Cincinnati advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16, registered 26 wins for the 
second consecutive season and defeated a school record eight nationally ranked 
teams, including No. 2 Syracuse in the semifinals of the BIG EAST Champion-
ship. The Bearcats posted a school-record 12 wins in the BIG EAST en route to 
tying for fourth place in the league standings and finishing as runners up in the 
league tournament. Yancy Gates capped off his career as one of only six players 
in program history to compile more than 1,400 points and 900 rebounds. The 
Bearcats outlasted Texas and Florida State before falling to Ohio State in the NCAA 
tournament. 
	 2010-11: Cincinnati won its first 15 games of the season and closed strong with 
five victories in its last six regular-season contests to secure its first NCAA tourna-
ment appearance since 2005. Yancy Gates led the Bearcats with 11.9 points and 
6.9 rebounds and Sean Kilpatrick was named to the BIG EAST All-Rookie team. UC 
defeated Missouri 78-63 before falling to eventual national champion UConn 69-
58 in the third round of the NCAA tournament. The Bearcats finished 26-9 overall. 
	 Cronin has guided Cincinnati to 132 wins since the start of the 2010-11 season, 
highlighting one of the most successful periods in program history with five 20-win 
seasons, including three years with at least 26 victories.
	 Tenacious defense and continuous all-out effort reflect the Bearcats’ standard. 
Cincinnati is one of only six programs in the nation to rank among the top 25 in 
scoring defense in each of the last three seasons, joining Florida, Louisville, N.C. 
Central, Wofford and Wyoming. The Bearcats allowed only 55.8 points a game in 
2014-15, the third fewest in school history (since 1960). 

	 You can also find Cincinnati’s name listed among the top 25 teams in field-goal 
percentage defense and blocks per game in each of the last three seasons. The 
2012-13 Bearcats squad set Cronin-era high marks, ranking 14th in shooting 
defense (.387) and sixth in blocks (6.1). 
	 In 10 seasons at Cincinnati, Cronin has compiled a 193-120 mark and owns a 
262-144 record in his 13th year overall as a college head coach.  
   
PRIOR TO CINCINNATI
	 Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to Cincinnati after serving three 
years as head coach at Murray State (2004-06). As mentor of the Racers, Cronin 
compiled a 69-24 overall record while earning a pair of NCAA tournament berths.
	 In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed Murray State to a school-
best 28-6 record, the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament championship and an 
NCAA tournament appearance. His 28 wins were the sixth most in NCAA history for 
a first-year head coach at the time. He earned OVC Coach of the Year honors two 
seasons later, guiding Murray State to another OVC regular-season title, league 
tournament crown and NCAA tournament appearance with a 24-6 mark  
in 2005-06.
	 Prior to Murray State, Cronin built a sterling reputation for his ability to 
evaluate and recruit top talent. In his stint at UC as an assistant coach for Bob 
Huggins from 1997-2001, Cronin recruited several top players, including NBA Draft 
selections Steve Logan (Golden State); DerMarr Johnson (Atlanta); Pete Mickeal 
(Dallas); Kenny Satterfield (Dallas); and Jason Maxiell (Detroit). 
	 Following the 2000-01 season, Cronin became the associate head coach and 
recruiting coordinator at Louisville, under Rick Pitino. In his first year, Cronin 
helped attract a top-10 ranked recruiting class.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT 
	 Cronin’s passion for success on the court also carries over to the local commu-
nity where he is committed to making a difference. He currently serves as a board 
member on the American Cancer Society’s Coaches vs. Cancer of Southwest Ohio 
chapter. 
	 He also assists with a major fundraising event - Soul of the City Soiree - for Our 
Daily Bread that has generated more than $100,000 each of the past four years to 
assist the soup kitchen and community center in Cincinnati. 
	 Cronin also annually speaks with the Young Executive Group of the Catholic 
Inner-City Schools Education (CISE) Fund. The group raises money from area 
corporations to help give children from low income urban settings the opportunity 
to attend Catholic schools. 
	 During the 2013-14 season, Cronin also wrote a column in the Cincinnati 
Enquirer highlighting the dangers of texting while driving as part of the AT&T 
sponsored “It Can Wait” campaign. He spotlighted the campaign again during an 
on-campus awareness event in October 2014. 

PATH TO COACHING
	 Cronin has long held great pride in the Queen City, the University of Cincinnati 
and the sport of basketball. As a child growing up on the west side of town, he 
used to follow his father Harold “Hep” Cronin -- a highly successful local high 
school coach with more than 400 career wins -- around the gyms of Cincinnati. 
A product of LaSalle High School, Cronin had his playing career end sooner than 
expected due to a knee injury in high school.
	 That didn’t stop his desire to find his place in basketball. While completing his 
undergraduate degree at UC, Cronin served as assistant varsity coach and head 
junior varsity coach at Woodward High School. He helped develop six players who 
went on to play Division I college basketball, including former Bearcat Damon Flint, 
who ranks among the top 25 scorers in program history.
	 Cronin made the jump from high school to college coaching during the 1996-97 
season joining Huggins as video coordinator at UC. A year later, Cronin was el-
evated to an assistant coach for the Bearcats, setting the stage for his long tenure 
in college basketball.
	 Cronin resides in Cincinnati with his nine-year old daughter, Samantha.
