»» Cincinnati enters Saturday’s game against Rutgers 
on a 13-game home win streak. The Bearcats won 
their final two home games last season and are 
11-0 at Fifth Third Arena in 2013-14. It’s tied for the 
fourth-longest win streak at Fifth Third Arena (since 
start of 1989-90 season).

»» A win Saturday against Rutgers would make the 
Bearcats 4-0 in conference action for the first time 
since the 2003-04 campaign when UC started 4-0 
in Conference USA en route to 25-7 overall mark, 
12-4 league record, the conference regular season 
and tournament crowns and a trip to the second 
round of the NCAA tournament. 

»» A win Saturday would mark the 150th win at 
Cincinnati for eighth-year head coach Mick Cronin. 
He ranks third in all-time victories at Cincinnati 
behind only Bob Huggins (399 from 1990-2005) 
and George Smith (154 from 1953-1960).  

»» At 14-2 overall, Cincinnati is off to its second-best 
start through 16 games during the Mick Cronin era. 
The 2010-11 Bearcats began their season 15-1 en 
route to posting a 26-9 overall record and advancing 
to the third round of the NCAA tournament before 
losing to UConn, the eventual national champion. 

»» The Bearcats haven’t surrendered more than 67 
points in a game all season and have held their 
opponent under 70 points for 23 consecutive games  
- the nation’s longest active streak. The school 
record is 35 straight games spanning three seasons, 
starting with the 1962 NCAA championship game 
and concluding on Dec. 20, 1963. 

»» Sean Kilpatrick leads the American in scoring (18.5 
points per game) and is third in three-pointers 
made (2.3 per game). Justin Jackson leads the 
league in offensive rebounds (3.6), is second in 
blocks (3.3) and fourth in rebounds (7.6).

Sean 
Kilpatrick scored a game-high 17 points to go with three 
steals while Jermaine Sanders contributed 11 points and a 
trio of three-pointers. Titus Rubles added seven points and 
10 rebounds in his home state. A pair of free throws by 
Kevin Johnson with 11 seconds remaining sealed the win. 

»» Rutgers hasn’t played since it suffered an 83-76 home 
loss to then-No. 14 Louisville on Jan. 4. Four Scarlet 
Knights reached double-figures led by Miles Mack’s 19 
points. Craig Brown had 17 points. Kadeem Jack poured 
in 12 points while Junior Etou added 10 points. 

»» Cincinnati won eight of the 11 meetings with Rutgers 
while the two schools were members of the former BIG 
EAST Conference.

»» Saturday’s game is the first road game for Rutgers since a 
93-87 loss at George Washington on Dec. 4. 

»» Rutgers entered play on Thursday ranked among the 
league leaders in scoring offense (fifth at 77.1), free-throw 
percentage (third at .702) and offensive rebounds (fifth 
at 13.2). 

»» Guard Miles Mack entered Thursday ranked sixth in the 
American, averaging 16.3 points. He also ranks among 
the league leaders in steals (third at 2.0), assists (fourth 
at 4.4), free throw shooting percentage (fourth at .859), 
three-pointers per game (1.9) and minutes played (ninth

»» Forward Kadeem Jack ranks among the conference 
leaders in field-goal shooting (seventh at 54.6 percent), 
rebounding (eighth at 6.9), blocks (ninth at 1.4) and 
scoring (12th at 14.1).

»» Rutgers has four players with 19 or more three-pointers 
on the season. Three players - Myles Mack (seventh at 
1.9), Jerome Seagears (13th at 1.6) and J.J. Moore (15th 
at 1.5) - rank among the league leaders in three-pointers 
made per game.

»» Sean Kilpatrick had 17 points as Cincinnati withstood 

a Houston second-half rally to pull out a 61-60 win at 
Hofheinz Pavilion on Tuesday, extending its current win 
streak to seven games. 

»» Jermaine Sanders added 11 points on 4-of-6 shooting, 
and Titus Rubles chipped in seven points and grabbed 10 
rebounds for the Bearcats (14-2, 3-0 American), which 
shot 37 percent from the field and 53 percent from the 
free throw line.

»» Brandon Morris led Houston (10-6, 2-1) with 17 points on 
5 of 8 shooting from behind the arc. Jherrod Stiggers had 
11 off the bench, and TaShawn Thomas added 10 points 
and nine rebounds for Houston, which saw its three-
game winning streak snapped.

»» Houston hit 7 of 10 from behind the arc in the second 
half, shooting 47 percent for the game, but hit 9 of 18 
from the free throw line, including 3 of 9 in the second 
half.

»» Kevin Johnson hit two free throws with 11 seconds to 
go to push UC’s lead to 61-57. Tione Womack’s three-
pointers at the buzzer pulled the Cougars within one 
point. 

»» After the Cougars had cut Cincinnati’s lead to three with 
just under 10 minutes remaining, the Bearcats held 
Houston scoreless for the next 8:02, using an 8-0 run 
to push its lead to 58-47 on a Tony Caupain layup with 
3:19 left.

»» Danrad Knowles ended the drought with a tip-in with 
1:54 remaining, starting a 7-0 run, capped by a Stiggers 
3-pointer with 53 seconds left to cut Houston’s deficit 
to four. Cincinnati opened the second half with the 
first three points to push its lead up to 19 points, but 
Houston responded with a 9-0 run to cut the lead to 
43-33 on a Knowles jumper with 15:38 left in the game, 
prompting a Bearcats timeout.

»» After Cincinnati pushed the lead to 48-36 on a Sanders’ 
3-pointer with 12 minutes remaining, Houston answered 
again, this time with an 11-2 run to close within three on 
consecutive 3-pointers by Morris with 9:56 remaining.

