first seven contests. Overall, UC will play 17
games vs.teams which appeared in the NCAA
or NIT tourneys last March, eight contests vs.
Top 25 squads, 20 against teams which fin-
ished in the top 1000 of the computer ratings,
11 of those vs. teams from the top 50.
