Ninth-seed UCF (12-17) battles eighth-seed Temple
(9-21) in opening-round play Wednesday at 9:30 p.m. on
ESPN2. The four-day tournament runs through Saturday.

Thirteenth-ranked Cincinnati (26-5) defeated Rutgers (11-

20) 70-66 Saturday in New Brunswick, N.J., to finish 15-3
in the league and claim a share of the American Athletic
Conference with No. 11 Louisville. The Cardinals pulled
even with the Bearcats in the league standings after
claiming an 81-48 win over No. 19 UConn on Saturday.
The Bearcats won a coin toss following the Louisville
game to receive the league tournament’s top seed.

The regular-season conference title is Cincinnati's first
since winning the Conference USA crown in 2003-04 and
marks the 28th in program history.

CINCINNATI VS. UCF OR TEMPLE

»

The Bearcats have won every meeting this season
against UCF and Temple. UC defeated UCF 69-510n Jan.
23 in Cincinnati and 77-49 on Feb. 19 in Orlando, Fla. The
Bearcats topped Temple 69-58 on Jan. 14 in Cincinnati
and 80-76 on Jan. 26 in Philadelphia.

Cincinnati is 3-0 against UCF and 16-6 against Temple
all-time. The Bearcats have never played either UCF or
Temple in a conference tournament.

The Bearcats and Knights have met once on a neutral
court with UC earning 62-48 win in the Citrus Bowl
Classic at the Orange County Civic Center on Dec. 30,
1983. Temple and UC have met nine times on a neutral
floor with the Bearcats owning a 6-3 advantage. UC
claimed an 80-71 victory over Temple at the Lenape
Trail Classic in Atlantic City, N.J. in the last neutral-court
matchup on Dec. 9, 2006. The two teams met three
times from 1994 through 1999 in the NCAA tournament
with UC winning twice.

CINCINNATI IN RECENT

Cincinnati made seven appearances in the BIG EAST
Championship during eight seasons in the league, posting
a 6-7 record. The Bearcats advanced to the tournament
championship game in 2012: outlasting Georgetown 72-
70 in double overtime in the quarterfinals and upsetting
tournament top-seed and No. 2 in the nation Syracuse
71-68 in the semifinals. UC then lost to Louisville 50-44
in the title game. Last season, UC advanced to the
quarterfinals before losing to Georgetown 62-55.

The Bearcats were 16-6 in 10 Conference USA
tournaments (1996-2005), winning four titles (1996,
1998, 2002, 2004). UC was a perfect 10-0 in the Great
Midwest Conference tournament (1993-1995), winning
four titles.

Cincinnati has won 10 conference tournament titles in its
history (1976, 1977, 1992-96, 1998, 2002, 2004).

THE BEARCATS IN MEMPHIS

»

Cincinnati has found success in conference tournaments
in Memphis, capturing three previous league crowns from
three different conferences.

The Bearcats won the Great Midwest Conference
tournament title in 1993 before claiming the inaugural
Conference USA tournament crown in 1996. Both events
were played in The Pyramid.

The Bearcats also won the 1977 Metro Conference
tournament championship at the Mid-South Coliseum.

CINCINNATI CLAIMS FIRST LEAGUE TITLE
SINCE 2003-04 CAMPAIGN

»

Cincinnati claimed a share of the 2014 American Athletic
Conference regular-season title on Saturday with a 70-66
win at Rutgers to finish 15-3 in the league. The Bearcats
shared the conference crown with Louisville who also
finished 15-3 after defeating UConn 81-48 in Louisville.
The conference title is UC's first since winning the 2004
Conference USA regular-season championship.

UC's league title marks Mick Cronin's second regular-
season conference crown. He won the 2005-06 Ohio
Valley Conference title in his last of three seasons at
Murray State.

Cincinnati's 15 league wins are the second most in school
history behind only a perfect 16-0 record in Conference
USA during the 1999-2000 season.

The Bearcats finished with a 7-2 conference road record,
achieving the most league road wins during the Mick
Cronin coaching era (eighth season).

Cincinnati won its first 11 conference games before falling
at SMU 76-55 on Feb. 8. UC's other two defeats were by a
combined seven points.

The Bearcats were 4-1against ranked league foes,
defeating Memphis twice(ranked No. 18 & 20), winning
at Louisville (ranked No. 12) and home against UConn
(ranked No. 22). The only setback was a 58-57 home loss
to Louisville (ranked No. 11).

KILPATRICK NAMED ALL-AAC FIRST TEAM;
JACKSON EARNS SECOND TEAM HONORS

»

UC senior guard Sean Kilpatrick was named a unanimous
first team All-American Athletic Conference selection and
senior forward Justin Jackson was tabbed second team
all-conference by the league’s coaches the conference
announced on Tuesday.

It marks the first time since 1999 that UC has had players
named first and second all-conference at the end of the
regular season. That year Kenyon Martin and Pete Mickeal
were tabbed first team All-Conference USA while Melvin
Levett earned second team distinction.

Kilpatrick ranks first in the league in scoring (20.9 points
per game) and three-pointers made (2.8 per game) and is
third in free-throw shooting percentage (.844).

