Second Seed

The Temple win clinched the second
seed in the BIG EAST Champion-
ship for the Hoyas. GU will play in
the late game on Thursday in the
semifinals against the No. 3 seed.
The Hoyas still have a chance at the
share of the regular season title as
the final games wind down.

Coaching Record

With the win over Temple, Head
Coach Ricky Fried set the program
record for wins held by Kim Simons
at 114. Simons did it in nine seasons
and Fried is his 10th making it an
impressive feat for both.

Seniors

The class of nine has seen countless
successes both on and off the field.
As of senior day against Templ, the
group has compiled a record of 38-
31 as well as an impressive mark of
22-7 in BIG EAST Conference play as
of senior day. They have appeared in
four BIG EAST Tournaments including
the championship game in 2013 and
earned one NCAA Tournament bid.
Individually as of senior day, they
have combined for 460 games played
with 262 starts as well as 267 goals
and 80 assists for 347 total points.
They have tallied 279 draw controls
and on the defensive end managed
177 caused turnovers as well as 272
saves. They are an incredibly dedi-
cated class that has worked hard to
make Georgetown better for four on
the Hilltop.

Familiar Faces

The Hoyas had a familiar face on the
opposing sidelines. Former George-
town standout Jordy Kirr is in her
first year with the Golden Eagles.

Kirr left the program in 2011 as its
all-time leader in assists with 105,
ranks fourth in total points with 221
and 10th with 116 goals in 71 games
played. The Hoyas made a pair of
appearances in the NCAA Division |
Women’s Lacrosse Championship dur-
ing her tenure and claimed their first
BIG EAST tournament title in 2010.
Kirr earned All-BIG EAST Champion-
ship honors as a junior (2010) and
senior (2011) as well as IWLCA All-
South Region honors each of her four
seasons.

Close Calls

The Hoyas played three consecu-
tive one-goal games going 2-1 in the
stretch against three ranked oppo-
nents. They followed that up with
another one-goal, 11-10, overtime
decision against ranked Johns Hop-
kins. GU downed Princeton in OT,
17-16, and defeated Duke, 11-10,
but fell to Stanford in double over-
time, 11-10. The Louisville and Con-
necticut games were two more to the
list as GU fell, 14-13, to the Cards
and won, 11-10, to the Huskies.

Tewaaraton Watch List

Kelyn Freedman and Caroline Tarzian
were two of 51 student-athletes to
be named to the Tewaaraton Award
Watch List presented by Panama
Jack. This is Tarzian’s second nod to
the Tewaaraton Watch List and Freed-
man’s first. Tarzian was a nominee
a season ago. They were two of just
five players from the BIG EAST Con-
ference to earn a spot on the 2014
list.
