The University of Cincinnati men’s basketball team plays
its first American Athletic Conference road game of the
season Saturday when it travels to Greenville, N.C,, to take
on ECU. The game tips at 1 p.m. ET on (BS Sports Network
and 700 WLW.

Cincinnati (12-2, 1-0 AAC) is coming off a 93-61win over
Tulane in the league opener for both teams Wednesday at
Fifth Third Arena in Cincinnati. Jarron Cumberland posted
his sixth 20-point game of the season, scoring a game-
high 22 points with a trio of threes, a game-high seven re-
bounds and five assists. Justin Jenifer scored a career-high
18 points with four threes to go with five assists and no
turnovers. Cane Broome made a rare start and poured in
17 points on 6-o0f-7 shooting. Keith Williams added 10
points and a game-best three steals off the bench.

ECU (7-6, 0-1AAC) dropped its league opener Wednesday
in Dallas, falling 82-54 at SMU. Jayden Gardner led the
Pirates with 16 points and seven rebounds. Tyler Foster
added 11 points.

Cincinnati owns a 12-1 advantage in the series with ECU,
having won the last four meetings including the only
matchup between the schools last season, an 86-60 deci-
sion at BBET Arena in Highland Heights, Ky., on Jan. 20,
2018. The Bearcats are 5-1at ECU with the lone setback
coming by a 50-46 score on Feb. 1, 2015.

ECU had won three of its last four games before dropping
its AAC opener to SMU, 82-54, in Dallas on Wednesday.
Three players average double figures for the Pirates led
by forward Jayden Gardner (18.8 points, 8.6 rebounds).
Gardner ranks among the league leaders in scoring (2nd
at 18.8) and rebounds (2nd at 8.6). He entered the week
ranked seventh among all NCAA Division | freshmen in
scoring and sixth in rebounding.

Guard Shawn Williams (13.5 points, team-best 22
three-pointers) has scored in double figures in seven

of eight games since missing the first five games of the
season due to a violation of team rules.

Guard Seth LeDay (12.2 points, 6.8 rebounds) ranks
among AAC leaders in field goal percentage (7th at .550)
and rebounds (T9th at 6.8).

Guard Isaac Fleming (7.7 points, 3.5 assists) ranks among

The Bearcats won the only meeting between the teams
last season, earning an 86-60 victory on Jan. 20, 2018 at
BB&T Arena in Highland Heights, Ky. The venue served as
Cincinnati’s home during the 2017-18 campaign while Fifth
Third Arena underwent an $87 million renovation.
Cincinnati has won the last four meetings.

ECU's last win in the series came by a 50-46 result over
the Bearcats in Greenville on Feb. 1, 2015.

The two teams played six times while members of Confer-
ence USA. The series began with a 105-69 Cincinnati win
on Dec. 6, 1991in the Queen City.

LAST SEASON’S MEETING

CINCINNATI 86, ECU 60 - (JAN. 20, 2018)

Cincinnati extended the nation’s longest home-court win
streak to 36 games, wearing down ECU to post an 86-60
victory Saturday at BBGT Arena.

Jacob Evans Il and Kyle Washington scored 17 points
each while Gary Clark registered his third consecutive
double-double with 14 points and 14 rebounds. Jarron
Cumberland added 14 points for the Bearcats, who have
won 10 straight games.

Isaac Flemming and Shawn Williams netted 15 points
each to lead the Pirates.

ECU trailed UC 46-38 at halftime before the Bearcats
tightened their defense, allowing the Pirates to shot just
30 percent (9 of 30) from the field in the second half.
The Bearcats dominated inside, out-rebounding ECU
46-29 while outscoring the Pirates 50-24 in the paint. UC
scored 19 points off 15 ECU turnovers, recording 10 blocks
and nine steals.

CRONIN NEARING 350TH CAREER WIN

Cincinnati head coach Mick Cronin is closing in on his
350th career win. Now in his 16th season as a collegiate
head coach, Cronin owns a 349-166 (.678 win percent-
age) career mark.

