TOWSON BEGINS 2024 CAMPAIGN AT CINCINNATI
Towson begins the 2024 season with a challenge against an FBS 
opponent, playing at Cincinnati on Saturday, August 31 at 2:30 
p.m.

Towson, entering the second season under head coach Pete 
Shinnick, finished 5-6 overall and 4-4 in Coastal Athletic Associa-
tion play in 2023.  Cincinnati, which joined the Big 12 Confer-
ence in 2023, went 3-9 overall and 1-8 in the league in its first 
season under head coach Scott Satterfield. 

This is the first all-time meeting between Towson and Cincinnati.  
Towson last played a Big 12 opponent in 2022 with a defeat at 
West Virginia on Sept. 17.  Cincinnati last played an FCS oppo-
nent in 2022 with a victory vs. Kennesaw State.

This is Towson's first trip to the state of Ohio since the 2012 sea-
son opener, where the Tigers fell at Kent State.  All-time in games 
in the state of Ohio, Towson is 1-6, including games at Ashland, 
Central State, Dayton, Kent State and Youngstown State.  Its lone 
win was a 21-15 victory at Ashland on Oct. 27, 1979.

In 2023, the Tigers earned two road wins over then top-15 pro-
grams New Hampshire and William & Mary en route to 4-4 in CAA play 
and 5-6 overall.  Towson retained its entire coaching staff from 2023.

	 Towson has had five head coaches in program history: Carl Runk 
(1969-71), Phil Albert (1972-91), Gordy Combs (1992-2008), Rob 
Ambrose (2009-22) and Pete Shinnick (2023-pres.).

RUNYON - PRESEASON ALL-AMERICAN
	 Carter Runyon has been honored as a FCS Preseason All-American 
by each STATS Perform (First Team) and FCS Football Central (Second 
Team).  Runyon has also been named to the watch list for the Reese's 
Senior Bowl and the Shrine Bowl 1000.

	 The first-ever Towson DI tight end to earn All-America honors in 
2023, being Second Team by the Associated Press, Runyon led all CAA 
tight ends in receiving yards with 549 in 2023. He also led Towson 
with 43 catches and four receiving touchdowns.

	 He is a three-time all-league honoree, including 2023 All-CAA First 
Team with Towson.  At Shenandoah, he twice was All-ODAC: 2022 
Second Team at tight end and 2021 Third Team at offensive line.

50TH ANNIVERSARY OF UNDEFEATED 1974 TIGERS
	 This year marks the 50th anniversary of Towson State College's 
(TSC) undefeated 1974 team.  The Tigers went 10-0 that year in DIII 
under head coach Phil Albert, including two shutouts.

	 TSC allowed just 9.7 points per game and 190.3 yards a contest 
that year, with opponents averaging 3.3 yards per offensive play led 
by Joe Kelly (78 tackles), John Carmichael (66 tackles, 3 INT) and Billy 
Mills (39 tackles, 5 INT).  On offense, Dan Dullea led DIII with a 61% 
completion rate for 1,861 yards and 18 touchdowns.

Baltimore native Pete Shinnick, who guided the University of West Florida (UWF) to 
a Division II national championship in 2019 and playoff appearances in four of the 
last five seasons played, was named Towson University’s head football coach on 
December 11, 2022.

The son of former Baltimore Colts linebacker Don Shinnick, Pete Shinnick is 164-73 
(.692 winning percentage) all-time as a college head coach, spanning 20 sea-
sons with stops at West Florida, UNC Pembroke and Azusa Pacific. He has earned 
Division II National Coach of the Year twice and is Towson's fifth head coach in its 
history.

In his first year at Towson, the Tigers defeated each of the Coastal Athletic Asso-
ciation (CAA) preseason favorites on the road with a 54-51 overtime win at then 
#14/17 New Hampshire and a 34-24 comeback victory at then-#13 William & 
Mary.  Towson finished 5-6 overall, including a 4-1 road record against FCS teams, 
and a 4-4 CAA slate.  Eight Tigers were recognized in the All-CAA awards, including 
Carter Runyon being the program's first-ever Division I All-American tight end, being 
Second Team by the Associated Press and STATS Perform.

Shinnick came to West Florida in 2014 as the school’s first football head coach. 
Two years later, the Argonauts won five games in their inaugural season. In 2017, 
the Argos went 11-4 and advanced to the national championship game in just their 
second season of competition. Shinnick earned the first of two National Coach of 
the Year awards.
 
Two years later, UWF went 13-2 and defeated three number one seeds and four-
consecutive undefeated teams to win the national title. Shinnick was named the 
National Coach of the Year for the second time in three seasons while quarterback 
Austin Reed earned National Freshman of the Year honors after throwing for 4,089 
yards and 40 touchdowns.  After not playing in 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandem-
ic, West Florida earned playoff berths the last two seasons. The Argos went 12-2 
in 2022, losing in the national semifinals to Ferris State. His overall record at UWF 
was 56-21.

Shinnick was hired at UNC Pembroke in 2006 to bring football back to the uni-
versity after an absence of more than 50 years. He built the Braves into a nation-
ally ranked Division II team and finished with a 50-24 record over seven seasons 
(2007-13). The 2013 squad was ranked as high as No. 8 in the American Football 
Coaches Association national poll.
 
Shinnick’s first head coaching position was at Azusa Pacific (1999-2005). In seven 
years, his teams were 53-22 and advanced to two national NAIA semifinals. Azusa 
Pacific set a total of 77 school records under his watch as the Cougars appeared in 
the NAIA top 25 rankings 48 consecutive times and 75 out of 86 weeks during his 
tenure.

Shinnick began his coaching career at Richmond in 1988 and had stops at Ar-
kansas (1989), Clemson (1990-91), Oregon State (1992-93), Northern Michigan 
(1994), St. Cloud State (1995-97) and Humboldt State (1998).  He graduated with 
a bachelor’s degree in business from the University of Colorado in 1988. Shinnick 
appeared in 21 games for Buffaloes as an offensive lineman, including the 1985 
Freedom Bowl and the 1986 Bluebonnet Bowl. He earned his master’s degree in 
guidance and counseling from Clemson in 1992.

Pete Shinnick was born in 1965, at Baltimore’s MedStar Union Memorial Hospital. 
His father, Don Shinnick, played 13 seasons at linebacker for the Baltimore Colts 
(1957-69). The elder Shinnick helped the Colts to the 1958 and 1959 NFL champi-
onships and played in Super Bowl III.
