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Final exams will take place from Saturday, April 20th to Thursday, April 25th.  

• For in-season sports, daily and weekly CARA hour limitations apply during the final exam period. 

• For out-of-season sports other than football, CARA is prohibited for the week prior to exams (April 13th - 
19th), and during the exam period. 

The NCAA has released transfer data for Division I institutions for the 2020-2021, 2021- 2022, and 2022-2023 
academic years. 

• May 2023 had the highest amount of athletes hit the transfer portal out of all three years with 4,153 
transfers, compared to April 2022 with 3,105 transfers, and April 2021 with 2,788 transfers.  

• 65% of successful Division I transfer portal entrants transferred to another Division I institution on 
financial aid.  

• In 2023, 57% of athletes reported enrolling at a new NCAA member school, while 35% remain “Active”or 
are still exploring transfer options, transferred to a non-NCAA school, or left their sport, and 8% withdrew 
from the transfer portal.  

Exam Week Reminder 

On April 1st, PSAs planning to enroll fall 2024 can begin requesting final amateurism in their  
EC accounts. 

On May 1st, school guidance counselors may begin uploading proof of graduation to the EC for 
domestic and international PSAs. 

Eligibility Center Reminders 

Summer Outside Competition 

During the summer, while a student-athlete is outside their playing season, a student-athlete may compete 
for an outside team in noncollegiate, amateur competition. The number of student-athletes from one school 
may not exceed the limits for their sport, which are seen below.  In basketball, the summer basketball league 
must be one that follows the restrictions laid out in Bylaw 17.34.4.1. 

Student-Athletes participating in outside competition will be required to submit a form which will be given to 
them at their checkout meetings.
