GET TO KNOW THE BEARCATS

 • The University of Cincinnati Department of Athletics 

competes at the highest level of intercollegiate athletics 

with the vision to reach Next Level Success for all 18 

varsity teams and more than 450 student-athletes. The 

Bearcats have a proud athletics history, winning eight 

national championships and 118 conference titles. 

The Cincinnati men’s basketball team is among the 15 

winningest programs all-time, while the football team 

became the first non-Power Five program to compete 

in the College Football Playoff in 2021. Olympic gold 

medalist volleyball player Jordan Thompson, NBA Hall 

of Famer Oscar Robertson and Major League Baseball 

legend Sandy Koufax are among several luminaries who 

have competed as Bearcats.

AN ELITE PROGRAM BY THE NUMBERS

 • UC has positioned itself as one of the most successful 

programs in the country over the last several years.

 • Cincinnati is 56-20 since the start of the 2018 season, 

which ranks ninth among FBS programs and is the best 

record among current Big 12 programs during that span.

 • Cincinnati boasts an 89-50 record since the start 

of the 2013 season and has won three conference 

championships while advancing to eight bowl games. Two 

of its eight bowl trips have been to New Year’s Six bowls: 

2021 Peach Bowl and the 2021 Cotton Bowl Classic (CFP 

Semifinal).

 • The Bearcats became the first-ever “Group of Five” 

team to advance to the College Football Playoff in 2021, 

defeating No. 9 Notre Dame on the road and finishing 

undefeated in the regular season along the way. 

 • Since 2009 (last 15 years) the Bearcats rank 17th in FBS 

with a 125-65 (.658) record and rank third among current 

Big 12 teams behind Oklahoma State (139-56) and TCU 

(128-63). They have won seven conference titles during 

that time, a number only matched by Alabama (9) Clemson 

(8) and Oklahoma (8).

 • Cincinnati (2021) was one of just 15 teams to make the 

College Football Playoff in the four-team era (2014-23) 

and one of just two current Big 12 teams (TCU, 2022) to 

make it. UC was the only non-Power Five program to ever 

earn a CFP berth in the four-team format.

LOOKING AT THE 2024 SCHEDULE

 • The Bearcats will face rivals Pittsburgh and Miami (Ohio) 

on back-to-back Saturdays in September. The River City 

Rivalry returns to Nippert Stadium on Sept. 7 and the 

Battle for the Victory Bell heads to Oxford on Sept. 14.

 • The Big 12 welcomed four new members for the 2024-25 

season and UC will face two of them, hosting Arizona State 

on Oct. 19 before visiting Colorado on Oct. 26. The game 

vs. the Sun Devils is also Cincinnati’s Homecoming Game.

 • Cincinnati will also meet Texas Tech, Kansas State, and 

TCU for the first time as Big 12 Conference foes.

 • At the Nov. 9 game vs. West Virginia, UC will celebrate the 

100th Anniversary of the dedication of Nippert Stadium.

NOTING THE 2024 SCHEDULE

 • Towson (Aug. 31): Cincinnati will look to win its 23rd 

consecutive home-opener against Towson in a matchup 

that will also mark UC’s first game against a CAA opponent 

since beating Rhode Island in 2003.

 • Pittsburgh (Sept. 7): The “River City Rivalry” returns to 

Cincinnati for the first time since 2012. The Bearcats 

picked up a 27-21 road win at Pitt last fall behind a 153-

yard, one-touchdown performance from running back 

Corey Kiner.

 • at Miami (OH) (Sept. 14): The matchup with Miami (Ohio) 

will be the 128th Battle for the Victory Bell in a series that 

is tied 60-60-7 following the Redhawks 31-24 overtime 

upset win at Nippert Stadium in 2023. UC travels to Yager 

Stadium for the first time since 2017. The UC-Miami 

series is the oldest non-conference college football rivalry 

with the first game being played on Dec. 8, 1888.

 • Houston (Sept. 21): The Bearcats picked up their first 

Big 12 win, 24-14, over the Cougars in Houston last 

season. Houston returns to Nippert Stadium for the first 

time since UC used a 35-20 win over UH in the 2021 AAC 

Championship Game to cap a 13-0 season and propel 

Cincinnati into the College Football Playoff. 

 • at Texas Tech (Sept. 28): Cincinnati and Texas Tech will 

meet for the first time since a 10-10 tie in Lubbock, Texas 

to open the 1968 season.

 • at UCF  (Oct. 12): Cincinnati and UCF have seen four of 

their last five matchups be decided by 4 or fewer points. 

The two teams were the premier Group of 5 programs 

headed into the last wave of realignment with Cincinnati 

capturing AAC Championships and New Year’s Six bowl 

bids in 2020 and 2021 and UCF doing the same in 2017 

and 2018.

 • Arizona State (Oct. 19): The Bearcats will host the Sun 

Devils for the first time ever in ASU’s first season in the Big 

12. UC picked up a 34-7 victory in Tempe, Ariz., in 1954, 

and a 14-0 win at Arizona State in 1976. The victory in 

1954 (Nov. 6) marked legendary coach Sid Gillman’s final 

victory as the Bearcats’ head coach. He took over as the 

Los Angeles Rams coach in the NFL the next season.

 • at Colorado (Oct. 26): Cincinnati’s more-than-1,200-mile 

trip to Folsom Field in Boulder, Colo. will be its longest 

away trip of the season as the Bearcats will welcome the 

Buffaloes back to the Big 12, which they were in from 

1996-2010.

 • West Virginia (Nov. 9): It will be the Mountaineers first trip 

back to Nippert Stadium since Isaiah Pead rushed for 175 

yards and an injured Tony Pike split time at quarterback 

with Zach Collaros to lead Cincinnati to a 24-21 victory 

in 2009. The win kept UC a perfect 10-0 on the season.

 • at Iowa State (Nov. 16): Cincinnati will make its first trip 

to Ames, Iowa to face the Cyclones in Jack Trice Stadium. 

The Bearcats’ new defensive coordinator Tyson Veidt 

served as Iowa State’s associate head coach/linebackers 

for the last eight seasons.

 • at Kansas State (Nov. 23): Cincinnati travels to Manhattan, 

Kansas to face the Wildcats for the first time since 1996. 

UC picked up home-away sweeps over Kansas State in 

1951-52 and 1965-66 before falling twice in 1995-96.

 • TCU (Nov. 30): TCU (2022) and Cincinnati (2021) – the 

last two current Big 12 teams to advance to the College 

Football Playoff – will meet for the first time since three 

straight Conference USA matchups from 2002 to 2004. 

The Bearcats’ 36-29 overtime victory over TCU at Nippert 

Stadium in 2002 kicked off a home-opener win streak that 

continues to this day (22 straight). 
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BEARCATS FIND NFL SUCCESS

 • Cincinnati has seen 17 Bearcats drafted since the start 

of 2021 – most in the Big 12 in that time span. The list 

includes Ahmad “Sauce” Gardner, who was selected 

fourth overall by the New York Jets in 2022 and went 

on to earn All-Pro and NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year 

honors. 

 • Gardner is now a two-time All-Pro honoree and Pro 

Bowl selection. A pair of former Bearcats, Travis Kelce 

and Bryan Cook, both won their second consecutive 

Super Bowl this past season as well, helping the Kansas 

City Chiefs defeat the San Francisco 49ers, 25-22, in 

overtime. UC players have now won 20 Super Bowls all-

time.

YEAR TWO OF THE SCOTT SATTERFIELD ERA

 • Cincinnati head coach Scott Satterfield enters year two 

at Cincinnati after he was hired as UC’s 43rd head coach 

on Dec. 5, 2022. 

 • Satterfield’s career record stands at 79-57 (.581) in 

11 years as a head coach at Cincinnati, Louisville, and 

Appalachian State, holding a winning mark in seven 

seasons in addition to a 4-1 record in bowl games. 

 • He led the Mountaineers from the FCS to the FBS and to 

three straight conference titles. 

 • He lifted the Cardinals up from a 2-10 campaign in 2018 

to an 8-5 record in his first season in 2019.

 • A Durham, N.C., native, Satterfield was the 2018 Sun Belt 

Coach of the Year at Appalachian State before earning 

2019 ACC Coach of the Year honors after leading the 

Cardinals to a six-win improvement in his first year. 

 • Satterfield has deep ties to App State, serving as 

an assistant coach (1998-08) and quarterback for 

the Mountaineers (1991-95), helping lead his alma 

mater to three NCAA Division I FCS national titles 

and eight conference championships along the way. 

BY RUSH AND BY PASS

 • In 10 seasons as an FBS head coach, Satterfield’s 

rush offense has always averaged at least 200 yards 

per game and his teams have ranked in the Top 30 

nationally in rushing every year. Last season, he 

coached UC to the fifth-best rushing offense in the 

nation, the highest-ranked rushing offense of his head 

coaching career.

ALL-AMERICAN TRIO TO LEAD UC IN 2024

 • Cincinnati has three All-Americans on its 2024 roster: 

Luke Kandra (2023), Dontay Corleone (2022), and 

Mason Fletcher (2022).

 • In his first season with the program in 2023, Kandra 

earned second-team All-America honors from Walter 

Camp and third-team honors from the Associated Press. 

He was one of the top guards in the nation, leading UC 

with 79 knockdowns and ranking third among all Power 

Five guards with an 81.8 PFF rating. Kandra’s play along 

the offensive line helped the Bearcats to fifth-place 

ranking nationally in rushing (217.1 ypg).

 • Corleone burst onto the national scene in 2022, 

earning Third Team All-American honors from the 

Associated Press and Pro Football Focus. He was 

famously nicknamed “The Godfather,” and rated PFF’s 

top defensive player in the country for 2022 (94.7) and 

the No. 2 returning interior defensive lineman for 2023. 

His 94.7 percent run-grade was the best by PFF since 

Micah Parsons in 2019 and the fifth-highest for a single 

season by a defensive lineman, edge or linebacker since 

2014. The Cincinnati Colerain High School product 

tallied 45 tackles, 5.5 TFLs, three sacks, two fumble 

recoveries and two forced fumbles in 2022. 

 • Fletcher also collected Third Team All-American honors 

from the AP and was a Ray Guy Award finalist. He will 

arguably the top returning punter in the country after 

earning AAC Special Teams Player of the Year honors 

and ranking fifth in the country with a 46.2 average. 

The Melbourne, Australia native booted 14 50+ punts 

and his long of 84 yards set against SMU shattered the 

Cincinnati and AAC record for longest punt. 

KINER RETURNS FOLLOWING STANDOUT 2023

 • Corey Kiner returned for his senior season following his  

1,047-yard rushing season, securing the 20th 1,000-

yard season in UC history. His yardage total marked the 

13th-best mark in school history. 

 • The Cincinnati native (Roger Bacon HS) finished with six 

100-yard games in 2023 – tied for the fourth-most in a 

single season in school history. 

 • He has rushed 273 times for 1,409 yards (5.2 ypc) and 

10 touchdowns to go along with seven overall 100-yard 

rushing games in two seasons and Cincinnati. Including 

his 2021 season at LSU, Kiner has rushed for 1,729 

yards and 12 touchdowns on 352 carries over three 

collegiate seasons. 

MILESTONES WITHIN REACH FOR KINER IN 2024

 • Kiner can become the first Bearcat to rush for 1,000 

yards in back-to-back seasons since Mike Warren in 

2018 and 2019 and the fifth to ever accomplish the 

feat, joining Warren, Isaiah Pead (2010-11), Reggie 

Taylor (1980-82), and James Bettis (1980-81).

 • Kiner needs 591 yards to become the 14th Bearcat 

to rush for 2,000 career rushing yards and 814 yards 

to break into the Top 10 in Cincinnati history in career 

rushing yards. 

 • The Cincinnati native brings seven career 100-yard 

games into the 2024 season, tied with four others for 

ninth-most in program history.

ENTIRE OFFENSIVE LINE RETURNING IN 2024

 • Cincinnati returns its entire starting offensive line from 

a season ago as John Williams, Luke Kandra, Gavin 

Gerhardt, Dartanyan Tinsley, and Deondre Buford are 

back for the 2024 season.

 • Behind the strength of its O-Line, UC ranked fifth in the 

nation in rushing in 2023 (217.1 ypg) and Corey Kiner 

turned in a 1,000-yard season at running back.

 • Cincinnati and Oklahoma State are the only two Big 12 

programs to return their entire starting offensive lines 

and a 1,000-yard rusher.

 • Kandra was an All-American in 2023, earning that 

distinction from Walter Camp and the Associated Press.

 • Kandra (Phil Steele & Athlon), Daryanyan Tinsley (Phil 

Steele & Athlon) and Gavin Gerhardt (Athlon) were all 

named preseason All-Big 12 as well.