»» Cincinnati used an 11-2 run over a five-minute stretch 
of the first half to open up a 26-13 lead with 7:24 left in 
the first half on two Titus Rubles free throws. Houston 
responded, closed the lead to 26-20, but the Bearcats 
ended the half on a 14-4 run to open up a 40-24 
halftime advantage.

home win streaks under cronin
»» Cincinnati enters Saturday’s game against Rutgers on a 

13-game home win streak. The Bearcats won their final 
two home games last season and are 11-0 at Fifth Third 
Arena in 2013-14. It’s tied for the fourth-longest home 
win streak at Fifth Third Arena (since start of 1989-90 
season). 

»» The win streak started with a 61-56 victory over UConn on 
Feb. 21, 2012. The Bearcats last home loss was a 62-55 
setback to then-No. 15 Georgetown on Feb. 15. 

»» UC has recorded two other 13-game home win streaks 
during Cronin’s tenure. The Bearcats won the first 13 home 
games of the 2010-11 season and 13 consecutive from 
Feb. 4, 2012 to Dec. 22, 2012.

»» Bob Huggins won an arena-record 41 consecutive games 
from Nov. 30, 1997 through Feb. 13, 2000. 

»» Cincinnati won a school-record 72 consecutive games 
at the Armory Fieldhouse between the 1958 and 1964 
seasons. If you include 18 consecutive wins at the 
Cincinnati Gardens during that time, the Bearcats home 
win streak was 90 games.

Streaking Defense
»» Cincinnati owns the nation’s longest active streak for 

consecutive games holding the opponent under 70 points 
at 23 games entering the Rutgers contest. 

»» Ohio State held the second-longest active streak at 15 
games before dropping a 72-68 overtime decision at 
Michigan State on Tuesday. 

»» Wyoming was third at 14 games before suffering a 72-69 
overtime loss at home on Wednesday. 

»» UC’s current streak also ranks as the second longest 
in school history (since 1950) behind only a 35-game 
stretch beginning with the 1962 NCAA tournament 
championship game win over Ohio State (71-59 on March 
24, 1962) and ending with a win at Denver two seasons 
later (64-48 on Dec. 20, 1963).

»» The Bearcats haven’t surrendered more than 67 points in 
a game all season. 

»» The last time UC surrendered 70 or more points came in a 
73-66 overtime loss at UConn on Feb. 21, 2013.

»» UC has held the opponent under 70 points in 42 of the 
last 44 contests since a 78-70 win over Iowa State (Nov. 
23) in Las Vegas last season.

»» The most points UC allowed last season were 73 at UConn 
in a 73-66 overtime loss on Feb. 21 in Hartford, Conn.

»» The opposition managed 70 or more points in only four of 
34 games last season. 

»» UC has surrendered 80 or more points only four times 
since the start of the 2010-11 campaign (120 games).

»» The Bearcats have held an opponent under 50 points in 26 
games during the Mick Cronin era (four times this year). 
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defense by design
»» UC entered Monday ranked sixth in the nation allowing 

only 56.3 points per game. The Bearcats also ranked in 
the Top 25 nationally in turnover margin (seventh at 5.5), 
total blocks (13th at 91) total steals (13th at 133), scoring 
margin (16th at +16.0), field goal percentage defense 
(18th at .381), steals per game (23rd at 8.9), blocks per 
games (25th at 6.1).

»» Following the Houston game, UC is allowing only 
56.5 points per game, tops in the American Athletic 
Conference. The Bearcats are limiting the opposition to 
38.3 percent shooting from the field this season, the 
lowest percentage allowed by any UC team during the 
Mick Cronin coaching era. UC limited foes to 38.7 percent 
shooting last season which ranked 14th in the nation. 

»» Memphis was averaging 82.8 points but was held to a 
season low 53 in UC’s 69-53 win at Memphis on Jan. 4. 
The Bearcats held the Tigers to 33.3 percent shooting 
from the field (21 of 63), including a 24.3 percent clip 
(9 of 37) in the second half. Memphis managed 2-of-17 
shooting (11.8 percent) from three-point range for the 
contest.

»» UC held its opponent under 50 points in back-to-back 
games (a 44-43 win vs. Pittsburgh on Dec. 17 and a 69-48 
win over Middle Tennessee on Dec. 21) for the first time 
since a 54-41 win over Savannah State (Nov. 24, 2010) 
preceded a 63-34 victory over Dayton (Nov. 27, 2010). 

»» UC allowed only 23 made field goals combined against 
Middle Tennessee (12) and Pittsburgh (11). It marks the 
lowest combined field goals by the opponent in back-to-
back games during the Mick Cronin era. The previous low 
was 28 registered against Savannah State (16 on Nov. 24, 
2010) and Dayton (12 on Nov. 27, 2010). 

»» Pitt’s 11 made field goals were the third fewest allowed 
to an opponent by UC during the Mick Cronin era. The 
Bearcats surrendered only 10 made field goals against NC 
A&T (Nov. 18, 2012) and West Virginia (Jan. 30, 2008). 

Bearcat Tip-Ins
»» Cincinnati is 3-0 in league play for the first time during 

the Mick Cronin coaching era and the first time since the 
2004-05 season. 

»» A win Saturday against Rutgers would make the Bearcats 
4-0 in conference action for the first time since the 
2003-04 campaign when UC started 4-0 in Conference 
USA en route to 25-7 overall mark, 12-4 league record, the 
conference regular season and tournament crowns and a 
trip to the second round of the NCAA tournament. 

»» A win Saturday would mark the 150th win at Cincinnati 
for eighth-year head coach Mick Cronin. He ranks third in 
victories at Cincinnati behind only Bob Huggins (399 from 
1990-2005) and George Smith (154 from 1953-1960). 

»» The Bearcats win at No. 18 Memphis (Jan. 4) marked 
UC’s first road win over a Top 20 opponent since a 70-67 
victory at then-No. 13 UConn in Storrs, Conn. on Jan. 18, 
2012 when Sean Kilpatrick hit a three-pointer with 2.7 
seconds remaining. 