Jackson ranks first in the conference in blocks (2.9),

fifth in rebounds (7.1) and fifth in field-goal shooting
percentage (.548).

Kilpatrick is UC's first unanimous first team all-conference
selection since Steve Logan was tabbed Conference USA
Player of the Year in 2002.

Kilpatrick has been named to an all-conference team
every season of his college career, but this is his first time
as a first team selection. He was tabbed second team
All-BIG EAST in 2012 and 2013 and earned All-BIG EAST

Rookie Team accolades in 2011.
Jackson’s second team all-conference honor is the first
league honor of his career.

KILPATRICK NAMED CONFERENCE
PLAYER OF THE WEEK

»

Sean Kilpatrick was named the American Athletic
Conference player of the week on Monday.

Kilpatrick averaged 29.0 points and 2.5 assists while
shooting 54.3 percent from the field (19 of 35); 37.5
percent from three-point range (6 of 16) and 77.8
percent from the free-throw line (14 of 18) during a 2-0
week that clinched a share of the league regular-season
championship for the Bearcats.

Kilpatrick scored a season-high 34 points on 11-0f-18
shooting with a pair of three-pointers and 10-of-11
shooting at the foul line against Memphis on Senior
Night on March 6 at Fifth Third Arena. He followed that
performance less than 40 hours later with a game-high
24 points on 8-of-17 shooting with four three-pointers in
a70-66 win at Rutgers on March 8.

Kilpatrick has led Cincinnati in scoring in each of the last
17 games and in 28 of 31 contests this season. He has
scored 20 or more points in 17 games this season.
Kilpatrick is averaging 25.1 points and 4.8 rebounds with
2.6 assists and 37 three-pointers over the last 11 games.
Kilpatrick was previously named the American’s Player
of the Week in back-to-back weeks in February (Feb. 3
and Feb. 10). He has been selected to the league’s weekly
honor roll nine times.

CINCINNATI TO WEAR ADIDAS
MADE IN MARCH UNIFORMS IN POSTSEASON

The UC men’s basketball team has been selected by
adidas to wear specialized Made in March uniforms
throughout its 2013-14 postseason run beginning with
the American Athletic Conference Championship, the
footwear and apparel company announced jointly with UC
on March 6.

The collection was created to provide the Bearcats with
adidas’ most advanced uniform system and basketball
apparel technology so they can take on the challenges
and intense play of March.

The uniforms feature a functional perforated print pattern
along the leg of the stretch woven short to enhance
breathability and ventilation. adidas’ quick drying jersey
technology found in current NBA uniforms along with
ClimaCool zones on the chest, back and side, move heat
and moisture away from the body to keep the jersey light
and dry. The jersey sleeves include armhole insets with
360-degree stretch fabric that facilitate free range of
motion for the arms and shoulders during shooting and
dribbling.

Cincinnati will wear the new uniforms beginning at the
American Athletic Conference Championships,

March 12-15 at the FedEx Forum in Memphis, Tenn.

Made in March uniforms will be worn by UC along with
Baylor, Indiana, Kansas, Louisville, Michigan, Notre Dame,
Tennessee, UCLA and Wisconsin. The Bearcats will be one
of four programs to wear the jersey sleeves along with
Baylor, Louisville and UCLA.

Since 2006, adidas has been the official outfitter for UC
Athletics. This is the third consecutive year the Bearcats
have worn specialized postseason adidas uniforms.
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BEARCATS CONTINUE TO OWN
HIGH NATIONAL RANKINGS

»

Cincinnati (26-5, 15-3 American) climbed back up the
national rankings this week. The Bearcats were listed

No. 13 in the Associated Press and No. 12 in the USA Today
polls released on Monday.

The Bearcats have been ranked in the AP Top 15 in each of
the last eight weeks - a Mick Cronin coaching era high. It
marks the longest stretch since the 2003-04 squad was
listed in the Top 15 for eight straight weeks.

UCwas No. 15 last week, No. 11 on Feb. 14, No. 7 on Feb.
17,No. 10 on Feb. 10 and No. 7 on Feb. 3.

UC has been ranked in the top 25 of the AP poll each of
the last 10 weeks.

The Bearcats have been ranked during 21 of the last 39
weeks (dating back to the 2012-13 preseason poll).

UC received only one vote in the preseason AP poll.

UC has been ranked in the AP poll at some point during
each of the past four seasons and climbed as high as

No. 8 last season. The Bearcats were ranked for 13 weeks
in both the AP and USA Today polls a year ago - a Mick
Cronin-era high.

UC has appeared in the AP poll 387 times in the poll’'s
history, 12th most in the nation.

Cincinnati received only one vote in the preseason
Associated Press poll but is ranked No. 15 this week.

In NCAA statistics through March 6, UC ranked fourth in
the nation allowing only 58.1 points per game.

The Bearcats also ranked in the Top 25 nationally in
turnover margin (15th at 3.5), field goal percentage
defense (19th at .394); steals per game (20th at 8.1);
total steals (21st at 242); scoring margin (21st at 11.3);
offensive rebounds (22nd at 13.6); and total blocks (25th
at 167).