Cronin compiled a 69-24 record in three seasons at Mur-
ray State (2004-06) and currently enjoys a 280-142 mark
in his 13th season at his alma mater (2007-present).
Cronin ranks second in Division | wins among coaches
under the age of 50 (behind only Sean Miller at Arizona
[378 wins through Jan. 2]).

Cronin’s 280 wins at Cincinnati are the second most in
program history behind only Bob Huggins (399 in 16
seasons [1990-2005]).

Cronin was named the Sporting News Coach of the Year
in 2017-18 as the Bearcats tied the school mark for wins
while posting a 31-5 overall mark, 16-2 AAC record and
winning the league regular-season and tournament
championships.

American Athletic Conference coaches predicted a
second-place finish for Cincinnati at AAC Media Day on
Monday, Oct. 15 in Philadelphia. The Bearcats received
107 points behind first-place UCF. The Knights garnered
a league-best 114 points and six first-place votes to UC's
three first-place votes. Houston finished third with 103
points and two first-place votes while Memphis took
fourth with 85 points and one first-place vote.

The predicted order of finish for the remaining teams in
the league follows: UConn (75 points), Temple (74), SMU

Cincinnati began defense of its 2017-18 American Athletic
Conference regular-season championship this week.

The Bearcats posted a 16-2 league mark and claimed the
league’s regular-season title outright with a thrilling 62-61
win over Wichita State on March 4, 2018 (regular-season
finale) in Wichita, Kan.

It marked Cincinnati’'s second AAC regular-season title in
the 5-year history of the league (shared with Louisville
in 2013-14).

Cincinnati last won back-to-back conference regular-sea-
son titles in 2001 and 2002.

» The Bearcats held opponents to 374 percent shooting
from the field, the lowest percentage in the Mick Cronin
coaching era and the lowest at Cincinnati since the 1961-
62 campaign (.369).

The Bearcats limited opponents to 57.5 points per game,
the second fewest of the Cronin era (55.8 in 2014-15) and
the second fewest since 1962-63 (52.9).

Led the nation in scoring margin (+16.7).

Gary Clark earned honorable mention All-America
honors from the Associated Press while claiming more
individual league honors than any player in the history of
The American - Player of the Year, American Championship
Tournament MVP, First Team (unanimous pick), Defensive
Player of the Year and the Sportsmanship Award ...
semifinalist for the Karl Malone Power Forward of the Year
Award ... selected to the Citizens Naismith Trophy Late
Season Team ... Oscar Robertson Trophy Watch List hon-
oree ...

Clark finished his career as one of only three players in
school history to record more than 1,400 points and 1,100
rebounds, along with program legends Oscar Robertson
and Jack Twyman. Clark finished 16th at Cincinnati in
scoring with 1,462 points and third in rebounds at 1,132.
Clark signed a two-way contract with the Houston Rock-
ets following the NBA draft. He later signed a three-year
deal with the organization on Dec. 6, 2018.

Jacob Evans Il was named First Team All-Conference, a
semifinalist for the Julius Erving Small Forward of the Year
and tabbed a John Wooden Award Watch List honoree.
Evans, who decided to forgo his senior season to play in
the NBA following the 2017-18 campaign, finished his
career with 1,233 points to rank in 31st place among UC's
top scorers all-time.

Evans shot 37.7 percent (174 of 462) from three-point
range for his career, ranking fifth best in school history.
Evans was selected by Golden State in the first round
(28th pick) of the 2018 NBA draft.

Kyle Washington was named Honorable Mention All-Con-
ference by the league’s coaches and was selected to the
American Championship All-Tournament Team ... named
the Lute Olson Award National Player of the Week after
pouring in 19 points on 7-of-11 shooting with four steals
at UCLA (12/16) ... hit the game-tying three-pointer with
574 seconds left against Houston (3/11) in the title game
of the American Championship.

» Washington is currently playing professionally in Turkey.