ALL-AMERICAN DONTAY CORLEONE’S STATUS 

UNDETERMINED ENTERING 2024 SEASON

 • Dontay “The Godfather” Corleone is out indefinitely 

with a non-football illness after he was diagnosed with 

blood clots in his lungs in June. He returned to work 

outs in July, but his status for a full return has not been 

determined. 

 • Corleone is a preseason All-Big 12 first team selection. 

He was a second team All-Big 12 pick in 2023 and 

a third team AP All-American in 2022 along with 

consensus freshman All-America honors during his 

redshirt freshman season. He was PFF’s highest-rated 

defensive player in 2022. 

QUARTERBACK BATTLE

 • Cincinnati returns redshirt junior Brady Lichtenberg, 

who started one game in 2023 and was the primary 

backup in every other game. The 6-1, 200-pound Toledo 

native was 19-of-34 passing last year with 252 yards 

and two touchdowns.

 • The Bearcats also added redshirt sophomore Brendan 

Sorsby, who threw for 15 touchdowns against just five 

interceptions at Indiana in 2023, including seven starts. 

 • The 6-3, 225-pounder threw for three touchdowns at 

Penn State and had five total touchdowns against Illinois. 

He was the No. 13-ranked dual-threat quarterback 

according to ESPN coming out of Lake Dallas High 

School.

 • Cincinnati’s third scholarship quarterback is true 

freshman Samaj Jones from Philadelphia, Pa. The four-

star early enrollee was ranked the nation’s No. 5 dual-

threat quarterback and the No. 4-ranked prospect in the 

state of Pennsylvania.  

NEW DC TYSON VEIDT BRINGS DEFENSIVE PROWESS TO 

CINCINNATI

 • Tyson Veidt was brought in as the Bearcats’ new 

defensive coordinator in the offseason after spending 

the last eight seasons at Iowa State, where he built one 

of the top defensive units in the Big 12.

 • Under his tutelage, the Cyclones led the Big 12 from 

2016-23 in several categories:

 • Scoring Defense (23.2)

 • Total Defense (354.7)

 • Yards Per Play Allowed (5.3)

 • Rushing Yards Allowed (133.4)

 • Yards Per Carry Allowed (3.8)

 • Veidt mentored four NFL Draft picks in the last three 

years at Iowa State, including 2023 first-round selection  

and defensive end Will McDonald IV.
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SPECIAL TEAMS STANDOUTS

 • Cincinnati returns one of the best special teams duos in 

the league this season with punter Mason Fletcher and 

kicker Carter Brown.

 • Fletcher, a 2022 All-American, ranked fourth in the Big 

12 last season in punting (43.0) while battling injuries. 

He was one of two Big 12 punters to not record a 

touchback and also pinned 23 punts inside the 20-yard 

line.

 • Fletcher’s career punt average of 44.3 ranks seventh 

among returning FBS punters and is tops among all 

returning Big 12 punters. He ranks second in UC history 

behind Kevin Huber (45.47).

 • Fletcher’s brother, Max, transferred to UC prior to the 

start of the 2024 season from Arkansas, where he was 

a standout punter for the Razorbacks.

 • Brown took over placekicking duties last season and 

connected on 15-of-19 field goals, including a long of 

54 yards vs. Oklahoma. It was the longest field goal by a 

Bearcat kicker since 2008 and tied for the third-longest 

ever in program history.

 • Brown connected on all 30 of his PATs, the 11th kicker 

in school history with a perfect extra-point percentage 

(min. 20 attempts) in a season.

HARD TICKET TO COME BY
 • In 2021, UC set a record with just over 22,000 season 

tickets sold, which has been broken in consecutive 
seasons. 

 • The Bearcats are currently on a single-game sellout 
streak spanning 18 contests entering 2024.  

A MODERN CLASSIC
 • In 1915, construction was completed on the first 

sections of a brick and concrete structure to replace 
the wooden stands and continued for several 
seasons as funds were raised. 

 • In 1924, the completed structure was dedicated as 
James Gamble Nippert Memorial Stadium with a 
capacity of 12,000.

 • UC has used the Nippert site as a playing surface 
since 1901, making it the second-oldest playing 
site in the nation for college football behind Penn’s 
Franklin Field (1895).

 • UC went from having nearly no premium seating 
options to the addition of 1,100 scholarship club seats 
and 53 indoor and outdoor suites of varying sizes. A 
skywalk connects Tangeman University Center to 
the West Pavilion with premium area customers able 
to access the facility on gameday from the other side 
of campus.

TQL PARTNERSHIP BOLSTERS NIPPERT STADIUM 
 • Total Quality Logistics (TQL), the second-largest 

freight brokerage firm in North America and 
Cincinnati’s largest private company, and UC 
announced in January 2023 a long-term strategic 
partnership that will include field level and stadium 
signage and logo assets for TQL as well as specific 
investment to the Bearcats’ indoor practice and 
performance facility project.

 • TQL’s logo will appear on Carson Field in two places. 
 • While field surface branding typically results in 

renaming the venue, as a Cincinnati company, TQL 
has chosen to not name the field. It will continue to be 
named Carson Field in honor of Dr. Arch Carson, who 
organized the first football team at the university in 
1885 and is known as the Father of UC Football.

• During the season-ending clash with rival Miami (OH) 

in 1923, Jimmy Nippert sustained a spike wound 

injury and died a month later from blood poisoning. 

• His grandfather, James N. Gamble of Procter and 

Gamble, provided the funds needed to complete the 

horseshoe-shaped structure, and the James Gamble 

Nippert Memorial Stadium was dedicated on Nov. 8, 

1924.

• The stadium’s founder was Arch Carson, who as 

captain and principal organizer played a significant 

role in starting football on the UC campus in 1885. 

In 1901 as physical director of the university, Carson 

guided the construction of the field which was later 

named for him -- the playing surface is still called 

Carson Field.

CELEBRATING THE 100th ANNIVERSARY of the Dedication of the

Cincinnati Athletics will commemorate the 100-year anniversary of the dedication of 

Nippert Stadium during the entire 2024 football season, celebrating the life of stadium 

namesake Jimmy Nippert as the Bearcats’ season-long theme. The celebration will 

take center stage Nov. 9, 2024 when the Bearcats face former BIG EAST rival West 

Virginia on Carson Field.

UC debuted a memorial shield this summer, which will be featured throughout the 

2024 season. More information about the logo can be found on the graphic to the left.

Nippert was a center and captain on the 1923 football team when he sustained an 

injury on Thanksgiving Day against rival Miami (OH). He fell ill with blood poisoning and 

died on Christmas Day. Nippert’s grandfather––James N. Gamble, son of the Procter & 

Gamble co-founder––donated $250,000 for the completion of the stadium.

 

Nippert Stadium was officially dedicated on Nov. 8, 1924 before kickoff of a game 

against Oberlin. Members of the Nippert family joined UC staff, players from both 

teams, and representatives from universities in the region in a ceremony at the 

memorial in the south end of the stadium.

Nippert Stadium stands as the centerpiece of the University of Cincinnati’s campus. 

Through several renovations, the stadium has modernized to feature suite levels and 

a press box in addition to premium seating. It now seats just under 40,000 fans, but 

remains in the middle of campus, adjacent to the Tangeman University Center. Nippert 

Stadium’s turf is open to all students for recreation when not in use by the football or 

lacrosse teams for practices or games.

 

Various football season graphic elements and marketing materials, including season 

tickets, will incorporate throwback designs that pay homage to Jimmy Nippert and 

celebrate the stadium’s rich history.

THE SATTERFIELD FILE

Cincinnati head coach Scott Satterfield 
heads into his second season at the helm of 
the Bearcats, primed to elevate the program 
following the inaugural season in the Big 12 in 
2023.

Hired by Cincinnati Director of Athletics 
John Cunningham on Dec. 5, 2022 as the 43rd 
head football coach at Cincinnati, Satterfield 
has compiled a 79-57 record (.581) in 11 years 
as a head coach with the Bearcats, Louisville 
Cardinals and Appalachian State Mountaineers.

He has earned a winning mark in seven 
seasons in addition to a 4-1 record in bowl 
games. He led the Mountaineers to three straight 
conference titles and four bowl appearances 
from 2013 to 2018 before taking over the 
Cardinals in 2019.

Satterfield steered the Bearcats’ transition 
from the American Athletic Conference to the Big 
12 in his first season at UC in 2023. Cincinnati’s 
offense had 11 brand new starters for the 2023 
season opener, returned only one scholarship 
wide receiver and featured 23 college transfers. 
Despite all of the turnover, the Bearcats still 
finished fifth in the country in rushing (217.1 ypg) 
and 33rd in total offense (426.1), and running 
back Corey Kiner authored just the 20th 1,000-
yard rushing season in school history.

Right guard Luke Kandra collected All-
America honors from the Associated Press and 
Walter Camp, while six other Bearcats grabbed 
all-conference honors. 

In Satterfield’s 11 seasons as an FBS head 
coach at Appalachian State, Louisville and 
Cincinnati, his teams have rushed for an average 
of 200 yards per game and finished among the 
nation’s Top 30 rushing teams every season.

Additionally, Satterfield’s offenses have been 
among the nation’s most balanced, averaging 
both 200 yards passing and rushing every year 

since 2019.

He Turned Around Louisville
Prior to coming to UC, Satterfield led Louisville 

to three bowls in four seasons. He lifted the 
Cardinals up from a 2-10 campaign in 2018 to an 
8-5 record in his first season in 2019.

While at Louisville, he compiled a 25-24 record 
and saw 32 players collect All-ACC honors. 
Six Cardinals were selected in the NFL Draft 
during Satterfield’s tenure as well, including 
2023 selections YaYa Diaby (third round), Yasir 
Abdullah (fifth round) and Kei’Trel Clark (sixth 
round).

Louisville quarterback Malik Cunningham 
signed a guaranteed free-agent contract with 
the New England Patriots in 2023.

In 2022, Satterfield led Louisville to a 7-5 
mark and saw 13 players collect all-conference 
accolades. The Cardinals appeared in the 
College Football Playoff Rankings and beat two 
Top-25 teams. Louisville led the nation in total 
sacks (50), finished third in takeaways (30) and 
ranked 11th nationally and tops in the ACC in 
scoring defense (19.2).

The 2021 Louisville squad was led by a potent 
offense that averaged 31.6 points per game and 
ranked 21st nationally with 446.2 yards of total 
offense per game. Cunningham proved to be one 
of the country’s top dual-threat quarterbacks, 
rushing for 1,031 yards and an ACC-leading 20 
touchdowns while passing for 2,940 yards and 
another 19 scores.

Louisville was also explosive in 2020, leading 
the nation with nine plays of 60+ yards and six 
plays of more than 70 yards while ranking fifth in 
the ACC in total offense (444.2).

In 2019, Satterfield guided Louisville to the 
biggest turnaround in college football, increasing 
the Cardinals’ win total by six and vaulting UofL 
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to the Top 25 in total offense and rushing in his first year. Individually, a pair 
of Cardinals posted the best statistical seasons in school history. Javian 
Hawkins broke the school record for rushing yards (1,525) by a running back, 
while wide receiver Tutu Atwell set the Louisville record for receiving yards 
(1,276) and tied the school mark with 12 TD catches.

App State Reaches New Heights
Satterfield guided his alma mater to three consecutive Sun Belt Conference 

Championships and an impressive 51-24 record from 2013 to 2018. The 
Mountaineers held a 38-10 conference mark over six seasons, including a 
34-6 record over five seasons in the Sun Belt.

Along the way, he became the first coach to lead a school from the FCS 
level to FBS and immediately earn three consecutive bowl wins. Satterfield 
directed Appalachian State to three straight conference titles and led the 
program to four straight bowl appearances.

In 2018, Satterfield led Appalachian State to a 10-2 record and an in-season 
ranking of No. 25 in the AP poll, capping the season with a 30-19 victory over 
Louisiana to give the Mountaineers a win in the first-ever Sun Belt Conference 
Championship Game, securing a third-straight league title.

In 2017, during a 9-4 season that included a 7-1 run through the Sun Belt, 
the Mountaineers ranked among the Top 20 teams nationally in several 
categories, including No. 2 in fewest sacks allowed (eight). Quarterback Taylor 
Lamb wrapped up his career by throwing for 9,786 yards and 90 touchdowns.

The Mountaineers dominated both sides of the ball in 2016, finishing 
with a 7-1 league mark while allowing just 94 total points in eight Sun Belt 
games. App State led the league in scoring defense (17.0 ppg), total defense 
(326.0 ypg), rushing offense (245.6 ypg), turnover margin (+8) and time of 
possession (33:25).