»» The win over Memphis was UC’s third straight in a 
conference road opener. All three match ups were against 
ranked teams. UC won at then-No. 22 Pittsburgh 66-63 
on New Year’s Day 2012. The Bearcats topped the No. 
24 Panthers again the following season 70-61 on New 
Year Eve 2012. Both contests marked UC’s first BIG EAST 
Conference road game of the season.  

»» The Bearcats are 4-1 this season against teams that 
participated in the 2013 NCAA tournament with wins over 

NC State (68-57 on Nov. 12), Pittsburgh (44-43 on Dec. 
17), Middle Tennessee (69-48 on Dec. 21) and at Memphis 
(69-53 on Jan. 4) and a setback at New Mexico (63-54 
on Dec. 7). UC still has at least one more game against 
Memphis as well as a pair of games against both Louisville 
and Temple during American Athletic Conference play. 

»» With UC’s win at Houston on Jan. 7, Cincinnati improved to 
16-13 in road league games since the start of 2010-11.  

»» UC ranks among the conference leaders in several 
categories entering Tuesday’s game, including scoring 
defense (first at 56.3), offensive rebounds (first at 15.3), 
scoring margin (second at 16.0), field goal percentage 
defense (second at .381), rebounding defense (second 
at 31.6), turnover margin (second at +5.5), free throw 
percentage (second at .712), rebounding margin (third at 
+6.5), steals (third at 8.9) and blocks (third at 6.1)

»» Eight UC players are averaging 17 or more minutes of 
playing time this season. 

»» The 2013-14 freshman class was ranked among the Top 
25 in the nation by several recruiting services, including 
Rivals.com and Scout.com. The class was led by freshman 
forward Jermaine Lawrence who was tabbed a five-star 
prospect and among the Top 25 players overall according 
to four recruiting services. 

»» The Bearcats are a combined 88-34 (.721) since the start 
of the 2010-11 campaign with three trips to the NCAA 
tournament and an appearance in the 2012 NCAA Sweet 16. 

»» Cincinnati is one of 23 programs in the nation to 
participate in the NCAA tournament each of the 
past three seasons (joining Belmont, Duke, Florida, 
Georgetown, Gonzaga, Kansas, Kansas State, Louisville, 
Marquette, Memphis, Michigan, Michigan State, Missouri, 
North Carolina, Notre Dame, Ohio State, San Diego State, 
Syracuse, Temple, UNLV, VCU and Wisconsin).

»» Cincinnati is a combined 48-6 (.889) in November and 
December since the start of the 2010-11 campaign. 

»» Cincinnati is 49-4 (.925) in its last 53 regular-season 
nonconference home games and is 48-6 (.889) in 
regular-season non-league games overall since the start 
of the 2010-11 campaign. 

»»  The Bearcats crashed the boards against Chicago State 
(Dec. 23) for 69 rebounds while holding the Cougars to 
only 21. The +47 rebounding margin set a school record 
for UC, breaking a record dating back to the 1955-56 
season. The 69 boards were also a Fifth Third Arena 
record.

»» UC’s 63.2 percent shooting from the field (36 of 57) 
against Campbell on Nov. 20 was a Bearcats record during 
the Mick Cronin coaching era. 

»» The Bearcats wrapped up the November portion of their 
schedule with a 95-67 against Kennesaw State on Nov. 
29. UC is 38-7 (.844) in November during the Mick Cronin 
coaching era, having won 13 in a row since a 73-69 
overtime loss to Marshall on Nov. 25, 2011.

kilpatrick leading the way
»» A prolific scorer and outstanding team leader who 

possesses an unrivaled work ethic, senior guard Sean 
Kilpatrick has been an important component of the  
Cincinnati program since his arrival. 

»» He has been a key aspect in the Bearcats return to the 
national stage, playing in every game during his career 
while helping Cincinnati to an 88-34 (.721) record 
and three consecutive trips to the NCAA tournament 
(including the 2012 NCAA Sweet 16) since the start of the 
2010-11 season. 

»» A three-time All-BIG EAST selection (2011 All-Rookie 
Team; 2012 & 2013 Second Team All-BIG EAST), Kilpatrick 
was tabbed First Team All-American Athletic Conference in 
the preseason by the league’s coaches. 

»» He was one of 12 players nationally to be selected by 
USA Basketball to compete in the 2013 World University 
Games in Kazan, Russia this summer.   

»» For the second consecutive season Kilpatrick has been 
tabbed to the Naismith Award Early Season Top 50 list and 
the Wooden Award Preseason Top 50 list. Last year he was 
later included on the Wooden Award’s midseason Top 25 
list and the Naismith Award’s Top 30 list last season.

»» On pace to graduate with a degree in criminal justice 
this spring, Kilpatrick has made it a point to give back to 
both the Cincinnati and White Plains, N.Y., community 
during his collegiate career. He has visited patients at 
the UC Children’s Hospital multiple times to encourage 
and simply spend time with the sick. He has spoken 
with elementary school children in Cincinnati and White 
Plains, N.Y., about the importance of responsibility and 
staying in school. Kilpatrick also has assisted incoming 
freshmen move their belongings into campus dormitories 
as part of the UC’s Helping Hands program. 

kilpatrick’s rankings
»» Sean Kilpatrick entered Thursday tied for eighth in the 

nation in career three-pointers made (256) and was 10th 
in career scoring (1,723).

»» He entered Thursday leading the American in scoring (18.5 
points per game) and is third in three-pointers made (2.3 
per game). He also ranks fifth in free-throw shooting at 
85.9 percent and tied for 15th in steals (1.6).  

kilpatrick’s chase on the uc charts
»» Senior Sean Kilpatrick will close out his standout career at 

Cincinnati among the school’s best in several categories. 
»» Kilpatrick needs 260 points to become only the second 

player in school history to score as many as 2,000 career 
points. (Basketball legend Oscar Robertson amassed 
2,973 career points [1958-60] at UC.)

»» With 1,740 career points entering the Rutgers game, 
Kilpatrick needs 23 points to move into sixth place on 
the UC all-time scoring list, passing Pat Cummings (1,762 
points from 1975-79). 