UC's 58.1 paints allowed are the fewest by a Bearcats
squad since the 1962-63 season (52.9) when UC finished
as runners up in the NCAA tournament.

In their first four games against ranked teams, the
Bearcats held their opponents to an average of 22.5
points below their scoring average. Each game marked

a season low in points for UC's opponent. The only
exception was the Memphis contest on March 6 where
the No. 20 Tigers entered the game averaging 78.6
points and finished with 84 in a 97-84 UC win.

UC held then. No. 11 Louisville to a season-low 58 paints
on Feb. 22, but lost. The Cardinals entered the game
averaging 83.0 points.

Then-No. 22 UConn entered the Feb. 6 game at UC
averaging 76.1 points but was held to a season-low 58
points in the Bearcats' 63-58 victory.

UC limited then-No. 12 Louisville - the American’s leader
in scoring at 83.2 points - to 66 points (tying a season

low at the time) in its 69-66 win at Louisville on Jan. 30.
The Bearcats held the Cardinals without a basket during
the final 5:00 of the game.

Then-No. 18 Memphis was averaging 82.8 points but

was held to a season low 53 in UC's 69-53 win at
Mempbhis on Jan. 4. The Bearcats held the Tigers to 33.3
percent shooting from the field (21 of 63), including a
24.3 percent clip (9 of 37) in the second half. Memphis
managed 2-0f-17 shooting (11.8 percent) from three-
point range for the contest.

UC's opponent shot better than 32 percent from three-
point range only six times in 18 conference games this
season. Rutgers shot 33.3 percent on March 8. Memphis
shot 33.3 percent on March 6. Temple shot 41.7 percent in
both meetings (5 of 12 on Jan. 14 and 10 of 24 on Jan. 26)
while Houston made 474 percent of its three-pointers on
Jan. 7. SMU hit 42.9 percent from beyond the arc in the
league opener on Jan. 1.

The Bearcats held Rutgers without a basket over the final
11:45 of the game in UC's 71-51 win on Jan. 11. The Scarlet
Knights shot 23.1 percent (6 of 26) from the field during
the second half.

UC held UConn without a field goal over the final 7:39 of
the game on March 1in Hartford, Conn., but the Huskies
pulled out a 51-45 victory.

UC held its opponent under 50 points in back-to-back
games (a 44-43 win vs. Pittsburgh on Dec. 17 and a 63-48
win over Middle Tennessee on Dec. 21) for the first time
since a 54-41 win over Savannah State (Nov. 24, 2010)
preceded a 63-34 victory over Dayton (Nov. 27, 2010).

UC allowed only 23 made field goals combined against
Middle Tennessee (12) and Pittsburgh (11). It marked the
lowest combined field goals by the opponent in back-to-
back games during the Mick Cronin era. The previous low
was 28 registered against Savannah State (16 on Nov. 24,
2010) and Dayton (12 on Nov. 27, 2010).

Pitt's 11 made field goals were the third fewest allowed

to an opponent by UC during the Mick Cronin era. The
Bearcats surrendered only 10 made field goals against NC
AGT (Nov. 18, 2012) and West Virginia (Jan. 30, 2008).

HOLDING OPPONENTS UNDER 70 POINTS

»

Cincinnati has held its opponents under 70 points in 28
of 31 games this season. Earlier this season the Bearcats
owned the nation’s longest streak - holding foes under
70 points for 27 consecutive games until Jan. 26 when
Temple managed 76 points in the Bearcats 80-76 win in
Philadelphia. SMU also managed 76 points in its win in
Dallas on Feb. 8. Memphis posted 84 points during UC's
97-84 win during the Bearcats’ Senior Night on March 8.
It was the nation’s longest active streak and the second
longest such streak at UC since 1950. Only a 35-game
stretch beginning with the 1962 NCAA tournament
championship game win over Ohio State (71-59 on March
24,1962) and ending with a win at Denver two seasons
later (64-48 on Dec. 20, 1963) was longer.

The Bearcats had not surrendered more than 67 points in
a game all season until the Temple contest (Jan. 26).

UC has held the opponent under 70 points in 53 of the
last 58 contests since a 78-70 win over lowa State

(Nov. 23) in Las Vegas last season.

UC has surrendered 80 or more points only five times
since the start of the 2010-11 campaign (137 games).

The Bearcats have held an opponent under 50 points in 28
games during the Mick Cronin era (six times this year).

Following are some of the Bearcats accomplishments over
the past four seasons:

Has compiled the most successful four-year record of the
Mick Cronin era (100-37).

Has registered four 20-win seasons and three 26-win
campaigns.

Has participated in the NCAA tournament each season
and advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 in 2012.

Appeared in the 2012 BIG EAST Championship title game.
Has appeared in the AP Top 25 poll each of the past four
seasons, climbing as high as No. 7 earlier this season.
Sean Kilpatrick redshirted his first season as a Bearcats
and has been with the program for five seasons. Justin
Jackson is finishing his fourth UC campaign. Titus Rubles
and David Nyarsuk transferred into the program prior to
last season. Walk-on Derek Cox joined the team prior to
the start of the 2014 spring semester.