LAST GAME RECAP: CINCINNATI 93, TULANE 61
» CINCINNATI -- Jarron Cumberland scored a game-high
22 points, Justin Jenifer added a career-high 18 and the
Bearcats opened defense of their American Athletic
Conference championship with a no-doubt 93-61win over
the Green Wave on Wednesday.
Cane Broome, in just his third start of the season, also
reached double figures with 17 points and Rashawn
Fredericks finished with nine for Cincinnati (12-2 1-0),
which has won three straight games after a 70-59 loss at
then-No. 18 Mississippi State.
Besides going 6-for-7 from the field, including 4-for-5 on
3-pointers, the efficient Jenifer turned in a team-high five
assists without committing a turnover. The senior guard
went into the game with a nation’s-best turnover-to-as-
sist ratio, 8.8-to-1.
Jordan Cornish scored 19 points and Caleb Daniels added
16 to lead Tulane (4-9, 1-0), which is on a three-game
losing streak.

» The Bearcats took control with a 15-1 run that left them
leading, 32-15, with 10:51 left in the first half. Fredericks
capped the surge with a pair of 3-point shots, one from
each corner. Broome contributed five points to the run.

» The Bearcats tied their season low with just five turn-
overs.

TIP INS

With the victory over Tulane on Wednesday, Cincinnati
earned its 1,800th win in program history. The Bearcats
rank 14th nationally in all-time wins. Arizona entered play
Thursday ranked 13th with 1,805 wins.

After defeating Tulane, Cincinnati improved to 25-4 in
conference openers since 1990 (start of the Bob Huggins
coaching era) and 10-3 league lid lifters during the Mick
Cronin coaching era, having won nine of its last 10. The
Bearcats are 5-1in AAC openers.

Cincinnati is 19-6 (.760) in true road games and 31-11
(.738) in all non-home games (road and neutral site)
since the start of the 2016-17 season. The Bearcats had
won their last three true road games before losing at
Mississippi State (70-59) earlier this season.

The Bearcats won eight of their nine league road games
last season with the lone exception coming at Houston
(67-62 loss on Feb. 15, 2018). UC is 15-3 in league road
game since the start of 2016-17.

Entering Thursday, UC ranked among the nation’s leaders
in 10 categories: scoring defense (7th at 58.2), fewest
turnovers per game (12th at 10.4), assist-to-turnover ratio
(18th at 1.49), scoring margin (20th at +17.), field goal
percentage defense (23rd at .385), total blocks (23rd at
69), turnover margin (24th at +4.4), fewest total turnovers
(25th at 146), rebound margin (31st at +7.1) and blocked
shots/game (31st at 4.9).

AAC PLAYER OF THE WEEK

» Cincinnati’s Jarron Cumberland became the first AAC
player to earn Player of the Week accolades for a second
time this season when he received the honor on Dec. 24.

» He averaged a team-high 18.5 points, made eight
three-pointers, shot 61.5 percent (8 of 13) from three-
point range and 52.0 percent (13 of 25) from the field with
3.5 rebounds and 2.5 steals in a 2-0 week.

» Cumberland registered his fifth 20-point game of
2018-19, pouring in a game-high 25 points in Cincinnati’s
93-64 victory over UCLA on Wednesday, Dec. 19. He
shot 9 of 17 from the field against the Bruins with four
three-pointers, five rebounds and two steals. He tallied
12 points with four three-pointers against South Carolina
State on Saturday, Dec. 22.

» Cumberland earned the same honor earlier this season
on Nov. 26 after averaging a team-high 21.0 points, while
hitting seven three-pointers and making 20 of 23 free
throws, to help lead Cincinnati to three wins and the
Emerald Coast Classic championship.

» Cumberland was named the tournament’s most valuable
player after he scored a game-high 25 points thanks in
part to a career-high 13 of 14 free throws, in Cincinnati's
71-57 win over Ole Miss in the championship game on
Saturday, Nov. 24 in Niceville, Fla.

IT STARTS WITH DEFENSE & REBOUNDING

» Cincinnati entered Thursday ranked among the nation’s
leaders in several defensive categories: scoring defense
(7th at 58.2), field goal percentage defense (23rd at .385),
total blocks (23rd at 69), rebound margin (31st at +7.) and
blocked shots/game (31st at 4.9).

Cincinnati has out-rebounded the opposition in 12 of 14
games this season with the lone exceptions coming at
UNLV (12/1) and at then-No. 18 Mississippi State (12/19).