The 2015 season saw the Mountaineers finish 11-2––the 11 wins marking 
the highest total ever by an FBS program in its first season of bowl eligibility. 
App State completed the transition from the FCS to FBS by ranking among 
the Sun Belt’s top two in 19 statistical categories and defeating Ohio, 31-29, in 
its first-ever bowl game, the Camellia Bowl in Montgomery, Ala. Lamb finished 

with a single-season school-record 31 touchdown passes.
The 2015 campaign came on the heels of a breakout season in 2014, when 

Satterfield led the Mountaineers to an impressive 7-5 record in their first full 
season in the FBS ranks.

He took over the reins at his alma mater in 2013.

As Quarterback and Coach, Satterfield Puts App State on the Map
Satterfield helped Appalachian State win three consecutive FCS national 

championships in 2005, 2006 and 2007 as the quarterbacks coach and 
primary play-caller.

Among his many highlights as an assistant in Boone, N.C., he mentored 
two-time Walter Payton Player of the Year and FCS All-American Armanti 
Edwards. He helped lead the Mountaineers to the historic 34-32 upset at No. 
5 Michigan to open the 2007 season.

Overall, he won six conference championships as an assistant and two as 
a player. 

Satterfield started 27 games at quarterback for Appalachian State. He 
collected first-team all-conference honors in 1995 after passing for 1,461 
yards and rushing for 649 more to help lead the Mountaineers to the only 
undefeated, untied regular season (11-0) in school history and a 12-1 final 
record. He graduated with a degree in physical education in 1996.

He was an assistant coach at App State, beginning as the wide receivers 
coach in 1998. He moved to running backs from 1999 to 2002. From 2003 to 
2008 he coached quarterbacks, including calling plays from 2004 to 2008 
and serving as an integral part of the Mountaineers’ transition from Power-I 
to spread offense in 2004.

After a one-year stint as the passing game coordinator and quarterbacks 
coach at Toledo in 2009 and a two-year tenure at FIU as the offensive 
coordinator and quarterbacks coach, Satterfield returned to coordinate the 
offense and coach QBs in 2012.

Satterfield and his wife, Beth, a former track and field athlete athlete at 
Appalachian State, have a daughter, Alli, and two sons, Bryce and Isaac.

DEFENSIVE COORDINATOR

Cincinnati football head coach Scott Satterfield 
announced the hire of Tyson Veidt as defensive 
coordinator in January 2024. Veidt came to the 
Bearcats from Iowa State where he served as 
the associate head coach and linebackers coach, 
helping lead the Big 12 Conference’s best defense 
over the last eight years. He will also coach the 
Bearcats’ safeties in addition to his coordinator 
duties.

Veidt was named the National Linebacker 
Coach of the Year by Football Scoop in 2017. He 
was a nominee for the Broyles Award, given to the 
nation’s top assistant coach, in 2018.

“We are excited to welcome Tyson Veidt and 
his family to Cincinnati,” Satterfield said. “Having 
coached at Iowa State for eight years, Tyson knows 
the Big 12 and helped build ISU into one of the 
country’s top defenses. He’s coached outstanding 
linebackers during his career, and proven to be a 
tremendous developer of talent. He brings head 
coaching experience and ties to Ohio, which I 
believe will serve our program well as we look to 
take great strides in our second year in the Big 12 
this coming fall.”

A Logan, Ohio native, he also coached at Toledo 
from 2014 to 2015 and was the head coach at 
NCAA Division III Bluffton (Ohio) University from 
2008 to 2013. Prior to his time at Bluffton, he 
made stops at Saint Vincent (Pa.), West Virginia, 
Muskingum and Indiana.

Veidt’s leadership on defense and in the 
linebackers room helped transform Iowa State into 
one of the nation’s top defenses during his tenure 
with the Cyclones, beginning in 2016.

Since Veidt joined Iowa State as part of Matt 
Campbell’s staff in 2016, the Cyclones led the Big 
12 in: scoring defense (23.2), total defense (354.7), 
opponent yards per play (5.3), opponent rushing 
(133.4), opponent yards per carry (3.8).

Additionally, Iowa State’s 5.1 yards per play 
allowed since 2020 is the ninth-fewest in the 
nation.   

Veidt coached a pair of All-America linebackers 
at ISU in Joel Lanning (2017) and Mike Rose 
(2020). Lanning was a quarterback his first four 
years of college before Veidt helped transform him 
into a star linebacker.

Rose was the 2020 Big 12 Defensive MVP after 
leading the league in tackles (96) and interceptions 
(five).

Overall, Veidt helped coach 45 all-conference 
defenders since arriving in Ames, Iowa. Nine of 
his linebackers received All-Big 12 honors a total 
of 18 times. Three times (2017, 2018, 2019), all 

three of his starting linebackers received All-Big 12 
recognition.

Among his Iowa State linebackers were three-
time All-Big 12 selection and former Cleveland 
Brown Willie Harvey and two-time All-Big 12 
performer Jake Hummel, who played for the Los 
Angeles Rams in 2022.

Veidt’s time at Iowa State coincided with the 
Cyclones’ best stretch of success in school history. 
Iowa State went to six bowls in eight years and 
finished in the CFP Final Top 25 twice – No. 24 in 
2018 and No. 10 in 2020.  

Iowa State had one of the best seasons in school 
history in 2020, finishing 9-3 overall and 8-1 in the 
Big 12, capping the season with a 34-17 victory 
over Oregon in the Fiesta Bowl.

The Cyclones led the Big 12 and ranked eighth in 
the country in rush defense (103.1) in 2020.

In 2022, Iowa State had a historic defense, 
leading the Big 12 in scoring defense (20.2), total 
defense (285.6), rush defense (107.3) and pass 
defense (178.2). ISU’s total defense also ranked 
fourth in the nation.

In 2023, the Cyclones ranked second in the 
Big 12 in total defense (363.2) and rush defense 
(134.2). Veidt mentored sophomore Caleb Bacon, 
who finished the 2023 season as the Power 5’s 
fifth-highest rated linebacker (89.2), according to 
Pro Football Focus.

In two years at Toledo, Veidt helped the Rockets 
to a 19-6 record and a pair of bowl wins.                 

He served as the head coach at Bluffton for 
six seasons (2008-13), guiding the Beavers to 40 
school records, while turning around a program 
that won only one game the year before he arrived.

Additionally, Veidt was a graduate assistant at 
Indiana and West Virginia, including the 2004 and 
2005 Big East Champion teams.

He graduated from Muskingum, where he 
lettered twice in football, in 1996 with a degree in 
pre-physical therapy. He has a master’s degree in 
athletic coaching education from WVU.

Veidt and his wife, Mandy, a New Philadelphia, 
Ohio, native, have a son, Teddy, and twin girls, 
Lamonica and Guiliana.

Brad Glenn joined the Cincinnati staff in 2023 
as the offensive coordinator and wide receivers 
coach. He is entering his second season at UC and 
his 30th year coaching overall.

Glenn had an instant impact on Cincinnati’s of-
fense in 2023, helping guide a Bearcats’ rushing 
unit to 217.1 yards per game – the nation’s fifth-
best average. Cincinnati also tallied 426.1 yards of 
total offense – good for 33rd in the country. Run-
ning back Corey Kiner recorded the 20th 1,000-
yard rushing season in Cincinnati history, while 
right guard Luke Kandra collected Second Team 
All-America honors from Walter Camp and Third 
Team All-America accolades from the Associated 
Press.

Glenn’s wide receiver unit was led by Florida 
transfer Xzavier Henderson, who totaled 58 recep-
tions for 782 yards and three touchdowns. Hender-
son had a 12-catch, 140-yard game against Miami 
(Ohio), tying for the fourth-most receptions in a 
game in school history.

Overall, Kandra earned All-Big 12 First Team 
honors from the AP and Second-Team accolades 
from the league’s coaches, while Henderson and 
center Gavin Gerhardt grabbed honorable mention 
all-conference accolades.

Led in part by Glenn, the UC offense had nine 
different players catch at least 10 passes and saw 
four different players rush for at least 300 yards.

Glenn spent the 2022 season as the passing 
game coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Vir-
ginia Tech following a very successful run as the 
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at 
Georgia State from 2019 to 2021.

Under Glenn’s direction, the Panthers averaged 
a school-record 33.3 points per game in 2020 fol-
lowing a 2019 season in which they set school re-

cords for total yards (439.8 ypg) and rushing (241.6 
ypg). 

In 2021, Glenn’s quarterback Darren Grainger 
threw for 16 touchdowns and just four intercep-
tions, while Georgia State had seven offensive 
players collect all-conference honors.

GSU’s 2020 team was led by quarterback Cor-
nelius Brown IV, who ranked second in the Sun 
Belt in passing (227.8) and total yards (257.9) and 
snagged MVP honors at the LendingTree Bowl. The 
Panthers had six all-conference selections that fall, 
too.

Led by running back Tra Barnett, who led the 
Sun Belt with 1,453 yards, GSU finished No. 13 in 
the country in rushing in Glenn’s first year with the 
Panthers in 2019 and he was nominated for the 
Broyles Award.

Prior to joining Georgia State, he spent seven 
seasons as the associate head coach, offensive 
coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Western 
Carolina under then-head coach Mark Speir, UC’s 
chief of staff during the 2023 season. In his last 
five seasons at Western Carolina, his quarterback 
averaged more than 2,400 passing yards and 600 
rushing yards. He coached WCU’s all-time leading 
passer Troy Mitchell and 2016 FCS National Fresh-
man of the Year Tyrie Adams.

Glenn worked with Cincinnati head coach Scott 
Satterfield on the Appalachian State staff from 
2005 to 2008, winning three straight FCS national 
titles while coaching slot receivers and tight ends. 
When Satterfield left to coach at Toledo, Glenn 
replaced him as the Mountaineers’ quarterbacks 
coach in 2009 and coached two-time Walter Pay-
ton Award (FCS player of the year) winner Armanti 
Edwards.

One of the nation’s top defensive backs coaches and 
a legendary Cincinnati high school coach, Kerry Coombs 
rejoined the UC football staff as the special teams 
coordinator and cornerbacks coach in 2022. He enters his 
third season during his current stint with the Bearcats and 
his eighth season at UC overall. He previously coached on 
the UC staff from 2007-2011.

He served as the interim head coach for the Bearcats 
in the 2022 Wasabi Fenway Bowl, and signed a new three-
year contract to remain at Cincinnati as part of Scott 
Satterfield’s staff for the 2023 season.

The Cincinnati native’s 41-year coaching career has 
been highlighted by stints in the NFL as the secondary 
coach for the Tennessee Titans, two separate tenures as an 
assistant coach and defensive coordinator at Ohio State as 
well as two stops as an assistant at UC. Prior to collegiate 
coaching, he served as the head coach at Colerain High 
School in Cincinnati, where he went to 10 state playoffs and 
five state semifinals over 16 years, including an undefeated 
state championship season in 2004.

From 2014 to 2018, Coombs coached five cornerbacks 
who were selected in the first round of the NFL Draft, 
including Bradley Roby (2014, Denver Broncos), Eli Apple 
(2016, New York Giants), Marshon Lattimore (2017, New 
Orleans Saints), Gareon Conley (2017, Oakland Raiders) 
and Denzel Ward (2018, Cleveland Browns). Those five 
have already combined to earn more than $200 million in 
the NFL.

In 2023, Coombs’ cornerback unit battled injuries and 
featured five different players who earned their first career 
starts at the position. Still, Cincinnati finished fourth in 
the Big 12 in pass defense, allowing just 225.8 yards per 
game. Among the highlights was cornerback Justin Harris 
tying the school-record with four pass breakups in his first 
career start in a road victory at Pitt.

He also coached punter Mason Fletcher to All-Big 12 
honorable mention accolades and kicker Carter Brown, 
who knocked down 15-of-19 field goals.

In 2022, Coombs also had to break in new starters 
at both cornerback spots. He guided Ja’Quan Sheppard 
from backup to first-team all-conference and mentored 
Fletcher, who was named a finalist for the Ray Guy Award 
in addition to AAC Special Teams Player of the Year, and 
Ryan Coe, a second-team all-league kicker.

 Coombs spent 2020 and 2021 as Ohio State’s defensive 
coordinator, returning after coaching the Buckeyes for six 
seasons, from 2012 to 2017.

In 2020, he helped lead the team to a Big Ten 
Championship and the College Football Playoff National 
Championship Game.  His rushing defense (97.6) ranked 
sixth in the country, and the Buckeyes forced an impressive 
20 turnovers in just eight games. Cornerback Shaun Wade 
was named a consensus All-American and the Big Ten’s 
defensive back of the year.

Prior to 2020, Coombs was the cornerbacks coach for 
the NFL’s Tennessee Titans for two seasons and produced 
one of the leagues’ best defensive units. 

The Titans ranked sixth in passing defense (216.9 yards/
game), eighth in opponent passer rating (88.4) and ninth in 
opponent competition percentage (.632). The secondary 
ranked eighth in the league in interceptions in 2019. 