»» He has made 257 three-pointers during his career and 
needs 43 more this season to rank as one of only three 
players in UC history to make 300 or more. (Deonta 
Vaughn made 313 three-pointers [2007-10] while Darnell 
Burton made 306 [1994-97].)

»» The fifth-year senior has played in every UC game (122) 
in his career (since 2010-11) and needs to see action in 
each of UC’s first 26 games to set the school record for 
consecutive games played. (Keith Gregor played in 131 
consecutive games [1993-96].)

»» Kilpatrick entered the season 34 games shy of becoming 
UC’s career leader for games played. (Cashmere Wright 
played in 139 games [2010-13].)

»» With 3,662 career minutes of action entering 
Wednesday’s game, Kilpatrick is on pace to become only 
the second player in UC history to log as many as 4,000 
career minutes played. (Deonta Vaughn played 4,310 
career minutes [2007-10].)

»» See chart on page 11 for a complete listing of Kilpatrick’s 
rankings in several UC career statistical categories. 

»» Kilpatrick has scored 20 or more points in eight games 
this season, including season-high 23-point scoring efforts 
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against Campbell (Nov. 20) and Middle Tennessee (Dec. 21). 
»» He has been the Bearcats’ top scorer in 13 of 16 games 

this season and in 55 games during his career. 
»» He has scored in double figures in 48 of the last 52 

games dating back to an 18-point effort against Florida 
State in the third round of the 2012 NCAA tournament.

»» He has scored 10 or more points 92 times at UC. 

Kilpatrick named to wooden and  
naismith award top 50 lists

»» Senior guard Sean Kilpatrick has been named to the 
Naismith Award Early Season Top 50 list and the John R. 
Wooden Award Preseason Top 50 list

»» The Naismith list was announced on Nov. 21 by the Atlanta 
Tipoff Club while ESPN.com and the Los Angeles Athletic 
Club announced the Wooden Award list on Nov. 12.

»» It marks the second consecutive year Kilpatrick has made 
both lists of the nation’s top college basketball players. 
He was included on the Wooden Award’s midseason Top 
25 list and the Naismith Award’s Top 30 list last season.

»» A preseason American Athletic Conference first team 
selection, Kilpatrick ranked among league leaders in the 
former BIG EAST Conference last season for points (fifth 
at 17.0) and three-pointers made (fourth at 2.41). Earlier 
this summer, he was one of 12 players in the nation to 
play for USA Basketball at the World University Games in 
Kazan, Russian.

Jackson most improved player?
»» Senior forward Justin Jackson is enjoying his best season 

in a Cincinnati uniform and continues to turn heads over 
his increased production. 

»» Jackson, who averaged 3.8 points, 5.1 rebounds and 1.4 
blocks as a junior has increased his output this season, 
averaging 11.6 points, 7.6 rebounds and 3.3 blocks.

»» Jackson all ready has surpassed his season total in points 
and blocks from a year ago. 

»» Entering Thursday, he led the American with 4.3 blocks 
per game during league play. 

»» The energetic and athletic Jackson is averaging career highs 
in minutes played (26.6), points (11.6), rebounds (7.6) and 
blocks (3.3). He leads UC in rebounding, blocks and steals. 

Three in a row for Jackson
»» Jackson became the first player in the nation to earn 

conference player of the week distinction for three 
consecutive weeks when the American tabbed UC’s forward 
with the award on Monday. 

»» While Jackson’s numbers were down Tuesday at Houston 
(seven points, five rebounds and a team-high four assists), 
but his production over the last seven games have been key 
to UC’s win streak. 

»» During Cincinnati’s seven-game win streak Jackson is 
averaging 14.1 points while shooting 60.0 percent from the 
field (42 of 70) to go with 9.0 rebounds, 3.9 blocks, 2.0 steals 
and 2.4 assists. 

»» Last week, Jackson averaged 15.0 points, 7.0 rebounds, 6.0 
blocks, 3.0 steals, 2.5 assists and shot 57.9 percent from the 
field (11 of 19). He scored a game-high 17 points, shooting 
5 of 9 from the field and making a career-best seven free 
throws to go with six rebounds, five blocks and a career-best 
five steals in Cincinnati’s 65-57 home win over SMU on Jan. 
1. He then poured in 13 points on 6-of-10 shooting to go with 
eight rebounds and a career-high-tying seven blocks in UC’s 
69-53 win at No. 18 Memphis on Jan. 4.  

»» He earned American Athletic Conference Player of Week 
honors for the second time on Dec. 30 after matching 
a career high with 19 points on 9-of-14 shooting and 
pulled down a career-best 13 rebounds to with four blocks 
against Chicago State (Dec. 23) and registered 15 points, 
10 rebounds, four blocks and two steals against Nebraska 
(Dec. 28). 

»» He claimed American Athletic Conference Player of Week 
honors initially on Dec. 23 after netting a game-high 
12 points to go with nine rebounds against Pittsburgh 
(Dec. 17) and posted his third double-double of the 
season with 16 points and 12 rebounds against Middle 
Tennessee (Dec. 21).

»» He has five doubles-doubles on the season (and in his 
career) including three in UC’s last six games.

»» Jackson posted 10 points and 10 rebounds against NC 
State (Nov. 12); 13 points and 12 rebounds against UMass 
Lowell (Nov. 26); 16 points and 12 rebounds against Middle 
Tennessee (Dec. 21), 19 points and 13 rebounds against 
Chicago State (Dec. 23) and 15 points and 10 rebounds 
against Nebraska (Dec. 28). He has come within one 
rebound of recording two other double-doubles this season.

»» Jackson’s 173 career blocks rank fourth in school history 
behind only Kenyon Martin (292 from 1997-2000), Eric 
Hicks (256 from 2003-06) and Jason Maxiell (252 from 
2002-05). 

»» He was named to the American Honor Roll on Nov. 25 after 
tallying 19 points, nine rebounds, five blocks and three 
steals against Campbell (Nov. 20).