The senior threesome of Kilpatrick, Jackson and Rubles
combined for 71 of UC's 97 points (73.2 percent) against
No. 20 Memphis on Senior Night (March 6). The trio did
not commit a turnover and was a combined 26-for-44
from the field (59.1 percent).

ANOTHER 25-WIN SEASON

UC recorded its 25th win of the season when it defeated
Memphis 97-84 on Senior Night (March 6). It marks the
third time in the past four seasons the Bearcats have
won at least 25 games. The last time UC registered 25 or
more wins three times in four seasons came from 1999
through 2002.

It marks the 22nd time in school history UC has recorded
25 or more wins in a season.

The win at Louisville (Jan. 30) gave UC at least 20 wins

in a season for the fourth consecutive year. The Bearcats
were 26-9 in 2011; 26-11in 2012 and 22-12 a year ago.
The last time the Bearcats won at least 20 games in four
consecutive seasons was 1999-2002 under Bob Huggins.
UC has won 20 or more games in 32 seasons in its history.
UC reached 20 wins in only 22 games this season following
a69-66 win at No. 12 Louisville on Jan. 30. It was the
earliest UC recorded win No. 20 since the 2001-02
campaign. That squad started 20-1, claiming No. 20
against East Carolina 75-48 at home on Jan. 29.

BEARCAT TIP-INS

»

UC's 100 wins since the start of the 2010-11 season are
the most during a four-year span during the eight-

year Mick Cronin coaching era and the most since the
Bearcats won 102 games from 2001-2004. The school
record for most wins over four consecutive seasons is 112
(1999-2002).

The Bearcats are a combined 100-37 (.730) since the start
of the 2010-11 campaign with three trips to the NCAA
tournament and an appearance in the 2012 NCAA Sweet 16.
UCwas 26-9 in 2011, 26-11in 2012 and 22-12 a year ago.
The Bearcats registered as many as 15 conference
victories this season for only the second time in school
history. The Bearcats were 16-0 in Conference USA in
1999-2000 en route to posting a 29-4 overall record.

The Bearcats have won as many as 14 league games only
four times in their history (14-2 in 1997-98 and 14-2 in
2001-02).

UC finished 9-0 in January for the first time since
1999-2000 (9-0) and registered as few as two losses
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during January and February combined (13-2) for the first
time since 2001-02 (14-2).

Freshmen Troy Caupain, Kevin Johnson and Jermaine
Lawrence combined for 18 of UC's 70 points (25.7 percent
of the team’s points) against Rutgers on March 8. It was
the second-most combined points by the rookie trio
during conference play behind only 20 points at Memphis
onJan. 4.

The Bearcats held UConn to 31.3 percent shooting from
the field in their 51-45 loss to the Huskies on March 1

in Hartford, Conn. It was only UC's third loss in its last

67 games when holding the opponent under 40 percent
shooting from the field.

Sean Kilpatrick has led UC in scoring in each of the last 17
games and in 28 of 31 contests this season. He was the
game’s top scorer in 14 of 18 league games.

Five American Athletic Conference teams are ranked in
this week’s Associated Press poll - more than any other
conference in the nation. The Atlantic Coast Conference
and Big 10 Conference have four teams each. The
American teams in this week’s poll are No. 5 Louisville,
No. 13 Cincinnati, No. 19 Memphis, No. 21 UConn and

No. 25 SMU. It marks the third week this season with five
conference teams in the Ap Top 25.

The 2013-14 freshman class was ranked among the Top
25 in the nation by several recruiting services, including
Rivals.com and Scout.com. The class was led by freshman
forward Jermaine Lawrence who was tabbed a five-star
prospect and among the Top 25 players overall according
to four recruiting services.

Cincinnati is one of 23 programs in the nation to
participate in the NCAA tournament each of the

past three seasons (joining Belmont, Duke, Florida,
Georgetown, Gonzaga, Kansas, Kansas State, Louisville,
Marquette, Memphis, Michigan, Michigan State, Missouri,
North Carolina, Notre Dame, Ohio State, San Diego State,
Syracuse, Temple, UNLV, VCU and Wisconsin).

Cincinnati registered 26 regular season wins, the most
since 2002 (27 en route to a 31-4 campaign).

The Bearcats finished AAC play with a 15-3 record, the
second-most conference wins in school history behind
only the 1999-2000 squad that posted a perfect 16-0
record in Conference USA.

Cincinnati's 26-5 regular season mark gives the Bearcats
26 win in three of the past four seasons.

UC has recorded a 4-1 mark against Top 25 teams.
Cincinnati posted a 97-84 Senior Night win over No. 20
Memphis as the Bearcats starting seniors combined for 71
of the team’s 97 points. Kilpatrick notched a season-high
34 points while Titus Rubles poured in a career-high

24 points and Justin Jackson added 13 points and nine
rebounds.

Cincinnati finished 18-1 at Fifth Third Arena achieving the
second-most victories in the 25-year old facility’s history
(19in 1997-98).

Kilpatrick became only the second player in school history
to eclipse 2,000 career points when he tallied a game-
high 28 points against Louisville (Feb. 22).