The 2018-19 Bearcats are gaining experience and a
greater comfort level with every game as players step into
greater levels of responsibility and leadership this season.
UC returns two starters and 11 lettermen from 2017-18,
but those with quality experience are hard to find.

Only two Bearcats who started the 2018-19 season opener
against Ohio State entered the game with more than three
career starts at Cincinnati - junior guard Jarron Cumberland
(36 starts) and senior guard Justin Jenifer (33).

Among the 13 scholarship players on the 2018-19 team
only five players had averaged 12 or more minutes of ac-
tion in a season at the Division | level prior to this season:
senior guard Cane Broome (three seasons of 20 minutes/
game or more [two at Sacred Heart]), junior guard Jarron
Cumberland (two seasons of 19 minutes/game or more),
senior guard Justin Jenifer (two seasons of 12 minutes/
game or more), sophomore guard Trevor Moore (averaged
11.9 minutes last season) and junior forward Trevon Scott
(averaged 12.5 minutes last season).

After playing behind forward Gary Clark (now with the
Houston Rockets), guard Jacob Evans Il (now with the
Golden State Warriors) and forward Kyle Washington
(now playing professionally in Turkey), players such as
redshirt junior forward Trevon Scott, junior center Nysier
Brooks and sophomore guard Keith Williams are logging
the most minutes of their careers this season.

Even junior guard Jarron Cumberland is gaining comfort in
the role of top scoring option in 2018-19 after ranking as
the team’s third-leading scorer last season.

Scott made the first start of his career against Ohio State
(11/7/18). He averaged 11.3 minutes of play for his career
entering the season. He is averaging a team-high 28.4
minutes in 2018-19.

Brooks made only his third career start against Chio
State (11/7/18). He has started every game this season,
averaging 20.8 minutes per game. He entered the season
averaging 9.1 minutes per game for his career.

Williams made his first career start against North Carolina
Central (11/13), scoring a team-high 15 points. He has
started 12 of the 13 games since, averaging 10.9 points
(second on the team) in 23.3 minutes this season.

GOOD EFFORT IN CROSSTOWN SHOOTOUT: Cumberland
scored a game-high 19 points on 7-of-15 shooting with a
trio of threes, four rebounds, four assists and two steals

in 37 minutes against Xavier (12/8) in the Skyline Chili
Crosstown Shootout.

2018 EMERALD COAST CLASSIC MVP: Cumberland was
named the Emerald Coast Classic MVP and the AAC Player
of the Week after he scored a game-high 25 points making
a career-high 13 of 14 free throws, in Cincinnati's 71-57 win
over Ole Miss (11/24). He tallied 11 points, six rebounds,
three steals and two blocks against George Mason (11/23).
Prior to the trip to Florida, he matched his career-high with
27 points (11-19 FGs, 4-7 3FGs, six assists) in 32 minutes
against Western Michigan (11/19). He poured in 22 points
(7-17 FGs, 3-7 3FGs) in 23 minutes against Ohio State
(11/7) in the season opener. He missed most of the first
half due to foul trouble.

CLOSING IN ON 1,000 CAREER POINTS: Cumberland en-
ters AAC play with 939 points, needing 61 more points to
become the 53rd member of Cincinnati’s 1,000 point club.
Cumberland would become the ninth Bearcat to join the
club during the Cronin coaching era, joining Sean Kilpatrick
(2nd at 2,145 points), Deonta Vaughn (4th at 1,885), Yancy
Gates (15th at 1485), Troy Caupain and Cashmere Wright
(T22nd at 1,317), Dion Dixon (25th at 1,281), Gary Clark
(16th at 1,462) and Jacob Evans IIl (31st at 1,233).
2017-18 SEASON NOTES: In his first season as a starter,
Cumberland scored in double figures in 22 contests, includ-
ing 11 league games. He made at least one three-pointer in
28 of 36 games, including 15 of 18 conference contests. His
60 three-pointers during the season tied Jacob Evans IlI
for the team-high honors.