In 2017, Coombs was promoted to the assistant 
coordinator of the defense for the Buckeyes and was the 
special teams coordinator for five seasons (2013-2017), 
while serving as the cornerbacks coach.

In his six-year tenure at Ohio State, every starting 
cornerback he coached made it to the NFL. In that same 
time, the Buckeyes totaled 101 interceptions with 17 
returned for touchdowns, which ranked among the nation’s 
top two in each category during that span.

In 2016, the Buckeyes ranked fourth nationally with 21 
interceptions, including a nation-high seven interceptions 
returned for touchdowns. The team ranked third in the 
country in passing defense.

With Lattimore and Conley drafted in 2017 as first 
round picks, Coombs become the first coach to have three 
cornerbacks taken in the first round over consecutive 
drafts, with Apple being picked in the first round of the 
2016 draft.

After accepting the position of defensive backs coach in 
2012, from 2014-2017 the Buckeyes won two Big Ten titles, 
became the first-ever College Football Playoff national 
champion and Ohio State never finished lower than 13th 
nationally in pass defense, topping out at No. 3 in 2016.

Coombs accepted an offer from Brian Kelly to join his 
staff in 2007 and stayed through the 2011 season.

In 2009, Coombs was promoted to associate head 
coach in addition to being the team’s defensive backs 
coach and special teams coordinator. In 2007, the Coombs-
led Bearcats finished first in the nation in interceptions 
(26).

Coombs was instrumental in Kelly’s three Cincinnati 
teams that were 33-7 overall and played in two BCS bowl 
games: 2008 Orange Bowl vs. Virginia Tech and 2009 
Sugar Bowl vs. Florida.

Prior to coaching at the college ranks, Coombs became 
head coach at Colerain High School in Cincinnati, his alma 
mater, in 1991.

In 16 years at the helm, the Colerain Cardinals went 
to 10 state playoffs and five state semifinals, and went 
undefeated en route to a state title in 2004. Coombs left 
Colerain with a 161-34 record.

His coaching career began after winning the 1980 
Division III National Championship with the University 
of Dayton. He accepted two assistant coaching jobs in 
Cincinnati (Greenhills High School and Lakota High School) 
before becoming head coach at Loveland High School in 
Loveland, Ohio in 1989. 

Coombs graduated from the University of Dayton in 
1983 and is a local product of Colerain, Ohio.

Coombs and his wife Holly are the parents of three 
grown children. They have a daughter Cortney and two 
sons, Brayden and Dylan, who is a former cornerback for 
UC and was in the Lindner Honors Plus business program.

Nate Fuqua (pronounced FEW-quay) joined 
the Cincinnati football staff as co-defensive 
coordinator and outside linebackers coach in 2023. 
He brought a decade of defensive coordinator 
experience to the Bearcats.

In his first season at UC in 2023, he led an 
outside linebackers unit that was headlined by 
transfer Daniel Grzesiak, who finished with 46 
tackles and team highs of 6.5 tackles for loss and 
3.5 sacks. Grzesiak was selected for the Tropical 
Bowl all-star game following the season. Overall, 
the Cincinnati defense featured two All-Big 12 
performers in defensive linemen Jowon Briggs and 
Dontay Corleone.

Prior to joining the Bearcats, Fuqua served as 
the defensive coordinator and outside linebackers 
coach at Georgia State for six seasons, from 
2017 to 2022. He led some of the top defenses in 
Panthers’ history, including a 2021 squad that set 
school records with 38 sacks and 92 TFLs.

Under Fuqua’s tutelage, Georgia State’s run 
defense ranked second in the Sun Belt in rushing 
yards allowed in both 2020 and 2021. The Panthers 
also ranked 11th in the nation with 25 turnovers 
forced in 2022.

Among the highlights during Fuqua’s time at 
GSU were a landmark victory over Tennessee in 
2019 where his defense held the Vols to just 93 
yards rushing, and a LendingTree Bowl victory over 

Western Kentucky in 2020 where the Panthers 
held the high-powered Hilltoppers’ offense to a 
season-low 284 yards. Georgia State also held 
Arkansas State to -3 yards rushing in a win in 2021.

Fuqua was nominated for the Broyles Award in 
2017. He coached 24 all-conference players and 
five Panthers earned pro contracts during his time 
at GSU.

Before joining Georgia State, Fuqua coached for 
12 seasons at his alma mater Wofford. He directed 
the defense for three seasons, helping lead the 
Terriers to the FCS quarterfinals in 2016 when 
Wofford ranked fifth in the nation in total defense 
(287.2) and sixth in scoring defense (17.1 ppg).

A nose tackle in college, Fuqua was a four-time 
All-Southern Conference player and two-time All-
American for the Terriers, including first-team 
recognition as a senior in 2002. He was elected to 
the Wofford College Athletic Hall of Fame in 2008.

An up-and-coming recruiter and quarterback 
technician, Pete Thomas joined the Cincinnati staff as 
quarterbacks coach in 2023.  

A former college signal caller and Arena Football 
League quarterback, the 32-year-old Thomas is one 
the youngest quarterback coaches in the FBS, but 
already has several years of coaching experience.

In 2023, Thomas helped guide a Cincinnati offense 
that totaled 426.1 yards per game – the nation’s 33rd-
best mark. He coached quarterback Emory Jones, who 
finished among the Big 12’s leaders in total offense as 
he tallied 2,219 yards passing and 18 touchdowns to go 
along with 560 rushing yards and four scores.

Prior to joining the Bearcats, Thomas spent four 
seasons on Scott Satterfield’s staff at Louisville. He 
was elevated to quarterbacks coach in 2021.

Thomas was selected for the American Football 
Coaches Association’s 35 Under 35 Coaches 
Leadership Institute in 2021. The prestigious program 
aimed at identifying and developing premier, future 
leaders in the football coaching profession.

Thomas’ first season leading the quarterbacks 
at Louisville in 2021 saw Malik Cunningham elevate 
his game to a different level. Cunningham became 
the second quarterback in school history to rush for 
1,000 yards and also passed for 2,941 yards and 19 
touchdowns.

In 2022, Cunningham became the sixth FBS player 
to pass for 9,000 yards and rush for 3,000 yards in a 
career. He rushed for 3,160 yards and 49 touchdowns, 
while passing for 9,350 yards and 67 touchdowns. 

Before ascending the role of quarterbacks coach, 
he spent two seasons as an offensive quality control 
coach with the Cardinals. During 2019 and 2020, 
he assisted the offensive line and was tabbed a 
247Sports’ 2019 30-under-30 honoree as one of the 
top up-and-coming young coaches in college football.

In 2020, the Cardinals averaged 444.2 yards per 
game, including 200.0 yards and 21 touchdowns on 

the ground.
During the 2019 campaign, Thomas helped provide 

guidance to former offensive tackle Mekhi Becton, 
who was the No. 11 selection in the 2020 NFL Draft and 
translated that into a successful first season with the 
New York Jets.

Thomas assisted the offensive staff in game 
planning and was a key component in allowing the 
Cardinals to average 445.9 yards per game in 2019.  

Before joining the Louisville staff, Thomas spent 
two seasons working under Satterfield at Appalachian 
State as an offensive graduate assistant in 2017 and 
offensive quality control coach in 2018. He also served 
as the interim quarterbacks coach – calling the plays 
– for the 2018 R+L Carriers New Orleans Bowl, which 
the Mountaineers won 45-13 over Middle Tennessee.

Thomas spent a spring at Texas A&M Kingsville in 
addition to work at his alma mater Valhalla High School 
in El Cajon, Calif.

Thomas started at quarterback for three different 
FBS programs. His collegiate career began at Colorado 
State, where he started 21 games over the 2010-11 
seasons.

Thomas transferred to North Carolina State and 
redshirted the 2012 season before making six starts in 
2013. He then closed out his collegiate career in 2014 
at Louisiana Monroe.

For his career, Thomas threw for more than 9,000 
yards and 36 touchdowns, completing 61.7 percent of 
his passes.

Thomas, who graduated from NC State in 2014 
with his bachelor’s degree in communications, played 
one season for the Los Angeles Kiss of the Arena 
Football League, throwing for over 2,000 yards and 43 
touchdowns. He and his wife, Munday, got married in 
2024.

Cortney Braswell joined the Cincinnati staff as 
the inside linebackers coach in 2023.

Regarded as one of the top recruiters in the 
country, Braswell is a former high school head 
coach who was named to the AFCA 35 Under 
35 Coaches Leadership Institute, a prestigious 
program aimed at identifying and developing 
premier and future leaders in the coaching 
profession.

Last fall, UC inside linebackers Dorian Jones 
(56 tackles) and Jack Dingle (53) ranked among 
the Bearcats’ top five in tackles, while redshirt 
sophomore Jonathan Thompson was highly 
productive as a part-time starter, totaling 31 stops, 
four TFLs and ranking second on the team with five 
QB hurries.

Prior to joining the Bearcats, Braswell spent 
two seasons coaching inside linebackers at Army 
following a year coaching outside linebackers at 
Appalachian State. He was also a defensive quality 
control coach on Scott Satterfield’s first Louisville 
team that improved by six wins.

While at Army, Braswell helped lead the Black 
Knights to a 15-10 mark over two seasons. In 
2021, he mentored linebacker Arik Smith, who 
posted 86 tackles and 10.5 tackles for loss en 
route to the Defender of the Nation Award given 
to the top defensive player on a service academy 

in the nation. Smith also was named to the Phil 
Steele 2021 All-Independent First Team. Another 
Braswell pupil, Leo Lowin, collected the 2022 All-
Independent Second Team following his 100-tackle 
season.

In 2020, Braswell coached outside linebackers 
for the Mountaineers, helping lead the defensive 
unit to a No. 18 ranking nationally and a 9-3 mark. 
App State also won the Myrtle Beach Bowl.

He was the head coach at Ridgeland High School 
in his hometown of Rossville, Ga., in 2018, following 
a two-year stint as the head coach at Chattanooga 
Central High School in 2016 and 2017. He led each 
of his teams to the state playoffs.

Braswell began his coaching career in 2009 and 
was a two-time all-state running back at the Baylor 
School in Chattanooga, Tenn.

Braswell ans his wife Jasmine have two sons, 
Cayden and Isaiah.

Nic Cardwell enters his second season on the Cin-
cinnati staff as the offensive line coach for head coach 
Scott Satterfield.

Cardwell coached the offensive line at Louisville in 
2022 after two seasons as the offensive line coach at 
Appalachian State. He also coached tight ends for the 
Mountaineers. He has seen 12 of his offensive linemen 
collect all-conference honors in four years coaching 
the position.

He was a three-time FCS national champion and 
captain during his career as a tight end at Appalachian 
State.

In 2023, Cardwell’s offensive line unit proved to be 
one of the best in the Big 12 as it paved the way for 
the Bearcats to average 217.1 rushing yards per game 
– which ranked fifth in the nation. UC also ranked No. 
33 in the country in total offense (426.1) and the of-
fensive line blocked for running back Corey Kiner, who 
recorded just the 20th 1,000-yard rushing season in 
school history.

Right guard Luke Kandra collected Second Team 
All-America accolades from Walter Camp and Third 
Team All-America honors from the Associated Press 
as well as First Team All-Big 12 from the AP and sec-
ond team all-conference from the league’s coaches. 
He finished with the third-highest rating of any Power 
5 guard (81.8) according to Pro Football Focus.

In addition to Kandra, center Gavin Gerhardt collect-
ed All-Big 12 honorable mention accolades as Cincin-
nati rushed for at least 200 yards in nine games.

In 2022, Cardwell’s offensive line paved the way for 
Louisville to rank second in the ACC and No. 22 nation-
ally in rushing offense (200.6). He coached offensive 
linemen Caleb Chandler and Bryan Hudson to All-ACC 
honors.

In 2021, under his tutelage, App State’s offensive 
line was one of 13 semifinalists for the Joe Moore 
Award, with Baer Hunter and Cooper Hodges both 
collecting All-Sun Belt First Team honors and Ander-
son Hardy also receiving All-Sun Belt recognition. The 
Mountaineers allowed an average of 1.21 sacks per 
game, which ranked 12th in the country and yielded 
just 4.2 tackles for loss per contest.

Cardwell helped the Mountaineers rank No. 7 na-
tionally with 264.9 rushing yards per game during a 
9-3 season in 2020 and in the top 15 in fewest sacks 

allowed during a 2021 season in which Chase Brice set 
the single-season program record for passing yards.

App State also finished with the Sun Belt’s rushing 
champion for the sixth straight year, with Nate Noel 
and Camerun Peoples ranking No. 2 and No. 3 in the 
league in rushing yards per game for an offense that 
averaged 34.5 points. 