»» His thunderous second-half dunk in the UMass Lowell 
game was tabbed No. 4 on ESPN SportsCenter’s Top 10 on 
Nov. 26.

»» Always an active player, Jackson has hurdled the courtside 
fan seating area or media press row tables on four 
occasions this season. He also blew out a shoe in the 
Chicago State game and took time out to mop the floor 
during the Middle Tennessee contest.  

Jackson’s rankings (nation/league)
»» Through Sunday, Justin Jackson ranked seventh in the 

nation in total blocks (53) and 13th in blocks per game 
(3.5). 

»» Jackson ranked among the American leaders in six 
categories entering Thursday: offensive rebounds (first 
at 3.6), blocks (second at 3.3), rebounds (fourth at 7.6), 
field-goal shooting (eighth at 53.8 percent), steals (11th 
at 1.7) and scoring (24th at 11.6).

»» He tied a career-high with seven blocks at No. 18 
Memphis (Jan. 4). 

»» Jackson ranks fourth in school history with 173 career 
blocks. He has recorded three or more blocks in 12 of 16 
games this season.

Rubles’ numbers are up
»» Like Jackson, senior forward Titus Rubles is seeing an 

increase in production come with more playing time.
»» Rubles is averaging career highs in minutes played (25.5) 

and points (7.1).
»» Rubles has scored in double figures in five games this season 

and has tallied a career-high 14 points twice against both NC 
State (Nov. 12) and Kennesaw State (Nov. 29). 

»» He grabbed a season-high 10 rebounds at Houston on 
Tuesday. 

»» His 22 steals rank third on the team.
»» Rubles’ follow basket with 4.2 seconds left helped 

UC outlast Pittsburgh 44-43 in the Jimmy V Classic at 
Madison Square Garden in New York City on Dec. 17.

»» Rubles was named a team captain along with fellow 
seniors Sean Kilpatrick and Justin Jackson in mid-
November. 

Caupain seeing more action 
»» Reserve freshman guard Troy Caupain is averaging 20.0 

minutes off the bench for the Bearcats and is fourth on 
the team in scoring at 6.8 points per game. He is shooting 
44.4 percent from beyond the arc (12 of 27) and 76.2 
percent from the free throw line (32 of 42) this season. 

»» He ranks as UC’s most accurate three-point shooter 
and is second on the team in free-throw shooting and 
assists (36). 

»» Over the last 10 games, Caupain is averaging 20.9 
minutes of action, ranking as UC’s third leading scorer 
at 7.4 points per game. During the stretch he is shooting 
50.0 percent from three-point range (12 of 24) and has 
25 assists - most on the squad. 

»» Caupain has scored in double figures in four games this 
season, including a season-best 15 points, five assists and 
two steals against USC Upstate (Dec. 3). 

»» He has made at least one three-pointer in nine of his 
last 10 games, including a season-high three against USC 
Upstate (Dec. 3). 

»» He made 26 of his first 30 free throws this season. 

sanders increasing his impact
»» Reserve junior forward Jermaine Sanders has become a 

dependable contributor for the Bearcats over the last six 
games averaging 8.8 points, 4.5 rebounds and 1.5 assists 
while shooting 57.6 percent from the field (19 of 33) and 
59.1 percent from three-point range (13 of 22). During the 
stretch he leads UC in three-point shooting and is third 
in scoring.  

»» Sanders registered his first career double-double with 
career highs for points (14) and rebounds (15) against 
Chicago State on Dec. 23. 

»» He is averaging career-high numbers for minutes (20.8), 
points (6.2) and rebounds (3.8) this season. 

»» Since the start of league play Sanders ranks second in the 
American in three-point shooting at 60.0 percent (6 of 
10). He is tied for fifth at 44.4 percent (20 of 45) for all 
games. 

»» He has made at least one three-pointer in each of UC’s 
last six games.

season, is celebrating its 25th anniversary this season. 
UC’s Dec. 3rd contest against USC Upstate marked the 
400th game played in the facility.  

»» UC is 332-72 (.822) all-time in the arena, including an 
94-36 (.723) mark during the Mick Cronin coaching era. 

»» The Bearcats are 11-0 at home for the first time since the 
2010-11 squad won its first 13 home games. Dating back 
to last season, the Bearcats have won 13 consecutive 
games at Fifth Third Arena, tying for the longest streak 
during the Mick Cronin era.

»» The Bearcats concluded the 2012-13 season with a 13-5 
home record (8-1 vs. nonconference; 5-4 vs. BIG EAST).

»» UC has won 49 of its last 53 nonconference regular-season 
home games with losses coming against New Mexico 
(12/27/12), Marshall (73-69 [OT] on 11/25/11), Presbyterian 
(56-54 on 11/19/11) and Xavier (76-66 on 12/13/08).

»» UC owns a 62-9 (.873) home record against 
nonconference foes during the Mick Cronin coaching era.

- SEASOn NOTES -
american athletic conference hoops

»» The 2013-14 basketball campaign marks the inaugural 
season of the American Athletic Conference. The league 
consists of 10 teams including five members of the former 
BIG EAST Conference (Cincinnati, Connecticut, Louisville, 
Rutgers and USF), four former members of Conference 
USA (Houston, Memphis, SMU and UCF) and Temple from 
the Atlantic 10 Conference.  

»» The 2014-15 campaign sees the addition of East Carolina, 
Tulane and Tulsa while Louisville and Rutgers are 
scheduled to exit. 

Success follows bearcats
»» The American marks Cincinnati’s  sixth conference (also 

had independent status 1971-75) since the Bearcats 
joined the Missouri Valley Conference prior to the 1957-58 
season.

»» MISSOURI VALLEY (1958-1970) - Seven league titles 
... two national championships (1961, 1962) ... five 
straight final fours (1959-1963) ... eight 20-win seasons

former bearcats all-american  
connie dierking dies

»» Former University of Cincinnati men’s basketball All-
American and 10-year NBA veteran Connie Dierking died 
on Dec. 29 at the age of 77.