Cronin moved into second place behind only Bob Huggins
(399) for most wins at Cincinnati when the Bearcats
claimed a 69-66 victory at Louisville on Jan. 30. He
entered the conference tournament with 161 wins at UC.
Cronin earned his 150th win at UC when the Bearcats
defeated Rutgers 71-51 on Jan. 11.

Jackson became the first player in the nation to earn
conference player of the week accolades for three
consecutive weeks (Dec. 23, Dec. 30 and Jan. 6). During
the stretch he averaged 15.3 points while shooting 61.9
percent from the field (39 of 63) to go with 9.7 rebounds,
4.3 blocks, 2.2 steals and 2.2 assists.

Titus Rubles put back a Kilpatrick miss with 4.2 seconds
left that gave UC a 44-43 win over Pittsburgh in the
Jimmy V Classic at Madison Square Garden on Dec. 17.
The victory snapped a two-game losing streak and set
the stage for a 15-game win streak from Dec. 17 through
Feb. 6.

The Bearcats won their first 11 conference games for the
first time since 2000.

UC head coach Mick Cronin was named a finalist for

the Henry Iba National Coach of the Year Award by the
United State Basketball Writers Association on March 6.
The winner will be announced on March 24. The award
winner will be formally presented his award at the Devon
Energy College Basketball Awards on Monday, April 14 in
Oklahoma City, Okla.

OTHER NOTABLES: With UC's win at Louisville on Jan. 30,
head coach Mick Cronin moved into sole possession of
second place for most wins at Cincinnati. Cronin now has
161 wins in eight seasons with the Bearcats. He moved
past George Smith (154-56 from 1953-1960) for second.

Bab Huggins (399-127 from 1990-2005) ranks first.

The Bearcats' 71-51win against Rutgers (Jan. 11) marked
the 150th win at Cincinnati for Cronin.

Cronin is only the second coach in UC history to post four
consecutive 20-win seasons, joining Bob Huggins (11 from
1992-2002).

This season Cronin has wins over three former NBA
coaches: Larry Brown (SMU/Denver/New Jersey/San
Antonio/L.A. Clippers/Indiana/Philadelphia/Detroit/N..
Knicks/Charlotte), Eddie Jordan (Rutgers/Philadelphia/
Washington/Sacramento) and Rick Pitino (Louisville/
N.Y. Knicks). Brown and Pitino also are members of the
Basketball Hall of Fame.

Cronin, who served as an associate head coach under
Pitino for two seasons (2002-03) at Louisville, is 5-7 as a
head coach against Pitino. Pitino’s other former assistant
coaches are a combined 5-28.

or younger. Cronin, who turned 42 in July, entered the
season with a career record of 204-124 (.622). Prior to the
2013-14 season, Cronin ranked ahead of Marquette’s Buzz
Williams (136-71: turned 42 in September); Auburn’s Tony
Barbee (117-111: turned 42 in August) and Memphis’ Josh
Pastner (106-34: turned 36 in September).

Cronin entered the year ranked fifth in the nation among
active coaches for most DI wins among coaches 45 or
younger and 19th among coaches younger than 50.

His 204 career wins prior to turning 42 ranked ahead of
some notable current and former coaches: Jim Calhoun
(had amassed 200 wins at 42); Denny Crum (186); Eddie
Sutton (176); John Wooden (128) and Roy Williams (103).

A prolific scorer and outstanding team leader who
possesses an unrivaled work ethic, senior guard Sean
Kilpatrick has been an important component of the
Cincinnati program since his arrival.

He has been a key aspect in the Bearcats return to the
national stage, playing in every game during his career
while helping Cincinnati to a 100-37 (.730) record

and three consecutive trips to the NCAA tournament
(including the 2012 NCAA Sweet 16) since the start of
2010-11.

After being named a unanimous first team All-American

(one of 15 players) and a semifinalist for the Naismith
Trophy (one of 10 players).

» He was one of 12 players nationally to be selected by
USA Basketball to compete in the 2013 World University
Games in Kazan, Russia this summer.

» On pace to graduate with a degree in criminal justice
this spring, Kilpatrick has made it a point to give back to
both the Cincinnati and White Plains, N.Y., community
during his collegiate career. He has visited patients at
the UC Children’s Hospital multiple times to encourage
and simply spend time with the sick. He has spoken
with elementary school children in Cincinnati and White
Plains, N.Y., about the importance of responsibility and
staying in school. Kilpatrick also has assisted incoming
freshmen move their belongings into campus dormitories
as part of the UC's Helping Hands program.

KILPATRICK’S RANKINGS (NATION/LEAGUE)

» |n NCAA statistics through March 6, Sean Kilpatrick was
seventh in career three-pointers made (302) and career
points (2,057) among active players. For the 2013-14
season, Kilpatrick ranked 15th in the nation in scoring
(624 points) and scoring average (20.8).

» Through the regular season, he leads the American in
scoring (20.9 points per game)and three-pointers made
(2.8 per game) and is third in free-throw shooting (84.4
percent).

KILPATRICK’S CHASE ON THE UC CHARTS

» Senior Sean Kilpatrick will close out his standout career at
Cincinnati among the school’s best in several categories.