TOP PERFORMANCE: Cumberland scored a career-high 27
points with four three-pointers against Georgia State in
the first round of the NCAA Tournament (3/16/18).

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NEWLY RENOVATED FIFTH THIRD ARENA REOPENS

After a 20-month, privately-funded $87-million renovation, Fifth Third Arena reopens in 2018-19 as the latest marker
in the continued growth of University of Cincinnati basketball.

One of the winningest programs in the nation which boasts some of the most iconic players in the game now calls this
amazing on-campus facility home.

“I think reopening the arena will be an emotional moment for many people who have put so much time into the
basketball program - whether it's Oscar Robertson or Kenyon Martin, Jack Twyman’s family who still live in Cincinnati -
to see all the years of our success culminate into having maybe the best on-campus arena in the country,” UC head coach
Mick Cronin said.

Improvements to the new-look, 12,012-seat, arena include two 360-degree concourses with court-centric seating,
new club seats, loge boxes and premium suites. The Arena Club, Champions Club and the Mercedes-Benz Courtside Club
provide entertainment options for fans. State-of-the-art videoboards and ribbon boards raise the gameday experience to
a new level while increased points-of-sale for concessions feature food options from some of Cincinnati’s most famous
restaurants.

New student-athlete amenities include new locker rooms, a film room, a hydrotherapy room and the Margaret K.
Valentine Classroom creates more learning environments for the University.

What isn't expected to change though is the thrilling environment on game day featuring loud and intimidating
student sections along both baselines and passionate, determined play on the court.

During its history, the arena has welcomed more than 4.8 million fans and witnessed the Bearcats achieve a 385-79
home record (.830 win percentage) since the first men’s basketball game on Nov. 25, 1989.

Originally tabbed the Myrl H. Shoemaker Center, it was named after the former Ohio lieutenant governor who was
instrumental in securing state funding for the building while he was chairman of the Ohio House Finance Appropriations
Committee. Shoemaker died in 1985.

Affectionately known as “The Shoe,” the arena was renamed Fifth Third Arena at Myrl H. Shoemaker Center in 2004 in
recognition of Fifth Third Bank’s support of the Varsity Village facilities enhancement project. Fifth Third Bank remains a
valued long-term campus-wide partner on numerous initiatives.

In 2002, the floor was named Ed Jucker Court in honor of the head coach who led Cincinnati to its two national titles
in 1961 and 1962.

NEW ARENA FEATURES

» Renovation of the building facade, entries and plazas, including the addition of an outdoor videoboard

» Two 360-degree concourses and permanent lower bowl with court-centric seating and new chairback seating

» New hospitality areas, including main and upper level concourse bars available to all fans and the addition of three exclusive
clubs - the Arena Club, the Champions Club and the Mercedes-Benz Courstide Club

The following season, the Bearcats will
travel to Knoxville, Tennessee, to battle the Volunteers on
Dec. 12, 2020 at Thompson-Boling Arena.

In early December, it also was announced that Cincinnati
will play lowa in the Chicago Legends event on Dec. 21,
2019 at the United Center. The matchup is part of a dou-
bleheader that also features Dayton playing Colorado.

SAMARI CURTIS SIGNS WITH UC

Samari Curtis signed a national letter of intent on
Wednesday, Nov. 14, to attend the University of Cincinnati
and play basketball for the Bearcats beginning with the
2019-2020 season.

Curtis, a 6-foot-4, 185-pound guard from Xenia, Ohio,
averaged 30.4 points, 5.2 assists and 5.1 rebounds while
shooting 49.7 percent (166 of 334) from the field as a
junior at Xenia High School in 2017-18. It marked the
second consecutive season Curtis led the Greater Western
Ohio Conference (GWOC) in scoring after averaging 24.1
points as a sophomore.

A four-star prospect according to 247Sports.com, Curtis

is listed as the fourth-best player in Ohio and ranked
124th nationally. Rivals.com lists him among their Top 150
players in the Class of 2019.

“Samari is a tremendous recruit for our program,” Cronin
said. “He is a tough, hard-nosed player, who could score
over 2,000 points by the end of his high school career.