All five of the Mountaineers’ primary starters on 
the offensive line earned All-Sun Belt recognition from 
PFF College, which ranked App State’s line as high as 
No. 3 in the nation during the 2020 season. The Moun-
taineers rushed for at least 300 yards in five games 
and had a whopping 500 rushing yards with no sacks 
allowed in the 56-28 bowl win against North Texas.

Cardwell played for the Mountaineers from 2004-
07 and worked seven years in various roles with App 
State’s football program, including the 2018 season 
as the tight ends coach, before following head coach 
Scott Satterfield to Louisville for one season as a qual-
ity control coach in 2019. He helped the Cardinals to 
a six-win improvement in Satterfield’s first season at 
UofL.

The previous year, while working on App State’s 
staff he guided Collin Reed to All-Sun Belt honors and 
Henry Pearson was ranked by PFF College as the na-
tion’s fifth-best true freshman tight end.

Cardwell also served as the Mountaineers tight 
ends coach in 2012, was a graduate assistant from 
2013 to 2014 and worked in a quality control role in 
2017.

In between, he coached the offensive line at North 
Greenville from 2015 to 2016.

A former walk-on, Cardwell arrived at App State in 
2003 and overcame a career-threatening neck inju-
ry to play in all 56 games for the Mountaineers from 
2004-07. Four of his nine career receptions went for 
touchdowns, including FCS playoff scores against 
Coastal Carolina (2006 first round) and Richmond 
(two TDs in a 2007 semifinal). He was a co-captain as 
a senior and won three FCS national championships.

A native of Kernersville, N.C., Cardwell graduated 
from App State in 2008 with a bachelor’s degree in 
criminal justice. He and his wife, Kira, have three chil-
dren: Kai, Blakely and Brewer.

Sean Dawkins enters his first season on the 
Cincinnati staff as the running backs coach for 
head coach Scott Satterfield.

Dawkins comes to UC from Memphis. He has 
more than 15 years of experience as a running 
backs coach, including with the Tigers, Charlotte 
and his alma mater, Troy.

At Memphis, Dawkins helped lead the 
Tigers to a pair of bowl victories during his two 
seasons on staff. He mentored running back 
Blake Watson, who rushed for 1,152 yards and 
scored 17 total touchdowns en route to All-
AAC First Team accolades in 2023. The Tigers 
finished 10-3, ranking No. 14 in the nation in 
total offense (458.5) last fall.

At Charlotte, Dawkins guided running back 
Shadrick Byrd to Conference USA All-Freshman 
team honors in 2021 and Aaron McCallister 
to honorable mention all-league accolades in 
2020.

In 2019, Charlotte led its conference in 
rushing (200.38), totaling a school-record 
2,639 rushing yards. The 49ers set a school 
record for wins (seven) and earned a trip to 
their first-ever bowl game. Dawkins coached 
First Team All-Conference USA running back 
Benny LeMay, who rushed for 1,072 yards and 
signed a free agent contract with the Cleveland 

Browns.
He coached running backs at Troy in 2018, 

helping the Trojans to a 10-3 mark and a victory 
in the Dollar General Bowl.

Dawkins spent one season at Austin Peay in 
2017, leading the No. 6 rushing attack (258.8 
yards per game) in the FCS. The Govs finished 
8-4, completing one of the best turnarounds 
in all of college football in his lone year on the 
staff. Austin Peay entered that fall coming off a 
1-44 stretch since 2013.

He spent six seasons as the running backs 
coach at Murray State (2010-13, 2015-16) with 
one year at Chattanooga (2014) in between. 
He also coached at West Texas A&M and 
Huntingdon College.

As a player at Troy, he helped lead the Trojans 
to their first two bowl appearances (2004, 
2006) and two Sun Belt titles (2006, 2007). 
He finished his career with more than 700 all-
purpose yards and four rushing touchdowns. 
He graduated from Troy with a degree in social 
science in 2007.

Dawkins and his wife Suan have a daughter, 
Kaaliyah, and he has an older daughter, Hazel 
Highsmith.

Josh Stepp joined the Cincinnati staff as the tight 
ends coach for head coach Scott Satterfield in 2023.

He is a former high school head coach who has eight 
years of experience as an FBS assistant coach with 
stops at Georgia State and Louisville before coming to 
Cincinnati.

In 2023, Stepp’s tight end unit was decimated by in-
juries, but the position group was still vital to Cincinnati 
ranking No. 5 in the country in rushing (217.1) and No. 33 
nationally in total offense (426.1). UC started four dif-
ferent tight ends, including walk-ons Caleb Schmitz and 
Barak Faulk and saw five different tight ends catch a 
pass. Cincinnati’s top two tight ends, Peyton Singletary 
and Chamon Metayer, combined for 35 receptions and 
seven touchdowns.

Prior to joining the Bearcats, Stepp coached tight 
ends and served as the recruiting coordinator for Lou-
isville in 2022. He helped lead a Louisville offense that 
averaged more than 400 yards per game in 2022.

He coached redshirt junior tight end Marshon Ford 
to honorable mention All-ACC accolades, as well. Ford 
led the Cardinals in receiving touchdowns and ranked 
second in receptions (33) and receiving yards (434).

Stepp served as offensive coordinator for Louis-
ville in the 2022 Wasabi Fenway Bowl as the Cardinals 
racked up 287 rushing yards and 419 total yards in a 
24-7 victory.  

Stepp joined the UofL staff after six seasons at Geor-
gia State, where he coached tight ends and running 
backs before he was promoted to offensive coordinator 
and quarterbacks coach in January 2022.

Stepp was a key member of the offensive staff that 
produced record-setting units, leading the Panthers 
to four straight winning seasons and bowl berths. He 
helped the GSU offense produce the top three scoring 
figures in program history and three of the top four total 
offense marks over the last three years.

During that time, the Panthers set school records for 
scoring (33.3 ppg in 2020), touchdowns (53 in 2019), 
total offense (439.8 ypg in 2019) and rushing offense 
(241.6 ypg) Stepp assisted with a running game that 
ranked in the top 10 nationally. During the 2021 season, 
Georgia State ranked No. 8 in FBS in rushing at 226.4 
yards per game, the second-best mark in school history, 
while winning a school-record eight games and posting 
a 51-20 win over Ball State in the TaxAct Camellia Bowl.

In his first five seasons at GSU, Stepp primarily 
coached the tight ends but also worked with running 
backs and served as recruiting coordinator in 2020.

Under Stepp, tight ends Roger Carter and Aub-
ry Payne combined for five All-Sun Belt Conference 
Awards in three years and were key weapons in both 
the running game and passing attack. Carter is the Pan-
thers’ career leader in receptions and receiving yards 

by a tight end, while Payne has the tight end record for 
touchdown catches.

Formerly the head football coach and athletic di-
rector at Lexington (S.C.) High School, Stepp joined the 
Georgia State staff in 2017. He coached both running 
backs and tight ends in his first year, including All-Sun 
Belt Conference all-purpose back Glenn Smith and then 
focused on the tight ends beginning in 2018.

In 2019, Stepp was chosen for the American Football 
Coaches Association 35 Under 35 Coaches Leadership 
Institute.

In four seasons at Lexington High, Stepp posted a 
36-17 record from 2013-16, despite inheriting a pro-
gram that had gone 3-8 the year before he arrived. The 
Wildcats posted winning records and reached at least 
the second round of the playoffs in each of his four sea-
sons.

The highlight of his tenure came in 2015 when he led 
his squad to a 13-game winning streak and a berth in 
the state championship game. Along the way, Lexington 
knocked off top-seeded and nationally ranked Spartan-
burg to advance to the Class 4A Division II state finals 
for the first time in 15 years. Stepp was honored as 4A 
Lower State Coach of the Year and Region V Coach of 
the Year.

He began his coaching career as an assistant at 
Pelion (S.C.) High School, his alma mater, in 2007 and 
continued with assistant coaching assignments at Bly-
thewood High (2008) and Spring Valley High, where he 
served as offensive coordinator in 2009.

Stepp earned his first head coaching position at 
Dreher High School, where he coached three seasons 
(2010-12) before taking over as head coach and athletic 
director at Lexington. He led Dreher to an 8-2 mark in 
2012 for the school’s best season in more than a de-
cade.

Stepp began his college career at Furman. He trans-
ferred to Newberry (S.C.) College and enjoyed a re-
cord-setting three-year career at quarterback (2004-
06), including All-America and National Player of the 
Week honors. He finished as Newberry’s all-time leader 
in passing yards, touchdowns and completions and he 
was recently inducted into the school’s Athletic Hall of 
Fame. He is also a member of the Pelion High School 
Hall of Fame.

Stepp graduated cum laude from Newberry in 2007 
with a B.S. degree in physical education and then added 
a master’s in education from the University of Phoenix.

Stepp and his wife Caryn have four daughters: Rilee 
Hope, Emma Paisley, Hadley James and Blakely Ryanne.

Walter Stewart begins his third season at the 
helm of the Bearcats’ defensive line in 2024.

Stewart returned to UC as a coach after 
playing from 2008-12 as a defensive lineman. 
He was a team captain and second-team All-BIG 
EAST selection as a senior in 2012. He played 
in 43 games, went to four bowls, won four BIG 
EAST championships and totaled 185 tackles, 
34.5 tackles for loss, 17.5 sacks and eight forced 
fumbles. He ranks ninth in school history in career 
sacks and tied for second in forced fumbles.

In his 10 years of coaching, he has mentored 
three All-Americans, two conference defensive 
players of the year, one conference player of the 
year and 14 all-conference selections. 

In 2022, Stewart mentored Associated Press 
Third Team All-American and Freshman All-
American Dontay Corleone. The Cincinnati native 
finished his redshirt freshman campaign as Pro 
Football Focus’ highest-rated defensive player 
in the nation. Corleone split time at nose tackle 
with Jowon Briggs, who joined him on the All-AAC 
First Team as they formed one of the country’s 
most fearsome defensive tackle duos. Cincinnati 
finished 9-4 and played in the Wasabi Fenway 
Bowl.

In 2023, he guided Corleone and Briggs to all-
conference honors in the Big 12. The duo combined 
for 12.5 TFLs and 6.5 sacks. 

Prior to returning to his alma mater, Stewart 
coached at Temple from 2019 to 2021 as the 
defensive line coach.

While at Temple, he helped lead the Owls to an 
8-5 record and Military Bowl appearance in 2019.  
The Owls recorded 67 sacks in his 32-game span 
from 2019-21, including a 39-sack season in 2019 

that ranked 16th nationally.
He mentored defensive end Quincy Roche, who 

was named the 2019 American Athletic Conference 
Defensive Player of the Year after tying the school 
record with 13.0 sacks. Roche was selected in the 
sixth round of the 2021 NFL Draft by the Pittsburgh 
Steelers and has also spent time in the New York 
Giants and Minnesota Vikings organizations.

Stewart also coached defensive lineman Ifeanyi 
Maijeh, who earned First Team All-AAC honors in 
2019 with 6.5 sacks, and defensive end Arnold 
Ebiketie, who earned 2020 Second Team All-AAC 
honors.

Prior to his stop at Temple, Stewart served as 
the defensive line coach at Northern Illinois in 
2018. NIU played in the Boca Raton Bowl and ended 
the year with the second-most sacks in the entire 
country (50), trailing only Clemson. Stewart also 
coached defensive end Sutton Smith, who was a 
back-to-back All-American.

Before NIU, Stewart was at Eastern Kentucky 
for the 2016 and 2017 seasons as the defensive 
line coach. During his time at EKU, his defensive 
line totaled 53 sacks between the two seasons. In 
2016, 21 Eastern Kentucky brought down the QB 21 
times, averaging 2.45 sacks per game (27th in the 
FCS).

In 2015, he coached the defensive ends at 
Florida A&M after being on the Tennessee staff 
from 2013-14 where he mentored All-SEC linemen 
Derek Barnett and Curt Maggitt.

Stewart earned his bachelor’s degree in 
sociology from the University of Cincinnati in 2012.

Now in his fifth year as the Director of Athletics at the University of 
Cincinnati, John Cunningham has proven to be the perfect fit for the 
Bearcats, packing win after win into his time on Clifton Heights since taking 
the helm in December 2019. 

Some of the many highlights of his tenure include guiding the Bearcats into 
the Big 12, launching a landmark $100 million Day One Ready fundraising 
campaign, securing a new apparel deal with Nike and Jordan Brand and 
serving as the administrative oversight for the first-ever Group of Five team 
to advance to the College Football Playoff.

In his first few months on campus, Cunningham led the Bearcats’ response 
to the COVID-19 pandemic and created the Next Level Success Fund to 
provide the necessary resources to achieve competitive success and crucial 
support for UC’s student-athletes. 