»» Dierking averaged 12.7 points and 13.5 rebounds helping 
the Bearcats to a 57-19 combined record during his three-
year UC career (1956-58).

»» He was a co-captain on the 1957-58 squad that made 
the school’s first NCAA tournament appearance. The 
center from Brooklyn, N.Y., averaged a double-double 
with 15.8 points and 14.9 rebounds during the 1957-58 
campaign and, along with Oscar Robertson, helped 
guide the Bearcats to a 25-3 overall record and UC’s first 
Missouri Valley Conference championship. For his efforts, 
Dierking was named a second-team All-American by the 
Newspaper Enterprise Association and was a first-team 
All-Missouri Valley Conference selection.

»» As a junior, Dierking led the Bearcats in scoring (18.5 
points) and rebounding (18.8) while directing UC to the 
National Invitation Tournament and 15-9 overall record. 
He ranked 14th in the nation in rebounding as a junior. 
Dierking still ranks first at UC for most rebounds in a 
game, grabbing 33 against Loyola (La.) on Feb. 16, 1957.

»» “Connie Dierking was one of the pioneers that helped 
build the winning tradition of Cincinnati basketball,” UC 
head coach Mick Cronin said. “We want to extend our 
condolences to the Dierking family at this time.”  

»» The Syracuse Nationals selected Dierking as the fifth pick 
overall in the first round of the 1958 NBA Draft. He played 
10 seasons overall in the NBA, averaging 10.0 points and 
6.7 rebounds. He played two seasons with the Nationals 
(1959-60) who became the Philadelphia 76ers (1964-65, 
1971). He also played with the San Francisco Warriors 
(1965) and Cincinnati Royals (1966-70). He averaged 13.3 
points and 8.0 rebounds in five seasons with the Royals.  

»» Dierking was inducted into the James P. Kelly UC Athletics 
Hall of Fame in 1986.   

jaquon parker joins staff
»» Former UC guard JaQuon Parker has returning to the 

Bearcats basketball program as an undergraduate student 
assistant coach beginning this week, UC head coach Mick 
Cronin announced on Dec. 12. 

»» Parker, who played for the Bearcats from 2010-13, signed 
with a professional basketball team in Finland in June and 
later played briefly in the NBA Developmental League. 

»» “JaQuon realized that finishing a couple of classes and 
getting his degree was the most important thing for his 
future and that basketball will still be out there for him,” 
Cronin said. “We are excited to have him back in our 
program. I think he can really help the current players on 
our team in his new role.”

»» Parker averaged 7.1 points and 3.9 rebounds during 

his four-year career with the Bearcats. As a senior, he 
averaged a career-best 10.9 points and shot 40.0 percent 
(40 of 100) from three-point range. He helped lead the 
Bearcats to 93 wins, three 20-win seasons, three NCAA 
tournament appearances (including the 2012 NCAA Sweet 
16) and a BIG EAST Championship runner-up finish during 
his career.

jeremiah davis III leaves UC;  
enrolls at Ball State

»» Sophomore guard Jeremiah Davis III decided to leave the 
University of Cincinnati and the men’s basketball program 
and return to his hometown of Muncie, Ind., it was 
announced on Dec. 12. 

»» “Due to the extremely difficult situation that my family 
has endured with losing everything in a house fire, 
I’ve decided to go home,” Davis said. “I want to thank 
everyone at UC, the fans, the coaching staff, Coach Cronin 
and my teammates for being so understanding and 
supportive. Trials and tribulations only make you stronger. 
It’s important to be with my family at this time.”

»» “Jeremiah informed me that he needs to be with his 
family at this time, which I totally understand,” UC head 
coach Mick Cronin said. “I appreciate his efforts as a 
Bearcat. He was a hard-working player who was on track 
to graduate after three years. We wish him nothing but 
the best.”

»» Davis had seen action in six games off the bench for the 
Bearcats, averaging 5.0 minutes this season. He sat out the 
2012-13 campaign after four games due to a wrist injury 
and is currently seeking a medical hardship. As a freshman 
during the 2011-12 season, he played in 27 games, 
averaging 2.5 points and 0.9 rebounds in 7.9 minutes.

»» Ball State announced that Davis joined its program on Jan. 
3. Though he will not be immediately eligible to play, Davis 
will be able to practice with the Cardinals during the spring 
semester. 

talented trio signs with uc
»» Mick Cronin announced Nov. 13 the signing of three 

talented prospects – Quadri Moore (pronounced QUAD-
dree), Gary Clark and Coreontae DeBerry (pronounced 
COREY-on-tay) – who have signed national letters of 
intent to attend UC and play basketball in 2014-15.

»» Moore, a 6-foot-8, 230-pound forward from Linden, 
N.J., averaged 14.6 points, 5.7 rebounds and 1.1 blocks 
while making 19 three-pointers as a junior at Linden High 
School. Tabbed a four-star prospect by multiple recruiting 
websites, Moore is listed No. 28 among the top forwards 
in the nation by ESPN and ranked No. 103 overall 
nationally by Rivals.com.

»» Clark, a 6-foot-7, 215-pound forward from Clayton, N.C., 
averaged 24.0 points, 14.0 rebounds and 4.0 blocks while 
leading Clayton High School to the 4A Eastern Regional 
semifinals as a junior. He averaged nearly 32 points in the 
playoffs while earning Associate Press All-State accolades 
and Greater Neuse River 4A Conference Player of the Year 
honors. Clark is listed as a four-star prospect and one of 
the Top 80 players in the nation by ESPN while Rivals.com 
and 247Sports.com list him among the Top 150.  

»» DeBerry, a 6-foot-10, 270-pound center from Holland, 
Mich., averaged 9.2 points and 4.4 rebounds in 12.7 
minutes during the 2012-13 season at Mott College 
in Flint, Mich. He is playing the 2013-14 campaign at 
junior-college power Hutchinson Community College in 
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Hutchinson, Kan. He averaged 16.1 points as a senior at 
Holland High School during 2011-12. DeBerry will have two 
seasons of eligibility at Cincinnati.  