» Kilpatrick became only the second player in school history
to eclipse 2,000 career points when he scored a game-
high 28 points against Louisville on Feb. 22. The legendary
Oscar Rabertson holds the school record for career points
with 2,973 from 1958-60.

» Kilpatrick is just the third UC player to score at least 500
points in three consecutive seasons. He scored 577 points
as a junior and 528 points as a sophomore. The only other
Bearcats to accomplish the feat are Oscar Robertson
(1,011 points in 1959-60; 984 points in 1957-58; and
978 points in 1958-59) and Danny Fortson (703 points
in 1996-97; 664 points in 1995-96 and 514 points in
1994-95).

» His 648 points this season rank ninth-most in a single
season at UC. With 17 more points he will move past
Danny Fortson (664 points in 1996) and Pat Cummings
(661in1979) for seventh place. Only four players at UC
have scored 700 points in a season.

» Kilpatrick is the 13th player in UC history to score 600 or
more points in a season and the first since Danny Fortson
tallied 703 points during the 1996-97 campaign.

» Kilpatrick's 306 career three-pointers are tied with Darnell
Burton (306 from 1994-97) for second most in school
history. Deonta Vaughn made 313 three-pointers from
2007-10. They are the only three players in program
history with 300 or more career three-pointers.

» The fifth-year senior has played in every UC game (137)
in his career (since 2010-11) and set the school record for

consecutive games played on Feb. 15 against Houston.
(Keith Gregor played in 131 consecutive games [1993-96].)
He is also two games shy of tying the school record for
career games played. (Cashmere Wright played in 139
games [2010-13].)

With 4,200 career minutes of action entering the
conference tournament, Kilpatrick is only the second
player in UC history to log as many as 4,000 career
minutes played. (Deonta Vaughn played 4,310 career
minutes [2007-10].)

Kilpatrick has scored 20 or more points in 18 games this
season, including season-high 34 points against Memphis
on Senior Night (March 6).

He has been the Bearcats' top scorer in 28 of 31 games
this season and in 70 games during his career.

He has scored in double figures in 63 of the last 67
games dating back to an 18-point effort against Florida
State in the third round of the 2012 NCAA tournament.
He has scored 10 or more points 107 times at UC.

JACKSON MOST IMPROVED PLAYER?

Senior forward Justin Jackson is enjoying his best season
at UC and continues to turn heads over his increased
production.

Jackson, who averaged 3.8 points, 5.1 rebounds and 1.4
blocks as a junior has increased his output this season,
averaging 11.0 points, 7.0 rebounds and 2.9 blocks.

The energetic and athletic Jackson is averaging career
highs in minutes played (26.8), points (11.0), rebounds
(7.0) and blocks (2.9). He is shooting his single-season
best from the field at 54.8 percent (143 of 261). He leads
UC in rebounding, blocks and steals (1.7).

He has seven doubles-doubles on the season.

His thunderous second-half dunk in the UMass Lowell
game was No. 4 on ESPN SportsCenter’s Top 10 on Nov. 26.
Always an active player, Jackson has hurdled into or over
the courtside fan seating area or media press row tables

on seven occasions this season. He also blew out a shoe in
the Chicago State game and took time out to mop the floor
during the Middle Tennessee contest.

Through March 6, Justin Jackson ranked 17th in the
nation in total blocks (88) and 20th in blocks per game
(2.93).

Jackson finished the regular season listed among the
American Athletic Conference leaders in blocks (first at
2.9), offensive rebounds (third at 3.2), field-goal shooting
(fifth at 54.8 percent), rebounds (fifth at 7.1) and steals
(t-fifth at 1.7).

He tied a career-high with seven blocks at No. 18
Memphis (Jan. 4) and against UCF (Jan. 23).

Jackson’s 209 career blocks rank fourth in school history
behind only Kenyon Martin (292 from 1997-2000), Eric
Hicks (256 from 2003-06) and Jason Maxiell (252 from
2002-05).

His 89 blocks this season rank fifth on UC's single-season
blocks chart.

He has recorded three or mare blocks in 17 of 31 games
this season.

»

Jackson became the first player in the nation to earn
conference player of the week distinction for three
consecutive weeks when the American tabbed UC's
forward with the award on Dec. 23, Dec. 30 and Jan. 6.
During the stretch Jackson averaged 15.3 points while
shooting 61.9 percent from the field (39 of 63) to go with
9.7 rebounds, 4.3 blocks, 2.2 steals and 2.2 assists.

He claimed American Athletic Conference Player of Week
honors initially on Dec. 23 after netting a game-high 12
points to go with nine rebounds against Pittsburgh (Dec.
17) and posted his third double-double of the season
with 16 points and 12 rebounds against Middle Tennessee
(Dec. 21).

He earned the award again the following week (Dec. 30)
after matching a career high with 19 points on 9-of-14
shooting and pulled down a career-best 13 rebounds

to with four blocks against Chicago State (Dec. 23) and
registered 15 points, 10 rebounds, four blocks and two
steals against Nebraska (Dec. 28).