He can pass, score and defend with toughness. | love

his competitive spirit. Much like Jarron Cumberland, it is
always great to add a player to our program that has been
the best in southern Ohio for his entire career.”

A two-time All-GWOC selection and District 9 honoree,
Curtis was named All-Ohio Third Team for Division | in
2017-18 by the Ohio Prep Sportswriters Assaciation
(OPSWA). The same group tabbed him as an honorable
mention selection in 2016-17.

Curtis enters his final campaign at Xenia in 2018-19
ranked second in career points (1,293), needing 109 more
for the school record.

After a 20-month, privately funded $87-million renova-
tion Fifth Third Arena reopens in 2018-19.

A record of more than 9,000 season tickets have been
sold for the 2018-19 campaign.

The Bearcats played their 2017-18 home schedule at
BB&T Arena (9,400 capacity) on the campus of Northern
Kentucky University in Highland Heights, Ky. It marked the
first time the Bearcats played their home games off cam-
pus since the 1988-89 season when Cincinnati Gardens
served as UC's host venue.

The Bearcats have registered a 394-80 record (.831win
percentage), making 21 NCAA appearances, six Sweet 16
appearances and one Final Four appearance while winning
1 conference titles, since the arena opened for the
1989-90 campaign.

UC recorded its fourth undefeated home season (18-0)

in 2016-17.

The Cincinnati native and UC alumnus leads the nation

in Division | wins (349) and total NCAA Tournament ap-
pearances (nine) among active coaches his age (47-years
old) or younger and ranks second in Division | wins among
active coaches under the age of 50.

Cronin earned his 250th win at Cincinnati against Temple
(1/4/18) and his 300th career win against Tulsa (2/18/17).
Cronin owns a 349-166 career record in his 16th season
overall. He is 280-142 mark in his 13th season at his
alma mater. He posted a 69-24 mark in three seasons as
head coach at Murray State from 2004-2006.

He was named the 2014 American Athletic Conference
Coach of the Year after guiding the Bearcats to a share of
the league’s regular-season title (with Louisville).
Cronin’s 280 wins in 12-plus seasons at Cincinnati rank
as the second most in school history, behind only Bob
Huggins (399 wins in 16 seasons [1990-2005]).

2018-19 CINCINNATI BASKETBALL

Mick Cronin's tenure as head basketball coach at the University of Cincinnati has
seen the rebirth of the Bearcats, rising from a program that featured only one
returning scholarship player when he arrived in 2006-07 to one that recorded the first
back-to-back 30-win seasons in school history (2016-17 and 2017-18); claimed the
2018 American Athletic Conference regular-season and tournament championships;
made its eighth consecutive appearance in the NCAA Tournament and returns to an
$87-million newly renovated Fifth Third Arena in 2018-19.

Cronin is one of six coaches in the nation to take his team to the NCAA Tournament
each of the past eight seasons, along with Mark Few (Gonzaga), Tom Izzo (Michigan
State), Mike Krzyzewski (Duke), Bill Self (Kansas) and Roy Williams (North Carolina).

Cronin was named the 2018 Sporting News Coach of the Year and a semifinalist for
the Naismith Trophy National Coach of the Year Award last season.

The Cincinnati native and UC alumnus leads the nation in Division | wins (349)
and total NCAA Tournament appearances (10) among active coaches his age
(47-years old) or younger and ranks second in Division | wins among active coaches
under the age of 50.

Built on toughness, tenacious defense and continuous all-out effort, Cronin’s
Bearcats rank as one of two programs (along with Virginia) to be listed among the
nation’s top 25 in scoring defense each of the past six seasons. You can also find
Cincinnati's name listed among the top 25 teams in field-goal percentage defense and
blocks per game every year since 2012-13.

Cronin has guided Cincinnati to two AAC regular season titles (2013-14 and
2017-18) in the five-year history of the league and directed the Bearcats to the 2018
American Championship - UC's first conference tournament title since 2004.

At Murray State from 2004-2006, Cronin guided the Racers to two Ohio Valley
Conference tournament titles and one regular-season crown while receiving OVC
Coach of the Year distinction in 2006.