In 2021, Cunningham spearheaded Cincinnati’s charge to join the Big 12 
and launched the $100 million Day One Ready Campaign initiative. The Day 
One Ready Campaign raised money in the areas of student-athlete wellness, 
signature facilities and operational resources to compete for championships 
in the Big 12, which Cincinnati joined on July 1, 2023.

The centerpiece of the Day One Ready Campaign is the $135 million Indoor 
Practice Facility and Performance Center, which broke ground in May 2023. 
The state-of-the-art complex feature a 120-yard football field, brand-new 
weight room, fueling station and sports medicine offices over more than 
200,000 square feet. It is scheduled to be completed in the spring of 2025. 

Cunningham restructured his leadership team to provide a new focus 
on internal and external operations, tapped Wes Miller, one of the nation’s 
best young coaches, to lead the men’s basketball program, hired two-time 
conference coach of the year Scott Satterfield to guide the football team, 
and brought UC alum Katrina Merriweather back home to coach women’s 
basketball.

He also added head coaches Jordan Bischel (baseball), Erica Demers 
(women’s soccer) and Aimee Ponte (women’s golf) to guide Bearcats’ 
programs during the 2023-24 academic year, welcoming five new coaches 
during the first year of Big 12 competition. 

UNPRECEDENTED SUCCESS ON THE FIELD AND ON THE COURSE
The Bearcats’ football program found unprecedented success in 2021, 

winning a school-record 13 games and a second consecutive American 
Athletic Conference Championship en route to becoming the first non-
“Power Five” team to participate in the College Football Playoff.

UC football is an impressive 34-15 with two conference titles and 16 NFL 
draft selections since 2020.

Additionally, the Cincinnati men’s golf program has found its most success 
in program history in recent years, culminating with the Bearcats first-
ever NCAA Regional Championship appearance in 2023 and Ty Gingerich’s 
individual Big 12 Championship in 2024. 

Cunningham has also embraced the changing landscape of college 
athletics, fully embracing Name, Image and Likeness (NIL) by creating 
IMPACT, a comprehensive NIL development program. The Bearcats have 
been bold and innovative in the NIL space in 
recent years, partnering with Kroger on the 
nation’s largest female-only activation as well 
as Jason and Travis Kelce’s podcast, New 
Heights, to host a live event in 2024 where a 
significant portion of ticket sales supported 
NIL. Additionally, Cincy Reigns, the official 
NIL partner of UC Athletics, collaborated with 
Rhinegeist to create Cincy Light - the country’s 
fastest-growing craft light lager. 

In 2024, Cincinnati’s IMPACT program was 
named the nation’s Best Institutional Program 
at the NIL Summit in Atlanta. 

 
UC CREATES NEW DEPARTMENTS, SETS 

ACADEMIC RECORDS
Cunningham has focused attention and 

resources on student-athlete-centric 
initiatives such as launching the department’s 
first ever Sports Psychology Department 
and creating the Performance Nutrition 
department, while prioritizing student-athlete 

mental health and wellness. He also hired Brad Pike as UC’s first ever Senior 
Associate AD for Health and Wellness and added Senior Associate AD/CFO 
John Daniel and Deputy AD/External Anthony Di Fino.

UC has reached exceptional heights in academics under Cunningham, as 
well.

In the spring of 2024, Bearcats student-athletes achieved an overall GPA 
of 3.4 with 30 collecting academic all-district honors. 

In 2023, Cincinnati ranked No. 1 in the Big 12 and fifth in the nation in 
Graduation Success Rate at 98%. 

In 2022, six student-athletes collected Academic All-America accolades.  

CUNNINGHAM SERVES AS DEPUTY AD AT MINNESOTA AND SYRACUSE   
Before leading the Bearcats, Cunningham served as Minnesota’s Deputy 

Athletics Director for Administration from 2016-19, overseeing the day-to-
day administrative operations of the department, working with all 25 Gopher 
programs and external units, as well as serving as sport administrator for 
football, men’s basketball and men’s golf.   

 He was part of the fundraising and implementation of the Gophers’ 
Athletes Village, a privately-funded project of $166-million which added 
more than 338,000 square feet of new academic, leadership, nutrition, 
practice and team support space for all sports.

Cunningham joined the Minnesota staff from Syracuse, where he also 
served as the Deputy Athletics Director for Administration from 2015-16. 

Prior to his tenure at Syracuse, Cunningham worked at Boise State 
University from 2011-2014 as the senior associate athletics director for 
external relations and executive director for NCAA Compliance.

BOISE STATE AND TCU BOLSTER HIS RESUME  
At BSU, Cunningham was promoted to senior associate athletics director 

for external relations in 2014 after leading the NCAA Compliance program 
for three years. As the head of external relations, Cunningham led the 
operations of Boise State’s development, marketing, media relations and 
ticket offices. He was also the sport administrator for men’s basketball, 
men’s and women’s golf, and men’s tennis.

Prior to his appointment at BSU, Cunningham worked at Texas Christian 
University for five years in the compliance field. He was hired by the Horned 
Frogs in 2006 as the assistant director of compliance and followed up a year 
later with a promotion to director of compliance. In 2011, he was promoted 
again to assistant athletics director for compliance. In that position, he was 
responsible for a comprehensive rules education program and provided 
rules interpretations for athletics staff, coaches, student-athletes and 
university officials.

LOVE FOR SPORTS TRACED BACK TO 
YOUTH IN LINCOLN

Cunningham started his career in collegiate 
athletics as the compliance coordinator at the 
University of Maryland. While in law school, he 
was a compliance intern at Maryland for two 
summers.

A 2001 TCU graduate, Cunningham 
received a law degree from the University of 
Nebraska’s College of Law in 2005. 

A native of Lincoln, Nebraska, he developed 
his love for college athletics by following his 
hometown Cornhuskers as a kid.

Cunningham and his wife, Caitlin, have two 
sons, Gus and Hank.

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Neville G. Pinto serves as the 30th President of the University of 
Cincinnati. A university teacher, researcher and administrator with 
nearly 40 years of experience in higher education, he became UC’s 
chief executive on February 20, 2017. He is the first UC president 
to rise from the ranks of UC’s faculty since Herman Schneider, the 
founder of cooperative education (1928–1932).

During his tenure, the university has set enrollment records, and he 
has prioritized signature investments in diversity, equity and inclusion. 

Dr. Pinto leads the Cincinnati 
region’s only Carnegie Research 
1 university — an institution 
attracting nearly $700 million in 
annual external research grants 
and contracts (including affiliates).

In February 2018, he launched 
UC’s strategic direction, Next Lives 
Here, which is a new paradigm 
for university planning that allows 
the university to be nimble and 
responsive to the world’s changing 
landscape. “Next Lives Here” — 
which moved into its Acceleration 
Phase in 2022 — focuses on 
leading public universities into 
a new era of innovation and 
impact, with three main platforms: 
Academic Excellence, Urban 

Impact and the Innovation Agenda.
As a part of this strategic direction, Pinto established the university’s 

first Chief Innovation Officer, and UC opened the 1819 Innovation Hub, 
followed by the Digital Futures Complex. Pinto’s leadership led UC’s 
intellectual property process to be reimagined, and it became a model 
for the state’s “Ohio IP Promise.” Under his guiding vision, the university 
also is reinventing its cooperative education program — the world’s first 
— for the digital economy. UC also attracted a $100 million investment 
from JobsOhio to accelerate the number of STEM graduates, promote 
federal research at UC and the affiliated Cincinnati Children’s Hospital 
Medical Center, and launch the Cincinnati Innovation District in Uptown.

Pinto presided as UC celebrated its Bicentennial in 2018–2019 
while looking ahead to its next century and launching a $2 billion 
comprehensive campaign, “Next, Now.” Since becoming UC’s president, 
the university’s first Staff Senate was formed, and the university 
opened a first-ever Staff Success Center as well as a new Faculty 
Enrichment Center. Regionally, Pinto serves on the Ohio Governor’s 
Executive Workforce Board, the Cincinnati Futures Commission, the 
Cincinnati Business Committee (CBC) and as chair of the Uptown 
Consortium in Cincinnati.  

Prior to returning to UC to serve as president, Dr. Pinto led 
the University of Louisville as acting president and professor of 
chemical engineering. Before serving at the University of Louisville, 
he served for 26 years on the faculty in chemical engineering at the 
University of Cincinnati, where he established the Adsorption and 
Ion Exchange Laboratory, which focused on research in biochemical 

and environmental engineering. His research included purification of 
genetically engineered drugs, the study of bio-membranes, and air and 
water purification. His laboratory attracted over $6 million in external 
research funding and trained 32 graduate students including 16 PhD 
students, many of whom have moved on to become leaders in industry 
and academia. Dr. Pinto’s work as an academic inventor and dedication 
to strategic innovation as President led to his selection as a National 
Academy of Inventors Fellow in 2024.

Earlier in his career at UC, Pinto held a number of administrative 
posts including Department Head for Chemical Engineering, Assistant 
Dean for Graduate Studies in the College of Engineering and Applied 
Science, and Vice Provost and Dean of The Graduate School. As Dean, 
he had a leadership role in attracting major external awards totaling 
over $10 million to UC to support graduate and STEM education.

Pinto joined the University of Louisville (UofL) as Dean of the Speed 
School of Engineering in 2011. While dean, his accomplishments 
included overseeing a major expansion in the enrollment of the college 
and spearheading the development of the Belknap Engineering and 
Applied Sciences Research Park. He significantly strengthened the 
university’s relationship with GE, to develop a partnership that has 
led to significant educational and career opportunities for students 
and encouraged the company to bring its FirstBuild microfactory to 
campus. This effort earned the Silver Fleur-de-Lis award from Greater 
Louisville Inc. in 2015.

From May 2015 to July 2016, Pinto served as Interim Executive Vice 
President and University Provost at UoL. During this period, he finalized 
the 21st Century University Plan and launched major initiatives to 
strengthen educational excellence, student success and access, 
research and community engagement. He was appointed Acting 
President in 2016.

Pinto was elected Fellow of the Graduate School at UC based on 
outstanding scholarly attainment and was elected to the National 
Academy of Inventors in recognition of U.S. patents awarded. He has 
variously been active in the American Institute of Chemical Engineers, 
American Society for Engineering Education, American Chemical 
Society and is a member of the Tau Beta Pi Engineering Honor Society. 
He is also the recipient of numerous outstanding teaching and service 
awards.

Pinto was born in Mumbai, India. He was educated at the Indian 
Institute of Technology, New Delhi, where he earned his bachelor’s 
in chemical engineering. He earned his MS and his PhD in chemical 
engineering at Penn State University.

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HISTORICALLY SPEAKING
The University of Cincinnati football program dates to 1885 and ranks as one of the 10 oldest in 

major college football and holds an all-time mark of 662-608-50 entering its 137th season. UC has 

won a conference championship seven times in the last 16 years while playing in a bowl game 15 

times in the last 21 years. The Bearcats have tallied 80 wins since 2014 (over the last 10 years), 

which ranks among the most in the Big 12. In 2009, UC reached as high as No. 3 in all three major 

polls (Associated Press, USA Today, Bowl Championship Series) - only to be topped by the No. 2 

ranking (Associated Press) in 2021. 

COLLEGE FOOTBALL PLAYOFF RUN IN 2021
The Bearcats authored the greatest season in school history in 2021, starting 13-0, rising to 

as high as No. 2 in the AP poll, winning a second consecutive AAC Championship and advancing 

to the College Football Playoff. Cincinnati fell to Alabama the CFP Semifinals at the Cotton Bowl 

Classic, but not before beating Indiana and No. 9 Notre Dame on the road, as well as routing 

Houston for the league title. The historic win over the Fighting Irish was Cincinnati’s first-ever win 

over a Top-10 opponent on the road. UC’s first-ever back-to-back 50-point games followed the 

road wins. Cincinnati also hosted ESPN College GameDay for the first time ever in a season that 

featured the most prolific offense in school history and one of the nation’s most stout defenses. 

Led by Desmond Ridder, who set the school-record with 87 career touchdown  passes and won 

44 games (third-most in FBS history), Cincinnati set school records for touchdowns (70) and 

points scored (516). The Bearcats had the nation’s top pass defense, which was led by First 

Team All-America cornerbacks Ahmad “Sauce” Gardner (No. 4 pick in 2022 NFL Draft) and Coby 

Bryant (Thorpe Award winner). Head Coach Luke Fickell was named the consensus national 

Coach of the Year, winning eight awards from national organizations. The season culminated 

with a school-record nine players selected in the 2022 NFL Draft, which ranked third in the 

country and cemented Cincinnati as one of the country’s premier college football programs. 