American athletic conference 
Coaches Pick bearcats Fourth

»» UC was picked fourth in the American Athletic Conference 
preseason coaches’ poll the league announced Oct. 16 at 
its inaugural men’s basketball media day at FedExForum.

»» UC received 58 points to finish behind predicted league 
champion, Louisville (81 points), UConn (69) and 
Memphis (68). Temple was picked fifth with 40 points, 
followed by SMU (39), Houston (28), USF (27), UCF (24) 
and Rutgers (16) in the 10-team conference.

»» The Cardinals were a unanimous preseason favorite to win 
the league, receiving all nine eligible first-place votes in 
the balloting of the coaches, who could not vote for their 
own teams. UConn, which received the other first-place 
vote, edged Memphis for second in the preseason poll.

Kilpatrick named preseason  
first team All-american conference

»» UC senior guard Sean Kilpatrick was selected preseason 
first team All-American Conference by the league coaches 
at the inaugural men’s basketball media day on Oct. 16 at 
FedExForum.

»» Kilpatrick was joined on the first team by UConn’s 
Shabazz Napier, Louisville’s Chane Behanan and Russ 
Smith and Memphis’ Joe Jackson.

»» Kilpatrick is a three-time all-conference selection in the 
former BIG EAST Conference. He earned back-to-back 
second team all-league honors in 2012 and 2013. As a 
junior, Kilpatrick averaged 17.0 points, 5.2 rebounds and 
2.4 three-pointers, ranking fifth in the league in scoring 
and fourth in three-pointers made.

»» The preseason second team included UCF’s Isaiah Sykes, 
UConn’s Ryan Boatwright, Houston’s TaShawn Thomas, 
Louisville’s Montrezl Harrell and USF’s Anthony Collins.

»» Louisville’s Russ Smith was tabbed the conference’s 
preseason player of the year while SMU’s Keith Frazier was 
chosen as the league’s preseason rookie of the year.

kilpatrick A member of usa basketball 
at world university games

»» Senior guard Sean Kilpatrick was one of 12 players in the 
nation selected to represent USA Basketball at the 2013 
World University Games in Kazan, Russia this summer. 

»» Kilpatrick averaged 7.5 points and 2.0 rebounds in eight 
games with USA Basketball helping the squad to an 

eighth-place finish. 
»» He scored a team-high 18 points on 7-of-14 shooting with 

four three-pointers against the United Arab Emirates in 
24 minutes in the tournament opener. 

»» Kilpatrick became the fourth UC player to compete for 
the U.S. team at the World University Games, joining Eric 
Hicks (2005), Kenyon Martin (1999) and Pete Mickeal 
(1999). Martin and Mickeal led the U.S. to a gold medal 
and 8-0 record. Martin led the team in scoring (13.9) and 
rebounding (6.6) while Mickeal led the squad in steals 
(3.3) and was third in scoring (9.1). Hicks’ 2005 team also 
went 8-0 and claimed the gold medal. He averaged 6.6 
points and 3.1 rebounds.

Cronin piling up wins
»» UC head coach Mick Cronin leads the nation in career 

Division I victories among college head coaches age 42 
or younger. Cronin, who turned 42 in July, entered the 
season with a career record of 204-124 (.622). Prior to the 
2013-14 season, Cronin ranked ahead of Marquette’s Buzz 
Williams (136-71: turned 42 in September); Auburn’s Tony 
Barbee (117-111: turned 42 in August) and Memphis’ Josh 
Pastner (106-34: turned 36 in September). 

»» Cronin entered the year ranked fifth in the nation among 
active coaches for most DI wins among coaches 45 or 
younger and 19th among coaches younger than 50. 

»» His 204 career wins prior to turning 42 ranked ahead of 
some notable current and former coaches: Jim Calhoun 
(had amassed 200 wins at 42); Denny Crum (186); Eddie 
Sutton (176); John Wooden (128) and Roy Williams (103).

»» Entering the Rutgers game, Cronin currently ranks third 
at UC with 149 wins as the Bearcats head coach. He ranks 
behind only Bob Huggins (399) and George Smith (154).   

news from the weight room
»» The 2013-14 Bearcats squad has made great strides in 

the weight room since the end of last season according to 
director of strength and conditioning Mike Rehfeldt. 

»» Senior center David Nyarsuk has increased his weight 
to 250 pounds, gaining 33 pounds since the end of last 
season. At 7-foot-1, Nyarsuk owns the longest wingspan 
(7-foot-1.5) and longest reach (9-foot-6) of any player on 
this year’s team. 

»» Sophomore Shaquille Thomas has added 15 pounds 
and is listed at 205 pounds entering the season. He has 
gained 30 pounds since arriving on campus in August 
2011. Despite the added weight to his frame, Thomas has 
increased his maximum vertical by five inches since last 
season and owns the best vertical touch on the team at 
12 feet, 5 inches.

»» Senior Justin Jackson has gained 15 pounds of muscle 
since the end of the 2012-13 campaign while maintaining 
his body fat at 4.8 percent. He was recorded as bench 
pressing 185 pounds 18 times this summer, five more 
than the average forward at the NBA combine. His 
wingspan (7-foot) and reach (9-foot) are the second-
longest on the team.   

»» Senior Titus Rubles added 15 pounds to his frame since 
the end of last season. He tested as the most agile player 
on the team, finishing the team’s lane agility in a team-
best 10.32 seconds. His max vertical of 41 inches ranks 
among the best on the team. 

»» Junior Ge’Lawn Guyn added 13 pounds during the 
offseason. He ranks first on the team for the highest 
maximum vertical (45.5 inches) and no-step vertical 

(38.5 inches). 
»» Since arriving on campus this summer several freshmen 

have made strides as well in the weight room. Deshuan 
Morman (17 pounds), Kevin Johnson (15 pounds) and 
Jermaine Lawrence (10 pounds) all added weight. 