Jackson claimed the award for a third consecutive time
after averaging 15.0 paints, 7.0 rebounds, 6.0 blacks, 3.0
steals, 2.5 assists and shot 57.9 percent from the field
(110 19) in wins over SMU and Memphis. He scored a
game-high 17 points, shooting 5 of 9 from the field and
making a career-best seven free throws to go with six
rebounds, five blocks and a career-best five steals in UC's
65-57 home win over SMU on Jan. 1. He then poured in 13
points on 6-0f-10 shooting to go with eight rebounds and
a career-high-tying seven blocks in UC's 63-53 win at No.
18 Memphis on Jan. 4.

He was named to the American Honor Roll on Nov. 25
after tallying 19 points, nine rebounds, five blocks and
three steals against Campbell (Nov. 20).

Like Jackson, senior forward Titus Rubles is enjoying his
best season as a Bearcat in 2013-14. He is averaging
career highs in minutes played (28.9), points (7.5) and
rebounds (6.7).

Rubles poured in a career-high 24 points on 9-of-13
shooting and a 6-of-6 effort from the foul line to go

with five rebounds against Memphis on UC's Senior Night
(March 6).

Rubles was fifth in the American in rebounding during
league action (74 per game). He grabbed a career-high 14
rebounds against Louisville on Feb. 22 and pulled down
a game-high 13 rebounds at UConn on March 1. He also
pulled down 10 or more rebounds in three consecutive
league games in mid-January and has claimed least six
rebounds in 13 of UC's last 17 contests.

Rubles is averaging 10.8 rebounds in the last four contests.
Rubles ranks among the league leaders in rebounds (ninth
at 6.7), steals (t-13th at 1.4) offensive rebounds (11th at
2.4) and defensive rebounds (seventh at 4.3) this year.
Rubles’ 43 steals rank second on the team while his

64 assists rank third.

Rubles’ follow basket with 4.2 seconds left helped

UC outlast Pittsburgh 44-43 in the Jimmy V Classic at
Madison Square Garden in New York City on Dec. 17.

He registered his first double-double of the season
against Temple (Jan. 14) with 13 points and 12 rebounds.
Rubles was named a team captain along with Sean
Kilpatrick and Justin Jackson in mid-November.
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GUYN GROWING AS POINT GUARD

» Starting point guard Ge'Lawn Guyn is continuing to grow
into a solid point guard for the Bearcats. The junior has
started every game for UC in his first season of consistent
minutes after backing up former Bearcats floor leader
Cashmere Wright the past two years.

» Guyn has had the most consistency of his career over the
past 11 games, averaging 5.0 points and 2.5 rebounds
while shooting 37.7 percent from the field (20 of 53) and
40.6 percent from beyond the arc (13 of 32).

» He has recorded 12 steals, and committed only 13
turnovers in 245 minutes during the stretch.

» Guyn has committed only one turnover in the past three
games (68 minutes of action).

» Guyn made at least one three-pointer in 13 of 18
conference games this season.

» Guyn handed out a season-high four assists with only one
turnover in a season-high 28 minutes against UConn on
Feb. 6.

CAUPAIN STEADY AT THE POINT

» Reserve freshman guard Troy Caupain is averaging 19.2
minutes off the bench for the Bearcats and is sixth on the
team in scoring at 5.6 points per game. He is shooting
34.5 percent from beyond the arc (19 of 55) and 771
percent from the free-throw line (54 of 70) this season.

» Caupain ranks second on the team with 73 assists this
season. He handed out a career-high nine assists with
only two turnovers in 24 minutes at Temple on Jan. 26.
It marked the most assists by a Bearcat in a game this
season. He dished out six assists with no turnovers at
UCF on Feb. 19.

» He had 45 assists with 22 turnovers in league play.

» He ranks second on the team in free-throw shooting and
tied for second in three-point shooting for the season.

SANDERS INCREASING HIS IMPACT

» Reserve junior forward Jermaine Sanders has become
a dependable contributor for the Bearcats over the last
21 games, averaging 6.5 points and 3.2 rebounds while
shooting 46.1 percent from the field (47 of 102) and 41.0
percent from three-point range (25 of 61). During the
stretch, he leads UC in three-point shooting and is fifth
in scoring.

» Sanders ranked 13th in the American in three-point
shooting at 38.1 percent (32 of 84) during the regular
season. He has made at least one three-pointer in 15 of
the last 20 games.

» Sanders registered his first career double-double with
career highs for points (14) and rebounds (15) against
Chicago State on Dec. 23.

» He s averaging career-high numbers for minutes (21.6),
points (5.9) and rebounds (3.2) this season.

MEMORABLE SEASON AT FIFTH THIRD ARENA

» UCearned 18 home wins this season, tying for the second
most single-season wins at Fifth Third Arena.

» The Bearcats won their first 17 home games this season
before suffering a 58-57 setback to then-No. 11 Louisville
on Feb. 22. It marked the most consecutive home wins to
start a season in arena history.

» The Louisville home loss snapped a 19-game home win
streak overall dating back to the final two home games of
last season.

» UC recorded sellouts (capacity 13,176) in each of its final

three home games of the season. It marked the first time
UC has posted three consecutive sellouts since the 2004-
05 campaign.