Along with his three seasons in Murray, Cronin has compiled a 349-166 career
record in 15 years as a college head coach, including a 280-142 mark at Cincinnati.

Cronin’s rebuilding job at Cincinnati began immediately when his first squad
featured only one returning starter for the 2006-07 campaign. He tirelessly went to
work setting the culture necessary to building long-term success while competing
within arguably the sport’s toughest league - the old BIG EAST Conference.

Despite the surroundings, Cincinnati began the retooling process, becoming the
only program from a major conference to improve its win total every season from
2007 to 2011, building from 11 wins in 2007 to 26 victories and a return to the NCAA
Tournament in 2011.

Now a fixture at the Big Dance, Cincinnati can include itself among an elite list
of six programs appearing in eight consecutive NCAA Tournaments, along with Duke,
Gonzaga, Kansas, Michigan State and North Carolina.

EIGHT CONSECUTIVE TRIPS TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT

2017-18: Cincinnati matched the school record for wins while posting a 31-5 overall
record, marking the first time in program history the Bearcats posted 30 or more wins
in back-to-back seasons. The Bearcats won their first outright regular-season league
title since 2002 and their first conference tournament title since 2004. UC won 16
consecutive games and climbed to No. 5 in Associated Press poll while making its
eighth consecutive appearance in the NCAA Tournament. Gary Clark won Associated
Press honorable mention honors along with the American Athletic Conference Player
of the Year, Defensive Player of the Year, American Championship Most Valuable Player
and Sportsmanship awards. Clark and Jacob Evans Il were tabbed AAC first team
selections while Kyle Washington received honorable mention all-league accolades.
2016-17: Cincinnati achieved a 30-6 overall record, marking the second time in
program history the Bearcats posted 30 wins in a season. UC advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament and tied the school record for league victories (16-2)
while finishing second in the American Athletic Conference. The Bearcats also posted
an 18-0 home record, the fourth undefeated season at Fifth Third Arena and were
ranked in the national polls for 15 weeks during the season, a Cronin-era record high.
The UC head coach also achieved a personal milestone, registering his 300th career
victory against Tulsa on Feb. 18.

2015-16: Cincinnati won 11 of its final 15 games of the regular season, including a
61-54 win over then-No. 24 SMU, to register its sixth consecutive NCAA Tournament
appearance. Junior Troy Caupain received first team all-conference accolades while
sophomore Gary Clark was named the league’s defensive player of the year and
second-team all-conference honoree. The Bearcats finished 22-11 overall and tied for
third in the league with a 12-6 mark.

2014-15: A young, inexperienced group of newcomers and role players overcame the
loss of its head coach due to health reasons and banded together to register a 23-11
mark and achieve the program’s first second-round NCAA Tournament appearance
since 2012. UC finished third in the conference but swept league-winner SMU and reg-
istered a victory at second-place Tulsa (in the only meeting between the schools) to
secure the school's fifth consecutive NCAA Tournament invite. The Bearcats outlasted
Purdue 66-65 in overtime in the first round of the NCAA Tournament before falling to
previously unbeaten Kentucky, 64-51.

2013-14: Cincinnati won a share of the inaugural American Athletic Conference
regular-season crown, the program’s first conference title since 2003-04, behind the
efforts of AP All-American Sean Kilpatrick and league defensive player of the year
Justin Jackson. Kilpatrick led The American with 20.6 points per game and Cronin was

named The American’s Coach of the Year in leading UC to a 27-7 record - its most wins
since 2001-02. The Bearcats strung together 15 consecutive wins, including their first
11league games. UC was listed among the top 15 teams in the AP poll during each of
the last eight weeks of the regular season, climbing as high as seventh.