SIMPLY “SAUCE” 
Cornerback Ahmad “Sauce” Gardner burst on the scene for a pick-six in an upset of UCF as a 

true freshman in 2019 and never looked back, becoming the first Bearcat position player to 

collect consensus All-America honors before becoming the highest drafted player in UC history 

when he was selected with the No. 4 pick by the New York Jets in the 2022 NFL Draft. The two-

time First Team All-American and unanimous AAC Defensive Player of the Year famously never 

allowed a touchdown pass over more than 1,000 coverage snaps in his three-year career. He 

found immediate success in the NFL, capturing All-Pro and Defensive Rookie of the Year honors 

in 2022. 

COBY BRYANT IS UC’S FIRST JIM THORPE AWARD WINNER
Cornerback Coby Bryant returned for a fifth “bonus” season in 2021, granted by the NCAA due 

to the pandemic. The Cleveland, Ohio, native took full advantage of it. A team captain, he  was 

named the Paycom Jim Thorpe Award winner as the nation’s top defensive back in 2021 as he 

led the Bearcats to the College Football Playoff and finished his career with 45 passes defended 

and 10 interceptions. 

RECORD-BREAKING RIDDER
Quarterback Desmond Ridder capped his Cincinnati career (2017-2021) with 44 wins, the third 

most in FBS history, two AAC Championships, two AAC Offensive Player of the Year Awards, 

an appearance in the College Football Playoff and countless school records, including most 

touchdown passes (87), most total yards (12,418 ), AAC TD responsibility (115) and most 

rushing touchdowns by a UC QB (28). He finished eighth in Heisman Trophy voting in 2021 and 

finished his career undefeated at Nippert Stadium.

SETTING THE ‘PACE’
Linebacker Ivan Pace Jr. made his presence felt in his only season at Cincinnati, becoming its 

first unanimous First Team All-American in 2022. The Cincinnati native and Miami (OH) transfer 

totaled 137 tackles (21.5 for loss), 10 sacks and three forced fumbles. He ranked among the 

nation’s Top 10 in tackles (sixth), TFLs (third) and sacks (10th) en route to AAC Defensive Player 

of the Year honors. He was a finalist for the Butkus and Chuck Bednarik Awards, as well.

A TOWER OF STRENGTH
UC’s football program is one of the nation’s oldest — only Rutgers (1869), Michigan (1879), 

Navy (1880), and Minnesota (1883), among NCAA Football Bowl Subdivision institutions, 

predate Cincinnati, which began the sport in 1885.

THE ROCK OF TRUTH
UC has been involved in several historic college football milestones starting with Dec. 8, 1888. 

That day, Cincinnati and Miami (OH) University engaged in the first college football game played 

in the state of Ohio, launching a rivalry that is tied for the oldest in the game among major 

universities — North Carolina vs. Wake Forest began playing that same year. The Battle for the 

Victory Bell is the fifth-most played rivalry series in college football.

ALWAYS ON THE SIDE OF INNOVATION
A few years later in 1897, UC received an invitation to visit New Orleans to play a football game 

as a reward for a successful season, a precursor to the current postseason football bowl games.

BOWL-CATS 
Cincinnati has been to 18 bowl games since 2000 and 23 in the program’s 135 seasons. UC 

played in the first Bowl Championship Series, now New Year’s Six, game in school history, taking 

on Virginia Tech in the 75th FedEx Orange Bowl on Jan. 1, 2009, and faced Florida in the Sugar 

Bowl the next year. The Bearcats returned to the New Year’s Six in the Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl on 

Jan. 1, 2021 in Atlanta. In 2021, Cincinnati advanced to the College Football Playoff Semifinals 

at the 86th Goodyear Cotton Bowl Classic in Arlington, Texas, on Dec. 31, 2021. 

WE ENGINEER BETTER
In the 1930s, a UC football player wore a device with his helmet to protect his broken nose. The 

device was a forerunner of the now standard face mask. The first soccer-style place kick was 

also attempted by a Bearcat, Hank Hartong, in the early 1960s. Cincinnati played the Midwest’s 

first collegiate night game in 1923. The team first practiced after dark in 1909 as a way to 

combat many of its athletes working jobs all day as part of the university’s renowned co-op 

program.

THE CHART TOPPERS
In 1968, the Bearcats were the nation’s top passing team with quarterback Greg Cook leading 

the NCAA in total offense, while receiver/kicker Jim O’Brien captured the national scoring title. 

A year later, Cook earned Rookie of the Year honors as a Cincinnati Bengal, and two years later, 

O’Brien kicked the game-winning field goal for the Baltimore Colts in Super Bowl V.

ALL-AMERICA TRADITION 
51 Bearcats have earned All-America recognition. Mike Woods garnered first-team honors in 

1977, earning him an appearance on Bob Hope’s television special. Punter Kevin Huber became 

the first two-time First-Team Associated Press all-American in UC history when he earned the 

honor in 2007 and 2008. In 2021, Ahmad “Sauce” Gardner become the first position player 

to earn consensus All-America honors. He was a two-time First Team All-America selection in 

2020 and 2021. In 2022, linebacker Ivan Pace Jr. became the first Bearcat to earn unanimous 

First Team All-America accolades. Right guard Luke Kandra collected second team accolades 

from Walter Camp in 2023. 

“THE TOE” 
Jonathan Ruffin received the Lou Groza Award as the nation’s top kicker in 2000 after booting 

a record 26 field goals. He was presented the award by ESPN’s Chris Fowler. Ruffin was also a 

consensus All-American that year.

OUR CRADLE OF COACHES
Coaching luminaries have patrolled the sidelines at Cincinnati. College Football Hall of Fame 

coach Frank Cavanaugh began his 24-season career at UC. Sid Gillman, a member of the 

College and NFL Halls of Fame, was the architect of one of the top eras of Cincinnati football 

history. He directed the Bearcats to three conference titles and a pair of bowl game appearances 

during his six seasons (1949-54) before leaving for the professional ranks. Cincinnati, with 

Gillman developing the passing offenses which would make him successful in the pro ranks, 

became known for its aerial attack in the early 1950s. That notoriety continued long after his 

departure. Brian Kelly (2007-09) and Luke Fickell (2017-22) both won multiple conference 

championships and National Coach of the Year awards. Each coach took the Bearcats to a pair 

of BCS/New Year’s Six bowls. 

UPSET CATS 
Cincinnati has been dangerous to top teams over the years, knocking off the likes of No. 8 

Wisconsin, 17-12, at home in 1999, upending defending national champion Penn State in 1983 

14-3 on the road, and dominating Virginia Tech, 16-0, in 1995 while allowing just 41 yards of 

offense. However, possibly the biggest upset in UC history came in 2006 as the Bearcats beat its 

highest-ranked opponent in Nippert Stadium history, blowing away then-No. 7 Rutgers, 30-11. 

Although not technically an underdog when the No. 7-ranked Bearcats beat No. 9 Notre Dame 

in South Bend, Ind., in 2021, the game marked the first-ever win over a Top 10 team on the road. 

FOOTBALL HISTORY
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1885 UC fielded its first football team under the 

organization of Arch Carson, who served as the first coach. 

The team won a pair of games over a club from neighboring 

Mt. Auburn.

1888 Cincinnati and Miami faced off in Oxford for the first 

college football game in the state of Ohio. The game ended 

in a scoreless tie but launched a rivalry that is tied for the 

honors of being the oldest among major college schools.

1897 Following a 7-1-1 season--the lone loss was to the 

fabled Carlisle Indians--Cincinnati was invited to celebrate 

New Years in New Orleans and play a contest against the 

host Southern Athletic Club. A day after their victory, the 

Bearcats accepted a challenge from LSU and also defeated 

the Tigers.

1898 Frank Cavanaugh, immortalized as the Iron Major, 

began his head coaching career at Cincinnati. He was 

elected to the National Football Foundation Hall of Fame at 

the conclusion of his illustrious career.

1901 Cincinnati played its first home game at the current 

site of Nippert Stadium, defeating Hanover, 18-0.

1912 Cincinnati scored a school-record 124 points in a 

shutout win over Transylvania. Ike Stewart and Bob Heuck 

each tallied six TDs and Alonzo Wells kicked 12 PATs, all 

UC records.

1914 Cincinnati teams first used the nickname Bearcats.

1915 Construction began on permanent stadium seating 

and facilities.

1922 George McLauren, another UC mentor to be elected 

to the College Football Hall of Fame, began his four-season 

tenure as UC’s head coach.

1923 Nippert Stadium was the site of the first night 

football game in the Midwest as Cincinnati defeated 

Kentucky Wesleyan, 17-0. In the season-ending game vs. 

Miami, Jimmy Nippert sustained a spike wound and died 

a month later of blood poisoning. His grandfather, James 

Gamble, donated the money needed to finish the stadium 

construction.

1924 Nippert Stadium was dedicated.

1931 Chester “Chet” Smith becomes the program’s first 

Black player.

1933 UC won the first of two straight Buckeye Athletic 

Association titles.

1934 UC played its first Homecoming game, defeating 

Marshall, 7-0.

1935 The Bearcats’ first NFL players, Bill Feldhaus 

(Detroit) and Ray Nolting (Chicago), lead UC to a 7-2 record 

before embarking on their pro careers.

1936 Nippert Stadium’s  playing field is lowered 12 feet to 

allow spectator seating to increase to 24,000.

1942 UC hosted No. 2 Georgia at Nippert Stadium. The 

Bulldogs won, 35-13, and won the Rose Bowl a few months 

later. The other lone blemish on UC’s 8-2 record was to 

Sugar Bowl victor Tennessee.

1943-44 Football suspended due to World War II.

1946 Cincinnati defeated defending Big 10 Conference 

champion Indiana in the season opener en route to a 9-2 

record. The season was capped by the Bearcats’ first bowl 

appearance. UC defeated Virginia Tech, 18-6, in the Sun 

Bowl.

1947 UC won its first Mid-American Conference 

championship. The Bearcats won four crowns in their six-

year association with the league.

1949 Sid Gillman took over as head coach and promptly 

piloted UC to a Mid-American Conference title and a win 

over Toledo in the Glass Bowl. Tom O’Malley’s 1,617 

passing yards led the nation.

1950 The Bearcats advanced to the Sun Bowl but are 

edged by West Texas State, 14-13.

1951 UC posted an all-time best record of 10-1. Gene 

Rossi and Bob Stratton became the first Bearcats to earn 

all-America recognition.

1953 Cincinnati led the nation in both total offense (409.5) 

and total defense (184.3), a feat accomplished by only 

three other teams in college football history.

1954 Sid Gillman left for the Los Angeles Rams after 

directing UC to an 8-2 ledger. In six seasons under the 

eventual college and pro hall of fame coach, the Bearcats 

posted a 50-13-1 record and won three Mid-American 

Conference titles.

1956 UC led the nation in punt return average at 17.7 

yards per return.

1959 Dave Canary became the first of 11 Bearcats to 

earn academic all-America honors. Canary eschewed pro 

football possibilities to pursue a successful acting career 

and became a regular in several TV series. Teammates 

Jack Lee and Jim Leo were named MVP of the Senior Bowl 

and College All-Star games, respectively.

1963-64 Cincinnati won back-to-back Missouri Valley 

Conference titles under Chuck Studley, who went on to 

become head coach of the Houston Oilers. UC compiled a 

14-6 record during those two seasons.

1968 Cincinnati led the nation in passing offense, 

averaging 335.8 yards per game. Greg Cook led the nation 

in total offense, amassing 3,210 yards, while receiver/

kicker Jim O’Brien was the nation’s leading scorer with 142 

points.

1970 Bob Bell became the second Bearcat in as many 

seasons to be a first-round selection in the NFL Draft.

1976 Cincinnati defeated Arizona State and Vanderbilt en 

route to a 9-2 ledger. Co-Captain Mike Woods earned first-

team all-America honors and was a second-round draft 

pick by the Baltimore Colts.

1983 UC opened the season with a 14-3 upset of defending 

national champion Penn State at Beaver Stadium.

1985 The Bearcats upset a pair of 1984 bowl teams, 

Virginia Tech and Boston College.

1986 UC hosted the No. 1 Miami Hurricanes at Nippert 

Stadium. The Hurricanes validated their ranking with a 45-

13 win.

1992 Nippert Stadium reopened to full use following an 

extensive renovation. The Bearcats hosted No. 8 Penn 

State in the season opener, and nearly pulled off the upset 

before falling, 24-20.

1995 Robert Tate led the nation in kickoff return average, 

averaging 34.3 yards on 15 returns. Tate was named both 

Offensive and Special Teams MVP in Conference USA.

1996 Cincinnati began competition in Conference USA. 

The Bearcats posted back-to-back crowds of 30,729 for 

Kentucky and 30,887 for Miami University, breaking the 

old stadium attendance record.

1997 Cincinnati ended a draught of 47 seasons without a 

bowl game appearance when it was selected to play in the 

inaugural Humanitarian Bowl. The Bearcats defeated Utah 

State, 35-19, to finish the year at 8-4.