Kenyon Martin Returns
»» Former Bearcat great and current New York Knick Kenyon 

Martin returned to Cincinnati and the UC campus on Oct. 
28 for his induction into the James P. Kelly Sr. Athletics 
Hall of Fame Class of 2013. 

»» Martin, along with three other honorees, received the 
prestigious award at the Legion of Excellence Gala at the 
Kingsgate Marriott. 

»» Martin (1997-2000) was the 2000 National Player of the 
Year, a consensus first team All-American and the No. 1 
pick in the 2000 NBA Draft. He led UC to a No. 1 national 
ranking throughout the 2000 regular season. He suffered a 
broken leg in the Conference USA tournament that severely 
hampered UC’s postseason aspirations and set the stage for 
an NCAA tournament second-round exit.  

»» He is one of three former players to have a jersey hanging 
inside Fifth Third Arena. He still holds school records for 
career blocks (292) and career field goal percentage (.586) 
and ranks 25th on the all-time scoring list. 

Former Bearcats in The Pros
»» Three former Bearcats were listed on NBA rosters when 

the 2013-14 season started: Kenyon Martin (N.Y. Knicks), 
Jason Maxiell (Orlando) and Lance Stephenson (Indiana). 
Fourteen other former UC players are playing professional 
basketball overseas. A complete list follows.

Highlights from last season
»» Cincinnati made its third consecutive appearance in the 

NCAA Championship for the first time since 2003-05 
behind strong team defense, a determined senior class 
and the talents of standout guard Sean Kilpatrick. 

»» The Bearcats finished the 2012-13 season 22-12 overall 
and 9-9 in the BIG EAST Conference.

»»  The senior class of Alex Eppensteiner, Cheikh Mbodj 
(joined team beginning with the 2011-12 season), JaQuon 
Parker and Cashmere Wright helped lead the Bearcats 
to 93 overall wins, 39 BIG EAST Conference wins, three 
20-win seasons (2011-2013), three NCAA Championship 
appearances (2011-13), an NCAA Sweet 16 appearance 
(2012) and a BIG EAST Championship runner-up finish 
(2012) during the past four seasons. 

»» Guard Cashmere Wright finished his career as the only 
player in school history to tally at least 1,300 points, 475 
assists and 175 steals. He ended his UC tenure as the 
school’s leader in games played (139), ranked third in 
assists (482) and 22nd in points (1,317).  

»» Center Cheikh Mbodj ended the season ranked 16th in the 
nation in blocked shots (2.65 per game). His 90 blocks 
ranked fourth for most in a single season at UC. 

»» Gritty JaQuon Parker led all BIG EAST guards, averaging 
2.04 offensive rebounds and ranking 12th in the league 
among players at all positions. He enjoyed the best 
offensive season of his career in 2012-13, averaging 10.9 
points and shooting 40.0 percent from three-point range. 

»» Guard Sean Kilpatrick was named second team All-BIG 
EAST by the league’s coaches on March 10. He received the 
same award in 2011-12 and was named to the BIG EAST 
All-Rookie as a freshman in 2010-11.  

»» Kilpatrick finished fifth in the BIG EAST in scoring at 17.0 
points per game and was fourth with 2.41 three-pointers 
each contest. His 577 points during the 2012-13 campaign 
were the most scored in a season during the Mick Cronin 
coaching era. 

»» Kilpatrick was named to the John R. Wooden Award 
Midseason Top 25 list by the Los Angeles Athletic Club  
and also was selected as  one of 30 candidates for the 
2013 Naismith College Player of the Year award.

	 In his eighth season at his alma mater, Mick Cronin has returned 
pride to the University of Cincinnati basketball program by restoring its 
winning tradition with three consecutive trips to the NCAA tournament 
and reclaiming its place as a national contender.
	 Though the process was anything but easy - with a roster that 
included only one returning letterman when he arrived at UC in March 
2006 - Cronin’s steadfast determination and loyalty for UC spearhead-
ed what could be considered one of the nation’s top rebuilding efforts. 
	 Cincinnati was the only program from a major conference to improve 
its win total every season from 2007 to 2011, building from 11 wins in 
2007 to 26 victories and a return to the NCAA tournament in 2011. A 
year later, the Bearcats won 26 games again while advancing to the 
school’s first NCAA Sweet 16 appearance since 2001. UC made its third 
consecutive NCAA tournament appearance last season as attendance 
figures at UC’s Fifth Third Arena climbed to their highest average of the 
Cronin coaching era and a Top-50 national ranking. 
	 A trip to the NCAA tournament in 2014 would make Cronin only the 
second coach in school history to take the Bearcats to the Big Dance four 
consecutive times (Bob Huggins sent 14 UC teams from 1992-2005). 
	 Last season he earned his 200th career victory and enters the 2013-
14 campaign with a 204-124 overall record after 10 seasons. He owns a 
135-100 mark after seven years at UC, ranking third in school history. 
Cronin and UC reinforced their commitment to one another in April 
2013 when the head coach signed a contract extension through the 
2018 season.  

TRACK RECORD OF SUCCESS
	 Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to UC after serving three 
years as head coach at Murray State (2004-06). As mentor of the 
Racers, Cronin compiled a 69-24 overall record while earning a pair of 
NCAA tournament berths.
	 In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed Murray State 
to a school-best 28-6 record, the Ohio Valley Conference tournament 
championship, and an NCAA tournament appearance. His 28 wins are 
the sixth most in NCAA history for a first-year head coach. He earned 
OVC Coach of the Year honors two seasons later, guiding Murray State 
to another OVC title, league tournament crown and NCAA tournament 
appearance with a 24-6 mark in 2005-06.
	 Prior to earning a head coaching position, Cronin built a sterling 
reputation for his ability to evaluate and recruit top talent. In his stint