Cincinnati recorded its first sellout since the 2011-12
campaign against Houston (Feb. 15) with a capacity
crowd of 13,176. It marked the first sellout since a 60-56
win over then-No. 17 Louisville on Feb. 23, 2012.
Cincinnati has averaged 11,172 during league play this
season.

Fifth Third Arena, home of the Bearcats since the 1989-90
season, celebrated its 25th anniversary this season. UC's
Dec. 3rd contest against USC Upstate marked the 400th
game played in the facility.

UCis 339-73 (.823) all-time in the arena, including an
101-37 (.732) mark during the Mick Cronin coaching era.
The Bearcats finished the 2013-14 home slate 18-1at
home, tying for the second most single-season wins in
the arena since UC was 18-2 in 1993-94. The arena record
was set in 1997-98 (19-1).

COMMENTS ON CRONIN

CINCINNATI HEAD COACH MICK CRONIN

In his eighth season at his alma mater, Mick Cronin has returned
pride to the University of Cincinnati basketball program by restoring its
winning tradition with three consecutive trips to the NCAA tournament
and reclaiming its place as a national contender.

Though the process was anything but easy - with a roster that
included only one returning letterman when he arrived at UCin March
2006 - Cronin’s steadfast determination and loyalty for UC spearhead-
ed what could be considered one of the nation’s top rebuilding efforts.

Cincinnati was the only program from a major conference to improve
its win total every season from 2007 to 2011, building from 11 wins in
2007 to 26 victories and a return to the NCAA tournament in 2011. A
year later, the Bearcats won 26 games again while advancing to the
school’s first NCAA Sweet 16 appearance since 2001. UC made its third
consecutive NCAA tournament appearance last season as attendance
figures at UC's Fifth Third Arena climbed to their highest average of the
Cronin coaching era and a Top-50 national ranking.

A trip to the NCAA tournament in 2014 would make Cronin only the
second coach in school history to take the Bearcats to the Big Dance four
consecutive times (Bob Huggins sent 14 UC teams from 1992-2005).

Last season he earned his 200th career victory and enters the 2013-
14 campaign with a 204-124 overall record after 10 seasons. He owns a
135-100 mark after seven years at UC, ranking third in school history.
Cronin and UC reinforced their commitment to one another in April
2013 when the head coach signed a contract extension through the
2018 season.

TRACK RECORD OF SUCCESS

Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to UC after serving three
years as head coach at Murray State (2004-06). As mentor of the
Racers, Cronin compiled a 69-24 overall record while earning a pair of
NCAA tournament berths.

In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed Murray State
to a school-best 28-6 record, the Ohio Valley Conference tournament
championship, and an NCAA tournament appearance. His 28 wins are
the sixth most in NCAA history for a first-year head coach. He earned
0VC Coach of the Year honors two seasons later, guiding Murray State
to another OVC title, league tournament crown and NCAA tournament
appearance with a 24-6 mark in 2005-06.

Prior to earning a head coaching position, Cronin built a sterling
reputation for his ability to evaluate and recruit top talent. In his stint
at UC as an assistant coach for Bob Huggins from 1997-2001, Cronin

recruited several top players, including NBA Draft selections Steve Lo-
gan (Golden State); DerMarr Johnson (Atlanta); Pete Mickeal (Dallas);
Kenny Satterfield (Dallas); and Jason Maxiell (Detroit).

Following the 2000-01 season, Cronin became the associate head
coach and recruiting coordinator at Louisville, under Rick Pitino. In his
first year, Cronin helped attract a top-10 ranked recruiting class.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

Cronin’s passion for success on the court also carries over to the Cin-
cinnati community where he is committed to making a difference. He
currently serves as a board member of the American Cancer Society’s
Coaches vs. Cancer of Southwest Ohio chapter.

He also assists with a major fundraising event - Soul of the City
Soiree - for Our Daily Bread that has generated more than $100,000
each of the past two years to assist the soup kitchen located in the
Over-the-Rhine area of Cincinnati.

Cronin also annually speaks with the Young Executive Group of the
Catholic Inner-City Schools Education (CISE) Fund. The group raises
money from area corporations to help give children from low income
urban settings the opportunity to attend Catholic schools.

PATH TO COACHING

Cronin has long held great pride in the Queen City, the University
of Cincinnati and the sport of basketball. As a child growing up on the
west side of town, he used to follow his father, Harold “Hep” Cronin
-- a highly successful local high school coach with more than 400
career wins -- around the gyms of Cincinnati. A product of LaSalle High
School, Cronin had his playing career end sooner than expected due to
a knee injury in high school.

That didn't stop his desire to find his place in basketball. While
completing his undergraduate degree at UC, Cronin served as assistant
varsity coach and head junior varsity coach at Woodward High School.
He helped develop six players who went on to play Division | college
basketball, including former Bearcat Damon Flint, who ranks among
the top 25 scorers in program history.

Cronin made the jump from high school to college coaching during
the 1996-97 season joining Huggins as video coordinator for UC
basketball. A year later, Cronin was elevated to an assistant coach for
the Bearcats, setting the stage for his long tenure in college basketball.

Cronin resides in Cincinnati with his seven-year old daughter,
Samantha.