2012-13: Senior Cashmere Wright fought through nagging injuries and, along with
fellow senior JaQuon Parker and junior Sean Kilpatrick, helped lead the Bearcats to
a22-12 overall record and third consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance. Wright
finished his career as UC’s all-time steals leader (198) and Cronin claimed his 200th
career coaching win. The Bearcats ranked sixth nationally with 6.1 blocks per game.
2011-12: Cincinnati advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16, registered 26 wins for the second
consecutive season and defeated a school-record eight nationally ranked teams, in-
cluding No. 2 Syracuse in the semifinals of the BIG EAST Championship. The Bearcats
posted a school-record 12 wins in the BIG EAST en route to tying for fourth place in
the league standings and finishing as runners up in the league tournament. Yancy
Gates capped off his career as one of only six players in program history to compile
more than 1,400 points and 900 rebounds. The Bearcats outlasted Texas and Florida
State before falling to Ohio State in the NCAA Tournament regional semifinals.
2010-11: Cincinnati won its first 15 games of the season and closed strong with five
victories in its last six regular-season contests to secure its first NCAA Tournament
appearance since 2005. Yancy Gates led the Bearcats with 11.9 points and 6.9 re-
bounds and Sean Kilpatrick was named to the BIG EAST All-Rookie team. UC defeated
Missouri 78-63 before falling to eventual national champion UConn 63-58 in the
second round of the NCAA Tournament. The Bearcats finished 26-9 overall.

PRIOR TO CINCINNATI

Success seems to follow Cronin, who came to Cincinnati after serving three years
as head coach at Murray State (2004-06). As mentor of the Racers, Cronin compiled a
69-24 overall record while earning a pair of NCAA Tournament berths.

In his debut season as head coach, Cronin directed Murray State to a school-best
28-6 record, the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament championship and an NCAA Tour-
nament appearance. His 28 wins were the sixth most in NCAA history for a first-year
head coach at the time. He earned OVC Coach of the Year honors two seasons later,
guiding Murray State to another OVC regular-season title, league tournament crown
and NCAA Tournament appearance with a 24-6 mark in 2005-06.

Prior to Murray State, Cronin built a sterling reputation for his ability to evaluate
and recruit top talent. In his stint at UC as an assistant coach for Bob Huggins from
1997-2001, Cronin recruited several top players, including NBA Draft selections Steve
Logan (Golden State); DerMarr Johnson (Atlanta); Pete Mickeal (Dallas); Kenny
Satterfield (Dallas); and Jason Maxiell (Detroit).

Following the 2000-01 season, Cronin became the associate head coach and
recruiting coordinator at Louisville, under Rick Pitino. In his first year, Cronin helped
attract a top-10 ranked recruiting class.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

Cronin’s passion for success on the court also carries over to the local community
where he is committed to making a difference. He currently serves as a board
member on both the American Cancer Society in Cincinnati and the ACS's Coaches vs.
Cancer program.

He also assists with a major fundraising event - Soul of the City Soiree - for Our
Daily Bread that has generated more than $100,000 multiple times to assist the soup
kitchen and community center in Cincinnati.

Cronin also annually speaks with the Young Executive Group of the Catholic
Inner-City Schools Education (CISE) Fund. The group raises money from area corpora-
tions to help give children from low income urban settings the opportunity to attend
Catholic schools.

During the 2013-14 season, Cronin also wrote a column in the Cincinnati Enquirer
highlighting the dangers of texting while driving as part of the AT&T sponsored “It Can
Wait” campaign. He spotlighted the campaign again during an on-campus awareness
event in October 2014.

PATH TO COACHING

Cronin has long held great pride in the Queen City, the University of Cincinnati and
the sport of basketball. As a child growing up on the west side of town, he used to
follow his father Harold “Hep” Cronin -- a highly successful local high school coach
with more than 400 career wins -- around the gyms of Cincinnati. A product of
LaSalle High School, Cronin had his playing career end sooner than expected due to a
knee injury in high school.

That didn't stop his desire to find his place in basketball. While completing his
undergraduate degree at UC, Cronin served as assistant varsity coach and head junior
varsity coach at Woodward High School. He helped develop six players who went on
to play Division | college basketball, including former Bearcat Damon Flint, who ranks
among the top 25 scorers in program history.

Cronin made the jump from high school to college coaching during the 1996-97
season joining Huggins as video coordinator at UC. A year later, Cronin was elevated
to an assistant coach for the Bearcats, setting the stage for his long tenure in college
basketball.

Cronin resides in Cincinnati with his 12-year old daughter, Samantha.