1999 Cincinnati upset No. 8 Wisconsin, 17-12 in Nippert 

Stadium.

2000 UC won five of its last six games to finish second 

in Conference USA and earn a bid to play Marshall in the 

Motor City Bowl. Jonathan Ruffin became a first consensus 

first-team all-America choice and received the 2000 Lou 

Groza Award after leading the nation in field goals.

2001 The Bearcats opened the season against No. 25 

Purdue in front of a sellout Nippert Stadium crowd. UC 

won its first four league games en route to a second-

place finish in Conference USA and second straight trip to 

the Motor City Bowl. Quarterback Gino Guidugli is named 

the C-USA Freshman of the Year after setting school and 

league freshman records by throwing for 2,573 yards and 

16 touchdowns.

2002 Cincinnati set school and Conference USA single-

game attendance marks when 66,319 packed Paul Brown 

Stadium to see UC play eventual national champion Ohio 

State. UC won its final five league games to claim a share of 

the C-USA title, its first league championship since 1964. 

Quarterback Gino Guidugli threw for 3,543 yards, one of 

five season records set by the sophomore. UC earned a 

bowl bid for a record third straight year, playing in the New 

Orleans Bowl.

2004 The Bearcats recovered from a 2-4 start to win 

five of their last six games, including a convincing 52-24 

victory over No. 21 Southern Miss. UC was selected for the 

Fort Worth Bowl where the Bearcats defeated Marshall, 

32-14.
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2005 Cincinnati began play in the BIG EAST Conference.

2006 The Bearcats posted a 7-5 regular-season mark, 

playing a schedule that featured five teams ranked in 

the Top 10 at the time they faced UC. After a couple of 

near misses against those ranked foes, UC downed No. 

7 Rutgers, 30-11, before a national television audience. 

Cincinnati earned a berth in the inaugural International 

Bowl in Toronto, Ontario. The UC squad earned a 27-24 win 

over Western Michigan.

2007 The program equaled the school single-season 

record for wins, posting a 10-3 record and earning a No. 

17 ranking in the final Associated Press poll. It marked the 

first time UC ended the season among the nation’s Top 

25 programs. Three Bearcats earned all-America honors, 

including punter Kevin Huber, who was the school’s second 

consensus selection.

2008 The Bearcats had a banner season that included 

11 wins, the program’s first BIG EAST Conference 

Championship, a final ranking of No. 17 in both the 

Associated Press and USA Today Top 25 polls, and a 

Bowl Championship Series appearance in the 75th FedEx 

Orange Bowl on Jan. 1, 2009. Five UC players earned all-

America honors while punter Kevin Huber became the 

first two-time First Team Associated Press All-America 

selection in school history.

2009 Cincinnati ran off a school-record 12-straight wins, 

achieved a best-ever ranking of No. 3 in the country (AP/

USA Today/BCS) and won is second-straight BIG EAST 

Conference Championship before falling to Florida in the 

2010 Allstate Sugar Bowl. Wide receiver Mardy Gilyard re-

wrote parts of the UC record book on the way to earning 

AFCA First-Team All-America honors and finishing ninth in 

Heisman Trophy voting.

2010 In 2010, the Bearcats led the BIG EAST in scoring 

offense (27.1 ppg), total offense (417.3 ypg), passing 

offense (260.7 ypg), first downs (21.9 pg), third-down 

conversions (45.6 pct.), and touchdown passes (27). Wide 

receiver Armon Binns and quarterback Zach Collaros were 

both First-Team All-BIG EAST selections while five other 

teammates earned All-BIG EAST honors. 

2011 UC was the most improved NCAA FBS AQ team in 

2011, finishing with a 10-3 mark, a Top-25 final ranking, 

winning its third BIG EAST Conference title in four years 

and knocking off SEC foe Vanderbilt in the 2011 AutoZone 

Liberty Bowl, the program’s first bowl win over a BCS 

opponent. Eight student-athletes earned All-BIG EAST 

accolades in 2011, including BIG EAST Offensive Player 

of the Year Isaiah Pead and BIG EAST Co-Defensive Player 

of the Year Derek Wolfe. Wolfe, a senior defensive tackle, 

earned spots on five All-America teams and  JK Schaffer 

was named the 2011 American Eagle Outfitters BIG EAST 

Football Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

2012 UC closed out its sixth 10-win season in 125 years 

of football. The Bearcats were one of only four NCAA FBS 

AQ programs to have won 10 games in five of the past six 

seasons, joining Alabama, Oklahoma and Oregon. UC also 

won its fourth conference championship in the past five 

seasons and earned a victory over Duke in a thrilling come-

from-behind effort in the 2012 Belk Bowl.

2013 UC had the most prolific offense in school history 

leading the newly formed  American Athletic Conference in 

total offense (472.1) and rushing offense (168.3) with the 

offense totaling a school-record 6,137 yards. The Bearcats’ 

defense was one of the best in the country, ranking in the 

top 10 nationally in both rushing defense (6th, 104.5 ypg) 

and total defense (9th, 315.6 ypg). Nine student-athletes 

earned all-conference honors. 

2014 UC finished out the campaign with a 9-4 record, 

an American Athletic Conference Championship and a 

matchup against Virginia Tech in the 2014 Military Bowl 

presented by Northrop Grumman, benefiting the USO. 

Cincinnati rebounded from a 2-3 start and finished the 

regular season 9-3 on a seven-game winning streak with 

a share of the conference crown, UC’s fifth league title in 

seven years and 14th all-time. OL Eric Lefeld beacme UC’s 

first three-time, first-team all-league selection since OL 

Jason Fabini (1995-97).

2015 The 2015 UC squad finished 7-6, played in the 

Hawai‘i Bowl, had the most prolific offense in school history, 

set 18 school records and finished No. 6 in the NCAA FBS 

in total offense, averaging 537.8 yards per game. WR Shaq 

Washington set UC’s school-records for career (240) and 

single-season (90) receptions while Chris Moore hauled in 

a UC record 26 touchdown passes during his career.

2016 Not a lot went right for the University of Cincinnati 

football team in 2016. The Bearcats started the season 3-1 

with a road win at Big Ten Conference program Purdue and 

picked up their 11th-straight win over longtime rival Miami 

(OH). The rest of the way saw UC’s offense sputter, a litany 

of injuries to key starters and only one win in the final eight 

games of the season. 

2017 Luke Fickell took the reins as head coach in December 

2016 and helped lead UC to a 12th-straight win over rival 

Miami (OH), the snapping of an eight-game conference 

losing streak and a thrilling senior-day victory over UConn.

2018 UC finished 2018 with 11 or more wins for the third 

time in program history and knocked off Virginia Tech in 

the Military Bowl presented by Northrop Grumman. Head 

Coach Luke Fickell was the American Athletic Conference 

Coach of the Year, QB Desmond Ridder was the AAC Rookie 

of the Year and P James Smith was a Ray Guy Award finalist 

and a two-time All-America selection.

2019 UC closed 2019 with an American Athletic 

Conference East Division Championship and a win in the 

TicketSmarter Birmingham Bowl. The Bearcats won 11 

games for only the fourth time in school history while the 

back-to-back 11-win seasons in 2018 and 2019 occurred 

for only the second time in UC’s 132 seasons of football. 

UC was ranked No. 21 in the final Associated Press, USA 

Today Coaches and College Football Playoff polls.

2020 The Bearcats won the American Athletic Conference 

title, closing out a 9-0 regular season and qualifying for 

the Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl, its first New Year’s Six game 

since 2009. The COVID-19 pandemic caused numerous 

schedule alterations, but UC overcame and spent the 

majority of the season in the Top-10 of all three national 

polls. The Bearcats beat three ranked teams, hit their 

highest-ever CFP ranking (No. 7), had 17 players named 

All-AAC, including All-America selections Ahmad Gardner, 

Josh Whyle and James Wiggins and saw Head Coach 

Luke Fickell earn AAC Coach of the Year honors while QB 

Desmond Ridder was the American’s Offensive Player of 

the Year and a finalist for the Manning Award.

2021 The Bearcats authored the greatest season in 

school history in 2021, starting 13-0, rising to as high 

as No. 2 in the AP poll, winning a second consecutive 

AAC Championship and advancing to the College Football 

Playoff. Cincinnati fell to Alabama the CFP Semifinals at 

the Cotton Bowl Classic, but not before beating Indiana and 

No. 9 Notre Dame on the road, as well as routing Houston 

for the league title. The historic win over the Fighting Irish 

was Cincinnati’s first-ever win over a Top-10 opponent 

on the road. UC’s first-ever back-to-back 50-point games 

followed the road wins and were highlighted by running 

back Jerome Ford’s 179 yards and four touchdowns in the 

first half against UCF. Cincinnati also hosted ESPN College 

GameDay for the first time ever in a season that featured 

the most prolific offense in school history and one of the 

nation’s most stout defenses. Led by Desmond Ridder, who 

set the school-record with 87 career touchdown passes 

and was named AAC Offensive Player of the Year for a 

second time, Cincinnati set school records for touchdowns 

(70) and points scored (516). Ford tied a school-record 

with 20 touchdowns and the UC defense led the nation in 

pass efficiency defense, while ranking third in interceptions 

and fifth in scoring defense. Senior cornerback Coby Bryant 

won the Jim Thorpe Award as the nation’s top defensive 

back, while fellow cornerback Ahmad “Sauce” Gardner 

became the first Bearcats position player to be named 

a consensus All-American. An astounding 12 Bearcats 

were named to the All-AAC First Team, while Gardner was 

a unanimous choice for AAC Defensive Player of the Year 

and head coach Luke Fickell was named the conference’s 

Coach of the Year. Fickell was named the consensus 

national Coach of the Year, winning eight awards from 

national organizations. The season culminated with a 

school-record nine players selected in the 2022 NFL Draft, 

which ranked third in the country and cemented Cincinnati 

as one of the country’s premier college football programs. 

2022 Cincinnati’s quest for a fourth straight conference 

championship game berth came down to the final play of 

the regular season finale with backup quarterback Evan 

Prater leading UC against Tulane. The Bearcats finished 

9-4 and advanced to a fifth consecutive bowl game, the 

Wasabi Fenway Bowl. Ivan Pace Jr., Dontay Corleone 

and Mason Fletcher all collected All-America honors as 

Cincinnati closed out its final season in the American 

Athletic Conference with another successful campaign.

2023 The Bearcats entered a new era, joining the Big 12 

Conference under first-year head coach Scott Satterfield. 

Behind 1,000-yard rusher and All-America RG Luke 

Kandra, UC ranked fifth in the country in rushing offense 

but finished 3-9. 
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On Sept. 2, 2006, the University of Cincinnati Department of Athletics unveiled its Ring of Honor, located on the of the Herschede-Shank Pavilion atop the east side of stands Nippert 

Stadium opposite the press box. The Ring of Honor recognizes the accomplishments of UC’s extraordinary football student-athletes.

The charter class included Greg Cook, Dick Goist, Gino Guidugli, Tom Marvaso, Danny McCoin, Jack Lee, Jim O’Brien, Tom O’Malley, Gene Rossi, Jonathan Ruffin, Bill Shalosky, Reggie 

Taylor, and Mike Woods.

Canfield earned Associated Press Second-Team All-America 
honors in 2008, the first UC offensive lineman to earn a spot 
on the AP squad since Bill Shalosky was named an honorable 
mention AP All-American in 1952 ... he closed out his careeer 
with 39-straight starts in the trenches and helped lead a 
group that helped Cincinnati average over 375 yards of total 
offense per game in 2008 ... he was a Second-Team All-BIG 
EAST Conference honoree three times.

Honorable mention All-American at linebacker in 1986 ...

career, good for 10th on the school’s all-time list ... played for 
the Cincinnati Bengals.

The 2009 matchup 

served as the de-facto Big East championship game, 

as the Bearcats came back from a 31-10 deficit and 

won 45-44 to complete an undefeated regular sea-

CINCINNATI VS. LOUISVILLE
Both a football and basketball rivalry, the gridiron 

tradition has stretched more than 80 years and four 

conferences, most recently the American Athletic 

Conference.

The Victory Bell is the oldest non-conference college 

football rivalry. The first game, on Dec. 8, 1888, was 

the first college football game played in the state of 

Ohio. The original bell hung in Miami (OH)’s Harrison 

Hall and was used to ring in Miami (OH) victories. The 

current trophy is a replica of the original bell and is 

kept in possession of the winning team each year. 

One side is painted red and black and shows Cincin-

nati’s victories, while the other side is red and white 

and shows Miami (OH)’s victories. The Cincinnati-Mi-

ami (OH) series is fifth on the list of most-played in 

college football and is the oldest Division I rivalry
